palaces than any nian who has been in St.
Paul forsome time. He is the gentleman

who has the plans for the Montreal palace,

that could not be used because of the small-
pox there, and has had a good deal of ex-
perience, not only in making and studying
plans, but in constructing palaces and ar-
ranging for the courses and
grounds for the carnival sports. He
is familiar with all the details and
came to St. Paul on purpose to give the
local men points on the proposed carnival.
At the hint of the director Mr.Hutchinson
did not give out any freely to the reporters
except ina general way to boom the enter-
prise of the, city and predict a big success,
the city, the men behind the scheme and the
weather being all in favor of .success.
Promptly on his arrival he was at once
taken in tow by the directors and the sev-
eral proposed sites duly examined. Central
park, Smith park and the upper island were
visited and carefully examined.

IT"WILLBE IXCENTRAL PARK.

Inthe evening Mr. Hutchinson, withthe
plans of the Montreal palace, met the
directors at headquarters in the Ryan, and
a general and lengthy discussion of the
various sites was indulged in, with closed
doors. It had been thought, be-
fore examination, that Central park
was not suited for the palace,
because of the trees, which would be in the
way ofthe construction. Aid. Van Slyke,
however, had made several accurate meas-
urements during the day and last night pre-
sented them, Itwas found that a piece of
land 705x500 feet dimensions could be
utilized by taking in a strip on two sides
of the park, and that a clear space in the
corners of this rectangle, about 200x100
feet, level enough for curling
or skating could be secured. It was also
shown at last night's meeting that begin-
ning at a point on the hill a course for
tobogganing could be had running down
across a corner of the park to Cedar street.
Itwas also found byAid. Van Slyke that
the space in about the center of the park,
where there are no trees, was large enough
toadmit tho palace. The other places ex-
amined have thulr inorUc. i.««- to* >)em£r

centrally located, and admitting:of the
grouping of so many of the attractions, the
tobogganing, the curling and the skating,
Central park was the more desirable,

nothing being lacking except the track for
cutter racing. Mr. Hutchinson advised the
selection of Central park, and after nearly
all the directors had expressed themselves a
vote was taken, which resulted unani-
mously in the selection of Central park.
The space to be known as the ice palace
grounds willtake in a considerable space
on two sides of the park, as shown by the
accompanying diagram.

The grounds are bounded by Bluff. Rob-
ert. Thirteenth and Cedar streets. On the
north side of the park, where a sort of
boulevard already exists, there will be a
drive for cutters, but not in the
regular carnival course, which will
have to be located elsewhere.
Across the park run two driveways, or
paths, each fifty feet in width, and Mr.
Hutchinson suggested that these ba used
for toboggan slides, exclusively forchildren,
and the suggestion was at once adopted by
the directors as a good one.

PLANS A LITTLE CHANGED.
The plans brought from Montreal, and

those prepared in St. Paul, were examined
and discussed at some length, and it
was decided that several changes should
be made from those heretofore
made public. Just what these
wouldbe, was not fullysettled and the di-
rectors had little to say as to what they
might be. They would be settled this
morning. Mr. Hanson, the secretary, said
he was authorized to say that the building
would be even more imposing than by the
early plans, by reason of more massive
towers, and possibly by a slight increase in
dimensions.

'Hie directors will settle the changes to-
day and before to-night the exact appear-
ance of the palace willbe known.

MINNESOTAFLAX.

AnExpert Says itCan be Raised and
Worked toAdvantage.

Mr.E. A. Hartshorn of Troy, N. V.,
president of the Cable flax mills there and
formany years a practical flax spinner, is
stopping at the Ryan. Ina casual conver-
sation with a Globe reporter yesterday,
Mr.Hartshorn said that the flax fibre now
wasted in Minnesota was valuable and
could be made a source of considerable rev-
enue, being far superior in strength and
durability. "The native word forjute.in
India, is equivalent to our word 'hum-
bug.'

"
said he: "Its cheapness is its prin-

cipalrecommendation.lt canbe sold so cheap
because it is grown and cleaned by cheap
labor. The Indian farmer is quite content
with Sor 9cents per day, and can live on
rice at a dailycost of less than 2 cents.
Hence itis quite possible forus to purchase
good, clean jute at 24 and 3K cents a
pound inNew York, all freight, duty and
insurance paid. At these prices it is not
strange that the Minnesota farmer makes
the most money out of his flax fibre by
burning itup."'

"But willour flax fibre really make val-
uable goods".'"

"Most certainly itwill,if labor is put
upon it. For twines, cordage, burlap, tow-
eling, crash, carpeting and many other pur-
poses it is perfectly adapted, it is only a
question of labor cost inputting itinto use.
There are two ways by which we can
immediately utilize our flax fibre and in-
crease our linen industry. One is for
American laborers to work as cheaply as
European and Asiatic people, and the other
is to impose a larger tax upon flax and jute
and the products therefrom.

THE FIKST PLAN
Iregard as impossible and altogether sui-
cidal to the best interests of the country,
and the second as entirely feasible and hu-
mane. We are paying about three times as
much for labor as British, Scotch and Irish
spinners, and France. Germany and Russia
has labor stillcheaper than Great Britain.
About half our working people are from
Scotland and Ireland and the balance native
American, bit all are paid the same wages
for the same service. Those coming from
Europe tret about three times their
former wages the first day they

j enter mills in this country.
They earn more and expend more forrent,
food, clothing and luxuries, and that makes
business better here than in Europe. We
don't want cheaper labor on this side the
Atlantic. We can reach the linen question
by another and better method. Let Euro-
pean manufacturers be given tounderstand

1 that we are determined to raise flax and
make linen goods in the United States and
they will transfer their machinery rapidly
to this country. St. Paul and Minneapolis

ufacture of coarse linen goods from domes- j
tic fibre." I

hood, and a vividdissolving during tiie last
forty years. It says the business has not !
gone to Dundee or Belfast, nor has the de-
mand forlinen goods declined, but that the
business has gone to Fiance, Germany and
Russia. The article closes with the fol-
lowing significant sentence: 'It is cur-
rently reported in town that Messrs.
Marshall are establishing large flaxmills in
America.'"

"How is it that wo can compete withIn-
«.lia in wheat and not in flaxand jute?"

Because flax and jute culture requires
more labor than wheat. But let the fann-
ers of Minnesota understand that cheap
labor inIndia will soon be felt in wheat as
flax. The railroad system of interior In-
dia is now completed, and itis only a ques-
tion of time

—
a very few years— when In-

dian wheat, ifuntaxed, willbe sold in the
New York and Boston markets at a less
price than Minnesota wheat. Itwillnot be
a question ofexporting to European ports,
but a question of supplying the Atlantic
seaboard cities of the United States. Eng-
land now boasts that itcosts less to trans-
port Indian wheat to Liverpool than to
freight Minnesota wheat to New York,
Boston or New Orleans. It therefore only

remains for India to go on increasing her
wheat acreage, which she is rapidly doing,

and she willdrive American wheat out of
Europe and Indian wheat into America."

THE ADVENT MISSION.

Addresses Delivered at the Church
of the Good Shepherd.

The interest in the mission still continues.
Another large congregation was in attend-
ance last night. Bishop Whipple and the
Revs. Gilfillan and Graves were the speak-
ers, the rector. Rev. Mr. Pope, and the
Rev. George C. Tanner of Owatonna being
present. The subject for the evening was
the Malignityof Sin. Mr. Gilfillanshowed
that different sins are leagued together, and
that aperson in freeing himself from one
sin is apt to find himself confronted with
another, which must be likewise eradi-
cated. He dwelt on trie sin of profanity,
and related a wretched night which he had
once passed ina strange city. Having re-
tired for the night at a hotel, he was
awakened by the most terrible
noises which he had ever heard. Itseems
the jailwas not far distant from the hotel
and the drunken wretches who were locked
up there were making night hideous with
their blasphemy. Mr. Gilnllan's address
was fullof interest.

Mr.Graves followed on the same subject,
dividing itinto two heads: The mystery of
sin and the slavery of sin. He spoke of
vanity as being one of the prevailing sins.
People think vanity is a very trivialsin, a
mere foible, but physicians tell us
that a large proportion of in-
sane people become so by indulg-
ing in the sin of vanity
untilit has gained complete control over
them. Bishop Whipple followed on the
same subject. He said people seem to
think that ifthey can barely secure God's
forgiveness at the last moment of their
lives that is sufficient. They need some-
thing else than that. Supposing, he said,

pr.uia gather every thief, gambler

and sinful woman in this city, could gather
them all together to-night in some large
hall, and supposing that Icould say to
them "Myfriends,Ihave got amnesty from
God forall of you. There will be no more
penalty foryour sins." Iwouldlike to ask
you, would the crowd be any better by ob-
tainingpeace merely because the penalties
were taken away? No, no. The sin itself
must be washed away. They must do like
Mary Magdalene and go to Christ, Who is
the onlyOne who can present them spotless
to the Father.

TEMPERANCE WORK.

Highly Successful Meeting- of the
Father ITlathew T.A.Society.

'

The Father Mathew Total Abstinence
society held a rally at its hall under the
cathedral last evening which spoke elo-
quently of the prosperous condition of the
work. The hall was packed and the exer-
cises were unusually interesting. A piano
solo by Miss Schley was followed by a few
opening remarks by H. Tracy. Another
entertaining song was succeeded by the ap-
pearance onthe rostrum ofJ. B.Brisbin.who
said the Irish had more considerations to
prompt them to temperance work, than any
other people on the globe. There was
the wise and potential dominating in-
fluence of the Catholic church, that
gave the highest assurances of success.
There is no cause dominated by the church
that is not for the welfare of man and that
willnot ultimately triumph. Everything
good in the nature and efforts of man laid
hold on this foundation of religion.
Another instance that animates Irishmen
in this work is patriotism. The very vir-
tues of the Irish character, the traits which
have placed her sons in the front ranks the
world over, have at the same time been its
weakness, and the evilof intemperance had
been its curse. The Irish are more bound
together in this work bypersonal considera-
tions than any other people. But great
progress was being made, and to-day
the Irish were the most temperate class in
St. Paul. Yousee the Irish saloons, not f
gone, but going. The Catholic chorea had i

become a great and crowing influence in
this and other lines of effort, and mankind
is bowing down to its power for good.
He paid a high tribute to the work and
methods of Bishop Ireland andhiscoajutors.
Their methods are those of reason and prac-
ticability, not of sentimental impossibility,
and closed with an argument in favor of
high license.

Aquartet, by Misses Folk, Carroll,Bolo-
ner and Chalifon, was sung and encored.

T. D. O'Brien followed with aneat ad-
dress. He thought more effective work
could be done by laboring for the societies
than by preaching temperance in the ab-
stract. To him the evils of intemperance
seemed a twice-told tale. He spent a part
of his time every day in the municipal
court, where he had a temperance sermon
every morning. Liquor is nearly always
at the bottom of the misery, crime and
strife there portrayed. Itis to these socie-
ties that is due the fact that the spirit of
temperance is kept alive. Their influence
is necessary to individual abstinence and
persistence therein. Of the thousands of
convictions he had seen in the municipal
court in the last five or six yeare, not one
kad been amember of the Father Mathew
society, to his knowledge. He closed with
an appeal forlabor inbehalf of increased
membership, for the interests of the cause
itself and of the society.

P. J. Fortune, with his witty remarks
and song, convulsed the house and was re-
called.

Father Shanley made a few extempora-
neous and effective remarks. He had
passed many pleasant evenings in that hall,
butnever felt more pleased than on this
occasion, forhe feltthat the society was re-
newing its youth and vigor. He predicted
some rousing and interesting meetings for
the coming winter that would receive more
than local notice. There were in Minne-
sota eighty total abstinence societies con-
nected with the work of this diocese, each
looking toward the labors of this organiza-
tion, and itmust be boomed. He indulged
in some pleasing reminiscences of what he
termed the palmyday^of the society, when,
some years ago, the membership was
over three hundred, and the meetings were
so fullof spirit that the table was a mess of
pulverized pine through the constant and
vigorous use of the gavel. As an illustra-
tion of the results of abstinence he said
that every married member of the society
was enjoying health and a comfortable,
happy home.

The Diamond Jo Warehouse.
An ordinance to aid in the improvement

of the public levee, and to foster and
encourage the river business in St. Paul,
has been prepared, and would have been
submitted to the council last night but for
the fact that no business was transacted.
The ordinance gives permission to the
Diamond Jo line of steamers to erect a
wooden wnrehouse, one-story high, and 200
feet long by 40 wide, on the levee, com-
mencing at the westerly end of the river
warehouse, now between Jackson and
Sibley streets, and extending thence west
200 feet. It is to be so constructed as to
leave a covered, butopen. passageway from
Jackson street to ihe river 30 feet wide.
It is to be used only for the transfer of
goods, and not for the purpose of trade.
Allboats arriving aie to be allowed to dis-
charge or receive car*i and, passengers free
of charge. Any steamboat corporation or
company now orhereafter organized, operat-
intr a line on the Mississippi river, is
entitled to use the warehouse with the Dia-
mond Jo line upon such terms and condi-
tions as the common council of St. Paul
may declare to be just. It willbe offered
at the meeting of the council to-morrow
night.

The Special Delivery-

The rapid delivery does not seem to have
proved to be as popular in St. Paul as it
was expected itwould. During the month
of November the St. Paul office received
from other places 609 letters; local letters
deposited for delivery, 292; total compensa-
tion to messengers, $71.93; average com-
pensation to messengers, 510.9G; total num-
ber of trips by messengers, 650; average
time of delivery of letters after arrival, 29
minutes, 7 seconds; mailed here to go to
other places, 324; special-delivery stamps
sold, 567.10. There was a falling off of
59 letters from the preceding month. The
sale ofspecial delivery stamps in October
amounted to 5115.50 and in November to
§07.10, showing during the month of
November a decrease of 548.40.
The postoffice people do not regard the re-
sult of the past two months as a conclusive
settlement of the matter as to whether or
not the project willor willnot in the end
prove successful. They seem to think that
partly through curiosity people boughtmore
freely ofstamps in October than they really
required, and that they have some left over.
They feel confident that the month of De-
cember will surpass that of October, and
that ultimately the project willprove a suc-
cess.

On the
stage of the hall is a Gypsy
camp, where Miss Eva Evans, the Gypsy
queen tells fortunes at so much a head, Miss
Emma Jenkins being doorkeeper. The
tables are presided over by Mesdames
Dougan, Milham, Johnson, Jenkins, Jack-
son, Gordon, Evans and Haupt. Mrs.
Crocker and Miss Shiere have charge of the
refreshment table, and Miss E. Hunter of
the Jacob's well.
