CHICAGO, Dec. 1.—Deliveries of wheat
were unexpectedly large to-day. Baker
sent about 100,000 bushels and Counselman
about as much more. It is estimated that
at least 2,500,000 bushels landed with
Poole, Sherman & Co., and that B. P.
Hutehinson and Armour & Co. caught a lot
more, quantity not named. The market
was not nervous, but prices were held fairly
steady. Bear influences are at work to still
further depress values, but  there was
good buying throughout the session and the
substantial decline that many looked for
did not take place. The increase in the
visible supply of over 1,250,000 bushels was
larger than the trade had been led to ex-
pect, but thoughtful traders were notin a
frame of mind to be thrown off their bal-
ance by any exhibit. A place in the state-
ment had to be found for the 600,000 or
700,000 bushels regularly ground up by the
Northwestern millers.  Cables were
dull and depressed and reported lower for
wheat, but no change in quotations was
made in the dispatches. Private advances
from the other side were discouraging in
the extreme. There was reported heavy
selling in the pit to-day, but inquiry failed
to confirm the talk in this particular. The
session was only two hours and a half in
duration, and business did not seem to be
phenomenally large. The fear of having
wheat delivered to them may have induced
them to sell their holdings. but the property
did not come out in sufiicient quantity to
overwhelm the market, which was remark-
ably steady under the circumstances, the

The report of the government railroad com-
missioner regarding the Union and Central
Pacific roads was considered a bear argu-
ment in respect to all roads subsidized by
the government. It was also feared that
the coming session of congress would take
unfavorable action in reference to the Union
Pacific in particular, and heavy selling of
this stock from the opening broke the price
3 points. The clique in Northern Pacific
preferred were also unable to stem the
downward tide of prices, and a decline of
about a point was recorded. The
Southwesterns were again raided and in
the absence of clique support, Kansas and
Texas dropped to 35}5. The general feel-
ing was decidedly bearish, owing in part to
the early adjournment of the stock ex-
change on account of Mr. Hendricks’ fu-
neral. Northwestern formed a notable ex-
ception to the general course of the market.

Notwithstanding the fact that the past week
has been a very mild one, and that Thanks—
giving occurred within this period, both of
which facts are against an increase in busi-
ness, the period referred to held its own very
successfully.

In regard to nails, it is said that
the demand from the West upon the Eastern
mills has slackened up considerably, and the
supply is rapidly approaching the point when
it will fully cover current requirements.
There hasg really been but little change in the
situation, except that the number of ma-
chines operated by feeder nails has very much
increased since our last report. At that
time but 558 machines were reported im op-
eration. Since that time the Junction iron
works at Steubenville have begun operations,
and had at last advices ten machines running
with their nail plate heatersand rollers. The
last report of the Western Nail association
shows 608 machines running, which is an in-
crease of fifty machines. compared with last
week’s report. All this has had the effect to
reduce the price here slightly, so that
they arenow quoted at $3.35. While there
is no question but that the unseasonable
weather is having an unfortunate influence
on the demand for dry goods, the business of
the week was moderately active, and our re-

view closes on a month aggregating a very
material increase over the corresponding
month of 1884. 1n view of the weather of the
month, it is reasonable to conclude that sales
would have doubled had we had a good,
sharp cold snap. The order trade consti-
tuted the bulk of the imquiry during the
week. It was not confined to any particular
line of goods, all seasonable fabrics receiving
attention. There was a considerable number
of near-by customers In who came to market
with a view of selecting holiday goods. Of
these they bought freely, but did not confine
themselves entirely to them, heavy winter
fabrics coming in for a good share of atten-

gradually working down. They express con-
filence in a healthy winter
trade, as money is reasonably plenty,

or the wherewithal to procure it—
grain—is  ijn  the hands of  the
farmers. This in turn will give our jobbers

& good business, although it must be re-
membered that a continuance of the present
mild weather will place a decided check on
the fnture demand. The market is devoid of
new features. Prices are steady as a rule,
the exceptions, however, being ‘jobs” that
are offered from time to time to close cut
broken lines of undesirable styles. In view
of prospective high freights next year the
department buyers of our leading jobbers
have just gone Rast for the purpose of
purchasing and having shipped this month
stocks for spring, in order to avoid paying
the expected high charges for freights. The
drug market is active and prices are tending
toward an advance. The advance announced
last week on white lead, oil peppermint,
gum arabic, castor oil, etc., is fully main-
tained, and an advance in glycerine is ex-
pected. Opium continues firmer. The low
price on chloroform has increased sales.
On iodine and iodides some advance Is prob-
able. Window glass is very firm at previous
advances. Senegais dull, ard little is coming
in at the moment. Extra ginseng commands
high prices, but ordiuary quality is dull and
lower. Spermaceti has advanced, and borax
is likely to be higher soon. Groceries are in
very active demand, and trade has been dur-
ing the past month a great deal better than it
was last year at this time, while collections
are perfectly satisfactory. A number of
changes have been made in the quotations
for syrups and molasses, cheese, beans and
woodenware. Lumber is firm, and the de-
mund is large, though the approach of the
winter season, of course, will soon reduce
orderssomewhat. First fencing has strength-
ened up a little. B stock boards have also
advanced slightly. Boots and shoes are in
good demand for all seasonable goods. In
leather and finished iron and steel there is no
change.

ter, while barrels are too large and not easily
handled, besides the weight crushes the roll.

Care should also be taken before putting the
butter in packages, that all the sides and ends
of the package be lined with new white mus-
lin, thus keeping the butter from defacement
by touching the wood.

Each
roll should be separately placed in a piece of
new muslin cloth washed in warm water to
take out the starch, and thoroughly wet in
good brine. The rolls should also be of mod-
erate size and not too large. Then again, the
rolls should be of uniform color, not packing
the light and fresh-made-with other that has
been colored.]
