Arraignments in the District Court
Upon Grand Jury Indictments.

1t was confidently expected that the
grand jury would complete its work yester-
day and adjourn. So sure of it were the
court officials that the warrants for fees
were all made out and the treasurer’s office
kept open in order to pay off the jurors as
expeditiously as possible. The jury did not
get through, however. It appears that
after all other matters nad been disposed of
the jury tackled the question of return-
ing either an indictment or presentinent
acainst Ed A. Stevens, the city police
clerk, for malfeasance in office. Onthis is-
sue the jury failed to agree, and decided to
meet again this morning. The Tanner case
had another overhauling, and a number of
the demi monde testified to the character of
the Acme hotel under his management.
Charges against certain persons for selling
obscene literature, preferred at the instance
of the Society for the Suppression of Vice,
were also investigated. The remainder of
the business of the jury is made known by
the following arraignments upon indiet-
ments returned:

MOFFIT ARRAIGNED.

In contrast to this exhibition of justice,
swiit and stern, was the case of Edward J.
Motlit, the young man who embezzled $256
while acting as cashier at Dickinson’s bazar.
In a faltering voice he pleaded guilty to the
crime and stood silently awaiting sentence.
He had an intelligent and even refined face,
while in dress and appearance he looked
the gentleman. County Attorney Davis re-
marked that he had no disposition to move
for the infliction of a severe penalty of the
law. Here was in many respects a sad
case, that of a young man who had hereto-
fore possessed the confidence of his employ-
ers and an unblemished reputation pleadiﬁg
guilty to the erime of stealing a considera-
ble sum of money. Perhaps reformation
might be secured if the court saw fit to tem-
per justice with mercy. W. H. Donahue,
the attorney, also spoke briefly in behalf of
the young man. Judge Koon remarked
that he would defer sentence until he had
BN opportunity to investigate the circum-
stances of the case.

A SWELL CLUB HOUSE

For the Minneapolis Club=-Annual
Election of Officers.

The sumptuous but rather limited quar-
ters in the Syndicate block have grown too
small for the members of the Minneapolis
elub and steps have been taken looking to
the erection of a building that will accord
with the club's progressive ideas. The
silken draperies that half conceal and half
reveal the mysteries of that elegant suite of
rooms have never been drawn aside for the
benefit of publie euriosity, but were suchan
improbable thing to happen, a very. well-
arranged, comfortable and even superb
quarters would be exposed. There Judge
Koon enjoys his cigar after a weary day in
court; there Gen. Hateh, in a game of
whist, finds relief from railroad cares; C.
M. Loring, when the door closes upon him,
forgets the course of the wheat market, and
Hon. E. M. Wilson gladly exchanges coke
and blockstone for Pole and IHoyle. As
stated, however, steps have been taken
looking to a new and suitable building, and
at the annual meeting the executive com-
mittee was instructed to present for the ac-
tion of the club its ideas of the plans, cost
and location of such a structure as would be
suitable to the uses of their members. 1t is
reporied the elub will go as high as $§50,000
for the building, but no further out than
Twelfth street for location. 7The annual
election of officers resulted as follows: E.
M. Wilson, president; H. W. Brown, vice
president; M. P. Hawkins, secretary; H.
B. Whitmore, treasurer. There were five
trustees elected to fill the vacancies of re-
tiring members: C. B. Eustis, E. M. Wil-
son, M. P. Hawkins, S. R. Thayer and H.
B. Whitmore. It was decided at the same
time to incorporate the club under the ar-
ticles already agreed upon.

CITY COUNCIL.
Hours and Pay for City Worke--
More Lights.

The communications and petitions re-
ceived and g.ven proper reference at last
night’s meeting of the council were numer-
ous. The police appointments, as elsewhere
published, were confirmed. The committee
on ordinances was instructed toreport an
ordinance creating and regulating the office
of city purchasing agent. It was voted to
open and widen Humboldt avenue, from
Western to Plvmouth. The electnie light
at the corner of Twenty-fourth street and
Portland avenue was changed to Twenty-
fifth street and Portland avenue, and the
electric light on the corner of First avenue
south and University avenue changed to
Central and University. The committee
on health and hospitals, together with the
health ofticer, was authorized to employ a
competent man to take charge of the quar-
antine hospitals. An auctioneer’s license
was ordered issued in favor of H. J. Mitch-
ell, in place of license No. 341. revoked by
the mayor. The city engineer was directed
to make such tests as he may deem nec-
essary in order to determine a suitable
route for a tunnel to disel e the sewerage
of Northeast Minneapolis into the river
below the falls. Plats of the following
additions to the ecity were adopted:
Stough’s subdivision in Maben, White &
Co.’s addition; re-plot of blocks 13, 14, 19,
20, 28, 29, of Jackson, Daniels & Whit-
ney’s addition; Johuson's subdivision of lots
g and 9. in block 33, East Side addition.
The committee on fire department was
authorized to provide storm windows for
the fire department houses and to advertise
for proposals for putting steam fixtures in
Cataract engine house, and also to furnish
the Oak Lake engine house. '

ELECTRIC LIGHTS

were ordered located as follows: At the
city water works, Sixth avenue south and
Canal street, Seventh avenue south and
Canal street, Eighth avenue south and See-
ond street, Nicollet and Twenty-ninth
street, Nicollet avenue and Thirty-first
street, Grand avenue and Lake street, Thir-
teenth street and Sixth avenue north,
Thomas place and Elwood avenue, Thir-
teenth avenue and Eighth street south and
Seventh street and Eleventh avenue south.
The committee on firedepartment recom-
mended that a warrant be drawn in favor
of E. T. Wileox in payment of damages to
hack and the proposition provoked vigorous
opposition. After a lengthy discussion it
was referred to the committee on claims.
An ordinance changing the grade of Uni-
versity avenue at its intersection with Fifth
avenue southeast and other streets was
given its first reading, and an ordinance
changing the name of Birch street to First
avenue north was passed.

The committee on police was authorized
to purchase fifty stand of arms for use of
the police department. That on workhouse
recommended that Henry M. Young be ap-
pointed engineer at the workhouse, and
that he be directed to inspect the work of
putting in the steam apparatus, but not to
assume the duties of engineer until the
workhouse is completed. Mr. Youngis a
mewmber of the fire department and it was
proposed that his connection with the fire
department shall not be severed.

Ald. Johnson fought the proposition. He
made a novel suggestion, i. e., that Mr.
Young be discharged from the fire depart-
ment and appointed as inspector at the
workhouse at a salary of $25 per month,
The report was finally adopted.
The special committee reported back the
resolution presented by Ald. Walsh, to the
effect that contractors shall pay laborers
at least $1.50 per day on all city work.
and recommended its adoption. Adopted.
At the request of Ald. Walsh further
time was granted the committee to submit
a more elaborate report.

THE EIGHT-HOUR QUESTION.

Ald. Gibson moved that eight hours be
established as a day’s work on all eity
work. Referred to a special committee of
which Ald. Gibson is the chairman.

The ordinance regulating the matter of
measuring and selling coal was taken from
the table and passed.

It was voted that no water mains be dis-
tributed on the streets faster than actually
needed in laying.

Ald. Lawrence introduced a preamble
and resolution to the effect that the system
of stating the wages of people employed on
public works is impracticable, ete., was re-
ferred to the special committee having Ald.
Walsh’s motion in charge,

A warrant was ordered drawn in favor of
MecClary & Quigley for $164.45, payable
out of the Second ward fund.

Ald. Sly moved that a messenger boy be

employed by the council, but the motion
was quickly tabled. It was decided that
bondsmen on the stone arch bridge contract
may be non-residents. The sum of $10 was
ordered paid to James T. Elwell out +f the
Second ward fund. The city engineer was
instrueted to purchase two horses for use at
the North Minneapolis sewer tunnel.

STRUCK WITH A MAUL.

Mark Nortom’s Skuill Fractured by
August Oys.

An imbroglio which led to an encounter
that will probably prove fatal occurred in
the shops of the Northwestern Barrel com-
pany yesterday morning. Mark Norton, a
young cooper, was recently married and,
being quite sensitive, has been piayed by
his fellow coopers until he frequently lost
his temper. In fact the boys took special
delight in playing practical jokes on him.
Yesterday morning some one hid his dinner
pail, and he accused August Oys of playing
another trick on him. After an exchange
of hot words Norton struck Oys in the face
with his fist. The latter seized a chimb
maul and struck Norton a terrific blow on
the side of the head, felling him to the
floor insensible. Norton was quickly
pickea up and removed to his home. The
attending physician is of the opinion that
the wounded man cannot survive the shock.
The skull was found fractured across the
base of the brain.

AUGUST OYS ARRESTED.

Oys was placed under arrest, and in the
afternoon was arraigned in the munieipal
court on the charge ot assault with a dan-
gerous weapon, with intent to do great
bodily harm. The case was continued un-
til Dee. 7, in order that the grand jury may
make an investigation, saving to the mu-
nicipal court the trouble of an examination.
The defendant was remanded to custody to
await developments.

The Noted *Cyclist, Walking in a
Dream, is Crippled By a Fall.

The ’cycling days of Grant Bell, the bi-
cycle champion of the Northwest, are un-
fortunately over, he having received a fall
on Tuesday evening that may make him a
crivple for life. For quite a while he has
been a vietim to the habit of somnambulism
and has made mwany midnight excursions in
his sleep, but thus far without accident.
On Tuesday night his parents, living at
2440 Pleasant avenue., heard groans and
cries of distress coming from the back yard,
and upon investigation discovered Grant in
his night clothes lying upon the ground in
an agony of pain. He had risen from bed
in his sleep, and, pursuing the fancy of a
dream, had walked through a window and
fallen to the frozen ground below. His
spine 1s seriously injured, and his physician
fears he may never again bestride the fas-
cinating wheel.
