PRISON REFORM.

Dr.Dana's Discussion of the Ques-
tion Before Kniffhts of Labor.

Addresses on the subject of prison re-

form were delivered before the Knights of
Labor last evening by the Rev. Dr. Dana
and Secretary Hart of the state board of
corrections and charities. Secretary Hart's
paper was substantially the same as the one
read before a labor assembly in Minneapo-
lisa short time ago. Dr. Dana spoke first,

.givingmany valuable facts and figures on'
the subject of the evening. He said sub-
stantially:

Xo class should have a deeper interest in
prison reform than the one you belong to.

On the score ofhumanity you are bound to
\u25a0compassionate the man who through stress of
temptation has gone wrong, and as brethren
Interested in securing for every man a fair
chance inlifeand in befriending him when
in need, you ought to be Interested inreform-
inghimifhe may have committed a criminal
offense. The increase of crime is what in-
vests the subject with such grave import-

ance. Every criminal that preys on society

disorders and impoverishes it, and augments
the burdens of the honest and industrious.
In1850 thero were in the United States 6,737

Iprisoners, or one out of every 3,442 of the
population. This proportion rapidly
;increased, until in1880 there were 59,258, or
[one out of every 837 of the population.
'The proportion of criminals was thus more
than quadrupled. This is an -alarming: state
of affairs, and one for which our prison

\u25a0methods and criminal laws are mainlyrespon-
sible. Then; are now in the country 70,595
iprisoner? and over 500,000 discharged crim-
inals. Itis only with the former that we can
deal. These prisoners are confined at an an-
mial cost of $432,000,000, -which is a direct
criminal tax on the people, and every labor-
ing man pays his share to keep behind the

bars his erringbrother. An analysis of these
inmates of our penal institutions gives the
hopeful and discouraging features in their
career and the basis for

AN IMPROVED METHOD

of dealing with them. We find 10 per cent,
tobe professionals and 25 per cent, habituals,
leaving 05 per cent, who, if properly
trained and environed in early
years, could be reclaimed or saved.
Put a majorityof these back into society;
honest men withhomes and children, lovingly
cared for, with their productive industry

augmenting the community's wealth, who will
.not say that it is something worth striving
:for and something of immense economic and
:moral importance.

We are thirtyyears behind England and
(Ireland inour prison system, and besides, are
\u25a0handicapped by the short terms of prison
(official)*,political interference a.nd the con-
tract systom with the prison rings, allof
Iwhich tends to prevent the adoption inits en-
tirety of the Crofton or Irish system, the re-
itwits of which have been so astonishing in
|Great Britain. There are 4,728 fewer crimi-
nals sentenced annually in Great Britain
than would bo under our system.
There are 28,356 men and women
In England and Wales, supporting
themselves by honest industry in conse-
quence of prison reform, who would other-
vise be incarcerated under sentence for
crime. In England all prisoners awaiting
:trialare confined in separate cells and kept
from contact with convicted criminals. In
this country this separation is not main-
tained and our county jails are little more
than compulsory schools of crime. This is a
reproach to our Christian civilization. And
righthere, where we have a conspicuous in-
etance of such a school in our county jail,
the interviewing of citizens failed to bring
out any sentiment favorable to the erection
ofanew jailor the ending of a system that
pimplyperpetuates and augments tho stream
of crime inour community.

When the labor associations of the country
understand the matter and unite in demand-
lug,in the interests of humanity and econ-
omy, a better prison system, there will be
Initiated the reform so Imperative. The poli-
tician whose idea ofa jail is a money-making
institntion, or a tool for a political ringto
use willbe then shorn of his influence, man-
hood-making will then be made the para-
mount end, and the antagonism with free
labor be absolutely avoided.

Itap-
peals to hope, the last iustinet to die out of
the human heart, and its main purpose is
liianhood-makinjr. ]t adopts the main feat-
ures of the Crofton system— jrradlnsr of pris-
oners, masks, conditional release and inde-
terminate Bentenee. To this reformatory are
sentenced only lirst offenders from the ages
of 16 to 83. Now is Minnesota's opportunity
to take a £reat step In advance.

THE DEAD HEATHEN.
Autopsy on His Remains Yesterday—

The Funeral To-day,
Apost-mortem examination on the re-

mains of the dead Chinaman, Ah Wing,
was conducted at the undertaking rooms of
Leigh &Co., No. 20 West Third street,
yesterday afternoon. Tha results of the
autopsy revealed that the primary cause of
death was schirrosis of the liver, and that
exposure and lack ofattention also entered I
largely into the cause of death. The doc-
tors declared that with even ordinary atten-
tion and care Ah Wing would still be in
the land of the livingand able to attend to
his wash-tub. As one of them remarked,
a cathartic pilland comfortable quarters
would have brought him out all right.

His funeral will take place from the un-
dertaking rooms to-day, and while itwill
not be as elaborate as the Mongolians usu-
allymake the burial of their dead, it will
be conducted in regulation style, with all
the accompaniments of ear-splitting music,
and the distribution of a Chinese paper cur-
rency with which the departed spirit can
pay his way on its journey to the Celestial
paradise. Itwill be the first Chinese fu-
neral that the citizens of St. Paul have had

ABut misses S7OO While En Route

A Challenge Accepted, But the
Challenger Weakens.

What might have been a sensation, un-
usual in this section of the country, fell
through the other night because of a lack of
sand on the part of a young society man.
The story goes that at a recent ball two
young men engaged in a dispute which
nearly terminated disastrously for one of
them. One, a young officer, was leaving
the hall, when a young man collared him
and demanded an apology for, as he claimed,
having insulted his lady. The lieutenant,
knowingthere was some mistake, declined,
whereupon the aggressive party smote him
upon his right cheek and would have re-
peated had not the officer responded and a
few outsiders separated them. But the ire
of the officer was up and he wanted satsi-
action. He rested very uneasy that
night, and on arrving at his place
of business next day was surprised
yet pleased to find an invitation
awaiting him to '"light it out."
