They have been far
from successful, however. The president
has determined, so these officials inform |
their visitors, to make no more removals at \
present. While the senate was not in ses- i
sion it is an easy thing to suspend a man
front his office and appoint his successor. i
Now. however, it is not so easy, for the \u25a0

nomination of a successor goes direct to ]
the senate committee, which is liable to in- |
quire for the reasons for the removal, and
if they are not satisfactory to it, it refuses i
to report in favor of confirming the ap- |
pointee. The result is that the president \
lias determined to move very slowly in the !
way of makingremovals. Where the term j
of an officer expires he willappoint a Dem- j
ocrat inhis place, but he is not inclined to |

court a quarrel with the senate by making
removals on partisan grounds only.

day. Senator Sherman resigned his posi-
tionas chairman of the caucus and Senator j
Edmunds was elected to that place. This !

presiding officer of the senate at the same !
time, and Senator Sherman felt it incum-
bent on himnot to depart from the line of
precedents. The action of the caucus com-
mittee in the arrangement of chairmanships
of senate committees, namely, indeciding
to tender to Senator Sewell that of the
joint committee on the library and to Sena-
tor Logan Ins old place on militaryaffairs,
was ratified. Nearly all the time was de-
voted to a discussion of the line ofpolicj to
be adopted towards presidential appoint-
ments. No formal action was taken and
none was proposed. Senators expressed
their views freely and were found to be
nearly unanimous against any general pol-
icy of opposition, but were agreed upon the
advisability of treating each nomination on
its merits. Opinions were expressed and
generally assented to that good men ap-
pointed to office because they were Demo-
crats should be confirmed, except in cases
where their predecessors were removed
upon unfounded chances brought fur the
purpose, of making pretexts for the vacan-
cies. Insuch cases, it was urged that the
nominations should be held up to give the
removed officials an opportunity for vindica-
lion. Senators who were present express
the opinion that this plan for the present
will govern the course of the Republicans.

A Very Warm Fight on the Coinage

Question Expected.

creases the belief that the tight over the sil-
ver question is going to be a very hot one.
\u25a0Just what steps the silver people willtake
Inanswer to the president's statement of
views, they have not decided. They are
seriously discussing the question, however,
and contemplate issuing some sort of a
manifesto inresponse. The president's ut-
terance on the silver question pleases peo-
ple of great cities, especially those of the
East, but seems to be far from pleasing to
the masses, especially in the West and
South. The representatives from districts
outside the large cities are generally found,
especially in the West and South, to favor
the silver dollar. Some of the most con-
servative of them would be willingto con-
bent to

TEMPORARY SUSPENSION
ofcoinage, but there will be a very strong
part that will object even to this. The
only hope seems to be in a compromise
measure, but whether any compromise can
be agreed upon is seriously doubted. One
plan that has been suggested is to make sil-
ver, either in coin or bullion, or both, a
basis for national bank currency, substitut-
ing it for the government bonds as they are
taken up. Itis doubtful, however, if this
plan would prove at all satisfactory to the
banking interests, for it is understood that
the chief value of the present system lies
in the fact that the bankers get interest on
their bonds deposited to secure circulation,
and also get a profit out of the circulation
itself. The tight over the silver question is
evidently going to be a very hot one.

INDIANEDUCATIONAL FUND.

How ItWas Spent During- Scnurz's'
Regime.

Washington*, Dec. 11.— of the ad-
vantages ofa change of administration iis
the opportunity it affords of letting
daylight into singular and ruinous
transactions. There has recently been an
investigation of the Indian educational
funds, and the results are interesting. In
1819 congress established such a fund by
providing for an annual appropriation of
$10,000 for the education of In-
dians. This was repealed in ISG7,
but the fund was at the same re-established
to consist of the proceeds of a quantity of
land ceded by the Usages to the United
States. The fund had amounted in 1881 to
$700,000, of which all but 311,000 had then
been spent. Of the whole, some 8552,1000
had been spent in three and a half years,
between 1877 and 1881, while Carl Schurz
was secretary, and Mr. Hoyt commissioner
of Indian affairs. In one of his reports
Secretary Teller, acting on erroneous in-
formation suuulied by the Indian office.

said that of the §552,000, £45.000 was
SPENT DIRECTLY

for educational purposes and the rest for
articles of utilitydesigned to promote the
civilization of the Indians. The fact is just
the reverse. About SIO.OOO was
spent directly foreducational purposes and
5450.000 was spent for so-called artices of
utility. These articles were enough, but
they were bought at fancy prices, in need-
lessly large quantities and bought with
money that was set apart for
the education of the Indians.
Scores of wagons for which there
was no use were sent to Indian reserva-
tions. Some hundreds of plows were sent
to one of the Northern agencieies, and
and they are there yet. The metal is eaten
with rust, and the handles have rotted
out. No one of them ever turned a
furrow. Inone month of 1878 $2,600 of
the education fund was spent in buyingto-
bacco for Indians. In ISTB §5,000
was spent for a revolting and
unmoral purpose, anu me money cauie oui

of the educational fund. Of course
there was a great deal more money to be
put in contracts by spending the educational
fund for general supplies than there would
have been had money been spent for the
purpose for which it was set apart.

Struck Out the "Tea" Rule.

The senate

committee on rules held its first meeting

this morning and instructed Senator Frye,
its chairman, to report back to the senate a
code of joint rules for the government of
the official intercourse between tiie two
houses. The code is identical with the
jointcode which the senate acted upon two
years ago, except in respect to rule 13,
which the committee has stricken out.
This rule prohibits the sale of intoxicating
liquor in the capitol building. The senate
has a rule of this kind inits own code, and
the committee thought itunnecessary to in-
corporate iton the joint rules, believing the
matter was one which should be left to the
control of each house within its own do-
main.

SAVI>«S BANKS.

An Effort to Be Jlaile to Connect
Them With the Postal Service.

Washington, Dec. 9.
—

There is to be a
vigorous effort to get this congress to adopt
a system of savings banks in connection
with the postoffice department An effort
is being made to show congress the
inadequacy of the present savings bank sys-
tems of the United States and the lack of
confidence in them by the very poor. The
system which was introduced in Great
Britain has been a great success, and has
now extended to Belgium. Italy and the
Netherlands. At any postofh'ce savings
bank deposits are received of any
sum not less than a 'shilling
(25 cents) nor more than £30 (-5150). In
one year, when the deposits amount to £1
(55), interest is allowed at the rate of 9Jtf
per cent, per annum. Atevery postoffice
blank forms can be obtained free of charge,
upon which one-penny (two-cent) postage
stamps can be affixed, and when the form
Is thus filled it will be received at
any postoffice savings bank as a deposit of
25 cents. Every depositor in a postoffice
savings bank receives a deposit check by
means of which he can make fresh deposits ;
or withdraw his money from any postofliee I
savinsrs bank in the United Kingdom. The !
popularity of this system is shown
by the fact that deposits in this postal sav-
ings' banks now amount to some -$200.-
-000.000, while the number ofdeposits is
83,000.000. The real value of this system
is shown by the fact that it seems to have
actually created all these savings for bi;si-
iess. The private savings' banks in the
country have gone steadily onin the mean-
time.

The Deadlock Among the Shoe Men
InMassachusetts Shows No

Signs of Weakening.

Quiet at Pine Run..
Pittsbuku, Dec. 11. Quiet reigns about

the Monongehela valley mines to-day. Not-
withstanding the uneasiness felt last night,
there was no disturbance. The strikers
were around all night, but kept at a sale
distance. The non-union men at Pine Hun
did not go to work until daylight this morn-
ing, fearing a repition of yesterday's at-
tack. They have decided to discontinue
the night work as long as there is danger of
another outbreak. At Alliquippathe work-
men expected an attack during the night,
and made preparations to give the mob a
warm reception. They were provided with
repeating rifles, and each man was given
fiftyrounds of ammunition. Tlie strikers
did not pot in an appearance, however, and
this morning the men went into the mines
as usual. Great excitement still prevails
among the residents in the neighborhood of
these mines, and serious trouble, perhaps
bloodshed, is predicted. Sheriff Gray has
stationed a posse near the Alliquippa and
Pine Run mines, and has also sworn in a
large number of men livingin the vicinity
who willrespond to his call at amoment's
notice.

The striking miners are still
encamped on the hills near Pine Run. They
did not venture near tlie mines to-day, and
the non-union miners were allowed to go to
and from the mines without being molested.
A"feeling of insecurity prevails, however,
and another outbreak is looked for at any
time, itis thought an effort, willbe made
to settle the strike by arbitration. Master
Workman Newman of the Knightsof Labor
telegraphed to Grand Master Workman
Powderly this evening, asking him to come
at once and take a look over the field. Mr.
Newman says the Knights of Labor will
not recognize any lawlessness, and if any
members of the organization were engaged
in the late riots they will be severely dealt
with.

A Serious Deadlock.

A pro-
longed deadlock on the labor question and
the consequent idleness of forty-two fac-
tories is now assured. After an agreement
to arbitrate was adopted ten days ago, both
employers and the Knights ofLabor selected
their members of the joint committee on
mice-list, and it was booed that the amity

which culminated inthe decision to settle all
disputes according to the golden rule would
result also in a speedy arrangement of a
price-list which would be mutually satis-
factory. After continuous sessions, how-
ever, the jointcommittee has failed to agree,
and the situation is once more gloomy.
The leaders have succeeded in many of the
factories inestablishing the standard price
of 5 cents a pair on cheap, plain buff
shoes, and were trying to establish it in all
factories as a standard of

grade of work. By their manifesto the
manufacturers reduced these prices to 4}4
cents per pair on this grade of work, and
they refuse by their representatives on the
joint committee to recede from this posi-
tion. Both sides profess an intention of
sticking itout.

Convicts ona Strike.
Little Rock. Ark., Dec. 11.—-Trouble

is reported in the Allister mines at Coal
Hill. These mines are operated with con-
victs, and about 100 convicts are on a
strike. They want a greater supply of
powder to shoot the coal than the superin-
tendent will allow. The prisoners have
been in the mine all day. They refuse to
send out any coal or permit any of the fore-
men to come in.

BotliSides Want Peace.

The peace ne-

gotiations which have been made here for
several days past seem now about to result
in an amicable settlement between the
miners employed by Loomis and the citi-
zens of Bevier. An agreement has been
drawn up and considered by both parties,
and itis expected that it willbe signed at
the meeting to be held Saturday night.
The terms of the agreement substantially
are that both parties will cease to carry
arms and willdo all in their power to pre-
serve peace.

commanding the federal troops at Monterey,
received an order from the city of Mexico
yesterday to depose Acting Gov-
ernor Sepulveda and place the state
of Nuero Leon under martial law.
Gov. Sepulveda refused to vacate his
office, and last night Gen. Reyes received
orders to remove him by force, and take
possession of the archives of the office. He
undertook to execute tho order during the
night at the head of 200 soldiers, but was
repulsed by Gov. Sepulveda, with a loss of
three killed and several wounded.
To-day tlie troops stationed at
Lampasas were ordered to ,Monterey.
Itis rumored to-night that a portion of the
bishop's palace was blown up to-day. Pas-
sengers of the Monterey train to-night re-
port lightingnear the town of Morales,

which was supposed to be an engagement
between the state troops and the force of
Rodriguez, the revolutionist.

Growing Serious.

Alarming

reports in regard to the progress of the revo-
lution are being received here. At Galena
the revolutionists are in charge of the city
and urgent appeals are made for the as-
sistance ofstate troops. Manuel Rodriguez
is advancing with 500 men toward this city.

The state legislature passed urgency meas-
ures this afternoon for the purpose ofsueur-
ing a larger organization of troops for the
defense of the state capitol. The state
government cannot now proclaim martial
law, since the state is administered by its
legal authorities. Reports are current that
ex-President Gonzales has 6,000 men in the
state of Guanguato, and that Gen. Falen-
tine has 4,000 in the state of Guadalajara
ready to take up arms indefense of the con-
stitutional rights of the state of Nuevo
Leon.

K. Campbell,
publishes in an extra issue of the county
paper a confession over his own name,
tillingtwo pages and a ha.f of the paper,
acknowledging all and throwing himself on
the mercy of the public. According to this
statement Campbell has had a remarkable
career. Receiving a thorough collegiate
education inEngland, his native country,
he incurred the ill-willof his parents by
joiningthe Catholic church and studying for
the priesthood. Becoming dissatisfied, he
returned to the Episcopal church and be-
came a teacher in a grammar school. He
then went to South America, and in 1871
and 1572 was on a whaling expedition in
the North Pacific. Returning to England
lie married a girl

BEXEATII HIS STATION,

and after livingwith her six months left
her and went to South Africa and became
a teacher in St. Andrew's college. In the
spring of 1577 he married again and became
a deacon of the English church. Tne close
of the year found him in the interior of
Africaat the head of a government school
and pastor of a church. Exposure came,
however, and the next two years he spent
serving out a sentence ina penitentiary for
bigamy. Then lie turned Catholic and was
made superintendent of the Catholic Sun-
day school in the prison. His first wife
got a divorce from him, and his second one
refused to livewith him after his release,
and the priests sent him to Capetown and
from there to Australia. Not being able to
get a situation as teacher in any Catholic
college there, he tried his hand at running
a billiardhall and, failing, accepted a posi-
tion in Prince Edward college, a Methodist
institution. Here he gave himself up to
dissipation, but recovered and became en-
gaged to an estimable young lady. Ex-
posure came, however, before marriage, and
he sailed for England. July. 1882,

FOUND HIM IX AMERICA,
where he found himself inBurlingtonMili-
tary college of Xuw Jersey, lie now of-
ficiated as Lay Header in the Episcopal
church. Inl>ss:i he accepted a position in
the Freehold institute, New Jersey, and
last year changed itfor one in St.Barnabas
college, Omaha, Neb. Last fall he went to
Chicago, but. tailing to improve his situa-
tion there, he went East and married a
Pennsylvania girl,then became tutor of
some Japanese students of Poughkeepsie,
N, V., and last September accepted a po-
sition in the St. Charles college. This, in
brief, is his history as told by himself. He
has had three wives, all still living,and one
child by each wife, and has occupied the
pulpitof three different denominations.

A Man Dies in San Francisco With
Blood on HisHands.

San Fbakcisco, Cal., Dec. 11.—Shortly
before 11 o'clock this morning C. W.
Brown, an engineer residing at Cheyenne,
Wyo., entered the office of John P. Ben-
son, land surveyor, and, asking the time of
day, abruptly said: "Benson, Iam in
trouble with a -woman at Cheyenne, and
want your advice and help/ Benson re-
plied that he was busy, and rose to go out.
When he reached the door of his office, he
half turned to further excuse himself for
leaving so unceremoniously, when Brown
drew a revolver and, without saying a word,
fired. The ball struck Benson in the left
cheek. Brown iired again, the ball taking
effect in his neck. This wound gave rise
to the belief that Benson's throat had been
cut, as he was bleeding profusely from the
wound when found. Brown then turned
the revolver on himself and fired three
shots, but realizing he had not killed him-
self, seized a large paper cutter lying on
the desk, and furiously thrust itinto his
neck. The blow was aimed with

that itcoursed almost through and severed
the jugular vein. He dropped to the
floor alongside his victim and in a few
minutes bied to death. A policeman who
happened to be near the door of the of-
fice heare thd shots and rushed into Ben-
son's ofiice, but too late to prevent further
mischief. No word or sign of life could
be extracted from Brown, who was in the
last agonies of death. Benson, on being
raised up, quickly said he had not had any
dispute with Brown; had known him tor
several years; had had many land transac-
tions withhim, and beyond some business
disputes did not know why lie should
shoot him or take his own life.
Brown is wellknown on the coast, having
resided here fourteen years. Last July he
failed for 5210.000, but succeeded in ar-
ranging his affairs, and since then secured
some valuable government land on dredg-
ing contracts. The trouble is traced to a
balance of 85,000 which Brown claimed as
due him, and which Benson disputed. Ii
is supposed a demand for the money led to
the shooting. Brown is a son of A.L.
Brownof Cheyenne, formerly chief clerk of
the United States surveyor general's office
at that city. Benson's wounds, although
dangerous, are not believed to be fatal.

attempt was made. They subsequently
blamed the cook for their discharge. Emma
Jireen was heard inan employment office to
say in the presence of her fellow prisoner
that the cook would have to leave also, as
she had fixed her. The public analyst. Dr.
Edwards, has discovered that the poison
used was kept in the club house for destroy-
ingrats, the principal ingredient initbe-
ing arsenic. The inquiry, after hearing
live witnesses, adjourned. The mystery is
now likely to be cleared up.

What Steamer Was It!

London, Dec. 11.—The German bark
Fidelio, Capt. Meier, from Wilmington,
N. C, forWolgasta, which was found on
her beam ends in the channel and towed
into Dover, when near Dungeness, onNov.
29, sighted an unknown steamer a mile
away. The weather was clear. Neither
vessel changed her course, and ina short
time the steamer struck the bark on her
starboard quarter, cutting half way through
her hull. Tne steamer rebounded from the
force of the blow and then giving headway
again struck the bark. The steamer backed
away from the Fidelio and proceeded on
her course, paying no attention to the
shouts for assistance from those on board
of the bark. The crew of the Fidelio were
unable to cut away their boats owing to the
sea sweeping her decks, and they became
exhausted.

The Body of the King Laid at

Rest in the Moravian
Cemetery.

Many Men Prominent in the Financial
World Assemble to do Honor

to the Dead.

Some Description of the Embarkation
and the Scenes on the way to

Staten Island. /

A Vault Temporarily Receives th«
Body— Reading of the

Will.

The Last of Earth.
New York, Dec. 11.—The last sad rites

over the remains of William H. Vanderbilt
were begun this morning, when the body of
the deceased was removed from the ice box,
in which ithas rested since Tuesday, to the
coffin of cedar, covered with black broad-
ciotli. The coflin was then taken to the
bedroom. The sun had barely appeared be-
fore groups of people began to gather oppo-
site the house, and when the Rev. Samuel
Cook, the rector of St. Bartholomew Prot-
estant Episcopal church, arrived there
shortly after 11 o'clock the groups had in-
creased to a small crowd, which was orderly
and the services of the police were not
needed. As the hour appointed for the be-
ginning of the home religious services ap-
proached, carriage after carriage drove to
the entrance and deposited the children, the
friends and most intimate acquaintances
and the pallbearers of the deceased. Each
carriage bore a coachman and a footman,
and all of these wore mourning liveries.
Shortly before 9 o'clock the immediate
family

upon the face of the decased. The service
conducted by the Rev. Dr. Cook was
simple and touching, consisting of a prayer
and a few words of remembrance and con-
solation. The coflin was then closed, and
Mrs. Vanderbilt retired to the apartment
which she has occupied since the death of
Mr. Vanderbilt, The coflin was raised
upon the shoulders of the undertaker's as-
sistants, and, preceded by the clergyman
and the pallbearers, borne down the broad
staircase through the corridor and through
the open doors never more to re-enter.
