Interesting: Corrpt*i»ondeiice on the
Burlington*Improvements.

The subject ofobstructing the navigation

>f the Mississippi river at St. Paul has re-
ceived considerable attention of late, and
the citizens of West St. Paul are being

awakened to the matter. They have dis-
covered, or think they have, that very

serious injurywillresult, both to their own
interests and to navigation, in the construc-
tionof the roadbed of the Chicago, Bur-
lington&Xprthern Railway company along
the river front at the foot ofDayton's bluff.
They view with alarm this proceeding of
the railroad officials in dumping into the
river so large quantities earth, and, inaddi-
tion to a serious question of obstructing or
changing the navigable channel of the river
at that point, fear that possible en-
iroach ments of the river upon the

West St. Paul bank, resulting from
a change of current or narrowing
the already narrow channel at this point
may prove verydetrimental and damaging

to their property interests, especially dur-
ing tin- period of high water. With this in
view the Citizen's union recently adopted
strong resolutions, which were printed at
the time, in regard to the encroachments of
the river. A number of citizens of the
West side, who considered their property
interest-; in jeopardy and that the matter
demanded Immediate attention, called upon
Aid.Johnson, chairman of the committee
«,u streets, ana asked his assistance in the
matter. The gentleman was also appealed
toby property owners in the Fifth ward
who*considered their interests at stake by

the tillingin ;it that point.
\:.i. Johnson, acting in response to their

solicitations, referred the matter
ro M.v.r. m'kkxzik,

the engineer in charge of the upper Missis-
sippi improvements, and wrote that gentle-
man the following letter on the subject:

My individual
view of tiic matter »:is that so long as filliug
ia the coneare bend did not project beyond
thisline the interests of navigation would not
require any interference of the government.
Inm also in receipt of a cutting from a St.

]Jiiiilpaper referring to the action of the
West Ride Citizens' union on the subject of
"Encroachments of the Mississippi Kiver,"
Inconnection with the washing away of the
southern bank. Without a further personal
examination and exact knowledge of what
is being done, Ican't expressja positive opin-
ion, bni II'eel safe in saying ina general way
thai reducing the ooncavity of the bend, giv-
ing the river a more gradual curve and mak-
Imr Its cross-sect ion more uniform, ought not
to have any serious effect on the banks. But
whatever the effect uiiuht lie tho government Iwould have no power to interfere so long: as
interests of navigation are not involved.

If it isno obstruction
and the tears ofWest siders should be real-
ized in regard to itbeing the cause of any
future damages to their property, arising
from encroachments of the river, that isa
question of responsibility between private
parties, and with which the government |
has nothing to do.

NO HAKMINTENDED.
A visit was made to the general offices of j

the Burlington & Northern road, but the i
general manager, George B. Harris, was in!
Chicago, and his opinion consequently could
not be obtained. At the offices of the chief i
engineer, however, the reporter was in- 1
formed that they had received no intima-
tion that any indignation had been aroused j
over the tillingin of the embankment along
the river's edge, or that any complaint had j
been made to the United States authorities. j
The work which the road is doing is only!
to widen theembankment of the Milwaukee j
road so that another track can be placed j
there. They ciaim that where the fillingj
occurs is not the channel and.that ifithas !
any effect whatever on the channel, it will
willbe to its advantage and serve to deepen
it by the scouring of the larger :
volume of water that will flow!
through it. When the additional |
track is laid along the embankment |
the Milwaukee road will use the outside j
track and the Burlington the inside track !
or the one now used by the Milwaukee. j
That portion of the. track which curves

'

around the bend above this pointand isnow j
leased by the Milwaukee from the Doluth
road has been purchased from the latter by
the Burlington officials and will be used by
them exclusively when they begin to ran
trains. Th« entrance to the city and union
deiwt willbe »y this track, iva point near

the coal sheds, and then lrom there Into the
depot the tracks of the St. Paul & Duluth
road willbe used, byan arrangement that
has been made with that road.

This willcause the Milwaukee, itis said,
to build a trestlework across the bend in the
river for their own tracks, and' which will
probably be filledin, making a slough out
of that portion of the river between their
trestlework and the tracks on the shore,
along the bend, now used by them.
Itis this to which Mr.James Carroll and

other property owners of the Fifth ward
object to, as it will give the railroads a
chance to acquire very valuable lands, to
which property owners on the bluff claim
they have noright, at the mere cost of fill-
ing in the slough, should they decide to do
so in the future.

RETURNED TO EARTH.

Ah Winer Buried According to the
Customs of Him People.

Seven sober-faced Chinamen gathered in
Leigh's undertaking rooms yesterday after-
noon to take a last look at the face of their
deceased countryman, Ah Wing, whose
death was noticed in the Globe of Thurs-
day. The body had been neatly prepared
for the grave and lay in a plainly-trimmed
coffin of stained wood. In the coffin were

placed a skull cap containing the dead
man's combs and other toilet articles and
inhis hand he held a piece of linen with
which, according to tne juongonan

belief, he was to shield his face from the
Great Omnipotent as he passed through the
gates of heaven. At 8 o'clock the lid of
the coffin was screwed down and the fu-
neral procession, consisting of two carriages
headed by a hearse, took up its march to
Oakland cemetery.

AT THE CEMETERY

a grave had been prepared for the reception
of the body near where the remains of a
Celestial, who died in the city two years
ago, lay. The cortege drew up and the
mourners alighting, Wan Loo, Quong
Wong, lia.Dish and Sam Lee lifted the re-
mains from the hearse and gently
lowered them into the ea.tli.
On the coffin rested a bunch
of white roses, lilies of the valley
and myrtle sent by the Women's Christian
association. Before the dirt was thrown
upon the coffinTo Loo. the chief mouraer,
took a bundle of tire sticks and the private
papers and accounts of the deceased, and,
pilingthem at the foot of the grave, ignited
them, and as they were consumed the cind-
ers floated over and fellinto the grave, rest-
ing on the coffin. When the pile had been
reduced to a heap of smouldering ashes To
Loo took a bottle of whisky,and, removing
the cork, spilled it in a circle
around the ashes. A dish, of
boiled rice, cold pork and an un-
cooked chicken were placed near the
otqvp nnrl tin*curimiATiioc wpro nvor "Vnt.

of regret at his departure was uttered; the
onlyone to mourn

Ig A MOTHER,
who probably has not yet heard that death
has bereft her of her only son and support.
He went to the dust from whence he came
much as a dog would go. Assistant Super-
intendent Wilson and Secretary Hutchins of
the Y. M.C. A.were present. They said
Ah Wing had been a member of a Sunday
class in their association, and had been
a diligent student of the Bible. When
he was stricken down with the fatal dis-
ease, Mrs. Bailey of the Woman's Christ-
ian union did what she could for the suf-
ferer, but he could not overcome his inher-
ent prejudice against the American physi-
cians and refused to be treated by them.
Ah Wing's friends say they will consult
with the company in China that transports
bodies and his remains willprobably be ex-
humed in tlie spring and returned to his na-
tive county. The expense ofsuch a move
would be about SI,000. j

1 went down and washed itand in
the middle of the stream Inoticed a rock
and 1 thought it would be a capital idea to
lay tlie shirt on the rock to dry, while I
swam around and disported myself in the
water. 1 didso. and when Iwent to get
my shirt, thinking it would be dry,Ifound
that the wind had blown it off the rock and
it had disappeared

Here was a preity go. A splendid din-

ner staring me in the face and no shirt to
wear. But a good dinner in those times was
not to be lost, soIput on my military coat
that buttoned high up around the neck and
tying a uandkeiviuet around my throat. 1
gave the impression thatIhad aboil on my
neck and went to the dinner. A beautiful
young ladygot opposite nic at the table and
after a few moments' conversation
with her, I noticed that she
suddenly colored up and looked confused.

One of St. Paul's Oldest Physicians
Dies at Home.

Dr. John Steele. one of St. Paul's oldest
physicians, died yesterday afternoon at
about 4:30 o'clock at 227 East Tenth street,
aged 76. His death had been expected
almost daily for some time by his family
and his attending physician, Dr. Abbott,
his son-in-law. His death was due to the
infirmities oi old age more than to any
specific disease.

Dr.John Steele was the son of Gen. James
Steele ofPennsylvania, a distinguished officer
Inthe war ofISI2. Three of his uncles wore
active participant* iv the war of the revolu-
tion and his father would have been, but was
too younjr, beinsronly a small lad at school iv
Lancaster. Pa. Dr. Steele was born in1809,
in Chester county. Pennsylvania, was edu-
cated in Lancaster, and studied medicine with
a.relative. Dr.Samuel Humes. He-graduated
at the Jefferson Medical college in Philadel-
phia, and at once entered upon a large prac-
tice in Strasborgrh near Lancaster, where he
remained until tue health of his wife required
him to change climate. When he had resolved
on removing to this place he telegraphed to
his brother-in-law. Gen. H. H.Sib!ey, to pur-
chase a home for him. The general pur-
chased two lots and a house at the corner of
Cooper and Tenth streets, upon which he
lived and died. He was married
to Catherine HeCtang who died
a little more than a year since, they
bavins lived together fifty years within a few
weeks. The date of Uis removal to this city
was IS5">. Atonce he entered upon the duties
of his profession, taking a high position and
having a very larje practice. In late years
hi# health has not been robust and he has
been compelled to withdraw, to a great ex-
tent, from the active duties of life. He
leaves four children, three daughters and a
so::. His eldest daughter is married ioCapt.

Abbott of this city, and his sou married a
Miss Dawson, formerly of this city. The
v >!-isrost daughter is unmarried. He leaves
t iriatera in thh; city. Miss MaryH.Steele,
