The case of Mrs. Ryan, the poor woman
of North Minneapolis, who was so cruelly
treated by a real estate agent, came up for
an overhanling, and the greatest indigna-
tion was manifested. The story current is
that she was unable to pay her rent, which
was only $4, and that while she was sick
abed. with one sick child and a disabled
husband, the agent took the windows out
of the house and exposed the suffering
family to the inclemency of the winter. A
special committee was appointed to give
the ease a thorough investigation and re-
port to the assembly.

Another matter of interest was in rela-
tion to the recent evictions on the Bohe-
mian flats. It is elaimed that many hard-
ships were wrought by forcing the families
of poor Bohemians to vacate their huts on
the flats to make way for the railroad bridge
improvements, and the assembly will en-
deavor to get at the facts in the case. A
special committee will investigate.

AN INTERESTING DECISION,

Likely to Concern Certain Proverty
Owners=-District Court Maititers.
The trial of Kate Kelly, better known as

“Swede Kate,” indicted for keeping a house

of ill-fame at 116 First avenue south, occu-

pied-yesterday afternoon before Judge Koon
in the district eourt. The defendant gave
her true name 28 Christine Erickson, and
no attempt was made to deny that the place
in question was resorted to for prostitution.

An effort was made to show that the house

had been leased over a year ago to Mattie

St. Clair, who has since conducted it. To

this end a lease executed in 18584 was exhib-

ited, and the defendant and Mattie St.
Clair swore that the latter has been the
keeper.

summing up County Attorney Da-
laimed that the law held

Only $2.533.23 Expended by the
sSuperintendent of the Poor.

With cold weather comes an inereased
suffering  among the indigent poor, and
consequently an inereased demand upon
the supervisors of the poor, yet the total
expense of the poum department for the
month of November was only $2,533.23. as
will be shown by the following report sub-
mitied by the superintendent at the monthly
meeting of the board of supervisors held
yesterday:

During the month 399 applications for
aid were made at the office, and 106 visits
made by the superintendent: 177 orders for

groceries were given, amounting to $685.25,
fand 119 orders for wood, amounting to
§ $208.25; the poor pafients in the various
{ hospitals during the wonth numbered 38, of
whieh 20 were sent during that period, and

¢ 88 remained at the end of the month: the
total hospital expenses for the month
were S1,021.65: the number of immates in

A Famine of Small Coins Announced
by the Banks.

Most of the banks of Mipneapolis issued
circulars yesterday explaining the shortage
of cents and nickels 1n ecirculation by the
fact that coinage was suspended about two
months ago. Inquiry at the banks elicited
the information that small eoin is very
scarce and pennies almost unobtainable.

adelphia. but that repository could do noth-
ing, having exhausted its supply of cop-
pers. Chicago banks have been sending
what pennies they could spare, but the
amount so received did not begin to meet
the demand. Bank messengers run over the
city every morning and pick up the small
change at retail stores, but the latter now
notice the deliciency and are frequently un-
able to make change. The Minneapolis
office of the Gr.opg, through its corps of
newsboys, has been supplying two banks
for the week.

It is singular what becomes of the
millions of eents in cireulation. The belief
is general that such small coins are not
hoarded to any great extent, but it is pro-
nounced erroneous. Pennies are hoarded
by many more persons than the larger coins
and the proportion lost and destroyed is
very much larger. Small cons are subject
to accumulation in certain localities, which
seems to be the sitvuation at present. Some
of the larger cities. in the natural course of
trade, get corners on the cents.

FEDERATION OF LABOR.
The President to be Asked to En=-
force the Eight-Hour Law.
WasHINGTON, Dec. 11.—When the labor
federation mefthis morning the committee
on resolutions made a report, which set
forth that the remedy of boycott has been
grossly abused, so as to endanger the use-
tulness of this legitimate and powerful
weapon in the hands of the working people
to protect their rights and interests; that
some organizations resort to it for trivial
measures, and there were instances where
rival orders of workinzmen had placed a
boyeott on union employes. or firins em-
ploying union laborers. In facts, the reso-
lution recites that the federation discounte-
naneces such proceedings, and depreciates it
on account of the odium east upon the
working classes and the injury to their in-
terests. The report was adopted. A reso-
Iution recommending workingmen and their
friends to smoke no cigars except those
bearing the label of the Cigarmakers’ union
was adopted. A resoiution was anopted
urging that some measures should be intro-
duced in congress prohibiting any combina-
tion from acting as spies for corporate
monopolies, for the purpose of overawing
and intimidating workmen who are peace-
ably engaged in protecting their interests
and rights. Resolutions were also adopted
calling on the president to suspend Judge
Ellis of this city, because of his hostility to
trades’ unions, and requesting all the or-
ganizations to indorse the hand-made cans,
bearing the trade-mhrk of the National
Canmakers’ Protective association. A reso-
lution instructing the legislative committee
to induce the president of the United States
to enforce by proclamation, on or before

May 1, the eight-hour law was adopted.
On reconvening the finance committee sub-
mitted a favorable report on the resolution
providing for the levying of a ten-cent.
per capita tax on all members of trades
unions
WITHIN THE JURISDICTION
of the federation, for the purpose of ex-
tending the usefuiness and power of the
federation. An amendment was offered to
make the tax 5 instead of 10 cents, and
after a long discussion the matter was re-
ferred to the respective unions. The reso-
lution committee reported a series of reso-
lutions, which were adopted, denouncing
the convict-labor contract system as per-
nicious and opposed to the interests of the
working people of the country; calling upon
all labor organizations to oppose any
candidate for national or state legis-
lative honors who will not pledge
himself to the abolition of the
systemn and directing the legislative commit-
tee to draft a bill and have it introduced
into congress providing that all government
work shall be done under competent supei-
intendents, and that no further contractsg
for such work shall be hereaiter emere«}
into, and making it the duty of said com-
mittee to endeavor to,have a bill to that ef-
fect passed by the various state legislatures.
A resvlution constituting the committee on
legislation, a board of arbitration and boy-
cotting was adopted, and the proposition to
organize an independent labor party in pol-
itics was defeated. Resolutions demanding
the enforcement of the laws restricting
Chinese emigation, calling upon the work-
ing women of the country to organize, and
authorizing the executive comumittee to as-
sist them, and calling for compulsory edu-
cation of children up to their fourteenth
year, and prohibiting their employment in
mines and factories, were adopted.

All Germans Treated Alike.

Brruiy, Dec. 11.—The Vossische Zei-
tung publishes a letter from Sechleswig in
reference to President Cieveland’s message.
In ailluding to that part of the message re-
garding an apparent tendency on the part
ol the imperial government to extend the
scope of the residential restrictions to which
returning naturalized citizens of German
origin are asserted to be liable under the
laws of the embire, the writer says:

The German government treats alike, re-
gardless of where naturalized, all Germans
who emigrate in order to escape military
service and then return to Germany. The
government will not tolerate American or
Darish colonies -within its territory. The
Schleswig edict is & warning for those liable
to military service if served with a desire to
emigrate and then retura as naturalized citi-
zens of another country.

VIRTUE VINDICATED.

John Teipner. the Brutal Outrager,
Found Guilty of the Crime.

A Long Term In Stillwater Inevitable
-=Characters in the Case.

E. J. Teipner was yesterday morning
found guilty in the district court of outrag-
ing the person of Julia Christine Petterson,
a Swede girl 16 years old, and is now await-
ing sentence for the crime, which will be for
a term in the penitentiary not less than ten
vears, mnor more than thirty. The
case has created a  great deal
of public indignation, as may be judged
from the fact that the members of the
grand jury. before whom the girl told her
story, took the remarkable action of direct-

ing that their fees for the term should be
given to her. The Scandinavian population
were greatly excited by the case, and for
several nights surrounded the county jail
and made one or two ineffectual efforts to
gain an entrance with a view to lynching
Teipner. All the circumstances did not
come out during the trial, some of the most
appalling features of the case occurring
subsequent to the assault, and therefore
not being admissable.

The affair first came to light through a
young man named Charles Lundgren, who
reported about Nov. 15 to the police that
he had given $5 to a Mrs. Teipner, at 213
Second avenue south, for the privilege of
oceupying a room for a night with a young
girl; that he was locked in the room and
left in the darkness with the girl. He as-
certained from her that she was sick,
and suffering from violent assaults
upon her person. committed while
she was under the influence of drugs. Her
story moved him to pity and he spent the
night b® her bedside, trying to care for her.
In the morning, without saying anything to
the Teipners, he went to police headquar-
ters and reported the matter. An investi-
gation was made, which resulted in Teip-
ner’s arrest and the sending of the girl to
Bethany home. Her story was sad enough.
She had gone to Teipner’s to work as a do-
mestic. The first night (Nov. 7) she was
there Teipner had taken her up street on a
pretext of having her carry home grocer-
ies. He took her to therear door of 226
Washington avenue south, and after admit-
She said that

MR. TEIPNER.
afterwards he.had once assaulted her in the
presence of his wife. ind that on three dif-
ferent occasions mern*were locked into her

room to pass the night with her. At the
trial which commenced Thursday and
was concluded yesterday, none of these cir-
cumstances oceurring subsequent to the first
assault were allowed by the court to creep
into the evidence. Teipner’s defense con-
sisted in proving an alibi. He swore that
on the night of Nov. 7 thathe was at a store
on Bloomington avenue when the assault
was alleged to have occmrred. His wife
and Annie Bitzne, a young girl who worked
at his home, corroborated his statements.
THE ARGUMENTS

commenced yesterday morning, County
Attorney Davis opening for the defense.
He made one of those eloquent pleas for
which he is noted, drawing a black picture
of the crime of robbery by force of a poor
young girl of her only possession. He ap-
pealed to the jurors as fathers and brothers,
saying:

“Fi:g,ure more modesty than was exhibited
by that girl in the [aces of your own daugh-
ters as they put their arms about your neck
and call you by the loving name of father.”’

In closing he vividly portrayed the scene
of the assault as follows:

“What could she do—alone and helpless,
with her brain dazed, he threw her to the
floor, while her eyes appealed to heaven. It
sevms as if God must have interceded for her
there. That crime will cling to John Tiepner
through time and eternity. You may acquit
him so far as the law is concerned, but his
soul is blackened and will writhe in torment
forever for that act. Christine comes out of
that store broken down. She has left her
virtue at the hands of a brute force. If
there is a flaw in Christine Petterson’s story
then let John Tiepner go out of this court
room an honorable man, and when these
miserable pettifogzers around him have
passed from earth, let men turn to this law-
yer, great in his majesty, andsay: ‘Defend
our wrongs.” You can’t excuse John Tiep-
ner because he is a man of family. If you
do you have lost sight of your manhood,
your duty and your oaths.”

FOR THE DEFENSE.

Hon. William Kennedy of Appleton,
Wis., was the first to speak. He. first re-
proved Mr Davis for endeavoring to create
a prejudice in the
minds of the jury
against the de-
fendant. He
said that he had
long known the
members of the
Teipner family
and thought the
insinuations made
against them both
unjust and un-
called for. Con-
tinuing, he dwelt

pon the improb-
nility that a girl
conld have been
assaulted by force
M:iS. TEIPNL .. and show but lit-
tle indications of it; that she should not
have attempted to escape from Teipner’s
house nor. at least, inform the neighbors to
whose house she had been sent daily
for water. He attempted to reconcile Mrs.
Teipner's contradictory statements by sav-
ing that seeming discrepancies and varia-
tions were the best evidence of truthful-
ness.

N. A. Steadman next followed for the
defense. He spoke quite vehemently and
used very plain language in dealing with
the details of the case. His remarks were
often ealeulated to create langhter, and
the ecrowded ecourt room was only
too 1ealdy to respond to anything in the na-
ture of repartee or wit. The disorder thus
created lead Judge Koon to check the coun-
sel with a remark to the effect that *‘thisis
no cireus, but a serious affair.” Mr. Stead-
man answered that he was as fully aware
of this fact as any one, and after that pro-
ceeded in a more subdued manner. In
closing he invoked for Teipner the protec-
tion of the golden rule.

After a short charge from Judge Koon
the jury retired and in seven minutes re-
turned with a verdict

“GUILTY, AS CHARGED.”

There was an audible rustle among the
spectators, and murmurs of approval.
Teipner did not evince much concern and
was almost immediately taken back to jail.
Mis. Teipner whowas siiting in an ante room
burst into tears and to her little child who
asked “What's the matter, ma ma?” she
answered ‘*Your papa is going to jail.”

This is not the first time that Teipner has

been on trial fora crime against a womau.

At Antigo, Wis., he was charged with the
seduction of a young girl, but compromised
the case. The girl afterwards committed
suicide by taking paris green. His family
connections are eminently respectable. His
father is an alderman at Antigo, and bis
two brothers own and conduct the leading
hotel. A sister is the wife ot a leading cit-
izen of Appleton. Judge Koon will prob-
ably sentence him to Stillwater on Monday.

Christine Julia Petterson, the victim of
Teipner’s lust, is only 16 vears of age, and
in appearance is quite prepossessing, hav-
ing a bright. intelligent face which would,
if she was the daughter of wealthy parents,
be e¢haracterized as ‘‘refined.” She cannot
speak English intelligently, and her man-
ner indicated that she was quite unsophis-
ticated as to the wicked ways of a great
city. Her quiet demeanor went far to-
wards cotvincing those who heard her tes-
tify that she was telling the truth.

BONDS IN HER STOCKING.

A Strange Woman SH8ws up $25,000 at
The Stillwater Depot.

How aBaggageman on the Omaha Got
a Diamond Pin. (35 _ 1

New Developments Looked for in the
Tragedy--Lively Runaway.

She Had the Dust.

On Thursday evening a rather intelligent
looking lady aged about 45 years, appeared
at the Omaha depot and bought a ticket for
St. Paul. Shortly afterwards she stepped
into the office and appeared nervous. She
told Mr. Blakely, the agent, that she had a
large sum of money on her person and was
afraid to go alone as there were several men
in the waiting room that she
thought  were  watching her. She
had heard of the Farmers’ Ilome tragedy
and thinking Stillwater a bad city she be-
came alarmed. She stated that she had
been traveling through Europe and stopped
off in New York several days on her re-
turn, where she had obtained $20,000 worth
of government bonds and $5,000 in money,
making in all $25,000, which she carried on
her person. Mr. Blakely and the other
employes doubted her story and asked her
where the money was. *‘In my stocking,”
was the answer, at the same time reaching
down and drawing therefrom a bunch of
paper which she showed them and which
proved to be genuine government bonds.
She counted them and sure enough there
was just $20,000 of them. Mr. Blakely
told Dan Harkins, the baggagemaster, that
he had better accompany her to Si. Paul.
He consented and went along. When they
reached St. Paul she stepped into a jewelry
store and pnrchased him a handsome pin,
which is said to be a diamond. He then
accompanied her to the Merchants hotel,
where she intended to stop over night.
As soon as she registered Dan left her and
returned home happy as a big suntlower.
She took his name and Mr. Blakely’s and
promised to send each of them a present as
soon as she reached home. She was well
dressed, was very respectable looking and
stated that she had been visiting a friend
here for several days. She placed the ut-
most confidence in Dan and told him her
husband was worth $600,000. He says he
made a good impression and would have
married her if she did not have a husband.

The Murder Case.

New light will probably be thrown upon
the murder of Henry Hosli and the shoot-
ing of Joe Lukinger at the inquest examin-
ation by the coroner’s jury of five men, to
be resumed at city hall this (Saturday)
morning at 9 o’clock. Dr. T. C. Clark, the
deputy coroner, will preside, and Mr. C. D.
Gregory will appear for the proseeution.
Some of the witnesses heretofore examined
will be put on the stand again, besides quite
a number of others. Clues touud since the
early part of the week will, it is stated, re-
veal some damaging circumstances. Sheriff
Holcomb, Chiet of Police Shortall and oth-
ers have been actively engaged working up
the case all week. Yesterday it wasre-
ported that still another revolver and three
cartridges and two empty shells, covered
with blood, had been found under the re-
frigerator in the saloon at the Farmers’
Home, which, on investigation, proved un-
true. This would throw no new light on
the tragedy as enough revolvers have al-
ready been found. The finding of a dozen
more would make no difference. The
whereabouts of Hosli on Friday afternoon
and evening is the most important theory.
This may be brought out at the exam-
ination to-day. Up till last evening
we had learned of no person who had
seen him later than 2 p. m. on Friday,
when he left the Montreal saloon and
started for the St. Paul & Duluth railroad
depot, intending to return to Taylor’s Falls
to work for his brother, Mr. J. B. Hosli.
The report that he was seen on Friday
evening about 7 o’clock is not true.

As yet nothing has transpired that will
make the public believe other than Boeck-
ing and Heffner are the guilty parties. It
is the belief of ninety-nine persons out of
every hundred that more is wrapped in
their breasts concerning the affair than they
have stated thus far. They may be guilty
and may not. This is yet to be proven.

Last evening a telephone message from
the city hospital stated that Lukinger was
feeling quite well, with favorable prospects
for recovery.
