Complaining of Sparki.

Washixgtok, Dec 11.—The Evening

Star says:

fThe rulingofCommissioner Sparks of the
general laud office, suspending the issuance
ofland patents in certain sections of the
West, which embraces Dakota, has created no
tittle excitement inthat region. Complaining
letters from settlers affected by the ruling-are
coining to senators. The complaint is that
the commissioner's action makes the innocent
suffer with the guilty;that it imposes the
same hardships and inconveniences upon
those who procured their homesteads hon-
estly, as thosu who resorted to dishonest
methods. A strong effort willprobably be
made to have the rulingchanged so as to ap-

piyonly to persons known to have entered
;heir lands inau irregular manner.

Statehood Prospects Poor.

Washington, Dec. 11.—The statesmen
who are here from the various territories
Peking admission as states find little to en-
courage them in regard to the ambitions of
ihe people. There is not much anxiety on
the part of members of congress to admit
any of the territories at this session, proba-
blynot in this congress. The course of the
l>;ik^ta people has caused a good deal of
this feeling among congressmen. There has
been so much quarrelling among the people

of that territory, not only with regard to
admission, but also with reference to offices
of local and national character, that your
average member of congress is pretty thor-
oughly disgusted with them. Infact a good
many of the Dakota people are themselves
thoroughly out of patience with the course
of would-be political leaders of that terri-
lurv

"We are not likely to pet admission as a
itate during this session at least," said Col.
4cGormack or West Dakota, who has been
icre for gome time looking over the field.
•We have too many politicians lor our own
rood in Dakota. They are clamoring for
>ffices of all sorts and quarelin? among them-
selves about matters ofthiskind. They send
rival depurations here, fig-nting over the loca-
ion of the capita] and the distribution of
offices and making themselves generally dis-
igreeable. They can't apree anionjr them-
elves about any thingand the result is that
hey willpet left. Idon't believe Dakota
stands any show for admission at present,
ma ifshe doesn't of course the other terri-
ories are not likelyto be admitted."

To the Board of Education of the City of
St. Paul:
Gentlemen: The total number of

pupils admitted to the schools this school
year is as follows: Admitted September.
7,278; October, 1.175; November, 431; total,
9,887.

The total enrollment for the past month
was 8.588, an increase of 1,096 pupils upon
enrollment of November. 1884. The fol-
lowing table gives the total enrollment and
the average daily attendance of each
school:

The number enrolled in the German

classes of the schools last month was 1.514.
A new school has been opened in a

rented building: on University avenue, to
accommodate the overflow of the Jackson
school. Even with this help the accommo-
dations of this school are taxed to their ut-
most, and the necessity oferecting an addi-
tion is apparent. In view of the fact that
new school buildings are seldom ready for
occupancy at the opening of the school
year. Iwould suggest that the building
operations of the next year should receive
consideration, and herewith submit what
serins to me to be the needs of our school
system in this direction.

A four-rooni addition should be made to
the Jackson School. The need here is ur-
gent. Itwill bs very difficult to provide
school facilities for all the children of that
district until this improvement is made.
The Webster School buiiding should be en-
larged. This buildinsr is rilled and children
inthe lowest grades been refused admission
on account of lack of room and are waiting
for vacant seats. The classes in the upper
grades are too large for effective teaching,
and foi some time the teachers of these
erades bave been over-worked. The orig-
inalplan of the Webster provided for a
twelve-room building exactly like the Van
Buren. The completion of the Webster by
the erection of a wing containing four
rooms should be included in the improve-
ments of next year.

The erection ofa school house on the lots
recently purchased by the Board in
Brown &Jackson's addition, in the Sixth
ward, the enlargement of the Rice School
?o as to make ita full grade school, and the
erection of a sis-room addition to the Jef-
ferson, willin the near future, be neces-
sary, but the need of the additions to the
Jackson and Webster is immediate and im-
perative.

In several of the schools during
the past month, notably in the Cleve^
land School, diphtheria and other con-
tagious diseases have made their
appearance. Each case has been reported
to the Health Officer and the residences of
such pupils have been properly placarded

The school authorities of Bangor. Me.,
have pub.ished a series of instructions to
teachers in regard to contagious diseases
that seem to be very judicious. Ipresent
them herewith, that after consideration by
the Committee on Schools, ifdeemed desir-
able, they may be made mandatory iv our
schools.* * * •
