AUSTRIA'S REFUSAL.
On May 9 Baron Schaeffer handed to Mr.

Bayard the translation of a telegram from

Count Kalnoky to himself, dated May 8:
We regret the nomination of Mr.Keileyas

minister plenipotentiary and envoy extra-
ordinary to the imperial court, and his sud-
den departure from America, as here, like in
Home, prevail scruples against this choice.
Please direct inthe most friendly way the at-

tention of the American government to tbe

generally existing diplomatic practice to ask
previously to any nomination of foreign min-
ister the agreement (consent) of the govern-

ment to which ho is accredited. You are
therefore requested to earnestly entreat them.
that the newly-nominated minister may not
reach Vienna before our confidential consent
to his Domination has taken place. The posi-
tion of a foreign envoy wedded toa Jewess
by a civilmarriage would be untenable and
even impossible inVienna.

SECRETARY BAYARD'S REPLY.

Ina communication to Baron Schaelier,

dated May IS, Secretary Bayard says:
The question thus raised by your govern-

ment involves principles of the greatest im-

portance, and has no precedent as yet dis-
coverable to me in modern time and inter-

course between friendly nations, and having

submitted the matter to the consideration of
the president, Iam instructed by him to in-

form your government, through you, that the
ground upon which it is announced that the
usual ceremonial courtesy and formal re-
spect are to bo withheld from the envoy

of the United States to your govern-
ment, that is to say, because his wife
is alleged or supposed by your govern-
ment to entertain a certain religious
faith, and to be a member ofcertain religious
sect, cannot be assented toby the executive
of the government of the American people,
but it is, and must be

EMPHATICALLY DENIED.
The supreme law of the land expressly de-

clares: "That no religious test shall ever be
required as a qualification to any office or
public trust under the United States." and by
the same authority itis declared: "That con-
gress shall make nolaw respecting an estab-
lishment of religionor prohibiting the free
exercise thereof This is a government of
the laws, and authority exercised must find
its measure and warrant thereunder. It is
not within the power of the president nor of
congress, nor of any judicial tribunal in the
United States to take or even hear testimony,
or in any mode to inquire into, or decide
upon the religious belief of any official,and

the disposition to allowthisto be done by any

foreign government is necessary and a for-
tioriinadmissible. To suffer an infraction of
this essential principle would lead toadis-
franchisement of our citizens because of
their religious belief and thus impair or de-
Btroy the most important end which our con-
stitution of government was intended to

secure.
RELIGIOUS LIBERTY

is the chief cornerstone of the American sys-
tem of government, and provisions forits se-
curityare imbedded in the written charter
interwoven inthe moral fabric of its laws.
Anythingthat tends to invade rights so es-
sential and sacred must be carefully guarded
against, andIam satisfied that my country-
men, ever mindful of the suffering and sacri-
fices necessary to obtain it. will never con-
Beet to itsimpairment for any reason, or un-
der any pretext whatsoever. In harmony
with this essential law is the almost equally
potential law ofAmerican society that awards
respect and delicate consideration to the
women of the United States and exacts def-
erence Inthe treatment at home and abroad
of the mothers, wives and daughters of the
republic. The case we are now considering
is thai of an envoy or the United States, un-
questionably fitted, whose presence near the
foreign government in question is objected te
on the sole grounds that

Cannon Convicted oiPolygamy.
Washington, Dec. 14.

—The supreme
court to-day affirmed the judgment of the
supreme court ofUtah in the case ofAngus

W. Cannon, plaintiff, in error against the
United States. Cannon was indicted under
the Edmunds act for unlawful cohabitation
jrithmore than one woman. The defend- i

1 ant objected to givingof any evidence, on
the ground that the indictment did not al-

!lege that he was a male person nor that'
the cohabitation was with the women as

Iwives. The objection was overruled and a
verdict of guilty was returned and the de-
fendant sentenced to pay a fine of 8300 and
to be imprisoned for six months, and to be
further imprisoned tillthe payment of the
line. Justice Miller dissented from the
opinion of the court. Justice Blatchford,
in delivering the opinion, said that the law
forbade cohabiting with more than one
woman, and that ifthe plaintiff livedin the

house of his wives one-third of his time or
eat at their table or gave itout that these
women were his wives he was guiltyof co-
habiting with them, without prying further
into their relations.

AllUneventful Day inBoth nouses

Mr. Sewell having resigned Mr. Logan
was appointed chairman inhis place ofthe
militaryaffairs committee.
OMr.Hoar from the committee on judi-
ciary reported favorably the bill fixing the
salary of United States district judges at
55.000. At12 m. the senate went into
executive session and at 2:20 the doors were
reopened and amessage was received from
the president transmitting the Keiley cor-
respondence recently called for by Mr.
Vest's resolution. Itwas ordered printed
and to lie on the table. The senate then
adjourned at 2:25 p. in.

THE HOUSE.
Mr. Morrison from the committee on

rules submitted a report relating to the re-
vision of the rules. Itwas laid over until
to-morrow and Mr. Randall was given per-
mission to make a minority report. Mr.
Weaver of lowa raised the question of a
call ofstates for the introduction ofbills.
During the discussion a motion to adjourn
was made and at 12:25 itwas carried.

REVISION OF THE RULES

Will be Considered Earlier Under
the Revision.

Washington, Dec. 14.
—

The house com-
mittee on rules in submitting the proposed
new code of rules for the house accom-
panies witha report explanatory of itspro-
visions. After naming .the general appro-
priation bills that would, under rules 11as
amended, be referred to committees other
than the committee on appropriations, the
report states that there would be left with
the committee on appropriations the legis-
lative, executive and judicial,the sundry
civil, the deficiency, fortifications, pension
and the District of Columbia appropriation
bills. These bills include more than the
annual appropriations for carrying on the
government. The committee says for sev-
eral years past the various general appro-
priation bills have been reported at such
late periods in the session asprecluded their
careful and thorough investigation by the
members not committee on the appropria-
tions. The committee is of opinion that

The distribution proposed will enable all
those bills to be reported at early periods in
the session, willpermit a more careful and
thorough consideration of each bill by the
committee having jurisdiction of it,and also
by the house, resulting inmore considerate
and economic legislation, and will obviate
the necessity for the passage of any of
these bills under a suspension of the rules,
which has been so frequently done in late
years. The committee is of the opinion
that the general appropriation bills should
be confined strictly to items and matters of
appropriations authorized by existing law,
to a continuation of the appropriations for
such public works as are already inprogress
and for the contingencies for carrying on
the several departments of the government,
and to this end recommend the 'restoration
of the old rule adopted by the Twenty-fifth
congress and which stood without amend-
ment until the Forty-fourth congress, a
period of nearly forty years, and was fur-
ther amended in the Forty-sixth congress.

Mr.Kandall presented the minority re-
port and made a very strong argument
against any change. He asserted that the
distribution of the appropriation bills would
result in confusion, wasteful extravagance
aud increased taxation.

Tariff AgitationInevitable.

Washington, Dec. 14.
—

The protection
members of congress receive innumerable
protests against tariff agitation. . These
come in greater bulk from Pennsylvania and
Ohio, quite a number from California and
some from the Southern states. They will
be presented in both branches this week,
but they will avail nothing. Itis simply
whistling against the wind. Tariffagitation
at this session is inevitable. The tendency
toward free trade in the Democratic party
is growing, and itis getting a firm foothold
in agricultural sections. There is no I
reason to doubt that not only will
there be agitation of the tariff
but the passage of a billof some kind by
the house of representatives. The protec-
tionists now put all their hope in the sen-
ate, and it willbe before this body that the I

strong fight willbe made to defeat whatever
the house may do. Itis an open secret that
Speaker Carlisle will so form the ways and
means committee as to make it certain that
a revision bill willget the active support of
a majority of its members. The agitation

of the subject is not, however, expected to
commence in dead earnest until the first
week in February.

Presidential Succession Bill.
Washington, Dec.

—The only addi-
tion of importance made to the presidential
succession bill is a provision for the repeal
of sections numbered from 147 to 150 in-
clusive of the revised statues. These pro-
vide for special elections in case of a
vacancy in the offices of president and vice
president. The effect of their repeal is to
continue the successor to the presidency in
office until the next general election.

Important to Indian Claimants.
Washington, Dec. 14.

—
The assistant

attorney general has delivered the follow-
ingopinion of interest to claimants for In-
dian depredations. "Inorder toentitle any
claim for Indian depredations to be inves-
tigated, in pursuance to the provisions of
the act ofMarch 30, ISSS, such claims must
either have originated since the revised
statutes repealing the three year's limita-
tion of1534 went into operation, or else if
itoriginated before that time, it must have
been presented within three years after the
commission of the injurywhich constitutes
the basis of said claim." There are about
four thousand of these claims, representing
about ten milliondollars. '\u25a0

Father Lacombe,

the Roman Catholic missionary among the
Blackfeet, arrived here from the Northwest
yesterday. The object ofhis visit is to im-
press upon the government the. necessit yof
immediately dispatching a strong militray

force to the Blood Indian reserve. These
braves, he says, when he left were very
turbulent and might take the warpath at
any moment. Should they rise they would
undoubtedly have the hearty support of
powerful tribes in the United States. Were
such an alliance made and Indian war be-
gun the Blackfeet and other tribes to the
north would certainly take a part, and a
war in comparison with which the recent
troubles are but a drop Ina bucket would
have to be waged before the Indians could
be subdued. All the tribes are vowing
vengeance for the hanging of the Indian
murderers of the Kiel rebellion and say
they are prepared to tight the whites to the
bitter end. 13eing asked ifthe half-breeds
would joinin such a war, Father Lacombe
said he believed Gabriel Dumont was at th'^
moment plottinganother rebellion and en-
deavoring to incite the half-breeds of Mon-
tana to assist their Canadian compatriots.

FATAL EXPLOSION.

Three MenWillDieas the Result of
aCoal mine Explosion.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Dec. 14.
—

Afright-
ful explosion of gas took place this morn-
ing in Mill Creek mine, operated by the
Delaware & Hudson Coal company. At
the tine of the accident there were about
100 miners, laborers and boys in the shaft.
The news spread rapidly, and the whole
population seemed to have gathered about
tlie colliery. The explosion occurred in
what is known as No. 12 lift,which is lo-
cated at the extreme end of the opening of
the slope, being 400 feet from the mouth,
and therefore its ventilation was a difficult
problem. The gas ignited in the breast,
where a man named Coffy was at work.
An exploring party of some twenty miners
entered the slope as soon as the news had
reached the surface. It was soon discov-
ered that many had been burned, and they
at once began removing them. The follow-'
ing are among those

seriously injured:

GEORGE MARTIN,miner.
JOHN CLEASHi", laborer.
NICHOLAS GRAY,driver-boy.
PETER COFFY, miner.
SAMUEL MORRIS, laborer.
JOSEPH PARDUSKY,driver.
PETER STONE, laborer.
Martin has died. Many others are in-

jured more or less from flying pieces of
coal and wood. Joseph Cleasby is badly
burned and his skull is fractured. He can-
not survive. Peter Coffy is seriously
burned on the face and arms and is inter-
nally injured. He will die. Joseph Par-
dusky is dangerously injured. He !was
brought to the surface naked, his clothing
having been burned from his body. His
recovery is considered doubtful. Nicholas
Gray, the driver-boy, had his right eye torn
from its socket.

TUG OCONTO WRECK.

Rescue of the Passengers and Crew
by the 'I' us; Wieislow.

Detroit. Mich., Dec. 14. William E.
Savage ofthis city, one of the passengers of
the wrecked sieatner Oconto, arrived home
this afternoon. He says:

The wrecking1tug Wiuslow leftBig Charity
island at 2:13 p. in. Saturday with the re-
maining1 crew and passengers of the pro-
peller, excepting one man who was left to
keep ship, and Mr. Fralich, a passenger, who
remained to care for the live stock. The
Winslow got within a mile and a half of the
Oconto, and the passengers, after a weary
walk of three miles over snow and bay ice,
broke their way in two boats through the
thick-forming crust to the tug. None of the
crew orpassengers seem to suffer in health
from their severe exposure. Too much
praise cannot be given to Charles McDonald,
the lighthouse keeper, and his wife, who were
assiduous in their attentions to the ship-
wrecked party, ten of whom were cared for
at the lighthouse.

The Oconto is half-a-mile southeast of
BigCharity island and headed a little south
of west. She draws seven feet of water
forward, six-and-a-half aft and her keel is
two feet in the sand. The ice at her bow
is solid to the bottom. The vessel is a trifle
listed to port, but is solidly frozen in and
bids fair to remain in this position until the
ice moves in the spring. The hull is per-
fectly dry inside. The live stock are doing
well, and the lower deck is a complete
barnyard withhorses, oxen, turkeys, geese
and chickens. Capt. McGregor of the
Oconto was in this city to-night and said:

The most 1can say is that1have sailed now
forty years and been out a great many nights
in whatIcalled very rough weather, but that
was the worst night that Iever experienced

and Inever want togo through another like
it,but Idid not at any time think thatI
should be drowned. Too much cannot be
said in praise of the conduct of the two en-
gineers. Some of the passengers were very
cool and collected. Many of them puton
lifepreservers, and Ilaughed when Isaw
them. They would have been of no service
at all on such a night. In summer when the
water is warm they would be of some service,
but noton such nights as that. It willcost a
good deal to get her off in the spring, and I
am glad we got off so well. Most boats would
have broken to pieces in those terrible seas.

Joshua Dines, engineer, said;
Aweek ago last Friday we started out of

Oscoda at 4p. m., bound for Alpena. When
out about half an hour or so, itbegan blow-
ing strong, and a snow storm set in. The
captain thought best to go back to Tawas
harbor, and when we reached there we could
see neither light or shore. He did not think

] he could land and headed the boat out into
the lake again. He certainly had no idea of
what was to happen and had confidence that
the storm would abate enough to show the
light and shore. However, the storm in-
creased in intensity and it began to snow
harder. About midnight we sighted Charity
island light and with difficultyreached the
lee side of the island. Soon after the boat
ran aground in about five feet of
water. We kept up blowing our
whistle for help during the night
but none came. The storm continued and it
seemed that it would result disastrously.
Such a nightas that is simply indiscribable.
The officers of the boat who bad many years'
experience on the water said itwas one of
the worst ever known by them. Thepassen-
gers crew were naturaly excited over the

j prospect ofa wreck but remained calm and
i collected, hoping for the best. The \u25a0 next

morningpart of the passengers and crew
reached the island. Sunday night some of
the crew volunteered to go ina small boat to
Caseville, nine miles distant. After a dan-
gerous trip they arrived in safety. We con-
fidently expected soon to be rescued but the
week passed until Saturday afternoon when
the Winslow arrived.

ingdiscovered a man on his hands and
knees by the side of the railroad track, with
two uglygun shot wounds inhis head. He
stopped the train and notified some farmers
near by who took care of the man, who
died shortly afterward. The de-
ceased was recognized as Lex Har-
ner. who had been working with a
section gang on the Lake Shore &Michi-
gan Southern all summer, and had accumu-
lated §300, which had been deposited ina
bank in Auburn, lnd. Harner had intended
going to Wisconsin to-morrow, and is sup-
posed to have drawn his money out of the
bank. He, in company withLeviKessler,
left his boarding house, about a mile north
of New Era station, at 8 o'clock this morn-
ing. Anhour later Harner was •found as
stated. There were two bullet ,

"WOUNDS IN HIS HEAD.
One entered the back of his rightear and

passed nearly through his head. The other
entered the left cheek and passed in the
direction of the right shoulder. When
Harness pockets had been ri-
fled. Kessler, the supposed mur-
derer, was seen walking rapidly
south of New Era and boarded the passen-
ger train at Stones, two miles south ofNew
Era, presenting a ticket from New Era to
Ft. Wayne.

N He took a transfer bus and
purchased a ticket for Lima, 0., leaving at
2:10 this afternoon on the Pittsburg,
Ft. Wayne & Chicago railroad pas-
senger train, and up to the present time
is still at large. Harner was unmarried, 28
years of age and a very steady young man.
He has relatives living somewhere in Wis-
consin. Kessler is regarded as a hard char-
acter in the neighborhood and is unmar-
ried, his folks living six miles north of
Lima, Ohio., on the Dayton &Michigan
railroad, where it is supposed he has gone.

This was
followed in a few days by a fallof several
inches ofsnow which covered up all grain
on the ground. If the snow remains the
corn cannot be gathered until spring, when
much of it will be injured.. The greater
riartof the crop has been cribbed and is now
rapidly finding its way into market. The
price has stiffened somewhat and farmers
now realize 21cents. More of the crop wil
be sold than formerly, since thousands ol
hogs have died from scourge and the cornf
cannot be consumed.

SOFT SOAP ANDCASTOR OIL.

Items ofExpenditure in Use; Report
of the Secretary of the Senate.

Washington, Dec. 14.
—

The annual re-
port of the secretary of the senate, which
furnishes a detailed statement of the pur-
chases made for that body, gives some cu-
rious ideas as to the manner in which itis
supplied at the expense of the government.
Of course, it is understood that there is a
legitimate expenditure for stationery and
articles of this character, which articles are
paid for as drawn from the stationery room
out ofa fund of $300 a year allowed them
for this purpose. Itis hard to understand,
however, by what authority or right the
secretary of the senate gets intohis bills
such items as Apollinaris water, lemons,
sugar and articles of this character. On a
single page of the secretary's report are
these items: '"One can Apollinaris water,
$7.50;" one can Apollinaris water, 811; 233
pounds granulated sugar, S18; one
box of lemons, $4.90; four dozen
ginger ale 55.40. On the opposite page are
items. "One hundred three-grain qui-
nine pills, S3; one gallonof bay rum, 53.50;
one pound ofGlauber salts, scents; one-half
gallon castor oil, SI;one pound aloes, 10
cents; one-half pound sulpher, 10c; three
barrels soft soap, §13.50. Just what the
senate could have wanted of this quantity
of soap, unless itis to distribute to visiting
constituents of members, is a little difficult
to understand. On the very next page is
another item for three more barrels of soft
soap, while items of 200 quinine pillsap-
pear frequently throughout the report. The
senate must have a very vigorous appetite
forquinine, as well as for soft soap and
Apollinaris water.

HARD FOR HANNA.

Mr. Hanna's nomination was rejected, for
I happen to know that he does
not consider the new minister of
the Argentine Republic quite up to
the standard we ought to establish.
He believes that none but typical Ameri-
cans should be sent abroad, men who will
represent tho United States socially as well
as officially, and Mr.Hanna is no Chester-
field. The Spanish-American people are
great sticklers for ettiquette, observe all the
forms, follow all the follies of the court
circles of Europe, and criticise a man more
severely fora blot on his shirt-front than a
stain upon his character. Mr. Hanna sig-
nalized his debut in diplomacy by writinga
letter, a familiar son of an epistle, to a
friend in Indiana, who foolishly gave it to

the local paper for publication, and adver-
tised Mr. fladna in the most unfavorable
way. Itwas not a bad letter— onlya silly
one. Mr. Bayard must have blushed when
he read itfor he is keenly sensitive about
such things.

An Ex-PostmaKter's Expectations.

negro; that an assassin was hired for 40,000
roubles to killKingMilan, and that an ac-
complice divulged the plot. It is rumored
that "Vukotic is now a volunteer in
the Servian camp. Humors are
rife of hard fighting between
Piiot and Belo-Palanka and of Bulgarian
attacks on the Servian forces at Widin and
the retiring of Gen. Leshganec. The Bul-
garian government has received from the
powers a collective note announcing the
appointment ofa commission to mark an
armistice line. Itis believed that Prince
Alexander willrefuse to recognize the com-
mission. The Servians are evacuating the
Widin district. The understanding between
the sultan and Prince Alexander, includ-
ing the porte's consent to tue personal union
of the Bulgarians. The military at-
taches forming the commission to mark
the armistice line between the Servian and
Bulgarian armies willleave Vienna to-mor-
row forNissa. Col. Kaulbars, the .Russian
military attache at Vienna, will be presi-
dent of the commission. The report in a
dispatch from Belgrade on Sunday that a
bioody engagement had occurred at Valiki-
Izorbetween two battalions of Bulgarians
