Secretary Whitney Spending Nearly
Fifty Thousand Dollars on the
Frelinghuysen Mansion.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 24. — Washington
society is all “‘torn up.” Christmas week,
which ought to be peaceful and happy and
lovely, is full of bickerings and back-
bittings, and harsh sayings among the
ladies. It is truly sad. The storm which
has arisen is quite unexpected, too, but
rages with more or less violence because of
its sudden appearance. It is all about the
action of the cabinet ladies last week in re-
gard to returning, or not returning calls.
As has been already announced, these
ladies beld a caucus of their own last week,
and decided not to return calls made on
them, except dinner calls and evening party
attendance. All others, it was announced,
were to be recognized by sending cards.
To all who called on the cabinet ladies
there was, according to this program, to
be sent by mail, or otherwise, the card of
the lady and two cards of her husband.
Just why the husband was to have two
cards to his wife’s one nobody seems to
have found out; but this was the plan
announced. that each cabinet lady was to
return her Wednesday calls by card, ieav-
ing her own card and two of her husband’s.
This announcement has raised a storm. It
is not a breeze, but a downright blizzard.
That these people, selected from office by
Mr. Cleveland’s favor, who have never seen
anvthing of Washington society, should
come here and set up a

by which the calls of the families of officials
lected to positions of honor and trust, or
iwve been leaders in Washington so-
years, are to be returned by the
y of a bit of pasteboard de-
a liveried flunky is quite too
It fairly paralyzed the ladies of
he families of congressmen and
of high social rank. And, come to
ink of it, it would be just a little cool for
the wile of some cabinet officer who has
never seen service here to return the call of
Mrs. Senator Logan or Mrs. Chief Justice
Waite or Mrs. Randall or Mrs. Carlisle and
hundreds of others of equal prominence, in
this way. The result has been loud com-
plaints, so loud that it has already reached
the ears of the ladies themselves, and be-
gins to alarm them. That they arealarmed
is evident by a second ‘‘official bulletin,”
which was issued this week, as follows:

There has been a misinterpretation in some
guarters of the paragraph relative toa de-
cision made by the cabinet ladies at a recent
conference. The ladies intend to fuifil all
their social obligations. They will call on the
families of the senators and the justices of
the supreme court, and will return all other
calls in person made before Jan. 1. After
that date, when the regular Wednesday re-
ceptions begin, considering the u lly
large concourse of people that will be in the
capitol all winter, it would be a physical im-
possibility to return all the calls in person.
The wives of cabinet officers all have house-
holds and their consequent duties. They will
entertain many friends from abroad during
the winter, and they very wisely decide not
to attempt the impossible. The ladies believe
that this straightforward method Is prefera-
ble to that of sending eards to all, and better
than attempting to make discriminations
which must result disagreeably.

LOOKING FOR RESULTS.

There is a good deal of interest among
the lookers on as to what will be the result
of this pretty fight thus begum. Mrs.
Blaine, it is said, attempted a plan of this
sort when her husband became secretary of
state, but was knocked out in the first
round by the wives of the senators and the
supreme court justices, who insist that a
cabinet officer is nothing more than a high
clerk appointed by the president, and
ought not set herself above the wives of
those elected to positions or those holding
positions for life. Yet there is a good deal
to be said on the other side of the question.
1t is urged that none except those on par-
ticularly intimate terms ought to expect
ladies, who receive each week on an aver-
age 400 calls, to return them in person. It
has been a common custom for cabinet la-
dies to have the business wagons of the de-
partment over which their respective hus-
bands presided to deliver cards several
times each winter to such persons whose

ition or close acquaintance did not
ssitate a personal visit. No one ecan
reasonably find fault with this. The cabi-
net ladies last spring, after their series of
afternoon receptions, endeavored faithfully
to return as many as time would allow, and
stich of them as left town early sent cards
by mail, where they found it impossible to
cover their lists.

AN INTERESTING FEATURE
of the week has been the preparations for
the annual Christmas club demonstration.
This club was organized several winters
ago here, and has given Christmas dinners
to thousands of poer children as the holi-
days seasons have rolled round. It is a
worthy charity, and made especially popu-
lar by the fact that Miss Nellie Arthur, who
was at its head, is succeeded by Miss
Cleveland at the head of the organization
of grown people, and Miss Mollie Vilas at
the head of the children’s club. This char-
ity, and the numerous home mattess of this
character have been about the only subjects
thought of in the past few days. Society
festivities have been very much neglected in
the preparations for Christmas day and its
home pleasures. The question of the part
that Mr. Cleveland is going to take in
social matters this season is beginning to
be again talked over, as the season proper
is at hand. It does not seem probable that
he will trouble himself on this score half
as much as some other people. Until the
custom was broken through by President
Andrew Jackson, whose example was fol-
lowed by President Hayes, Grant and
Arthur, the rule of etiquette established and
maintained by previous presidents was to
accept no invitations of a social character.
This rule, it may be assumed, was not
adopted with due consideration, whether it
was thought that the
DIGNITY OF THE CHIEF
executive of the nation would be better
maintained by not mingling with such
gatherings, or that by aceepting some in-
vitations and declining others it would give
rise to jealousies that were better avoided
by staying away altogether, the fact re-
mains that for many years etiquette pre-
scribed thatall private invitations should be
declined. As President Cleveland has re-
frained from paying any visits since he has
been in office it is a fair presumption that
he proposes, like his earlier predecessors in
office, to devote himself wholly to public
business, and while leaving to others the
gwiug'of social entertainments and the dis-
pensation of hospitality, limitlng his own
duties in these respects to such receptions
and entertainments at the White house as
he may deem incumbent upon him and be-
eoming to his high station. A good deal of
interest is felt in Secretary Whitney's work
upon the old Frelinghuysen mansion. He
is spending, it is said, nearly $50.000 in re-
pairing and refurnishing it. It wasa hand-
some home when the Frelinghuysens had
it, but it will be much more so now. The
front exterior of this large and rather old-
fashioned house has not been changed, but
the interior has undergone a complete trans-
formation. Perhaps the most important
changes are
THE LARGE ADDITIONS

which have been made to the house in the
east and south sides. On the former a
two-story brick addition has been built,
which affords a larze and commodious but-
ler's pantry connected with the dining-
room. and a servant’s staircase going from
the kitchen to the second story. In the
rear a very handsome ball-room has been
erected. This is sixty feet deep, twenty-
four feet wide and twenty feet high, and
has been constructed in connection with the
other alterations and improvements accord-
ing to the designs and under the supervi-
sion of Mr. Charles H. Kelley, an archi-
teet of New York ecity, whose

taste |

has been displayed in some of
the fine public and private build-
ings in that ecity. Mr. Kelley has

constructed this room upon a model some-
what after the style of similar rooms at-
tached to French palaces, and the decora-
tions will harmonize with this style. There
is no plaster used in the walls and ceilings.
The ceiling, which is a cone, or rounded, is
to be decorated in gold, presenting a sur-
face which will blaze in the light of the
roomn. The frieze, which is papier mache,
will be yellow. and the ornamentation
which runs around it will represent dancing
figures entwined in flowers. The walls
from the frieze to the dado will be hung
with a rich red silk fabric. The dado is
Lincrusta Walton in cream and gold. At
one side of the room is a recess for the use
of musicians, and the front will be massed
with foliage plants. Seats will run all
all around the room,
COVERED WITH RED.
At the further end of the room is a mag-
nificent fireplace and mautel. The mantel
is of wood, finely carved and finished in
cream and gold. It is thirteen feet wide
and sixteen feet high. At the top a wreath
of carved wood falls gracefully over the
mirror. and is a fine specimen of the wood-
carver’s art. The fireplace is six feet long,
four feet high and three feet deep, and on
each side are wooden seats. About the
fireplace is tiling of Sienna marble, and the
hearth is laid with Sienna and Grotte
marble. A sky-light in the roof, with ar-
rangements for ventilation at the sides is
the only means of lighting the room during
the day. At night the light is furnished
from the sides of the roof,and the effect will
be very striking, the rich gold ceiling and
the red walls blending and showing a
wealth of coloring under the gas light. The
floor will be laid in oak, in herring-bone
design. The ball room in all its details
will be a fine example of the Louis XVI.
style of decoration. The entrance to the
ball-room is through a recess from the par-
lors, and the walls and ceiling will be
hung in rich green hangings. The
dining-room, which has been enlarged by
a recessed window looking out in the
garden in the rear, will have ebonized
wood work, and the hail will be hung with
a maroon fabric. The French style of dee-
oration will prevail in the decoration of the
other rooms. The wide entrance hall will
have flock paper for the dado, and the rest
of the walls will be covered with paper of a
reddish tone. The decoration of the recep-
tion room will be a peculiar combination of
blue and green. The parlors will have
vellow walls, the wood work being a rich
brown and the carpets blue. All the dee-
orations and furniture are being furnished
from New York.

Brained with a Chair.

DururH, Minn.. Dee. 26.—Two Har-
bors, a small place about twenty miles from
here, was the scene of a drunken brawl in
a saloon on Cbristmas evening, which re-
resulted in the death of a Swede named
Andrew Anderson, who was the brother
of Caper Anderson, the proprietor of the
house. As the participants in the affair
were all Sweides, and possess that charac-
teristic of their race, uncommunicativeness,
it is no easy matter to get at the facts
in the case. As near as can be learned a
party of perhaps adozen Swedes assembled
there to celebrate the evening and over-
loaded themselves with liquor, which, as
usual, produced a belligerent effect, and
the party wound up in a general row, in
which all sorts of articles were brought
into requisition, among others a chair,
which came down upon the head of the
murdered man with sufficient foree to crush
the skull near the spinal column, and
caused instant death. In the melee no one
seems to have been sober enough to know
who struck the fatal blow, and conse-
quently all those who were there and could
be apprehended were placed under arrest,
and were given a hearing before Justice
McPherson to-day. Nothing tfurther than
has been already stated was developed at
the preliminary examination, but it is
thought that none of the men in custody
areguilty. County Attorney D’Autrement
went down to the bay this morning, in
company with an officer, and it is proba-
ble that the guilty man will be discovered
to-day. The fact is patent that the mur-
der was not premeditated, but impulsive,
and perhaps there was no intention of
taking life.

Desuliory Shooting.

BEVIER, Mo., Dec. 26.—Yesterday was
1ooked forward to with fear by the law-
abiding citizens, but no confiict between
the white and black miners occurred.
Christmas eve the negroes had a dance in
the stockade. Many of them were drunk,
and revolvers were frequently flourished.
Several fights occurred between them, and
all night long there was shooting going on,
without fatal effect. however. The citizens
claim that all the shooting was done by the
negroes, and the negroes claim that some of
the whites shot into the stockade. Yester-
day the negroes remained in the stockade
and were drinking heavily. There was also
a great deal of drinking among the white
men, and frequent fights oecurred on both
sides. A number of both black and white
miners went to Macon to-day, and the au-
thorities there took extraordinary precau-

tions to'prevent trouble by enlisting special
police. Several altercations took place be-
tween white men and negroes, but prompé
arrests prevented a riot.

Passing Forged Wheat Checks.

REDFIELD, Dak.. Dec. 26.—A young fel-
low by the name of John Kaiser was ar-
rested this afternoon for attempting to pass
off a forged G. W. Van Dusen wheat check
of $59 on the Spink County bank of this
city. Kaiser got a similar check of $40
cashed at the bank in the morning. The
fact that he should have so much money
coming in one day aroused the suspicions of
the bank officials, The appearance of the
check also indicated that there was some-
thing wrong. On some slight pretext
Kaiser was detained in the bank until Mr.
Burns, the agent of the company, was in-
terviewed, and it was clearly ascertained
that the suspicions of the bank were well
founded. Kaiser was immediately placed un-
der arrest, when he confessed his guilt, and
admitted having received money amounting
to about $100 in the same way and from the
same parties on two previous occasions
within the past few months. He claims o
have acted as the tool of a second party, a
strangeér by the name of Preston, who drew
the checks and with whom he divided the
money, but as no trace caa be secured of
any such person the story is generally dis-
credited. Kaiser has a rather green ap-
pearance, but samples of his hand-writing
which have been secured indicate that he is
perfectly competent to commit the crime
without any assistance. Kaiser will be
brought up for preliminary examination
Monday morning, and the chances are that
he will be given a chance to repent his folly
behind prisen bars.

A Desperado Killed.

LovuisviLLE, Ky., Dec. 26.—Intelligence
reached here this evening of the killing in
Ellest county, of Craig Tolliver by Asbury
Crisp. Crisp found Toliiver, who was
drunk, sleeping with his head on the lap of
his (Crisp’s) paramour, and without stop-
ping to awaken the sleeping man he shot
him, the ball piereing Tolliver’s left breast
just over the heart. Crisp escaped and is
at large, but friends of his victim are
scouring the country for him, and promise
him summary punishment if he is caught.
It is feared this killing will stir up another
war in Rowan county. Tolliver was the
notorious deperado of Rowan county who
led the Tolliver faction in the bloody feud
on the Martin faction. The feud lasted for
over a year, during which time a half a
dozen or more men were killed. The out-
lawry became so flagrant that no court
could sit in the county, and Gov.
Knox, after vain attempts to arbitrate mat-
ters, sent the militia into Rowan to hunt
down and bring to justice these desperadoes.
After two months’ service there the troops
were reealled. Tolliver and his principal
followers were arrested and jailed. In the
meantime Tolliver was taken to Cincinnati
to answer an indictment of robbery. He
was tried and acquitted, and a few months
ago returned to his mountain home.

Bishop Fabre’s Mandament.

MONTREAL, Dec. 26.—In his manda-
ment, which will be read in all the Catholic
churches in the city to-morrow, denouncing
the Riel agitation, Bishop Fabre takes occa-
sion to publish the pope’s encyclical letter,
in which it is enjoined upon’all Catholics to
live in brotherly love with other religions
and te uphold the law of the land. The
bishop says there never was a time when
union between the priests and the people
was so necessary as the present. He la-
ments the action of some yeung people
in baving indulged in demonstrations
which brought no good to either church or
country. He deprecated the action of
certain newspapers calling themselves
Catholic which had endeavored to use re-
ligion to spread their revolutionary ideas,
and concluded by saying:

The past must be buried in oblivion. If
injustice bas been done, whoever the guilty
parties may be, all must now be repaired by
reciprocal charity, and all must be redeemed
by a common effort of deference towards the
holy see. By this means Catholics will obtain
double advantage, that of bidding the church
to preserve and propagate Christian doctrines
and that of rendering signal service to society
whose salvation is not only compromised by

bad doctrines, but also by bad passions.

A Lynching Brewing.

Kinas City, Mo., Dec. 26.—Christmas
was celebrated here by a double killing,
which threatens to result in lynching.
Thursday night two brothers named Hayter
arrived in town, and became so boisterous
that the marshal, F. M. Miller, attempted
to arrest them. They resisted, and jump-
ing on their horses, drew their revolvers
and rode up and down the main street,
firing at whatever object attracted their at-
tention. When their guns were unloaded
the marshal opened fire and Killed one of
them instantly, dropping the other from his
horse by a bullet thmngh the body. The
entire populace of the town soon gathered
where the men had fallen, and as the Hay-
ters had many friends, the action of the
marshal was condemned. Relatives of the
Hayters arrived from the country yesterday
in such strong numbers that the marshal
was locked up forsafe keeping. Itisfeared
that an attempt will be made to lynch him,
and great excitement prevails.

Paper Szized by he Police.

DrTtrolT, Mich., Dee, 26.—The Sunday
Sun is a weekly publication which has been
issued in this city since last spring, being
devoted chiefly to sensational and scandal-
ous news. Threats have been made against
it, and a scheme was on foot to mob the
office during the coming week. To-night
the police awoke to a realizing sense of the
eternal fitness of things and seized the
office.

SARAH ALTHEA GETS LEFT.

Her Marriage Contract Declared a
Forgery.

SAN FrANcisco, Dec. 26.—United States
Circuit Judge Sawyer this morning ren-
dered a decision in favor of plaintiff in the
suit of Sharon vs. Hill brought to declare
void the alleged marriage contract.
The decision, after stating the evidence in
the case, which covers 1,731 pages of legal
cap written with a type writer, refers to the
refusal of the defendant to produce the al-
leged marriage contract before the examiner
; and her committal for contempt for this of-
: fense, and adds: “‘This singular conduct
can only be interpreted as an admission
that such inspection would tend to prove its
(marriage contract), falsity.” Indetermin-
ing the plaintifi’s standing in the circuit
court as a citizen of Nevada, itis held that
notwithstanding the plaintif’s two resi-
dences in Calafornia, he never exercised
any political rights in this state which
voided his status as a citizen of Nevada,
hence he was a citizen of the latter. On a
question as to the effect of the adjudication
of the superior court in the divorce case of

SHARON VS. SHARON,
in which an appeal is now pending, the
decision says: ‘‘The supreme court of the
state has uniformly held that an appeal
from judgment suspends its operation for
all purposes and that settles the question
for this court.” It follows that plaintiff is
not estopped by the judgment of the su-
perior court, in the case of Sharon vs.
Sharon, to prove in this case that the de-
claration of marriage is false and forged.
The decision then states the principal
question is to find whether the declaration
of marriage is genuine or forged. Much
space is devoted to an analysis of testimony
by chirography experts, from which the
court decides the testimony is largely in
favor of plaintiff and proves as far as such
evidence can that the signature to the doc-
ument is forged. It also nholds from the
same testimony that the word ‘‘wife” is
*my dear wife.” The letters are tracings
substituted for other words. The opinion
concludes by stating that the allezed mar-
riage contract is a forgery and decrees that
it is null and void. The main opinion is
by Judge Deady of United States district
court of Oregon and contains 24,000 words.
Judge Sawyer filed a concurring opinion.

NAsHVILLE, Tenn., Dec. 26.—An im-
mense assemblage of negroes gathered in
St. John's Colored Methodist Episcopal
chureh, at the opening of the first expo-
sition given by that;race, J. M. Langston,
late minister to Hayti, addressed them. He
congratulated the colored people on their
progress since the emancipation proclama-
tion. He drew a comparison between
slaves that had been liberated years before
those of the American continent, and said
that the American negroes had advanced
more in the last twenty-five years than any
others had in a long period of liberty. He
said he was the first negro on the American
continent to speak from an ambulance to
those of his own race, who had waged bit-
ter war against fearful odds and won. Ip
conclusion Mr. Langston urged renewed
efforts on the part of the negro to attain to
a still more exalted standard.

Facts About Coffins.

There are in the United States about
forty coffin factories, located principally
west of the Alleghenies, where suitable
lumber is more plentiful and cheaper than
in the East.

The largest concern is located in Cincin- |
nati, and there is still another in St. Louis !

which has a flooring space of 88,000 square
feet and employs 100 men, besides several
women, who are emploved in making
burial elothes and shrouds, business that is
of recent date and which is rapidly grow-

ing.

The coffin manufacturers of the United
States are banded together under the name
of the National Burial association. They
meet four times a year, in different cities,
and probably they can control the price of
their products better than any other simi-
lar organization.

A few years ago there was quite a rage
or metallic burial cases, but of late the
reference is for coffins.

A considerable number of American cof-
fins are shipped abroad, mostly to England,
South Africa, Cuba and the South Ameri-
can states. Those made for export are of
the **knock-down” style, and are put to-
gether at their places of destination, ex-
cept those shipped to England.

Walnut is mostly used for the best class
of cottins, but some very finely finished
ones are made of sweet gum. When fin-
ished up finely it resembles cherry some-
what and is called *‘satin walnut.”

Poplar is used to a greater extent in the
business than any other wood. 1t is cheap,
easily worked and adapted to the require-
ments of the business.

Neither the kind of wood of which a cof-
fin is made nor its probable durability af-
fects its price, which depends upon the
style of finish and ranges from $2 or $3 up
to the full extent of the customer’s ability

to pay.

Much of the wealth and labor of the
country is annually buried in the soil
through a fashion that calls for ridiculously
expensive funerals.
