AteFrozen Chicken*
Omaha, Dec Patrick P. Murphy,

aged 40, ex-mayor of Omaha, died to-night,

after only a few days' illness, from a mys-

terious malady. Several members of the
family were taken peculiarly sick about a
weekago. Mrs. Murphy first showed signs
of sickness. She had pains inher back and
shoulders and her throat became sore. She
doctored herself and became apparently
well again. Twodays later Mr.Murphy
was affected with the same symptoms,

which were thought not serious at first, but
Mrs. Murphy was again attacked, and two
children soon experienced similar feelings.
Then Mr.Murphy became worse. lie ral-
lied, however, and seemed on the way to

recovery till this morning, when he was
taken with violent cramps, which grew
worse, until this evening, when he died.
The doctor in attendance declares the cause
of death was ptomaine poisoning, the result
of eating chicken which had been frozen
and then allowed to become partially de-
composed. Murphy had eaten only a small
portion of tho chicken, and another mem-
ber of the family who ate heartily has not,
as yet, bwu attacked. Mrs. Murphy also
ate very sparingly of the chicken and sev-
eral circumstances seem to indicate inten-
tional poisoning by some outside party and
several physicians declare ptomaine poison-
ing could not have resulted under the con-
ditions of the case.

The Kary ITlartini Aground.

Dvlutu, Minn., Dec 27.—News has
Jost been received here that the propeller
MaryMartini went ashore last Thursday,
Dec. 24. on a bar outside of the Breele
river,about 1-0 miles east of here, on the
north shore of Lake Superior. There is no j
telegraph or other communication except
mail carrier from this region, and the in-
telligence was brought in by a special
messenger. Itis expected she will prove
a total loss, as the wind blew a perfect gale
from the southwest yesterday, and if she
had not been floated before she willun-
doubtedly go to pieces. The crew and
passengers were all saved. Assistance has
been asked from here, and it is probable
that tlie steamer R. G. Stewart will leave
to-night and bring back the passengers and
crew. The Martini was owned by Joseph
Lloyd of this place, and was valued at
$6,000 and was not insured, as marine in-
surance ran out Dec. 1. She had been run-
ning between Duluth and Superior all
summer, but about ten days ago she left
Daluth for a trip to Port Arthur, Ont. She
left that port last Monday for Duluth with
a load of merchandise and passengers, and
was due inDuluth last Friday.

Brained witha Chair.

Two Har-
bors, a small place about twenty miles from
here, was the scene of a drunken brawl in
a saloon on Christinas evening, which re-
resulted in the death of a Swede named
Andrew Anderson, who was the brother
of Caper Anderson, the proprietor of the
house. As the participants in the affair
were all Swedes, and possess that charac-
teristic of their race, uncommunicativeness,
it is no easy matter to get at the facts
in the case. As near as can be learned a
party ofperhaps a dozen Swedes assembled
there to celebrate the evening and over-
loaded themselves with liquor, which, as
usual, produced a belligerent effect, and
the party wound up in a general row, in
which all sorts of articles were brought
into requisition, among others a chair,
which came down upon the head of the
murdered man withsufficient force tocrush
the skull near the spinal column, and
caused instant death. Inthe melee no one
seems to have been sober enough to know
who struck the fatal blow, and conse-
quentlyall those who were there andcould
be apprehended were placed under arrest,
and were given a hearing before Justice
McPherson to-day. Nothing further than
has been already stated was developed at
the preliminary examination, but it is
thought that none of the men incustody
are guilty. County Attorney D'Autrement
\u25a0went down to the bay this morning, in
company with an officer, and it is proba-
ble that the guilty man willbe discovered
to-day. The fact is patent that the mur-
der was not premeditated, but impulsive,
and perhaps there was no Intention of
taking life.

QUEEN OF THE ELKVALLEY.

The Attractive Features of Larimore
Briefly Mentioned,

Special to the Globe.
Larimore, Dak., Dec. 27.

—
Larimore is

beautifully located in the midst of a slight
depression in the western portion of the
Kedriver valley, said depression being eight
to twelve miles wide, and extending from
near the boundary linenearly to the North-
ern Pacific, and here called the Elk valley.
Further north it is called the Golden valley.
liemernber there is no Elk or Golden river,
nor are there any other streams following
this valley, though several streams, as the
Goose, Turtle, Forest and Park rivers, cut
across it at nearly right angles. Larimore
has a magnificent farming country around
it, amply sufficient to support a thriving
country town. When the village was the
railroad terminus, in 18S3, it was over-
boomed, and suffered somewhat from the
reaction for the next year or two, but has
now amply recovered and settled down to
legitimate and prosperous business. The
city was incorporated by the legislature
three years ago, and has fortunately been
under careful, conservative and

HONEST MANAGEMENT
ever since. Ithas no debts except 54,000
for tire engine and apparatus and water
supply, while the well built sidewalks and
clean, graded and well drained streets show
that the small amount of municipal funds
raised has been well used. The city has a
fine school house, costing over 311,000, and
one of the best graded schools in Dakota.
The same teachers are in charge now who
were first employed in the town, and to
their credit be itsaid their places would be
hard to fill. The past year has not been an
active one for building, though some good
structures have been erected, among them
an elegant and tasteful Catholic church at
a cost of 500 or £3.000. a fine drug store
and skating rink costing about $2,000 each,
and a number of residences. The town has
been growing to the eastward, and is now
mostly concentrated along Tower avenue,
and a number of good business houses have
been moved there from other parts of town
during the year. About

HALF A DOZEX
general stores and other shops in propor-
tion are to be found, and two excellent,
solid banks; a first-class flouring mill,
which, however, is not so managed as to
make itpopular; two elevators, one of them
the second largest inDakota; a good news-
paper, etc.. are among the city's institu-
tions. There is a good opening here for a
machine shop, as well as for a custom
flouring mill, and we see no reason why
paper mills and other manufactures would
not pay well. The city is accessible by
rail from all four directions. Prospects for
next year are good. Anumoer ofresidences,
the finest yet built in the city,are promised,
and itis expected that the population, now
fully1.000. will be materially increased
within the next two years. This city has
for some two months been the best wheat
market in this part of Dakota, competition
keeping the price several cents above thatpaid at surrounding towns, and this hasgiven the business interests of Larimore a
great advantage and attracted to her much
attention.

CAJIPBELL ANSWERS TEST.

He Asserts Tbat He is Neither Dis-
honest Nor Revolutionary.

Chicago, Dec. 27.
—

Judge Hugh Camp-
bell, who was appointed United States at-
torney for the territory of Dakota by Presi-
dent Hayes, has addressed a communica-
tion to Senator Vest, of which the follow-
ing is the substance:

To Hon. George Vest, United States Sena-
tor

—
Sir: Ihave this day, for the first time,

been able to obtain an authentic copy of
some remarks made by you in the senate
chamber personal to myself. In the course
of these remarks you took occasion to indorse,
with the weight of your official position as
senator, certain charges against me in the
following paragraph, which Iquote from the
Congressional Record for Dec. 19. page 207:
"Agentleman who in recent events in the
state of Louisiana distinguished himself
as a partisan of the Hayes administra-
tion, and who was rewarded by
an appointment as United States attorney for
the territory of Dakota for his zealous and
not over-scrupulous efforts on behalf of Mr.
Hayes

—
this gentleman, carrying his revolu-

tionary principles to the territory of Dakota,
now figures as the chairman of this commit-
tee." This short extract contains two serious
misstatements with regard to myself, which,
ifIdid notcorrect now, insome proper man-
ner would, perhaps be construed to be ad-
mitted by me to be true. As to my charac-
ter, both as a judge in Louisiana and as
United States attorney inDakota, for

HONESTY AST) UPRIGHTNESS,

Ican safely refer yon to the people Inboth
states who have known me best in both ca-
pacities, whether they be Democrats or Re-
publicans. Myonly official act in connection
with the election was this: As judge of the
Fourth district court, a number of witnesses,
whose testimony was taken before the exam-
ining board, were sworu before me, and I
also drafted a form of an affidavit, in con-
formity with the law, at the request
of the Republicans. Innone of these partic-
ulars did Ido a single act which could be
amendable to your charge of unscruplous-
ness, nor wasIin any manner directlyor in-
directly a party to or concerned in any act
which was not strictly honest and just in
every sense. Idid uot receive my appoint-
ment from Mr.Hayes as a reward for any
effort of mine in behalf of Mr.Hayes. Ihave
always understood that it was my brief on
the law of elections in Louisiana which in-
troduced me to the notice ofMr.Hayes. The
other charge that you make is that Ihave
carried my"revolutionary" principles to the
territory of Dakota. My first lesson as to
the character and results of revolutions
against the United States government was
taught tome on the soil ofyour state. Iwas
&soldier in the Union army under iLyon and

at Wilson creek received a bullet from some
one of

YOURCOMPANY,

who was tryingto enforce "revolutionary"
ideas. Not aman inDakota Is an advocate
of revolution by force, nor of armed resist-
ance to the general govern uont. The people
of Dakota are fullyas law-aDldlng, peaceful
and loyul to the Union as the people of Mis-
souri even, or of any state. They are thor-
oughly opposed to any scheme or plan even
in support of their legal rights that would in-
volve forcible resistance to the national gov-
ernment. They know, however, and have
been taught by high Democratic authority,
by Democratic presidents and congresses,
supreme courts and even Democratic sena-
tors, and they have some legal rights as citi-
zens of the United States, that one of these
rights is the right to form theirown state gov-
ernment and be admitted Into the Union
whenever their number, condition and re-
source render them capable of self-govern-
ment; that itisnot a matter ofgrace at your
hands, but a matter of right which they can
demand; not supplicate from publicservants,
notarbitrary rulers. They have been taught
by the decisions of. the United States supreme
court in the ease of David Scott vs. Sanford,
as announced by that great Democratic judge,
Chief Justice Taney, that the congress of the
United States has no lawful right to perpet-
uate a territorial government indefinitely,
and that the people of the territory have a
constitutional right to form a state govern-
ment and be admitted into the Union when
they have complied with certain conditions.
They have learned from Chief Justice Tarney
that for a congress to attempt to continue a
territorial government over a people, after
these conditions are fulfilled, would be

INITSELF REVOLUTIONARY.
They also know the opinion of Justice Mc-

Lean, from which you quote in the speech re-
ferred to as if it were the opinion of the
court, was not the opinion of the court, but a
dissenting opinion ofone judge,not concurred
in by the court. They have also been taught
by the decisions of seven congresses in
the cases of the states of Michigan, Arkan-
sas. lowa, Florida, Minnesota, Oregon and
California, that their action in forming state
governments and electing state officers and
United States senators has not hitherto
been deemed revolutionary by the American
congress.

In the words of Judge
Cooley inhis late history of the Michigan
government, and to use all peaceful, legal
and <}onstiturional methods in their power to
insist upon these rights, and if congress fails
to do them justice, to perfect an appeal from
congress to that supreme tribunal which is
higher than ttieyor congress —

the people of
the United States. Ifthat be revolution, sir,
make the most ofit.

THE RUSTLERS OF ItEDFIEJLD.

What Has Sprung Out of tlie Dakota
Prairies inFive Years.

Special to the Globe.
Redfield, Dak., Dec. 27.—The history

or the growth of Redfield varies but little
from that of a goodly share of the other
cities of Dakota. In the spring of 1880 a
tew hardy pioneers, the advance guard of
others soon to follow, pushed in here, and
when the main line of the Chicago &North-
western railroad reached this pointonly a
short time afterward the germ of what has
since become a thriving town was found
ahead of it. Among the earliest settlers
here may be named Hon. C. EL Myers of
capital commission fame, M.J. Jarvis, now
proprietor of the Jarvis house, K.S. Hus-
sell, city marshal. Albert Dikeman, freight
agent lor the Chicago &Northwestern rail-
road, and H. B.Lathrop. who now owns
and successfully runs a large farm just out-
side the city limits. This town has never
had a boom. What growth it has attained
has been a natural growth. Much ofits
prosperity during the short period of five
years since its establishment is due to its
remarkably flue railroad connections with
the outside world. The day is probably
not far distant when the Northwestern road
willbe extended west from this place to
Fairbanks, on the Missouri, and an excep-
tionally fine section of country naturally
tributary to this town will as a result be
speedily developed. The history of

redfield's stkuggles

forcounty-seat honors is familiar to many
of the readers of the Globe, and it is
needless to dwell on this particular point
in her career. Suffice itto say, that although
temporarily downed by the action of the so-
called legislature of last winter, her chances
of being the ultimate victor in the contest
never looked brighter than to-day. The
fact that Redfield was at one time the
choice for capital of four out of the nine
members who made up the capital com-
mission, may not be so well known, and
yet such is the case. For a number of
reasons this town did not enter the race at
the recent election, but when the proper
time comes round, we may again bob up
serenely and present our claims in a proper
manner. During the year just ending, the
town has had a good healthy growth.
Among the most substantial building ad-
ditions that have been made is the large
brick block on Franklin avenue, owned and
occupied by the Spink County bank, Briggs
&Brown, hardware dealers, and A.\V.
Greenman. merchant. The farmers' ele-
vator, one of the largest inthe county, was
completed in the early fall, and isnow run-
ning in fullblast. Inaddition to these may
be mentioned the new Catholic church just
finished, and numerous less pretentious
buildings for residence and business pur-
poses. Italso seems proper in this connec-
tion to state that a project is now on foot
to add to the town in the early spring a
good-sized hotel in addition to the three
now here, aud a large brick building, the
lower story of which is to be used forstore
purposes and the upper as a public hall.

bedfield's location
at the junction of three great lines of rail-
road is such that she ought, with ample
hotel and hall accommodations, to secure a
fair share of the conventions, political and
otherwise, held in this section of the terri-
tory. Within the past year a National
bauk has opened up here which promises
to do a good business in the future although
itia the third banking house established
and in successful operation at this point.
Three good local papers, the Journal^ Sun
and Dispatch, occupy the journalistic
field. The two lirst mentioned being Ke-
publican inpolitics and the latter Demo-
cratic. Laird-Norton company and the
Empire Lumber company deal out most of
the lumber used, and Van Dusen &Co.
and the Winona Millingcompany do grain
and coal business. The grist mill owned
and run by Kutnewsky Bros, is one of the
largest and best kuown in this section of
the territory. The business of the town is
largely in the hands of young men, all as a
rule rustlers, whomake up in energy what
they lack inyears and experience. Capi-
talists with an inclination to invest in
manufactuaing or other business enterprises
in the West, need not? hesitate about trying
this point The town is Dound to grow
and money invested in almost every legiti-
mate business enterprise willin time yield
a substantial reward.

ACTIVITYATASHLAND.

A Railroad and Minine Center and
Summer Resort.

Special to the GloDe.
Ashland, Wis., Dec. 26.—Ashland, but

a few years since a small hamlet located on
the verge of a primitive wilderness over-
looking the translucent waters of Lake
Superior, has become a town of consider-
able importance. Itfirst received recogni-
tion as a summer resort through the efforts
of the Wisconsin Central Railroad company,
which in 1877 built and has since managed
the famous Hotel Chequamegon. Capital-
ists came here forrest and recreation, but
the superior advantages which this place
presented for profitable investment were
soon to them known. A fruitful field for
capital was discovered, and to-day, instead
of a pioneer town, we have a city of 7,000
inhabitants, with all the conveniences of
modern civilization. The magnificent bay,
with 7,000.000,000 feet of excellent pine
tributary to it, attracted the attention of
lumbermen and resulted in the establish-
ment of five large mills. The adjacent
ranges, so promising in minerals, became
the scene ofbusy labor. Mines were dis-
covered, whose products now seek

AN OUTLET
through our harbor. The Wisconsin Cen-
tral, Chicago, St. PauL, Minneapolis &
Omaha, Lake Shore &Western and if01th-
em Pacific railroads all terminate here. We
have seven commercial docks, and the larg-
est ore dock in the world, complete systems
of water and gas works, five churches, two
splendid theaters, two excellent school
buildings and two weekly papers, the Press
and News. The Press is owned and edited
by Lieut. Gov. Fifield. Most of the secret
societies are represented. The business of
the year was very satisfactory and the out-
look for the future is promising. One hun-
dred and seventy buildings were erected,
many of them residences, which show the
solid character of the inhabitants. From
the seven iron mines contiguous to this
town there were 119, 512 tons of ore shipped,
all over our dock, representing a fleet of
about 120 vessels. Over 100 vessels were
required tocarry the lumber shipped by
water alone. Although the lumber busi-
ness was igenerally depressed, there was a
total cut of nearly 9,000.000 feet The in-
crease in small manufactories Is".'quite
marked and the improvement in our mer-
cantile establishments are gratifying. The
town offers

formanufacturers. We have an association
of our substantial business men, who are
always ready with capital and information
to induce manufacturers to come here. Our
shipping facilities are superb. With our
splendid water communications with the
East and our railroads connecting with the
South, West and Northwest we are well lo-
cated for a distributing point. Wholesale
houses of all kinds would do well here.
They are a necessity and will soon be es-
tablished. Several largemanufactories will
be established the coming year; among them
a blast furnace. A company has been or-
ganized which will construct a street rail-
way the coming year. Agriculture is yet
in its infancy. The sturdy men who have
settled ha the wilderness are prosperous.
In a few years the forests will have van-
ished before the pioneers axe and the
bleating of the lamb and the lowing of the
kine will be heard where now are the
haunts of deer. There is no healthier a
place in America than Wisconsin. The
wonderful air, the pure water, our eleva-
tion and our primative surroundings makes
this place a Mecca for invalids. To breathe
the air of Lake Superior is to live!
