ABank Closes.

Lake City, Minn., Dec. 28.— Consid-
Brable excitement was created Saturday by

rumors that the First National bank of

Lake city had failed, and consequently
there was a large run on that institution.
The bank remained open and transacted its
usual business until the close of the day.

Many thousands of dollars were paid out,

and many thousands of dollars of denosite
were received during the day. Several of
the larger depositors applied for their
money and were paid in i>nrt, and were re-
quested to wait a short time until funds
could lie called in. and they acceded to the
request. This morning the bank failed
to open, and the followingplacard appeared
on the door:

Owingto the run precipitated upon this
bank and the impossibility of realizing iijion
our securities rapidly enough to satisfy the
demand of all our creditors on presentation,
the directors have directed that itbe tempo-
rarilyclosed. Alldepositors willbe paid.

Ameeting of the directors was held this
morning to determine the course of action.
but as the United States inspectors did not
arrive, they did not come to a satisfactory
conclusion. But the stockholders claim
that they themselves willbe the only losers,
as the depositors willin every case be paid
their fullamount ofdeposits.

The
Duluth street railway was sold presumably
to St Paul and Minneapolis parties. The
plant is estimated to be worth about one
hundred thousand dollars and embraces
about four miles of track in operation.
The officials of the company are very reti-
cent in the matter, but regard the sale as
both advantageous to themselves and Du-
luth. Itis rumored that the new proprie-
tors propose to immediately lengthen the
track and make threat improvements in the
rollingslock ami service.

Whereas, The commerce along1these lakes
willthis year amount to at least 12,000,000
bushels inwheat alone, which, at a savin?

Whereas, Allthat is necessary to add to the
great waterway seventy miles more inlength
by lake route alone, with a natural depth of
from eight to tweuty feet, averaging a mile
in widthin these lakes, is tocuta canal across
the low neck of land between the lakes, a dis-
tance ofone mile and one-eighth, which has
an elevation or depth of only seven feet at
the deepest point, and by straightening the
Minnesota rivera few pok.t.s inits course be-
low the village cf Brown's Valley, and dredg-
ingsomewhat, not over half a mile, at a point
where itis necessary to give Sufficient depth
of water fornil navigable purposes; and,

Whereas, Traverse and Big Stone lakes,
each with an area of twenty-five square
miles, could be made and utilized as reser-
voirs for surplus spring and summer rains to
the extent of doubling the flow of water in
the Minnesota river, tributary to the Missis-
sippi, for four months In tlieyear after July
1, as shown by the engineer's report of 1*62,
thus not onlymaking this natural waterway
navigable from the foot of Big Stone lake to
the Red river, but forming one of the largest
and grandest reservoirs of the upper Missis-
sippi, at a cost far below that required to
render navigable itnyother waterway ofequal
distance in the United States; and,

Whereas, The legislative assemblies of
Minnesota and Dakota, after mature deliber-
ation oo the facts and statistics involved,
have memorialized congress of the import
and advantages of the opening up and im-
proving of this waterway; and

Whereas, A delegate convention to con-
sider these facts is called to meet at Fargo,
L»;ik.. Tuesday, Jan. 12,1886; therefore, be it

Resolved, By the Brown's Valley board of
trade that congress be petitioned to appro-
priate $75,000 to the cuttingof a canal be-
tween Lakes Traverse ami Big Stone, and
straightening out this portion of the Minne-
sota river :is herein denned, dredging it to
the necessary extent, and for the dyking
across the head of Traverse lake, witha view
to constituting it a needful partof the reser-
voir system of the upper Mississippi.

Resolved, That we instruct our representa-
tives to co-operate with those of other con-
gressional districts, mutually concerned inBeooring the before-mentioned appropriatiou
during the session of the present congress.

R.solved, That we select four delegates
fro;u this tiody to represent at the Fargo
convention our county interests, with in-
structions to furnish said convention nn ac-
curate report of the situation here, and such
statement of facts relative to our agricult-
ural and commercial matters as the occasion
may require, and that they give hearty sup-
port to such practical measures as may there
be devised for the accomplishment of the
great enterprise now under consideration.

The deceased was about 55 years old
and leaves a wifeand six children.

Dakota JN'ewslets.
Some quiet and effective work has been

done the past few weeks in the interest of
the proposed Congregational church. Bey.
Mr.Simmons, the chairman of the board, has
been to Chicago and reports that he has se-
cured one of the most capable educators in
the West to take charge of the scheme and
come out to aid itto materialize. Liberal aid
is promised from friends in the states. There
has been no formal decision as to the location,
but itis believed that it is virtually decided
to accept the offers made at Fargo. The old
fair ground on Broadway, about one mile
from the center of the city,is regarded as the
most eligiblesite, and most of the stockhold-
ers are willingto donate their stock to the
cause.
It is believed by many that even as a

scheme for advertising 1 the South the state
machine that was produced at Sioux Falls
aud Huron is a first-class investment. It
cost less than 820,000 and the two towns
named above have received much more than
value. The advantage to the South is so pal-
pable that tbe North needs some counter
irriMnt,and a big four days' convention at
Fargo may be useful in this way. Itmay
conclude also to adopt a constitution and go
throusrh tliemotions as a state legislature,
although this is tic;indicated on the program.
It is believed that such an arrangement
would meet as much favor at Washington as
the South one.

TheHillsboro Banner enumerates the births
in that place the past year, and finds that
onlyabout one out of five was of the male
sex. That is not far from the average of the
territory so far as may be judged from the
computations gathered and the reports of
the local papers. Some of the more senti-
mental and fanciful philosophers connect tbe
phenomenal mildness of the winter so far
with this freak of nature, but their reason-
ingis too sublimated foreasy comprehension.

No summingup is given but the aggre-
gate, counting- the court house as a part and
at $100,000, is probably in the neighborhood
of $300,000. The indications are that the
coming year will show much larger flg-ures.

The artesian well at Columbia, 950 feet or
more deep, has lately thrown out what ap-
pears to be partially carbonized wood or
liaru.
