a CROOKED CASHIKB'

A. C. Deurner of Mankalo Arrested
for Procuring *0,000.

On Sunday Lieut. Hem received a tele-

phone communication from the sheriff at

Mankato, requesting the arrest of A. U

Deurner of that city for obtaining money

under false pretenses. Further than the

above and a faithful description of the man,

was not known until yesterday, and a
Globk reporter, upon special request, with-
held the publication until an arrest could be
effected The case was placed in the hands or
Detective Hankinson, who located the man
at Mrs. Ben's residence, comer of Mcollet
avenue and Tenth street, and the arrest
was consummated yesterday morning.

Deurner had arrived in Minneapolis via the
Omaha railway on Sunday morulng. The
Akuikato autWities at first supposed
Deurner went to St. Paul, and consequently
notified the St. Paul police, failine to com-
municate with Minneapolis until after the
arrival of the train.

Yesterday Deputy Sheriff Gore of Man-
kato arrived with a warrant, and the
prisoner was promptly turned over to him
and taken back to Mankato last evening.
It transpires that Deurner was cashier of
the Mankota bank, and acting in that
capacity he obtained the sum of $6,000 of
the funds of the bank on false pretenses.

Abont the only business of the board of
trade yesterday morning was to nominate
for directors for the ensuing year the forty-

live gentlemen named above. Judge At-
waterin making the report said every di-
rector named was needed and each owed it
to the city to serve well and faithfully. .1.
T. Wyman made an excellent speech of the
same tenor, and several of those named,
•who contemplated withdrawing, permitted

their names to remain. The election will
take place to-morrow, the poles to be open
from 9 to 19 a. m.

A letter was read from C. A. Cooper,
Clifton, Kan., in relation to the Minneap-
olis & Texas railroad. The board decided
that each state should be called upon as the
road progressed, and when it reached Min-
nesota, the people of Minneapolis would
come forward. Mr. Cooper announced his
intention of coming to Minneapolis in per-
son to urge the scheme.

Judge Atwater submitted his resolutions
in relation to the silver coinage act, declar-
ing in the strongest terms against further
coinage of silver, and urging our senators
and representatives in congress to vote for
a repeal of the' act requiring a coinage of
82,000.000 per month. : A second resolution
declared the board in favor of a system ofbl-
inetalism with foreign nations.

A CONVENTION OF CLEBGYIUEN

Wanted to Check orldliness— Sonic
Are Cheerful, Other* Solemn.

Attheir weekly meeting yesterday morn-
ing the city pastors devoted themselves to a
discussion of the devil in the churches, in
the shape of worldliness. The regular pa-
per was read by Dr. R. A. Torrey and de-
tailed the sources of power in the ministry.
He talked of faith and single-heartedness
and strengly deprecated sensationalism in
the pulpit, pointing to Spurgeou and Moody,
the preachers of God, as rumprod with
the Talinages (not mentioned) and the sci-
entihe lecturers. Ministers, in older to pop-
ularize themselves, choose sensational top-
ics and deliver highly-colored discourses,
instead of preaching the Christ.

Some of the other preachers, in com-
menting upon the paper, dropwd into the
old line of worldliuess in the church and
the discussion grew quite }>ersonal— to the
churches. Those church societies, gener-
ally composed of the young people, who
have something in life to enjoy, which
gave cantatas in the lecture
rooms, were scored and several
ministers raised their eyes in
holy horror at the manner in which relieion
was pushed aside. Good church members
are getting into the habit of attending balis
and theaters, of playing progressive euchre
and drive whist, and of thinking of things
other than than the salvation of their pre-
cious souls, and it was all wrong. The di-
rection of the times was to lead young
people to church lor amusement instead of
religion, and some ofthe ministers wanted
to call a convention ofclergymen to put a
Btop to it. "When are you going to have a
theatrical entertainment in your church?"
was the shocking question asked one of the
ministers oniy the other day.

One of the ministers who sat quietly
through the discussion, said afterward:
"Some of our good brethren seem in favor
ofsober, solemn and austere religion, of rob-
bing the worship of God of all that is
happy, cheerful, bright and attractive. I
don't. 1 love to see young people glowing
and cheery in their church affairs, and I
don't expect them to go through the world
in a sunk-less, solana and hopeless way.
The church should attract, not repel."

PUBLIC HIGHWAYS.
liUfciitefNTrammeled by the Council

Committee Yesterday.
The matter of the petition of James T.

Elwell to have Como avenue from the cross-
ing of the railway tracks to the eastern ter-
minus of the city, widened from 66 feet to
100 feet. The aldermen of the Second ward
went into session with the committee and

it wan decided to recommend the change
asked for.

Byers A Ogden petitioned to have Ninth
avenue south, from Second street to the
river bank, vacated. The Minneapolis «fc
St. Louis Railway company joined in the
petition, and it was claimed that the
petitioners owned all the abutting
property; that the street has Dever been
used as a public highway, and furthermore
that the topography, together with the
numerous railway tracks to be crossed, ren-
der it permanently impracticable f»r such
use,. The committee asked tbat the mill
company, which owns a tract adjacent, al-
though not abutting on the street, concur
in the petition, for fear that at some time
the oompany migat otherwise demand an
outlet.

F. F. Shaw appeared before the commit-
tee and offered to uevote a strip of land for
a public highway through Florence court,
tlie same to be kuown and (Insinuated as
Florence Court drive. The committee was
adverse to accepting the donation, owing to
the fact that It would not conform to any
other street and it would establish a bad
precedent.

THE COr ATY COMIUIS&IOXERB
Transact Considerable Business—

Appointments ana Reports.
The county commissioners met yesterday

for the lirst time in ISBC, and led offby
unanimously re-electing A. C. Austin as
chairman of the board. After transacting
considerable routine business the board
went into executive session for the purpose
of canvassing the appointment of an over-
seer of tlie poor farm, the candidates being
V. Connolly, H. A. C. Thompson aud Sevan
West

The order ofbusiness followed during the
past year was readupted. and the following
standing committees were reduced from
three members to two: Ways and means,
roads aud bridtres. claims, public buildings,
indigent poor and farm, priming and sta-
tionery, dredge-boat.

VKABLT REPORTS.
George Huhn, register of deeds, tiled a

report showing that the total number of in-
strumeuts filed during the year was 28.00;$,
and the receipts for recording tlie same to
be $19,434.73; expenditures for hired help,
etc., $9,448.70; balance, 5?y.980.0:J. The
register sa\s that the business of the oilice
hat increased 15 per cent, over the b.s
of 1884. and 12 per cent, over 1833. He
commends the law requiring that two copies
of plats tiled i>e. furnished, and says that
it is a matter of regret that the law applies
only to Minneapolis.

The report ol tlie overseer of the poor
farm from Aiaieh 1 to Jan, 1 shows the re-
ceipts to amount to 86.052, the expenditure
1.700. Msrch 1 the number of inmates was
101: received during the year. 55; cared for,
156; discharged, 85; died, 8; number of in-
mates on hand, 71.

The county superintendent of schools
filed a report showing the number of visits
made during the year.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS.
The salary of the overseer of the poor

farm was rixed at $1,000, county physician
at S.GOO. janitor of the court house at $00
I»er month with two assistants at $45 per
month.

A resolution was passed asking the news-
papers to present sealed proposals for pub-
lishing the official proceedings by Friday,
Jan. 8 at 10 a. m.

Frederick Webb was granced a license to
sell liquor in Plymouth aud Otto Y. Olson
to sell in Medina.

The tinal report of Samuel Marks, C. E.
Evans and K. Q. Lai ton on the petition of
Robert Adcock and P. B. Corcoran for a
ditch was adopted.

The vote grauting an order for the open-
ing of a highway as petitioned for by Will-
iam Brander and others was reconsidered
aud the matter laid on the table.

A communication from Gleason &By-
orum, undertakers at a'J4 Cedar avenue,
asking for a portion of the city business
was received and filed, as was "a petition
from K. K. Sands and others, asking that
Sevan Westbury of Minnetonka be ap-
pointed overseer at the poor farm.

The license for selling liquor in the
county during the ensuing year was fixed
at $100.

Notices of appeals from Ann Richard-
son, Thomas Moore and E. K. Burrillwere
referred to the committee on roads and
bridges.

The board adjourned to 9 o'clock this
morning, when, in addition to the appoint-
ment of the overseer of the poor farm, the
standing committees willbe appointed and
arrangements for the printing of the delin-
quent tax list made.

STILL. SEEKL\G SITES.
Several Plans Proposed— Can Coun-

cil Aid the Exposition)

The conference yesterday morning of the
council and exposition committees on site
resulted only in the proposals of three or
four sites and in the development of the
fact that several obstacles are in the way of
the purchase, by council, of the site. It
was developed also that of the six alder-
men present no one knew just how far the
city could go in issuing bonds to reach the
5 per cent, limit prescribed by law. At
the opening of the conference the following
proposals for sites were submitted:

C. H. Pettit, J. M. Hoblnson, W. S.
Ankeny, the estate of W. P. Ankeuy and
others proposed to sell block 114 for
5250,000. The block is on the east side of
Washington avenue, between Ninth and
Tenth avenues south.

Block 2. in lloag's addition, between
First and Second avenues north and Fifth
aud Sixth streets, was ottered by the lie-
Nair estate and Camp & Walker for $230,-
--000.

J. M. Robinson offered the block bounded
by Sixth and Seventh avenues and Seventh
and Eighth streets south for $105,000.

Col. King submitted a proposition from
the East side people to take the ground oc-
cupied by the old Winslow bouse, the Cat-
aract engine house site aud a part of Mar-
ket square, making a piece of ground 485 x
339 feet.

THE EAST SIDE PEOPLE
propose to buy and donate the Winslew
house. Dr. Chute will take ground else-
where in exchange for the Market property
and the city can donate the engine house
site.

Mr. Gale said a proposition would come
in for the block in which the Centenary
Methodist church is located and he thought
it would be rated at iMMttl The owners
of the adjoining block to the east, that
bounded by First and Second avenues and
and Sixth and Seventh streets, had can-
vassed among themselves and found the cost
would reach over 5300.000.

An extensive argument was made by Col.
King in favor of the East side proposition
as being the best and cheapest in sight.
He did not believe council could do all that
had been expected aud this proposition was
alone tenable. Aid. Sly supported it and
held that council could not at this time
issue bonds for a sum necessary to purchase
a site and at the same time prosecute its
proposed public improvements. As far as
he could figure, the last issue of bo»ids
brought the city up to the limit of 5 per
cent, on the assessed valuation: next year
the assessment would be increased 5:>,000,-
--000, which would give an additional 8150.-
--000.

Gen. Washbnrn was surprised at the tone
taken by Aid. Sly and Col. King, which
showed certainly a suddeu change of senti-
ment. He went on to argue in favor of a
ceutral location as indispensable to success.
The East |side had nothing to present, no
hotels and nothing but the elevation and ad-
vertisement of the location. He gave that
division a general overhauling, and pro-
posed if the gates were opened to throw the
matter oiwn to competition all over the city,
having no doubt a complete site would be
donated and a bonus paid beside.

Aid. Eichhorn said he was surprised to
learn from Col. King and Aid. Sly that the
city council would not aid in this enter-
prise. He had opposed it himself until he
learned his constituency were in favor ofit
and now believed the people at large favored
it. In his mind the city

A STONE-ABCH BRIDGE
The Mill Company and the Mills Begin

an Injunction Suit Against
tbe City,

And Ask to Have the Work on the
Bride* Now and Forever

Hes trained.

Alleging Such a Bridge Will Ruin the
Falls and Irreparably Damage -

the City.

A sensational development was made
yesterday in the stone-arch bridge case in
the shape of an action begun against the
city by the Minneapolis Mill company and
its West side lessees, asking an injunction
to restrain the building of the bridge. It
willbe remembered the mill company was
an earnest opponent of the stone-arch
bridge and that after adopting protesting
resolutions it made an effortto secure the
interference of the war department at
Washington. When this failed nothing
more was heard until yesterday, though it
was generally understood that the protest-
ants had not played their hand out. The
trump card was played yesterday in the
shape of

AJI ACTION FOB rSJCJfCTIOTT ,
the papers for which were filed late in theday in the district court by Wilson A Law-
rence, Shaw A Cray, Ripley & Morrison,
Bigelow, Flandreau A Squires, the attor-neys for the plaintiffs. The action is be-
gun by the following, as plaintiffs:
Minneapolis Mill company, C. A.
PilU>ury A Co., Washbnrn, Crosby
A Co., Christian Bros. A Co.. D.
Merriam A Co., D. Morrison, J. A. Chris-
tian A Co., Henkle, Greenleaf A Co., D.
R. Berber A Son, A. W. Kreck. Galaxy
Millcompany, Columbia Mill company, and
the Sidle, Fletcher, Holmes company, all
but the first named being mill-owners,
lessees of water-power from the Mill
company. The papers recite the formation
and incorporation of the Minneapolis Mill
company, and the situation, use and availa-
bility of the water power it controls, being
all that portion west of the center of the
channel; further, that it has acquired and
maintained certain mill sites on the West
side. The water-power has been the means
ot causing to be erected very many large,
costly and extensive mills and manufac-
tories, in which is invested money to the
amount of millions of dollars. Ever since
its Incorporation the Millcompany has pos-
sessed and enjoyed all the right* conferred
upon it by the charter, save where it has
leased and conferred rights upon other com-
panies; it has constructed sluices, dams and
other improvements to perfect its possession,
and has expended more than $435,000, and
by means of such structures and improve-
ment*has made the water-powerjfeasible and
convenient for all the various uses to which
it may be applied. During the twenty-five
Tears of Its holdings, it has leased sundry
rights for annual rentals, though it still
holds Urge portions of its lands and water-
power, which are of great value. The les-
sees of water-power have erected large
manufacturing establishments at great cost,
and have be«n In full enjoyment of the
rights conferred, and the continued useful-
ness and value of each right so leased is
solely dependent upon the maintenance and
continuance of the water-power, and that
the destruction or serious impairment of the
water-power would permanently and irre-
parably injure, impair and destroy as well
the power, privileges and property of the
mill company as those of the several
grantees and lessees. All of the mills
named were constructed for and engaged \u25a0
the manufacture of flour, and are all oper-
ated by water-power, leased from the mill
company, and are all dependent on the
water-power, and any damage to it would
inflict great and irreparable injury to the
owners and operators of the mills. The
owners, millsand cost of improvements are
as follows;

SOW THE BRIDGE.
The papers then recite the fact that the

city proposes and has already begun work
on a stone arch bridge, ofa width of eighty
feet, and to support its arches upon piers
sunk below the bed of the river, each arch
to be 125 leet in length, three stone piers
being necessary; that the bridge will not
cross at right angles, but in a sugbtly
oblique direction, the eastern end being fur-
ther down stream than the west, the result
being to set the piers in the stream in
the same oblique direction. By this each
pier will form ;iu obstruction of 35 feet in
width, and, with the abutment at the west
end, will narrow 144 feet the channel,
which is now but 4SO feet Ifthe ordinary
rip-rap is to be used the channel will be
narrowed still more. The complaint then
recited the situation of the Falls of St.
Anthony and the geological construction of
the ledjre, dwelling upon the fact that the
limestone is soft and particularly subject to
erosion by the current. The location and
construction of the piers as proposed will
necessarily cause the removal of a great
portion of the silt composing the bed of the
stream at that point and a disturbance of
the upper portion of the sandstone forma-
tion and will endanger the letting of water
into the natural seams that permeate the
soft sandstone and from the nearness of the
falls and the draft caused when such seams
pass down to the lower level, there is great
danger that

GUEA.T KROSIOX WILL TAKE PLACE
and great channels for water be cut and the
upright fails be converted into rapids ex-
tending for miles up stream, thus destroy-
ing the falls, rendering valueless the water
power, ruining the dependent industries,
throwing ont of employment the thousands
of workmeu engaged therein and producing
loss and disaster beyond calculation to the
city. At great length the complaint recites
the falls' disaster of IS<JS and asserts that a
similar disaster is liable to be the result of
building the proposed bridge, the great nar-
rowing ofthe channel scouring out the bed
ofthe river. There is no public necessity
for such a bridge it claims, as the present
one iscapable of such enlargement as will
amply meet all demands: that said bridge
cost $200,000 and is in perfect repair, and
that moreover an iron span, to meet any
supposed demand, could be thrown over the
channel for £150,000; that the lowest bid
for the bridge proposed was 3*250,000 and
itcannot be built for much less; that in-
stead of building it through contractors the
city is undertaking to build it itself, which
will cost much more than the amount
named.

The complaint cites the number of floor
and saw . mills maintained by the water-
power and the large number of employes;
that the valuable water works of the city
are operated by water-power, and that the
Minneapolis Mill company has full right to
enjoy all of the water power to which it is
entitled, whereas, the building of the pro-
posed bridge would divert much of the
water to the East side and out of the juris-
diction of the Minneapolis Mill company.
The Mississippi river is navigable and,
therefore, the city has no right to construct
such a bridge without the consent of the
government, which consent cannot probably
be obtained. Finally, the plaintiffs say
they are taxpayers of the city, and the pro-
posed bridge is not demanded by public ne-
cessity and is undertaken without a proper
conception of the dangers to be incurred.
