MR, MATTSON'S RESIGNATION.

In a country where the rule among oftice-
holders is that few die and none resign
there is something quite refreshing about
the letter of State Weighmaster MATTSON,
in which he tenders his resignation on the
ground that he does not think it right to
hold a sinecure position. He says that he
cannot conscientiously hold an office and
draw the salary where there are no
duties to perform. Mr. MarTrsox fnr-

ther explains that until the law is
changed the office of weighmaster
at  St. Paul and  Minneapolis will

continue to be a sinecure, as there is no
way by which* the elevator men cau be
made to comply with its provisions. The
defect, as Mr. MarrsoN explains it, is
that the law undertakes to make a distine-
tion between public and private elevators,
and does not clearly enough define the dis-
tinction. The result is that the elevator
proprietors make the distinetion to suit
themselves and there is no way for the com-
missioners to prevent them from doing it.
The elevators are private enough to evade
the provisions of the law which only
applies to public elevators, and yet
they are public enough to answer
all the purposes of a public elevator. Ex-
actly how to frame an amendment to the
law so as to meet the suggestions of Mr.
Marrsox and at the same time not in-
fringe upon private rights is a problem that
the legislature will have to solve. It is not
fair that an individual who builds an eleva-
tor for publie uses and submits to all the re-
strictions of the law should be competed
with by an individual who owns an elevator
and does not comply with the legal regula-
tions. Nor would it be right to say that an
individual shall not have the privilege to
build and own an elevator for his own pri-
vate uses. The legal restrictions should ap-
ply to public elevators, but it should
also be provided that private elevators
shall not be used for public purposes, either
direetly or indirectly. The grain and
warehouse law is still in an experimental
stage in this state, and while its benefits
are appacent it is not possible that it shall
be perfectly adjusted to all the require-
ments of the public until a full trial has
been given it and all its defects have been
discovered and remedied. It will remain
for subsequent legislatures to complete
what has been so admirably begun.

INDEX 70 ST. PAUL’S GROWTH.

THE OHIO ELECTION FRAUDS,

Notwithstanding the tremendous uproar
that the Ohio Republicans made about elec-
tion frauds in Cincinnati, it turns out the
ballot swicdling was not all on one side.
After the work of recounting the ballots in
the contested wards had been concluded the
election judges determined to open the
boxes and inspect the ballots in wards
where there had been no contest. On last
Satarday the ballots in two of the strong
Republican wards were opened, and it was
discovered that fraud and erime had been
rampant in the Republican wards on elee-
tion day. Both of the Dballot
boxes that were opened were found to be
filled with fraudulent tickets. There were
scores of tickets on file that had no
crease in them.  As the Enquirer explains
an unfolded ticket cannot be voted under
the Ohio law,consequently these tickets had
never been in the ballot box. And if the
tickets that had been put in the boxes many
had been voted in twos and threes. The
outside ticket had been stamped according
to law but the inside ones had not been, but
they were all counted just the same as if
they bad been stamped. And this is the
kind of an election by which FoORAKER se-
cured his title to the governorship, and
SHERMAN hopes to get his to the senate.
It is also an evidence of the corrupt meth-
ods of Ohio polities.

THE REPORTS ALL IN.
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to Four Years.

Mayor Rice Objects to Alderman
Kain’s Resolution Fixing the
Price of Labor.

Detalled Statement of the City’s
Finances--Summary of Other
Reports--Routine.

Previous to the regular meeting of the
council last evening the county commission-
ers and the members of the council organ-
ized as a commission of the court house un-
der the statute, for the purpose of execut-
ing the eontract with Hugh, Ketchum & Co.
of Indiana, for the roofing and stair-
ways of the court house. The con-
tract was read and unanimously ap-
proved and executed in duplicate.
This having been completed the county
commissioners adjourned till Monday next
at2 p. m., after which the commission ad-
journed. The city council then organized
and proceeded to business. The board of
public works was directed to open and ex-
tend an alley through block 7, Whitney &
Smith’s addition. The same board was
directed 1o investigate and report as to
numerous proposed city improvements.

THE LABOR RESOLUTION.

The mayor sent in a,communication in
regard to the resolution introduced by Ald.
Kain and adopted by the council without
his signature to it. The following are the
prineipal points in it:

The resolation passed by your honorable
body on the 29th iust. and placed in my hands
on the 3lst of December, requesting the pres-
ident thereof to appoint a special committee
of three to appear before the board of public
works to carry out the views of the common
council as represented in the report
of that date relative to prices paud
for labor by city contractors on public works
is, I think, practically a motion aud not a
resolution as contemplated by the charter,
which the mayor is to approve or disapprove.
A motion to appoint & committee for that
purpose would have veen wholly within the
provioce of the common council, and the
wmayor could not in any way gainsay it, hence
1 shall treat the resolution as a motion and
peither approve nor disapprove jit, and here-
with return it. I have aiso before me the re-
port of the committee therein referred to,
and If I may do so without giv-
ing offense to your honorable
body, which I do not design to do, 1 wish to
say that 1 think the recommendalion in the
last paragraph of the report, “that in the fu-
ture no contract be approved by the common
council unless it shall Be first satisfied that
the coutractor 1s entirely responsible (which
I think is right) and that the contractor will
pay at least £1.50 per day for labor and $3
per day for teams,” is a dangerous policy for
your honorable body to inaugurate, and, if
adopted, it would vitiate every assessment
upon property improved under the coutract,
and probably defeat the general tax levy.
Jt 8 not within the power of the
common council, therefore, to make such
contraets nor in the constitutional provioce
of the legisiature to grant such a power. It
is doubtful even whether the constitution
itself could be made binding in that respect
if it contained such provision. It isin the
nature of a

SUPPLEMENTARY LAW %
which is repugnant to the people of all civil-
ized goveruments and denouunced in the De-
claration of Independence and in the
bill of rights of nearly every state in
the Union, and which attacks rights
that canuot be alleviated by the actionof a
majority of the people themselves. It 1s
alike detrimental to the best interests of the
city and destructive to the best interests of
the laborer, artisan and wageworker, and

of foreign legations. It is not the first time,
however, that a *‘call” has created a sensa-
tion.

Sanborn the vote by
which the resolution was adopted was re-
considered, and then it was referred back
to the committee. Ald. Kain,who is chair-
man of the committee, will so change k3
resolution that the objections of the mayor
will not apply, and report it back to the
council at the next meeting.

THE FIRE COMMISSIONERS,

The mayor sent in the names of F. R.
Delano, C. N. Parker and George W. Free-
man for confirmation as members of the fire
commission. Messrs. Delano and Freeman
were unanimously elected, but when Par-
ker's name was reached the vote stood,
Kerr, Sanborn, Johnson and Van
Slyke in the affirmative and Cumings,
Dowlan, O’Connor, Petsch, Cullen, Kain,
Starkey, Bryant, Minea and the president
in the negative, and thus he was defeated.

BUILDING INSPECTOR.

Ald. Johnson was unanimously re-elected
to the effice ot building inspector and his
term was extended to four years. In
response to a unanimous call he returned
his thanks for the honor. He said that two
years ago his brother aldermen gave him a
genuine surprise by electing him, for which
consideration he felt thaukful and consid-
ered it a mark of confidence which he
esteemed very highly: and now they had
honored him again by  selecting
him for another term to the same
position, he could not express his
joy at this second proof of coniidence.
He had sat for seven or eight years with
some of the members of the council and
nothing but the pleasantest relations had
existed between them. He could enlarge
upon that interesting theme, but he would
not, and again returned his thanks. His
remarks were received with much applaunse.
Mayor Rice sent in the annual reports of the
city comptroller, engineer, treasurer, build-
ing inspector and other city officials, which
were very voluminous, and with the exeep-
tion of those specially mentioned below,
have appeared in substance heretofore in
the GLoBe. The following is a compre-
hensive summary of the comptroller's
statement.

Number of prisoners received during the
year, 1,113. Of these 1,093 were sentenced
by the municipal eourt; 20 by the district
court. Of this number 191 were married,
849 single, 15 widows, 58 widowers. The
predominating crime was drunkenness, giv-
ing 293, vagrancy coming next with 231,

The religious belief of the prisoners was
Roman Catholie, 605; Protestants, 401;
Jews, 2; without religious belief, 105.

Of these 823 could read and write; 140
could read only, and 151 could neither read
nor write.

In color 1,086 were white, 23 colored and
2 Indians.

The report of Dr. James Davenport
shows the sanitary condition of the work-
house to be perfect, there being an abund-
ance of food in variety and well cooked.
During Dr. Davenport’s illness his place
has been ably filled by Dr. G. A. Renf.

THE SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORY.

The report of John Fitzgerald, superin-
tendent of the workhouse, shows that not a
death has occurred there during the past
year. The report says that the drainage of
the grounds will require atteution in the
spring, as will the water supply. There is
no fire protection bat such as is afforded by
fire buckets scattered about the premises.
There are two wells that, with a little ex-
pense for a steam pump, would give a sufti-
cient supply of water in case of fire. The
prison is fully equipped with large pipes for
the purpose, and if the wells now open
should not meet the demand water could
easily be brought from Lake Comoat a
comparatively small expense. This ques-
tion of fire protection is a most important
one and should receive prompt attention.
The physician makes regular tri-weeklyvisits
and is in telephone communication with
the prison if his services are needed. Since
Oect. 1 a matron has been employed who has
charge of the females. Thanks are re-
turned to Mr. Renz for his kindness, and
bis books and records are said to be in per-
feet order up to the day he relinquished
them to his successor. The report of the
board of workhouse commissioners states
that the earnest, intelligent and ceaseless
devotion of F. A. Renz, former superin-
tendent, to the affairs of the workhouse
while conduecting it, could not be exeelled
by anyone, and was marked by that magni-
ficent faithfulness which has characterized
him in every position of trust he has held,
and the city of St. Paul owes him an es-
pecial debt of gratitude for this service. In

regard to Mr. Fitzgerald, it says:
“He comes to us with a record
made by years of experience as

second officer in one of the wost famous
houses of correction in the United States,
and we have no doubt he will sustain that
record in the management of our St. Paul
institution.” It has been decided to pur-
chase a number of knitting-machines and
make the manufacture of woolen socks,
mittens, shirts, and other lumberman’s
wear a feature of the institution.

CITY ENGINEER'S RECOMMENDATIONS.
The engineer says the sewers are highly
appreciated and no assessment is more
freely and willingly paid than are these. In
his opinion sewers will be more generally
thanfwthoymh:)v: boe'n, .

sanitary demands and the public sentiment
requires that the stagnant water of Odeil
ereek should have an outlet. At the pres-
ent time a rainfall of one Inch per hour
would canse great damage to streets and
private  property. Tho first sewer
to be built should commence at
the river at the center of Starkey
street, above low-water mark: thence to
Starkey street and thence to Concord street.
This part should be built strong enough to
run under a head of high water. At Con-
cord street it would divide into two
branches, one running up Concord taking
he drainage from Oakland, the other ex-
ending up Dakota avenue and taking the
drainage of that sectiou. For some time
this sewer could take the sewerage also di-
rectly into the river, and when it became
offensive at the outlet an intercepting sewer
could be built to discharge the sewerage be-
low the city. Steps should also be taken to
build the
FIFTH STREET SEWER,

from Kittson street across the network of
railroad tracks to Commercial street, thence
to the river below Dayton’s bluff. This
sewer is intended eventually to carry the
entire sewerage of the city below the city
limits, the present outlets at Broadway, St.
Peter, Fagle and Sherman streets being
utilized for storm water overflows. ‘There
isa demand for sewerage at the Transfer
grounds, Merriam Park and all that section,
but he has no sufficient data to make any
recommendations. Any extensions that are
required for drainage in the sand
rock system, between Seventh street and
Pleasant avenue, and Western avenue and
Duke street should also be pushed without
delay, the cost of this work being much
less in the winter than in the summer
months.

As a considerable portion of this work is
for main sewers, and requires a large
amount of sewerage bond funds, the avail-
able bonds should be negotiated at an early
date. They may not be sufficient to carry
out all the work contemplated, but what-
ever it is decided to do should be put under
contract by April 1, 1856,

The St. Paul Boat
club was allowed to build a wooden stair-
way leading from the Wabasha street
bridge to the island. The -city clerk is to
advertise for bids for placing the names of
streets on the street lamps. The protest of
S. P. Crosby aud others against making the
approach to the Robert street bridge on
the south side of the river with earth was
referred to the committee on streets. The
matter of a bridge over the railroad tracks
at Minnesota Transfer was referred to
the city engineer for a plan. A portion of
Dale street was ordered vacated.

An Impending Strike.

NeEw Yorxk, Jan. 5.—A meeting of ele
vated railway engineers was held to-night
in secret, at which the question of an
immediate strike was discussed. The
meeting broke up at 11:50, and it was un-
derstood that a strike haa been ordered to
take effect on the Third avenue elevated
road, with the train which leaves the city
hall at 12:05 a. m. Inquiry at the city hail
station of the Third avenue line at 12:50 de-
veloped the fact that all the lights at the
station were turned out and an employe
was found stationed atthe foot of each
flight of stairs by which the station is ap-

proached. An order by wire from ‘‘up
town” had been received, directing the
lights turned out, and the men at the

stairways were instructed to direct the peo-
ple to the main line at Chatham square. 1t
is stated to-night that the company had
purposed closing the Ninth and Seeend
avenue line to-morrow in order, it is
suggested, that the firemen on those
lines might be used as engineers on the
Sixth and Third avenue lines in the event
of a strike to-morrow. At midnight trains
on the Sixth and Third main lines were
running regularly. The station men say
the regular engineers are in the cabs, and
they profess to know nothing of an order to
strike.
