Later he served the city in differ-
ent capacities. He leaves a wife and two
sons.

The trial of the libel suit of Anton Hoff-
ner vs. Ignatius (iutzwiller. editor of the
Delano Eagle, to recover 53. 000 damages
ww resumed yesterday morning In Judge
Koon'e court, and the jury retired at noon,
returning a verdict after a couple of hours'
deliberation, for the plaintiff, which
assesses his damages at Si.

The plaintiff claims that the defend-
ant agreed to allow him all in excess of
$4,000 for which he could sell the Palace
saloon on Heuuepin avenue, near the post-
office: that he secured a purchaser who was
willingto pay 84.250 for the place, but that
the defendant refused tocarry out bin prom-
ise and would not transfer the property,
wherefore lie seeks to recover 8250 for his
service. The evidence is all in and argu-
ment will begin this morning.

Tbe jury in the case of Hills Bros, of
New York vs. S.E. Hart A Co. was charged
by Judge Young in the morning and re-
turned a verdict in favor of the plaintiff for
51.158.32. the full amount asked, with in-
terest Tbe action was brought to recover
for oranges shipped, for which the defend-
auts declined to pay more than $700. In
the suit of William L. Mallory vs. William
Dunn, the defendant did not appear and
judgment was ordered for the plaintiff for

this being the value of certain house-
hold furniture claimed to have been wrong-
fully appropriated.
