COMMITTEES CHOSEN.

Mr. Oarlisle Makes Fewer Mistakes in Se-
lecting His Oommittees Than in the
orty-Eighth CUongress,

And, Strange to Relats, Members Are
Generally Pleased With the Places
Awarded Them.

Very Few Changes Made in the Chair-
manship--The House Adjourns
Till Monday.

The Senators Spend Another Day Dis-
cussing the Odious Oligarchy,
Mormonism.

The Committees at Last.
Bpecial to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 7.—Of course
Speaker Carlisle’s list of committees causes
some growling on the part of a few whose
ambitions vaulted too high, but the general
verdict accords to Mr. Carlisle the credit of
having performed this important and deli-
cate duty in a manner that gives promise
of much less friction than usual and far
more efficient work. 'While the composi-
tion of some committees may be open to crit-
icism, and in some cases men are at the
head of commitiees who would
better have been in the ranks, such inapt
assignments are not always avoidable. In
disposing of the large number of new men
the speaker has been necessarily dependent
upon the advice of their colleagues, but the
men who have served with him in congress
he has measured. in most instances, by his
own knowledge of their capabilities and
placed them where they would do the most
good. So far as can be judged now, with
80 large an unknown quantity as the new
element in the house presents, Mr. Carlisle,
has, upon the whole, utilized the talent of
the house

TO MUCH BETTER ADVANTAGE
than he did in the Forty-eighth congress.
In the distribution of chairmanships, nine-
teen of the old chairmen, including ten of
the most important committees have been
retained, and four others who have been
transferred to the head of the committees
of more consequence. In many other in-
stances the senior surviving Democrat of
the old committees has been promoted to
the chairmanship. The states of Georgia,
Illinois, Pennsylvania, Virginia, New
York, Texas, Missouri, Wisconsin, Ala-
bama, Kentucky and Indiana carry
off all of the best chairman-
ships. The whole fifty chairmanships
are assigned as follows: New York and
Missouri, 4 each; Georgia, Illinois, Vir-
ginia, Texas, Kentucky, Indiana, Ohio and
North Carolina, 3 each; Pennsylvania, Ala-
bama, Tennessee and Arkansas, 2 each;
Wisconsin, Florida, Louisiana, Connecti-
cut, Michigan, Iowa, West Virginia and
Mississippi, 1 each. Twelve Southern
states get 26 chairmanships; seven Central
and Western states, including West Vir-
ginia and Missouri, receive 17 chairman-
New England 1, and two Middle
states, New York and Pennsylvania, 6
chairmanships. The Northern and North-
western states are well proviaed for in
choice places upon the leading committees.

Caswell of Wisconsin, to levy a tax on
oleomargarine and to collect the same
through the internal revenue bureau: by
Mr. Guenther of Wisconsin, prohibiting the
jimportation of articles of foreign manufac-
ture bearing a stamp, mark or imprint con-
veying the impression that they are of
American manufacture; by Mr. La Follette
of Wisconsin, for the voluntary retirement
of lieutenants of the line of the army after
twenty years’ service; by Mr. Price of Wis-
consin, for the creation of a committee on
the subject of the alcoholic liquor traffic;
also, to open the United States district
court to all claimants against the governmnt.

DISCUSSING POLYGAMY.

Grave Senators Wrestle With the
Mormon Question.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—In the senate a
petition from the West Point students who
are to graduate in June, 1886, praying that
provision may be made for their appoint-
ment to the army, was referred to the mili-
tary committee. Bills extending to the
cities of Portland, Or., Omaha, Neb., and
Port Townsend, W.T., the provisionsof the
law relating to the immediate transporta-
tion of dutiable goods were passed. Mr.
Voorhees introduced a resolution which in-
structs the committee on expenditures to
inquire into the truth of the allegations that
the pension bureau has been used as a poli-
tical machine by the Republican party, ac-
cepting an amendment by Mr. Logan to the
effect that the present administration of the
bureaun be inquired into. The resolution
went over for a day.

THE UTAH BILL
then came up, and Senator Morgan ad-
dressed the senate upon it. He supported
his amendment providing for the disposal
of the property of the Mormon church ac-
cording to the rules and principles of the
common law. He said:

I feel that we ought to strike the Mormon
church organization out of existence. Itis
a shrewd temporal organization that con-
stantly gains power. Its emigrant arrange-
ments, its tithing capacity, its money power,
and generally its organizing vigor have been
the wonder of our time. Instead of appoint-
ing trustees for the management of these
temporal matters, congress should cut up the
organization, root and branch. We are not
dealing with an establishment of *‘religion.”
It might pass as *‘religion” in China or in the
valley of the Congo. It is an establishment,
not of religion, but of vice. The sentiment
of the whole people of the United States is
against it. Tt is an establishment opposed to
the spirit of our national constitution.

TELLER MISUNDERSTOOD.

Mr. Cullom thought Mr. Teller was
wrong in thinking the Mormons persecuted.
Mr. Teller said he had been misunderstood.
He had =aid that the action of unwise
agents of the government had irritated the
Mormons. Mr. Call opposed the bill.

Mr. Teller—I am as anxious as any man to
see polygamy extirpated, but I don't want to
see it done under the form and under the
color of war. Polygamy isa cerime, but not a
greater crime than murder, not a greater
crime than rape. I am willing to *‘put the
kuoife in,” but I want to do it in & manner
authorized by our constitution and laws.
The old law is strong enough to complete the
end in view. For fifteen years this has not
been enforced. Joseph Smith was an arrant
knave, and his system an odious oligarchy
and despotism that must be wiped out. I
mean by the “velvety touch™ that punish-
ment should be administered not for ven-
geance but for reformation. The Mormons
have improved. Year before last there were
400 plural marriages; last year there were
practically none. 1 would take away legisia-
tive authority and vest that authority in con-
gress. The great mass of Mormons are
steeped in fanaticism, but I cannot forget
that 200,000,000 people believe in Mohamme-
danism. Every man who reads Mormon his-
tory must feel a little sympathy, must recog-
nize that they are men determined to exercise
uncontrolled their religious belief. I can
bear testimony to their virtues without in-
dorsing their vices.

There are
loud threats of lynching. and the sheriff
has summoned a large force to guard the
jail. A mob is expected, as Adams was
very popular and Simmons has long defied
public sentiment by running his saloon, the
only one in the county. 1f the mob does
not get him he will be brought to Nashville
early in the morning for safekeeping.

KAxNsas City, Jan. 7.—A fierce storm
of snow and wind is raging west of here
and reached Topeka this evening, traveling
eastward. The mereury is reported to be
15° below zero. At Manhattan, Kan.,
large numbers of telegraph poles have been
blown down.

Kaxsas Crry, Mo. Jan. 7.—The storm
which has prevailed all day on the plains is
one of the worst known. No trains ar-
rived or departed to-night on the Union
Pacific or the Burlington & Missouri River
railroads. Telegraphic communication
with points west of here has been greatly
interrupted and many rallroad wires are
down. The snowfall has been accompan-
ied by strong winds and severe cold and
will undoubtedly cause much suffering
among the cattle, probably entailing heavy
losses.

The Threatened Strike of Elevated Raile
way Engineers Averted by an Ami-
cable Adjustment.

Nine Hours to Constitute a Day's Work,
and a Full Hour's Time to be Al-
lowed for Extra Work.

Union and Non-Union Boxmakers
Engage in a Bloody Fight in the
Streets of Chicago.

A St. Louis Saloonkeeper Boycotted
by Knights of Labor--Cigar-
makers® Boycott,

Amicably Settled.

NEw YoRK, Jan. 7.—All of the trains
on the several branches of the elevated rail
road were running as usual this morning.
The engineers who were not on duty mes
at the Stevens house to talk over matters,
Chief Arthur of the brotherhood said:

We are much pleased over the way we have
been treated by the press of this city. Our
acts thus far have been guided by a desire to
avoid everything that could in any way be
construed as hasty or unjust. We desire to
have the trouble settled amicably and think
it willbe. The conference to be held this
afternoon will probably clear the difficulties.

The final consultation between the com-
mittee on grievances of the Brotherhood of
Locomotive Engineers and the officials ot
the elevated railroads took place at the
company’s office this afternoon. The con-
sultation was a long one, lasting from 3§
o'clock to nearly 6 o'clock. General Mana-
ger Hain, Vice President Galloway, Sidney
Dillon and Cyrus W. Field represented the
company. A few minutes after 4 ¢'clock
Mr. Field announced to the reporters that
the difficulties had been amicably settled

ON A NINE-HOUR BASIS.

When the meeting was finally over, Chiet
Engineer P. M. Arthur said that the Ele-
vated Roads company had granted all the
requests contained in the letter of griev-
ances which was forwarded to the officials
several days ago, with the exception of the

eight-howr claim. The engineers had
agreed that nine instead of eight
hours should constitute a day’s
work. Under this agreement a

full hour’s pay is to be allowed whenever
an engineer is ealled upon to work a frae-
tion of an hour over the specified nine
hours. The day’s work will begin at 4:30
o'clock instead of 5:15 as formerly, the ad-
ditional three-quarters of an hour being
allowed to engineers to reach their machines
from the nearest elevated road station.
Wages will be $3.50 per day for old engi-
neers, §3 for all engineers promoted from
the position of firemen: firemen, $2; fire-
men promoted from other roads, $1.75 for
the first six months and 32 afterward.

“We are much pleased with the settlement,™
said Chief Arthur. *“The officials have dealt
with us squarely, and we have no fault to
find.”

“The thing has been amicably adjusted,”
remarked Col. Hain, *and so the threatensd
strike is averted.”

Blood Shed by Strikers,

CHicAco, Jan. 7.—The strike at Max-
well Brothers’ box factory is assuming a
more serious aspect as the days elapse, and
the strikers have several acts of violence
laid at their doors. When the employes of
the factory left last night, some of them re-
ceived severe beatings, but this morning far
more serious trouble took place. At 7:30
o'clock, when eight of the nou-union men
were on their way to work and had reached
the corner of Blue Island avenne and
Eleventh street, they were attacked by a
crowd of the strikers. It was a wild, tur-
bulent mob of men and boys, armed with
sticks and stones. One of the non-union
men had armed himself with a ¢lub. This
was quickly taken from him and he was
knocked down. The mob then got the eight
men separated. Five of them ran off, bui
three found themselves entireiy

SURROUNDED BY TIIE STRIKERS,

William Morrison, one of them, was the
first to feel the fury of the strikers and
their sympathizers. He was felled to the
ground by a blow from aclub. A gash
three inchesin length was made on his head
and he was otherwise badly bruised. H.B.
Owen, another employe, met a similar fate,
and was badly beaten about the head and
face. B. Perry, the third, received the
worst injuries. A long and deep gash was
inflicted on the side of his head and his face
was pounded to a jelly. Perry was unable
to walk without assistance. He was re-
moved to a store near by and a number of
stitches put in the side of his head. The
balance of the workmen got some one to
send inan alarm for the patrol wagon.
When it reached the scene of the riot the
doughty officers succeeded in arresting two
small boys, who could not be identified as
being of the assailants. Perry was taken to
the county hospital.

A Saloonist Boycotted.

St. Lours, Jan. 7.—John Eggler, the
proprietor of Heim’s hall, and a saloonist,
is the victim of a boycott instituted against
him by the Knrights of Labor, and unless ha
can prevail upon the Knights to withdraw
their boycotting order he will have to with-
draw from business. Eggler can get no
one to rent his hall, can get few to pat-
ronize hisbar and can get no beer to sell
over this counter, even if he had the cus-
tomers to consume it. Eggler refused to
let the St. Isouis street car strikers have his
hall for a ball just after the dynamite
fiends tried to blow up several street cars
loaded with women and children.: As some
of the dynamite fiends were on the ball
committee, Mr. Eggler states he thought
the ball was notdeserving of patronage.

ANOTHER BOYCOTT.

St. Louis, Jan. 7.—The Cigarmakers’
union of this city has decided to boycott
what it ealls “‘unfair shops,” of which it1s
alleged there are many in St. Louis. The
boycott will go into effect next week.

A Lock=-Out Anticipated.

PIrrTsBURG, Pa., Jan. 7.—The furnace
men at the Edgar Thomson steel works,
Braddocks, Pa., who refused a 10 per cent.
advance in wages offered by the firm unless
the hours of work were reduced, have been
notified that their places will be filled if the
scale is not signed by Saturday. A lock-
out is anticipated.
