AT SIOUX CITY.
Sioux City, la., Jan. 7. —A severe storm

let in last evening and continued throiurh-
out the day to-day, and this evening the
wind is still howling and the thermometer
is about 12 ° below. The Illinois Central
road, whlefa VM blockaded by the previous
storm, is now hopeJflMly dOMd until the
weather settle^ and the track can be shov-
eled out. No train was sent out on the
Omaha road for St. Paul. The Sioux City
and l'aeiu'c line ifl open but trains are some-
what delayed. The Nebraska roads enter-
ing here abandoned their trains to-day.
The roads in Southern Dakota are mostly
open, but through trains are delayed by the
cold. The storm is the most severe since
that of October, 1 880, and is general through-
out the entire section as far as can be heard
from.

Mokris, Jan. 7.—This is the coldest day
of the season so far. A cold wave from
the northwest struck this place at an early
hour this morning, and all day a strong gale
has continued to blow.

Very little snow is in the air, so
that it can hardly be called a blizzard, and
as there is not much snow on the ground
no fear of a blizzard is entertained.

The Queen's Recommendation*.

London-, Jan. 7.—On the opening of
parliament on the ISUi inst. the present
speaker will be re-elected. The queen's
speech will bo read by royal commission,
not by the queen in person, as erroneously
reported on the reassembling ofparliament,
.!;wi. 11, after the recess following the
swearing of members. The queen's speech
will announce an Irish reform bill, a
county government bill forEngland, a land
bill for England, and several bills amend-
ing existing [rfcfc ]aws relating to the
purchase of land, education and grants of
money for pubiic works. Mr. Gladstone will
be made acquainted with the ministerial
program and the queens speech after the
royal council at Windsor on the 20th inst., at
the speech will be signed by the
sovereign. Four amendments to the ad-
dress in reply to the speech will, it is an-
ticipated, be drafted and placed on the no-
tice paper on the 21st, one by Mr. Glad-
stone, affirming- the insufficiency of the
Irish measure promised by the government,
one by Mr. Parnell. inserting words declar-
ing the right of Ireland to legislative inde-
pendence; one by Mr. Chamberlain, chal-
lenging the land policy of the government,
and one attacking the eovernment for re-
newing the Soudan canipaien.

An Ejected Patsencer Wants »10,-
-000 Da ma re*.

The motor line yesterday again appeared
as a defeudant in a damage suit in the dis-
trict court Michael Lyons, a cutter em-
ployed in Finn's tailoring establishment,
brings suit to recover 810,000 damages,
claiming that October 18 be was rudely
thrown from the motor train at Third street
by the conductor and, falling on bis bead
and shoulders was quite severely Injured.

The evidence in the case differed materially
as to the plaintiff's condition, several pas-
sengers swearing he was apparently sober,
while Conductor Avers and two policemen
testified that he seemed intoxicated. The
jury will be charged the first thing this
morning.

Dakota»« •\u25a0 ike Wart* Wathlnctan
Cuicaoo, Jan. 7.—The delegation ap-

pointed by the executive committee of the
Sioux Falls, Dak., constitutional conven-
tion, to present to the president and con-gress the constitution and memorial for ad-
mission, stopped over in this city last nigh-
ou their way to Washington. The deWa--composed of A. C. Mellette of Wat
tertown, who was chosen governor by the
people's con vention; Judee A. Q. Edgerton
of Mitchell. and J udpe G. CL Moody ofDead-
wood, the United States senators elected by
the legislature; .S. D. Kanouse of Woon-
.Mx-kt-t, the congressman nlsetti by the
convention; J. 11. Blate of Aberdeen and
the Bar. James Ward of Yanfctou. They
will leave for Washington thus afternoon,
and willremain until their point is gained
or congress adjourn-.

Judge Edtrerton in an Interview said that
the action of the convention was uot in-
tended as contemplating anything revolu-
tionary and was in perfect keeping with
the action of Minnesota prior to her ad-
mission as a state. There was an absolute
necessity for a 6tate government in Da-
kota, and it was equally necessary, because
of the divers interests of the two sections
that the territory should be divided- If

:i polities was kept out of the qnes-
tion there would not be the slighter doubt
of admission, but should it be a party ques-
tion the result was not lar to look for.
The state ought to be admitted for very
material reasons, and if it was refused,
there should be several important changes
in the organic law

aailUIN TERRiTon:
Even- state or territory should have a

limit placed on the amount of indebtedness
that might be contracted, but at present
there was no restriction. Again, there was
no provision for a sufficient number of
courts of justice to transact the business of
a territory as laire as Dakota, and legal
interests were suffering because of this.
And still another reason was that the
schools in Dakota were now maintained by
direct taxation, which fell very heavily
upon a people who had not the beuetit of
twenty years' growth. The school lands
were tied up, and while he opposed using
the principal of the moneys received from
the sale of school lauds yet the proceeds
should be invested and the interest devoted
to educational purposes. Under a terri-
torial government this was impossible. Da-
kota had not neglected the education of her
children, and her college and educational
institutions ranking above the common
schools, compared favorably with any of
the Western states. The judge expressed
himself as being very anxious that the ques-
tion should be considered entirely upon its
merits and without regard to any partisan
considerations.

United States supreme court refused a
mandamus to Ben Butler last August upon
a similar state of facts. Engie thinks the
only method is to secure relief by prompt
legislation.

Of Anonymous Pateraitf.
The Bismarck Tribune doe* not know

quite how it stands in regard to the Fargo
convention, we judge, from expressions of
this sort:

No one rseems to know anything about it
in the North, and down in South Dakota it iseyed suspiciously —or in about the umo liyht
M the North would hold a similar call down
in South Dakota. There seem* to be a kick
all around. Perhaps a few Minnesota coun-
ties will be there, and perhaps a fewdelegates
from Dakota, but Col. Lou as berry and Col.
Steele seem reluctant about giving the snap
away.

It is somewhat unusual, it most be ad-
mitted, that so pretentious a gathering
should be of anonymous paternity. The
fact seems that it was the result of numer-
ous suggestions from different localities,
collated and embodied at Fargo. The com-
mittees named would probably bo puzzled
to show their credentials.

ANorwegian Superstition.
An old superstition was given new lifein

the minds of some in connection with the
death of Hon. J. B. Raymond. It is said
to be an ancient conceit among the Nor-
wegians that the death of a turkey, and per-
haps other animals on Christmas day,
presages a death in the family. ... A Nor-
wegian family resides on*tbe farm of Mr.
Raymond, near Fargo. On Christmas day
the woman living there was found wringing
her hands and weeping bitterly. On inquiry,
she stated that by some accident a turkey
had been killed that morning, and she was
sure that it betokened . the. death of Mr.
Raymond or some other , member of the
household. Mr. R. was absent at the
time, and so far as known was in perfect
health. lie returned three days later, was
at once taken down 4 and died within tho
week. The coincidence with the old super-
stition is somewhat striking.

.tlnf Adopt a State Constitution.
There are some doubts as to .the senti-

ment of the Fargo convention, but there is
quite earnest discussion among some of its
promoters over the scfeetue to adopt a state

constitution either for the whole or the
north half of the territory and send it to
Washington. It is sugtested that with a
lew changes the one adopted at Huron or
that of Minnesota will answer the purpose.
The id**is not that it would be accepted by
congress, but will give more importance t<>
the convention, and especially be valuable
in an advertising way and attract general
attention to the north as well as the south.
The latter, it Is thought, is getting more
than its share of the public eye.

Wants an t ndlvided State.
The Wahpeton Gazette expresses the gen-

eral view of the counties near the 46th par-
allel in this In speaking of the Fargo
convention: We want no division, but we
do waut admission as a whole; and if we ;
cannot secure this we prefer to remain as a
territory for the next decade rather than
have the south half run away from the
north, takine onr name, Dakota, that gives
us, in its completeness, an heirship to all of
our vast territorial possessions, including
treasuries of wealth sufficient for an em-
pire in the old world.

Dakota is Just now the most extensively

There is not a daily or weekly pacer In the
country, whether approving or disapproving
of the late assertion of statehood, which is
not giving to the public points about the
progress of the young giant. Consequently,
even if congress turns a deaf ear to the
Huron plea, Dakota willnext year very likely
receive an extraordinarily large immigra-
tion, which will greatly assist her self-asser-
tion and expedite too consummation of her
ambition.

They Want Back Par I or an Office

lie >crcr Held.
Washington*, Jan. 7.— A few years ago

itoccurred to some remote relatives of
James Monroe, once president of the United
States, that they might make some money
out of tbeir relationship, and they trot a bill
introduced into congress giving them a sum
equal to Mr. Monroe's half pay as lieuten-
ant colonel of the Virginia line, troin
March 3. 1753, the close of the Kevolution-
arv war, to July 4, 18«-2, tho date
of the ex-president's death. The bill did
not travel very far in the path toward en-
actment and to-day it was reintroduced by
Senator Cockrcll, who explained that he
did it by request; that he had always voted
against such bills, and should vote against
this one, The legal representatives, as they
style themselves, ofJames Monroe, stand a
very small show of getting the money they
are after. Under various resolutions of the
continental congress, officers of the Revolu-
tionary army became entitled to half pay
for lifefron> the close of the war. The
officers wanted capital to be^in civil life
with and the citizens were jealous of a pen-
sion list additional to the invalid pension-
ers, so the officers memorialized congress to
give thmn a lump sum equal to fullpay for
five years in 6 per ceut. securities, instead
of half pay for life. Congress agreed to the
proposition and the officers

COMMUTED THEIR CLAIMS
for half pay on terms entirely advantageous
and satisfactory to themselves, and until
their children and grandchildren were
grown up, no further claims on their behalf
were heard of. At various times in the
last fiftyyears descendants of revolutionary
officers and descendants of their sisters and
cousins, and even aunts, have represented

that this communication was forced upon the
officers, and was disadvantageous to them,
and bills have been introduced giving the
heirs of next ofkin of such officers the half-
pay they would have been entitled to had
they not commuted for immediate payment
equal in five years to full pay. In February,
1876, Senator Morriilmade a report on a
bill of this kind, which gave a full history
of the action ofthe continental congress and
of the army officers, and showed the pre-
posterous character of the claims of
the next of kin, many of whom
are descendants of remote connections
of the officers concerned, and not a
few of whom are descended from Tories, or
Englishmen. But in regard to the present
bill there is the further objection of Sena-
tor Morriil thai James Monroe was never a
lieutenant colonel in the revolutionary
army. lie did report for duty to Gen.
Washington and was by him sent home to
Virginia to raise a regiment, but he never
raised it. and was never a colonel or a lieu-
tenant colonel. The pay of a lifmtMHtnt
colonel was 5720 a year. Half pay from
im to 1831 would b»*i7,atM>.
