Judge- Inane AmaUT Elerted Pre*i-
dent ol the Hoard of Trade.

The annual meeting of the board of trade
yesterday was largely attended, the follow-
ing members being present: Hum a. At-
water. Bracket*, Barton, Clerihew, \>a
Maittre. Evans Klweil, Karnsvvorth, Fish,
Folds, Giiswold. Kelly, Loring, J>. Morri-
son. H.Cm. U. .Morrison, .Meiriman. Hone,
McMillan, Nettleton, Niad, Pfliabuy,
I'lieljis. Keno. Steven-, Steele, Towne, Til-
lingbast, Whitney. Wheuton, Wyinan.

After tlje disposition of the routine busi-
ness, the election of otttcers lor the ensuing

year followed. J. T. Wyiuan took the Boor
m behalf of the younirer members. Some
time ago, he said, a uallant attempt was
made to leaven the board with a contin-
gent of younjr men. That contingent has
been reduced in numbers, and now the cry
oi'"old fogy" is occasionally raised by the
average bridjjewmup or politician. The
young men therefore ask that one of their
number shall be chosen as the presiding
oflicerof the board, and in their behalf he
would nominate a man who was born some
time alter Christopher Columbus discov-
ered America, who came to Minnesota,
shortly after Col. J. 11. Stevens, and who
has always been the father of the board of
trade —Judge Isaac Atwater.

J. A. Kind cordially seconded the nomi-
nation, and O. J. Evans moved the election
by acclamation, which carried.

President Pheips upon retiring expressed
his thanks for the uniform courtesy be liad
received, and said he was glad that he was
to deliver up the ollice to so worthy a sue- j
cessor. He appointed J. T. Wyman. J. N. !
Kind and EL G. O. Morrison to inform
Judge Atwater of his election. The com-
mit k-c. sought uut the judge, who was try-
ing to hide behind the stove, and led him to
his scat. In returning his thanks, he said
it would be affectation to him to conceal j
or deny his gratification at the high honor
that had been paid him. He regarded it as
a mark of confidence, which affected Dim
deeply. No Office In the city can be con-
ferred which is higher— not even the mayor-
ally. Here there is no pecuniary nor polit-
ical reward other than that which is shared
by all in the general prosperity of the city.
Itwas still more gratifying to think that lie
was the choice of the young men. During
the last twenty years he could see the intlu-.j
ence of the board of trade in shaping the j
legislation of the city and in fostering the
enterprises that have made it famous.

The judge lhen referred to the difficulty
sometimes experienced in getting a full at-
tendance at the meetings of the board,
which lie accounted for in a measure as re-
sulting from the intense activity of Minne-
apolis business men, which demands their j
constant attention to their own affairs. In j
closing be said he would accept the office to j
which he had been called for the time
being, but if he saw that he could ever be
of more benefit, to the body and to the so-
ciety on the floor or in the committee, he i
would insist upon resigning.

THE OTHER OFFICERS.
11. G. O. Morrison moved the re-election

of Ezra Farnsworth and B. F. Nelson as
vice presidents by acclamation. It was an-
nounced that Mr. Nelson thought he could
not accept, owing to business engagements,
and Mr. Farusworth declined to serve, say-
ing lie had held the office two years and
had no desire to monopolize the honors.
,1. N. Nind was nominated, hot withdrew,
afl did E. J. Pheips. J. T. Wyman and
Henry C. Morse were then nominated and
elected, the secretary casting the ballot for
the board.

liobert Hale was re-elected secretary
under a suspension of the rules as the
unanimous choice ofthe board, aud briefly
returned his thanks. A. B. Hush was also
re-elected treasurer.

C. M. Loring and George A. Braokett
were unanimously elected as delegates to
the National board of trade, which meet-,
at Washington. D. C, Jan. :50. President
Atwater BOggested that the delegates should
preseni to the board a proposition for the
government to give more attention to the
protection of coast cities. This, coming
lrom an inland city like Minneapolis, would
indicate an unseliish Interest in the welfare
of the whole country, and would show con-
clusively that the Northwest is not entirely
wrapped up in its own affairs.

C. M. Loring remarked in this connection
that lie had been a delegate to the National
board of trade for the two yean past, and
considered that the question of interstate
commerce is the

before the body. The Regan bill now be-
fore congress, which proposes a uniform
rate of mllfgTi on railroads, might have
been endorsed last year but for the presence
of Northwestern delegates, as it was
strongly advocated by Eastern business
men. The effect of the bill. If it becomes a
law, will be extremely injurious
to the Northwest, as mileage will
then be the same for a short as for a long
distance. Capt. O. C. Merriam said that it
the Regan bill passes congress that Miune-
ipolis lots will become worth about £10
tteh, and land near the city about §1.25 an
icre.

Got. Pillsbury added, "The rate for
chipping wheat to New York is now about
28 cents a bushel, but it will be 86 cents if
the Regan bill goes into effect." The fol-
lowing resolution offered by J. T. Wyrnan
was then unanimously adopted:

Resolved, That our delegates to the meet-
ingof the National Board ofTrado be and are
Hereby instructed to oppose the reeommen-
tation of the so-called Kejnin inter-sint;- BOM-
aieree bill by the organization as being wroug
in principle and injurious to the Northwest.

"Every cent owing has been paid, and
there's money in tbe treasury," answered
Secretary Hale.

This was received with applause, and the
meeting closed with an appeal from the
president for a full attendance at the next
meeting, as several important measures will
come up for consideration.

I'lie Exposition Directors Will Ask
tlie Commissioner* for a Site.

The directors of the exposition had a long
md heated session yesterday afternoon dis-
cussing the best available location. The
special committee on site held a session in
the morning and decided, after a long dis-
cussion, to submit a three-fold proposition,
to come up in the order named:

First, to recommend the selection of
either the McNair or the Lawrence site.
The former is bounded by the Fifth and
Sixth streets and First and Second avenues
north and will cost 5230.000 to $240,000.
The latter is bounded by Seventh and Tenth
itreets, First avenue north and Western
ivenue and is quoted at 5210,000. The se-
lection of this site would involve the va-
Mtintr of Ninth street, from First avenue
'm Western. Both of these recommenda-
tions be upon the proviso that the city issue
Kinds to buy the laud, 8200,000 worth ormore.

Secondly, to advise a location opposite
Central park provided the park cooumis-
lioners willbuy and donate the laDd.

Thirdly, to recommend the Winslow
house site, provided the lots below the hos-
pital be secured by the council and donated.
so as to carry the exposition grounds clear
down to Main street This site will thus
cost, nothing.

He (liai£«i Four Ml. Paul Police-
mm With Brutal As-uuli.

Respecting lha trouble between himself
md the St. Paul police. Detective Qiiinlau
yesterday Bade tba following statement
"My wife and I vi>iu-d County Attorney
Egan and my wife's aunt in St. Paul \«-s-

--terday, and wlien about to return home
missed the last train to innneapoUa. We
went to the Mereliants, where I engaged
room IIand ordered supi>er to he brought
to the room. I also called for a bottle of
wine. The bell-boy presented a bill of
£'2. 50. I had 51. 50 in change and a 550
bill. I would not trust the bill with tiie
boy and to told him to have the clerk charge
toe supper bill to my room number, at the
sane tee giving the boy my name and hill-
ing who I was. This bflOMght the clerk to
my room and he demanded pay. 1 told him
that 1 did not propose to trust the large bill
with an irresinmsible boy and that he could
charge the bill to me and I would settle. I
told him who 1 was and gave him my card,
lie did not know me and would not listen.
I shut the door and locked it Soon he rc-
tarned with an officer, who kicked in
the door and demanded pay. I asked
the intruder on what authority he
came, and whether he had a warrant
for my arrest. He simply told me to pay
or irt'i out of the room. i knew my rights
and Olderad the officer out. lie would not
go. so 1 put him out and again locked the
OOOC He immediately returned with three
others ami again kicked the door in. They
began dubbing me and 1 defended myself
us bed l col-id, bavins; only my bare hand-;.
1 must liuve lusM'led ten minutes with t tie
four ruiiians. who continued to assault me
with their clubs. My wife attempted to
say something in my defense, when she
was struck on the head with their clubs, wi-
inliicting a couple of bad cuts. Finally the
lour men got the best of mo and they
ceased. They said they had no charge
\u25a0gainst me. but I insisted on being taken to
police headquarters, where I could square
matters. Upon reaching there my wife
was poshed into the cell room and the key
turned, but upon my demanding an explan-
ation of the Bhafmi against her she was re-
leased. I deposited the ISO bill for our ap-
pearance this morning. When 1 unseated
myself there was no charge against me.
My wife is still in St. Paul unable to return
to Minneapolis just at present. Mayor
Rice, Chief dark. Cant Drissette and De-
tective Couriers came to me this morning
and expressed the highest indignation at
my treatment, and said l ought to prose-
cute to the fullest extent of the law. This
b Jnsf what I shall do and I'll make it red-
hot for Col. Allen for permitting such an
outrage in his boose. He stood by and
knew of the whole affair without raising
opposition."

The juryretired at 11 o'clock and devoted
itself so earnestly to its task that by 6
o'clock over twenty cases had been investi-
gated and all the business Id sight disposed
of.

About fifteen indictments were returned
all but three or four being against persons
already In custody. The jury made no
effort to examine the status of the social
evil and gambling questions. The follow-
ing imlgMMOfei wore made yesterday af-
ternoon on indictments:

William Shaw pleuded guiltyto stealing an
overcoat valued at f2S from Nils Nyuerg at
317 Washington avenue north. He claimed,
however, that the coat was not worth nearly
as much as charged in the indictment. He
was sentenced to one year and six months in
the penitentiary.

Joseph Smith pleaded puilty to stealing a
buffalo robe worth &!5 from W. A. Barnes.
Hi*excuse was that he was financially broke
and under the influence of liquor when he
committed the theft. The court sentenced
liim to sixteen months in the penitentiary.

William Smith was arraigned upon an in-
dictment charging him with assaulting- Officer
Mwhiul Kennedy with a razor, and pleading
not jruiltywas remanded to jail to await trial.
which was set for Wednesday.

Patrick (ilaster. the assailant of Officer
John Leonard, was arraigned for assault
with a dangerous weapon. He pleaded not
guilty and his trial was set for this morning.

John Paulster pleaded frailty to the charge
of having stolen a satchel which contained
clothing, etc., valued at $38 from the 6leigb
of E. J. Morauwitz. Judge Koon said bo
knew the prisoner personally and remarked:
"I'm sorry to see you here, John, but It de-
volves upon me to sentence you to the peni-
tentiary for two years."

THE LAST APPEARANCE
Of the Chamberlin Divorce Case—

Judjje YountS Decision.
Judge Young yesterday tiled a decision

that probably disposes of the Chamberlin
divorce case. It will be remembered that
Nov. 2, 1884, Mrs. Vesta Chamberlin de-
serted her husband George Chamberlin,
running away with Edward Curtiss, with
whom she afterwards cohabited at Kansas
City. When the action came up for trial
Mrs. Chamberlin appealed and asked that
in case a divorce was granted that she be
permitted to introduce evidence to show
that Mr. Chamberlin had also been guilty of
adultery and was not, therefore, a proper
person to have charge oftheir two children.

iJudge Young grants the divorce and gives

the h;isi»an-l the custody of the children,
saying, "the defctidout h?s uevirr ansvierwl
the complaint of the piaint;!f, and t!:eref:>ie
no i.--:t to plaintiff's character is pn^'nU-d.
Notwithstanding th - emission the court
may in its discretion, receive evidence upon
the litiiev*of cither party to have < >>iitrol of
minor children. This question is not, how-
ever, necessarily to be determined from the
evidence upon the main issue in the case.
The father of children is usually charged
with their support and maintenance, being
their natural and legal guardian, and will
ordinarily be awarded the custody of them
unless it appears that the mother in better
fitted and qualified. In determining this
quistion the court ' looks to the
welfare of the children. In this case the
defendant is shown to have deserted her
husband aid) to have lived in open adultry
with a man In whose society plaintiff found
her in September. 1;>.*. She claims now to
have left such person, but it does not ap-
pear she possesses the means for supporting
and educating the children. There is no
evidence before the court tending to show
tin: plaintiff has ever been guilt? of any
improper conduct but were it so shown,
this would not establish the fitness ofdefen-
dant to have custody of children.

The annual meeting was held last even-

ing of the Masonic Mutual Aid association,

the attendance unusually large and embrac-
ing Masons from all over the state. The
report of Secretary Berry made a splendid
showing and the utmost satisfaction was
expressed. Membership has increased
from 1.670 to 2. IUS. making all eertiti-
oateS worth the full amount of 82.000.
