The Park Commission Says It Has No
Right to Give Grounds for the Ex-
position Building,

The Flat Under the Lowry Hill Men-
tioned as a Favorable Site by
Byron Sutherland,

The Washington Avenue Bridge Near-
ing Completion and South Side
People Rejolcing.

A New Bank Incorporated With a
Capital Stock of $100,000--Re~
lief Society’s Report.

ALL ABOUT A SITE.

The Park Commission Cannot Do~
naie Exposition Grounds.

At a meeting of the exposition directors,
as published in yesterday’s GLOBE, Messrs.
Washburn, Harrison, Pray, Hetlelfinger,
Nelson, Gale, Glenn and Blethen were ap-
pointed a special committee to lay before
the board of park commissioners the project
of the latter board leasing to the exposition
directors a strip of land at Central park as
a site for the exposition building. Yester-
day afternoon the park board met with the
above committee and a large number of the
directors of the exposition and interested
stockholders in the rooms of the Jubbers
association.

ASKED TO ACQUIRE A TITLE.

It was explained that the committee
asked the park commission to acquire the
title to all of block 6, and the north half of
block 7, in Central park addition, between
Willow and Spruce streets, and directly op-
posite the park, containing about eighteen
lots, or about four acres. The board is then
requested to give a lease for a long term of
years to the exposition.

The tract is not improved to any extent.
The buildings located on it are inexpensive,
comparatively, and it is the opinion of the
committee that 1t can be purchased for about
£50,000.

The meeting was opened by an expla-
nation by Gen. Washburn regarding the
above, President Loring occupying the
chair,

sov. Pillsbury asked for the legal opin-
ion of the attorneys of the park commis-
sion, respecting the power of the board in
the premises.

A LEGAL OPINION.

Judge Fish prefaced his remarks by stat-
ing that he should mnot base his opinion
solely upen the probable result in case any
one should earry the matter into the courts,
as would in all likelyhood be done should
the commission attempt to grant the praver
of the exposition directors. Yet he was
clearly of the opinion that the ecommission
had no legal right to devote any of the
lands acquired or to be aequired to other
than park purposes, in the literal applica-
tion. The park act gives no conveyable
power whatever. The title of the lands
must be in the city, and the board cannot
give to any body or corporation any title in
the lands.

The act, which is the foundation of our
park system, is a virtual declaration that
the title of the lands shall forever be in the
city. The attorney stated that possibly
the city council may have the right to con-
vey property, but certainly the park com-
mission caunot. Whether or not the con-
struction of an exposition building on the
lands is devoting it to other than park pur-
poses is a matter of which the board itself
must judge. It is apparent that the insti-
tution expects to make and to expend
monevs. Then it is for profit. These lands,
furtbermore, must be under the execlusive
control of the exposition directors. They
must have the power to admit such peo le
as they see fit and to refuse admission when
they chose, and also to fix a certain stipu-
lated admission fee.

DESIGNEDLY HANDICAPPED.

He thought that the park commissioners
had been so handicapped designedly that it
can exercise only the powers designated,
and he did not suppose that there wasone
chanee in 10,000 that the courts would not
decide that the commission had no right
to devote park lands to the exposition as
projected, and that it has no right to under-
take the conveyance of the lands acquired
under the park act. The park commission
has aiready acquired lands which cannot be
used for park purposes, and unfortunately
no disposition can be made of these lands.
They cannot be sold without special power
which can only be granted by the legisla-
ture.

THE MAYOR'S OPINION.

Mayor Pillsbury, as a member of the
park commission, next addressed the meet-
ing. He had looked over the whole matter
with care, and he had concluded with the
attorneys of the board that the commission
had no right to make a conveyance, by
lease or otherwise, to the exposition.
Should it be attempted he feared the action
would vitiate the rights of the board. Under
the condemnation proceedings the board
had made many and extensive assessments
for benefits upon property adjacent to pub-
lic parks, these assessments to run for ten
years. Should the commission violate a
provision of the park act, he felt certain
that the property owners would not be
holden to pay the assessments. Of,the
park bonds authorized by the legislature
there is now only the small sum of $130.000
left to be expended, and the mayor ex-
plained that the general city bonds
of the city cannot exceed 5
per cent. of the assessed  valu-
ation. The finances of the city are now,
consequently, limited. The city has no
right to issue bonds, furthermore, except in
cases specified by the legislature. The
school board would have fally as much
right to convey lands as the park board has.
As a citizen, the mayor would gladly co-
operate, butas a member of the commission
he could not consent to voting any lands.

Gen. Washburn stated that the exposition
committee had visited the grounds on Hen-
nepin avenue opposite Central park, and
the committee had unanimously agreed that
the tract was not well adapted to the pur-
poses of the exposition.

A NEW SCHEME.

Byron Sutherland came forward at this
Juncture with a new and novel project. He
asked the attorney if he thought there
could be any legal objection to the board's
acquiring a territory on the flat under Lowry
hill, opposite Hennepin avenue, with the
tacit understanding that ‘Thomas Lowry,
the owner, should donate to the exposition
the bare site for the exposition—or the
actual lands to be occupied by the build-
ings. directly in the center of the tract so
acquired.

Attorney Fish—I can see no objection to
that.

Mr. Washburn—T think that is a prac-
tical suggestion.

Col. King—Yes; I think that scheme
would work like a charm.

Sutherland—1 am not in favor of the
park commission going into debt so heavily
as $90,000 for an exposition site, however.

Mr. Washburn—Then you would not
favor denating the lands, even had you the
power.

*‘No, sir; not by going so heavily into
debt,” replied Mr. Sutherland, with em
phasis.

A. J. Blethen, who had sat and listened
with manifest nervousness, could stand it
no longer. He took the floor and made an
eloquent appeal to the park commission to
set aside all petty scruples in the premises
and show their appreciation in the grand
scheme and their loyalty and patriotism to
this, the greatest and most beautiful eity in
the Northwest. He reviewed the generous
contributions to the fund, which had now
reached a magnificent sum. He refem;d to
the fact that the Centennial Exposition
buildings had been erected in a public park
at Philadelphia, and said that there is no
city in the country that-does not devote her
public parks at certain times to other than
specified park purposes. The park commis-
8ion of Minneapolis can do it, too, had they
the inclination. *‘Donate the ground,”
said he, ‘*and at the next session of the leg-
islature have your action ratified. The
$250.000 subsecribed will no more than erect
the buildings. Then the city itself should
furnish the grounds, because the 2,000 eiti-
zens and tax-payers of the city who have
taken stock are not seeking for personal
rggrandizement.”  He believed in the
scheme, and had talked with at least half a
dozen of the property owners adjacent to

Central park, and they all agreed that the

|

cite indicated in the above diagram is the
most desirable in the eity.

Mr. Loring stated that some time ago Mr.
Lowry proposed to sell seven blocks of land
on the flats for £500 a lot, a nominal sum.
for park purposes. Mr. MeNair's demise
put an end to the negotiations, but Mr.
Lowry thinks he can induce the MeNair
heirs to carry out the project. Mr. MeNair
had agreed to put in three or four blocks
and Lowry could control certain other
lands, making in all some twenty-five acres
of land. Mr. Lowry advocated its pur-
chase. It had been his idea to make it

to be used for a play ground for children,
for out door sports of ali kinds. and for an
exposition. He wanted to embellish the
surronndings by planting trees, ete.
Piacing the exposition in the center he
thought would be just the proper thing, yet
the exposition gentlemen oppose it as not
suited. All the railways in the city can
run tracks to the site, and more passengers
can be accommodated than would ever care
to visit the exposition. Mr. Loring un-
qualiiedly advocated the Sutherland
scheme,

Mr. Brackett—But that would not avoid
taxation.

Mr. Fish—The matter of taxation can
easily be remedied. The land can be con-
veyed directly to the city and 1t would then
not be taxable.

Mr. Washburn—Supposing the park
board acquires the surrounding territory,
and Mr. Lowry deeds to the exposition the
site for the building; ean the exposition con-
vey to the park commission the land sc
deeded to them?

*lI do not see why it eannot be done,”
replied Mr. Fish.

Mr. Washburn then said that where there
is a will there is almost always a way. We
unfortunately act as trustees for the citizens
who have contributed, and a failure at this
time would be a humiliation, an absolute
disgrace, which he did not want to face.
If the park commission feels like meeting
the exposition commission there can be
some way found whereby the

TROUBLE CAN BE COMPASSED.
Perhaps not as has been desired, but he felt
confident that a comprise that would prove
satisfactory at last can be arrived at. The
location is not now as central as might be
wished, but in time to come it will be as
central as we could reasonably expect. He
thought the Central park site a deal more
desirable, however. He liked the idea of
locating as near a park as possible. Had a
letter received from a very loyal man and a
very earnest man, in connection with the
enterprise. The letter was from E. A.
Merrill and suggested that the park com-
mission purchase the lands and then have
the legislature ratify the act.

Dorilus Morrison wanted to know if it is
necessary that the park comission should
have anything to do with the scheme. IHe
stated that there are lands for sale. Let the
exposition purchase their own lands, and
then, if the park board chooses to condemn
the surrounding territory, well and good.

Mr. Washburn replied that it was only
because the exposition has not the money
to purchase the site that it has called upon
the board for aid.

Mr. Morrison had supposed the park
commission had a right to lease a portion of
Central park for exposition purposes. The
exposition gentlemen propose to erect
buildings that will be an ornament to the
city. He took it that it is to be built forall
times. The superintendent of parks had
decided that there can be no objection to
leasing three of four hundred feet of land
in the park for the purpose. Mr. Morrison
felt sure that Mr. Lowry would sell the land
and give all the time asked for.

Mr. Loring explained that Mr. Lowrydid
not own the land up to Hennepin avenue.
The expes tion would have to purchase the
tract between Lyndale and Hennepin ave-
nues. It would probably cost $40,000 or
$50.000. Mr. Loring thought Mr. Mor-
rison’s proposition was an ‘excellent one.
He suggested that the exposition go onand
purchase the bare site, and then if the park
board can give auy help it probably will do
s0. A large number of citizens had been to
him and protested against locating the
building on the park grounds, and he felt
like opposing it.

COL. KING’S SCORN.

Col. King did not regard the question of
a central location as anything of import-
ance. He looked with scorn upon the ob-
jections raised on that score. He advocated
negotiations between Mr. Lowry and the
exposition directors, and it would have his
cheerful vote and co-operation in every pos-
sible way. If Mr. Lowry will furnish two
blocks and the commission will join upon a
tacit understanding in acquiring the sur-
rounding territorv, Mr. King would give
the project his heartiest support.

Mr. Sutherland followed in a lengthy ar-
gument in favor of locating the site on the
Lowry flats,

Mr. Morrison advised that a committee
be appointed to negotiate with Mr. Lowry.
He was of the opinion that the park com-
missioners would condemn and acquire
park ways leading to the lands purchased
from Mr. Lowry. In that he varied with
Mr. Sutherland’s proposition. Mr. Suther-
land wanted to acquire at least ten blocks,
Mr. Lowry reserving two or three blocks in
the center for the exposition.

Col. King moved that a committee of
three be appointed to waitupon Mr. Lowry,
and to report the result at another joint
meeting.

Col. Glenn opposed the proposed site.
He wanted to know if the park commis-
sion is willing to help the enterprise; if
they are willing to aid in getting a site
where the subscribers want it. He knew
that the subseribers would not pay up their
subscriptions if it is located in the swamp
under the Lowry hill. He did not believe

$150,000 can be collected in that
event. He said the park board
has the legal right to condemn

lands in any part of the city for park pur-
poses, and they can put any building they
please on the ground. They can condemn
the Nicollet house, and start a menagerie
there if they please. He wanted to see the
building erected not far from Washington
avenue. He would vote for no location
where he feared the people would lose their
money.

The chair was authorized to appoint a
committee to confer with Mr. Lowry, and
he chose Byron Sutherland, W. 8. King
and Dorilus Morrison. The park commis-
sion then adjourned, and Mr. Washburn
appointed the following gentlemen from
the exposition to serve jointly with the park
committee: A. J. Blethen, M. W. Glenn
and S. C. Gale.

ALMOST DONE.

‘The Washington Avenue Bridge
Across the River.

The Washington avenue bridge is almost
completed, and the South Side people re-
joice. One great object of the bridge which
crosses the river at the foot of Washington
avenue is to get a more direct route between
the two cities, and also to accommodate
the residents on the east side of the river
in that vieinity. The substructure is en-
tirely finished, and the superstructure is
nearly so. The workmen are now engaged
on the last span. The substructure is of
stone, and the superstructure of wrought-
iron. The former was built by Broce &
Brown of Iilinois at a cost to the city of
$50.761.50. It has five piers and two
abutments. The tallest piers stand seventy-
five feet above the bed of the river and the
shortest twenty-five feet. To this height
the superstructure adds thirty feet. The
superstrueture is being built by the Wrought
Iron Bridge company of Canton, 0., at a
contract price of $54,500. The length is
1.072 feet and the width of the roadway
eighteen feet, and the sidewalks on either
side are six feet wide. While the bridge is
a narrow one, it is thought that it will ac-
commodate the travel and trafie of that
portion of the city for many years. It will
soon be thrown open to the public.

CATHOLIC ORPHAN ASYLUM.

The Proposed New Building--Plans
and Specifications Ordered.

The board of directors of the Catholic
Orphan association met at the residence of
Rev. James McGolrick last evening with all
members present, together with the pastors
of the several parishes. The prin-
cipal business of the evening was

the examination of the plans of
the new asylum to be
erected this year at corner of Chicago
avenue and Forty-sixth size of
which is to be 46x90 feet, with a stone
basement, and the aest of pressed brick;
height to the cunola 77 feet. The archi-

tect, G. 1. Leveille, was instructed by

the board to complete the specifications
and details for the entire structure, and
then to obtain bids in accordance there-
with. If the estimates of cost by bidders
are within the limits of $20,000, his plans
are to be accepted; if not they are to be
rejected, the object of the board being not
to go beyond this specified amount. A. J.
Finnegan, J. R Bowman, builders, and
Messrs. Allen and Haley, architects, were
present to advise in reference to the plans
to the plans presented.

The board recommended that Messrs.
Baxter, Bowman and Trainer be requested
to aid the building committee in ascertain-
ing what the actual cost of the building
will be when the architect's plans are sub-
witted.

CRIMINAL CASES.

Pat Glaster Found Guilty of Simple
Assault=-District Court Briefs.
The first trial on indictments returned by

the grand jury at its last session was that
of Patrick Glaster yesterday. This is the
young man indicted for assaulting Police-
man Leonard recently. The testimony for
the state was ltmnited to that of the officer
and Dr. Freeman, the latter giving evidence
as to the mnature of the wounds in-
flicted, one of which is quite
serious, the instrument, probably a
brick, having penetrated the scalp and skull,
Seven witnesses for the defense swore that
the officer was not struck by the accused,
but by some one else. The policeman was
attempting to arrest Glaster's father for
disorderly conduct at the corner of Wash-
ington and Sixth avenues south, and a
large ecrowd gathered, when an attempt
was made to liberate him. It was then the
blows were struck, as Leonard avers. by
Glaster. Glaster is employed at the Galaxy
mill, and is quite popular, the court room
being filled with his friends, who mani-
fested a great interest in the tnal. The
jury, after being out an hour, returned a
verdict of simple assault. Several of the
jury expressed a desire to talk with Glaster,
and gave him some advice which he can
wisely follow, the tenor of which was to
the effect that he should shun evil compan-
ions and endeavor to become a better hus-
band and father. **We were not certain,”
said one of the jury afterwards, *‘‘that Glas-
ter is the man who struck the blow, but, by
his own admission, he was interfering with
the officer, and was thus guilty of an as-
assault.” The defendant’s attorney gave
notice of a motion for a new trial on the
ground that the evidence did not justify the
verdict.
