TEMPORARY INJUNCTION

Awarded Agavivnu the Bridge-~Ex~
pected sciion by the Court.

In the district court yesterday Judge |
Young granted a temporary injunction re- |

straining the city from proceeding with the

construction of the stone areh bridge. The

order made reads substantiaily as follows:

Minneapolis Mill Company et al. vs, The City
of Minneapolis.

The above action having been brought by
the plaintiffs for the purpose of restraining
the defendant from proceeding with construc-
tion of & stone-ur:h bridge on the ground that
such construction, in the manner proposed,
greatly endangers the rights and property of
the plaintiffs and threatens to work great and
irreparable damage thereto; and the plaintiff's
haviog applied to the court through their
counsel for a temporary injunction restrain-
ing the defendant during the pendency with
the action, and it appearing to the court that
detendant is about commencing the construe-
tion of the said bridge across the main chan-
nel of the Mississippi river, from the lower
end of Hennepin avenue to Nicollet island,
immediately above the present location of
the suspension bridge; and that as part of
the plan of said bridge defendant proposes to
place five stone piers in the bed of said stieam
10 support the arches of said bridge, greatly
narrowing the chunnel of the stream: and
also that the Minneapolis Mill company, plaint-
itt, is the owner of a wvaluable water
power and shore rights extending from
above the proposed bridge location down to
and below the falls of St. Anthony, and that
the other plaintiffs are largely interested in
the maintenance of said water power in se-
curity and undiminished, and that from the
peculiar formation of the bed of the stream
and the strata underlying the same, and the
liability of disastrous changes of the same
and in the case of disturbance the water
power and property of the plaintiffs would be
dreatly endangered, and that any delay of the
pefendant can be fully compensated for by
gayment of the damages suffered. Therefore,
in consideration of the execution by the
plaintiffs of a bond in $10,000, it is ordered
that a temporary injunction be issued, re-
straining the defendant, its counncil, officers
and servants from doing any act in conunec-
tion with the construction of the bridge that
will tend to narrow the main channel, or dis--
turb the bed thereof until the final trial and
determination of this action.

A bond in $10,000, signed by Dorillius
Morrison and Charles M. Loring, was forth-
with filed, and a copy of the injunction
served upon Mayor Pillsbury by the sheriff.
Accompanying the petition for the injune-
tion are

SEVERAL AFFIDAVITS

which deseribe at length the geologieal for-
mation of the falls and the river-bed together
with the probable injurious effects of the
proposed bridge. The most elaborate is
the affidavit of George W. Conley, in which
he sets forth the result of his surveys, made
at the time the water broke through the
Eastman tunnel in 1870 and threatened to
destroy the falls, After describing the
geological formation of the falls Mr. Conley
expresses the opinion that an obstruction
in the natnre of a bridge pier at the site of
the suspension bridge would be detrimental
to the interests of the water power on both
sides of the river; that an obstruction
placed in the stream on the sand rock
foundation would result in scouring the
bottom to an extent that can only be meas-
ured after the injury is done. 1f this scour
extends down as far as any of the water
bearing seams these scours will be fed by a
head of water varying from twenty-five to
fifty feet.

All examinations of this sand rock show
horizontal water-bearing seams at different
distances below the bottom of the ledge,
through which water finds its way from the
river, above the ledge, to any outlet that
may be made below, and while these differ-
ent seams all aet as conduits for water
which may find its way into them. The
proposed piers will stand about 13 de-
grees out of the line of the current,
thus increasing the width of the obstrue-
tion to about 35 feet at each pier at the
water surface. The width of the obstrue-
tion at the bottom. due to the riprapping,
will be at right-angles to the thread of the
current, between 75 and 100 feet. A few
years ago a spoil bank deposited near the
head of the log sluice deflected the cur-
rent toward the east side and caused serious
erosion in the bed below the falls. Follow-
ing the analogy prevented by the spoil bank
and the proposed piers, the deponent tinds
that, owing to the obliquity of the piers
the current will be deflected toward the
west shore, but it will certainly be again
deflected in a direction similar to that
caused by the spoil bank. that this cross-
current will be dangerous cannot be
doubted.

GEN. ROSSER’S STATEMENT.

The affidavit of Gen. T. L. Rosser, who
was city engineer in 1876, states that in his
opinion the building of piers would disturb
the silt and expose sand rock to the current
of the stream and produce a liability of the
water finding seams through the lime rock
and around the edze of the government
wall. The construction of piers would
greatly endanger the integrity of the pres-
ent water power of the Minneapolis Mill
company and the St. Anthony Water
Power company. In his judgment the
character of the bridge proposed is entirely
unnecessary. A bridge of all the capacity
needed can be made in a single span or by
widening the suspension bridge to meet all
demands of travel of the city and be equally
efficacious with the stone arch bridge.

William de la Barre, engineer of the
Minneapolis Mill company, states that the
sand rock when saturated with water is soft
and easily gives away. He recites evi-
dence of extensive cavities existing in the
sand rock, and makes a statement of the
excavating for a turbine wheel at the Wash-
burn A mill, where he found sand rock hard
and firm, but after digging down five feet
streaws of water appeared, and after stand-
ing one night a noticable increase in the
water was seen. He refers to the fact that
a damage to the water power would entitle
those to whom there was guarantee of
water power to recover damages. He be-
lieves the silt should not be disturbed by
coffer dams, piers, etc., as said deposit fur-
mishes an armor for the sand rock.

W. H. Johnson, who has been engaged
about the falls for twenty-one years, and
who was formerly superintendent of water
works, says he considers it unsafe to re-
move the sandrock anywhere in the vicinity
of the dam, for the reason that there has
never been a tunnel made beiow the falis
but what water made its appearance from
the bottom or sides of it, showing clearly
that the sand rock was not of sufficient
hardness to withstand any washing.

Franklin Cook, civil engineer, says he
was in charge of the building of the East-
man tunnel, and that 1t was constructed
through the soft sand rock. He observed
that every time water came in contact with
the rock there was sudden erosion. He
thinks also that the piers would form whirl-

he deponent says that 1o his knowledge

where boom piers have been located just

below the suspension bridge the scouring of

water has made cavities in the bed of the
stream to a depth of sixteen feet.

Charles A. F. Morris, civil engineer for
thirty-five years, says he constructed a
bridge across the Mississippi, and after the
building of a pier the sand rock softened
and washed away entirely, causing the
abutment to fall, dropping the first span of
the bridge into the river. This wasin
1872.

Joseph E. Friselle, who was in immedi-
ate charge of the engineering operations for
the improvement of the falls, expresses the
opinion that the putting in of piers will be
extremely hazardous.

W. D. Washburn and Dorillins Morrison
also made aflidavits in keepmg with the
foregoing assertions.

NEW COACHES AND FAST TIME.

Improvements and Features of Cars
and Time on the Motor Line.

Eight new coaches for the motor line ar-
rived last night and are side-tracked at
Twenty-ninth street, ready for use. They
are each forty-five feet in length, will con-
tain nearly sixty passengers with comfort,
and have an arrangement of seats that will
be a great improvement over the old.
| Cherry-finished and steam-heated, they
| will be in keeping with the motor com-
pany’s new life. For a long time past the
company has found itself unable to meet
the increased patronage, and the arrival of
these cars will be a great relief, as they
will at once be put into active service. The
engines yesterday appeared in new dress
and present a much handsomer appearauce.

By next Monday the new trial of the
| electric motor will be made and the expec-
tation is that no further difficulty will
occur. A governor-valve has been placed
in the Model mill, and if it operates sue-
cessfully all trouble will be at an end, as
the motive power has been trebled and a
| steady current will be assured. As soon
as arrangements can be made, a new time
schedule will go into effect, and the publie
treated to a motor train every fifteen min-
utes, instead of half-hourly. as at present.
The electric motor will do duty between
| Tenth street and Bridge square, and the
| steam-engines over the remainder of the
| line. Quarter-hourly trains will be a great
improvement and the public will show its
appreciation, just as it did when the half-
hour trains went on. An additional feature
| and an equal improvement will be a smok-
| ing-car with each train and better lights, so
that reading will be not only possible but
pleasant.

THE BIG WHEAT DEAL.,

Some of the Gentlemen Wheo In-
dulged in the Bull Movement.

A very interesting story is told of the re-
cent great wheat deal by a Minneapolis cor-
respondent of the St. Lows Globe-Demo-
crat, and it makes good reading in connee-
tion with the snatches of gossip circulating
in the papers at home since the organiza-
tion of the bull movement first became
known. After characteristie sketches of C.
A. Pilisbury and H. W. Holmes, the Min-
neapolis millers, and G. S. Barnes, the
Fargo elevator man, the story proceeds:

These three men went to Chicago just be-
fore Christmas and Induced Armour to join
them in an effort to bull the market. When
it became known that these parties were all
one side and working in one direction, J. T.
West, the millionaire hotel keeper of Minne-
apolis, also came into the camp, and. it is
said, got under about 1,000,000 bushels of
wheat the first day he took hold. He dropped
his load when the murket struck 87%;¢ Wed-
nesday, and his loss is said to be about $35.-
000. As he is reputed to be worth $4.000,000,
however, this little accident will not seri-
ously crippie him. Since that time other
smaller fry have joined the procession and
the buying fever spread rapidly all over the
Northwest. Merchants, bankers, grain buy
ers, office clerks, gamblers and everybody of
a speculative turn of mind, scraped up what
little money they had and put it into wheat.
The collapse of the past few days has
shuken out nearly all these smaller {ry, and
if any parties here arve still long on whest in
Chicago they are the men who started the
deal. and who are able to carry it through
even should prices drop 10 cents a bushel
further. Itis not generally believed, how-
ever, that these men hold as much wheat as
was supposed. They were shrewd enough
to start the deal and gét the crowd going in
the right direction, buying right and left, and
then let them carry the bulk of the load. Scv-
eral St. Paul parties, who joined the move-
ment after it had been started a week, be-
came tired when the market hung around
9le, and last Saturday sold out about 3,000,-
000 bushels. P. H. Kelly, the Democratic
statesman, Jim Hill, the railroad magnate,
and Mike Doran were all in the deal, but got
scared urd sold out without much loss.

With the failure of the present bull move-
ment Chicago will bave another scalp to
dangle at her belt. She has cleaned out St,
Louis, Cincinnati, Milwaukee, and loosened
the hide of the big operators in Wall street,
and it only remains for her to annihilate the
millionaire millers of the Northwest to en-
title her to the reputation of being the invin-
cible scalper of the entire country.

CHEAPER RATES ASSURED

By the New Telegraph Company-=
‘Fwo Proposals Made.

The important meeting of the North
American Telegraph company will be held
to-morrow afternoon. The committee was
at work yesterday and will thoroughly di-
gest the matters in hand for presentation to
the board to-morrow. Two propositions
are before the committee for Eastern con-
nection, one each from the United Lines
and the Baltimore & Ohio, and it requires
considerable study to decide which one to
accept. A member said yesterday:

**The telegraph business is new to all of
us, and I tell you knowledge is necessary
to this business, if to any in the world.
The outcome will be all right, and we ex-
pect not only to make money but to become
a bepefit to the Northwest by reducing
rates. At present Minneapolis and St.
Paul are entirely at the mercy of the West-
ern Union, and pay higher telegraphic tolls
than any cities 1 know of in the Union.
We will end that at once by competition.
and we expect the people to rise up and
call us blessed. Another thing: The peo-
ple seem to have an idea that as soon as we
get in working order. the Western Union
will gobbie us up. Well, don’t you believe
it. 'We propose to hang out and hold to
this stock, and we have virtually pledged
ourselves to it.”

Early yesterday morn-
ing Sergt. Hill visited the house and se-
creted himself in a closet awaiting the
young woman's call. When she did eall
him, he found she had given him $5, and
upon the strength of that circumstance the
arrest was effected.

Baker protests his innocence. He savs
he was called in by the first woman, to be-
friend the other woman in her trials; that
he was told by the latter that the young
man had actually threatened her with an
arrest, and she forced upon him the 85 in
payment for his proffered services in pre-
vailing upon the young man to refrain from
legal recourse.

AN OLD BRACE GAME

Revived in the Arraignment of a
Monte Sharper Yesterday.

Thomas S. Ryan was arraigned before
Judge Koon yesterday to answer an indict-
ment found against him, Feb. 20, last year,
charging him with swindling John Ganon
out of §500. He pleaded not guilty, and
the case was set for next term, H. B. Brown
and Patrick Sullivan going upon his bond
for $1,000. The offense charged dates
back to May 10, 1882, when Ryan, Ganon
and John S. MeCarthy were fellow passen-
gers on @ Manitoba train between Delano
and Howard Lake. A game of carnds was
proposed, monte followed. and in the usual
way and guick time, Ganon was euchred
out of $500. Ganon came to Minneapolis
and put the case in the hands of Detective
Hoy, who soon succeeded in laying hands
upon the sharper. The grand jury indicted
them, but they were released on bail. W.
W. Brown of Minneapolis and J. B. Flan-
negan of St. Paul becoming their sureties
to the extent of $700. When the
day of trial came on, they
were missing and Brown and Flannegan
were out their bail money. The case
dropped out of memory of all but the fleeced
bondsmen, who went quietly to work to
capture their man. Two years ago Me-
Carthy **got his number” and went beyond
earthly tribunals while at St. Louis. Ryan
passed out of sight until last week. when
he was located at Danville, I1l., where he
was arrested by Detective Conners of St.
Paul. He was quite ill when captured. but
was brought back to St. Paul and locked
up for trial, until released on bail yester-
day.

ONE HUSBAND TOO MANY.

The Emery Case Reyived Through
a Siartling Allegation.

Papers were served yesterday in the case
of Dr. G. W. Emery against his wife, in an
action for annulment of marriage, and the
public will soon be treated to a series of
revelations of a whole cemetery of skele-
tons in the closet of the family. The de-
tails of the disagreement between the hus-
band and wife have already been given and
contain distinet allegations of a rupture of
marriage vows on each side, “The attitude
of the husband, however, is unexpected and
startling, and it is based wupon his
assertion of a former husband of Mrs.
Emery, now living in Buffalo, from whom
she separated without the formality of a
divorce. Charles Hayden is his name and
the allegation is that he deserted his wife,
compelling her to support herself. Dr.
Emery met her and persuaded her to be-
come his wife, claiming that he never knew
she had been married. They had no children,
but the doctor had since adopted a boy and
girl. 'This is the gist of the complaint.

Dr. Emery and his wife have been sep-
arated about a month and in that time have
each furnished one or more sensational
newspaper articles, full of acrimonious
charges of infidelity, the latter ringing in
other names in connection with her story.
The wife made a bad case against her hus-
band, who now completely turns the tables.
In such a case no alimony ecan be allowed
the wife if the marriage is declared void,
but since the separation Dr. Emery has
fully provided for her every want. Mrs.
Emery declines to give any statement and
not until an answer is filed will the second
interesting chapter be forthcoming.

IS IT FORGERY?

Complicated Land Litigation, Di-
veorces, Etc., in the District Court.
The suit of Ruth E. Morrison vs. H. H.

Porter and the Chicago, St. Paul & Omaha

Railway Company, which was argued and

submitted before Judge Lochren yesterday,

reveals a curious complication involving
title to a five-acre piece of land in Brock’s
ount lots, East Minneapolis, worth about
$15,000. The land was originally owned
by Stephen Cobb, against whom J. H. Mor-
rison, the plaintiff’s husband, got a judg-
ment in 1859, upon which the land was
sold in February. the vear following, and bid
in by the plaintiff. In 1877 Morrison died,
and his widow claims to have always sup-
posed that the land had passed from her
on a tax title. In some accidental way her
attention was called to a deed to the land
at the office of the register of deeds convey-

ing it from J. H. Morrison to J. F.

Cobb, in December, 1860. This deed

Mrs. Morrison claims never to have

signed, and denies that her husband had the

right to execute it. When the evidence in
the case was taken Wednesday Capt. Tir-
rell and Mr. Braden were called in as ex-
perts, and after comparing the signature to
the deed with that of Mrs. Morrison’s on
another instrument pronounced them to be
the handwriting of the same person in all
probability. The defendauts claim title
both by adverse possession of more than
twenty yvears and by this deed which Mrs.

Morrison denies signing, by which the land

comes to them through a number of subse-

quent transfers.

The taking of testimony in the divorce
suit of John Nusser vs. Mary Ann Nusser
consumed the balance of the day in Judge
Lochren’s court.

William Eibel, alias *‘Serap Iron Bill,”
loomed up yesterday in Judge Lochren’s
court as a defendant in a suit brought by
the Bank of Luverne to recover on a draft
signed by the Minnesota Scrap Iron com-
pany for $367.15. An effort on the part of
the plaintiff was made to show that Free-
man P. Lane and D. B. Johnson were
members of the company and therefore re-
sponsible for tbe draft. Although a ver-
dict against Eibel for the full amount was
returned, the defendants virtually won the
case.

In the action of A. B. Fall vs. M. Hara
to recover possession of certain a
verdict for $41 in favor of the plaintiff was
returned.

Glaster Sentenced to Pay $50 Finee
A Verdict of Acguittal Orderea.
Patrick Glaster, the yonng man convicted
of assanlting Officer Jack Leonard, was
yesterday sentenced to pay a fine of $50 by
Judge Koon in the district court. Mr.
Mirrick, his attorney, stated to the court
that the motion for a new trial had been
waived. He gave the assurance that he had
been authoritively informed that the assault
was not made by Glaster, but by the man
who ran up Sixth avenue and was alluded
to by the county attorney as a ghost. He
considered that his mouth was sealed as to
the identity of the real assailant, but as-
surred the court upon his honor that he
firmly believed Glaster entirely innocent.
