The Erie and the Lackawanna are getting
impatient under the loss of business which
they have sustained since the cut was in-
augurated by the new line. The action oi
the board Of directors of the Baltimore &
Ohio company at their meeting yesterday is
regarded as significant. The board indorsed
the action of its president in cutting pas-
senger rates to the West from New York.
From this it would seem to appear that the
Baltimore & Ohio people intend to stick to

their determination to secure their share of
New York business. It was rumored on the
street to-day that the Pennsylvania would
reduce its Eastern rate from *17.50 to $13.

.Should this be done General Passenger
\u25b2gent C. K. Lord says he will instruct his
agents to cut rates also.

why THE CUT IS MADE.

Assistant General Manager l'angborn of
the Baltimore & Ohio says: ..,.-.. i

When the Pennsylvania road ejected us,
from its line and shut us out of New York
we turned our attention entirely to Balti-
more and Washington business. Last Fri-
day the Pennsylvania road cut in Baltimore
und Washington rates and we cut beneath
them. We then determined to come to New
York and here we are. Wo refused to go into
any pool except on our own terms. These were
that we should be taken back on tho Penn-
sylvania from New York to Baltimore on the
same footing as when wo were ejected. Wo
Will cut beneath tin; pool roads for Western
travel no matter how low they put their
rates.

SITUATION AT CHICAGO.
Special to the Globe.

Chicago, .Jan. 14.—The local agent of
the Baltimore & Ohio railroad to-day re-
ceived notice from C. K. Lord, general
passenger agent of that line, that for the
present there would be no cut in east-
bound passenger rates. There was nothing
explanatory in the message, and Mr.
Lord's intention for the present or the fu-
ture is a matter Of speculation rather than
affirmation. The general passenger agents
of eastern roads are summoned to attend
8 meeting to be lie.d at Cincinnati Tuesday
next Mr Hip purpose of forming an associa-
tion for tin*maintenance of passenger rates,
division of passenger earnings, abolition of
commissioners and the reduction of the ex-
penses of the passenger departments. A
confidential letter has been received by the
general and traffic managers of all lines be-
tween the western terminal of the trunk
lines and the Mississippi river and the Ohio
liver and the lakes, asking their co-opera-
tion in the movement.

Work on the Cai<cadc Division.

Up to the first of this year about 100
miles of road had been completed on the
cast side of the tunnel on the Cascade
division of the Northern Pacific road. Only
about twenty-live miles remain to be built
before the tunnel is reached. This portion
of the road is expected to be completed
before spring, as it is intended to offer
forty miles of the completed road to the
government for acceptance April 1. On
theToeoma side of the Cascade division,
liny miles of road have been built and ac-
cepted. Grading has been nearly completed
on the Yakima division, and forty miles of
steel rails are being laid.

What Will Kccotneof It?
The fact that the Dubuque & Northwest-

ern and Minnesota & Northwestern will be
completed and in running order about the
first of next year, and that the Illinois Cen-
tral's lease of its lowa division willexpire
about that time, caused the belief to be ex-
pressed some time ago that the Illinois Cen-
tral wouldoperate the new load. The Du-
buqoe & Northwestern directory admits
that it does not know what is to become of
the road after its completion, and the be-
lief ha? been revived. The Illinois Central
has often professed that its lowa division
does not pay and t hat it desires a good line
from St. Paul to New Orleans. This it
could obtain by acquiring the Dubuque &
. orihwestern.

Burlington A. Northern.
The Chicago, Burlington & Northern is

being rushed south ofLa Crosse as fast as
possible. A number of box and flat cars
have been sent to Savannah, 111., and track
is being laid this way from Oregon. Nearly
all the bridges south of the Wisconsin river
are now completed. This activity on the
Burlington & Northern during the winter,
when it is hard to make any headway, is
only an instance of the manner in which
that company will push the work whtu
spring opens up. It is the intention of the
company to have trains running to St. Paul
a year hence.

Ice diriiival Tickets.
The general passenger agents ofthe lines

centering in St. Paul held a meeting in the
office of 11. M. Littell,1 general passenger
agent of the Minnesota & Northwestern
road, yesterday to decide upon an iron-clad
ticket for the ice carnival. It was agreed
to sell tickets at one and one-fifth fare,
round trip, good to return within rive days
from day of sale, two days a week from
local stations on all the lines. To sell
oftener, it was thought, would affect the
local business. \u25a0 Each ticket sold will have
a coupon attached, which will admit the
holder to the carnival.

The New Short Line.
The St. Paul & Northern will be suffi-

ciently advanced between St. Paul and
Minneapolis within a week to allow a train"
to run over the track, The bridge across-
the Mississippi at Minneapolis will be com-
pleted by Monday ' and the bridge at St.
Anthony Park is already finished. Passen- '
ger trains will not run over the new line
before a month or two, though freight
trains will do business on it shortly after it
is completed. The short line willbe ope-
rated by the Minneapolis for some lime to
come, while several other lines willrun '
over it.

Minnesota. Transfer.
A meeting of the Minnesota Transfer di-

rectors was held at the union depot yester-
day and routine matters attended to. Pres-
ident J. T. Odell submitted an annual re-
port which shows that the company now
owns 189 acies of land and fifteen and one-
fourth miles of track, of which one and
one-half miles were added the past year.
Other than lor new track 10, 000 were ex-
pended in making improvements. The
tonnage for the year has not been com-
pleted yet, but the estimate made by the
Globe in its annual railway resume was
about correct.

Coat of Hauling Fish.
The Canadian Pacific road has just given

another instance of its intents upon public
funds. A carload of frozen fish was shipped
from Port Arthur to St Paul, and the Man-
itoba road asked the Canadian Pacific to
make a through rate of 50 cents per 100
pounds. The Canadian Pacific telegraphed
in reply that it had already received 65
cents per 100 pounds as its portion of the
haul from Port Arthur to Emerson, and
the Manitoba could take whatever it liked.
The Canadian Pacific made this enormous
charge under the impression that the fish
could only be routed over its line to St
Paul. But it made a mistake and willhaul
no more. A tug has been fitted up at Du-
iuth. and will haul fish from Port Arthur
during the winter, and the St Paul &
Duluth willbrine them to St. Paul.
