NOT A SCANDAL-MONGER.

Our usually good-natured evening con-
temporary seems to have unnecessarily lost
its temper over the discovery of what it
supposes is *‘a mare’s nest in the suit
brought by the city government against the
Burlington road. It is a little singular that
the Dispatch should so fret and fume over
an imaginary ‘‘nigger in the wood-pile,”
when it admits that it has no evidence of
the existence of the aforesaid colored indi-
vidual, nor is there any proof that there is
even a wood-pile, beyond some sort of an
undefined and indefinable inherent moral
assurance of the fact. While the GLOBE
denies the right of the Dispatech to
require it to testify in a case
which probably has no existence except
in the excited imagination of a contempor-
ary whose innate moral sensibilities are so
painfully wounded, still it is will-
ing to waive all technical objections and to
say frankly that it has no knowledge of
any sort of ring or syndicate connected
with the city government which is prose-
cuting or aiding or abetting the prosecution
of the injunction against the Burlington
company. We repeat what we have here-
tofore said, that while we are not sure that
the city government has not erred in the
matter, we are confident that the city an-
thorities were prompted by the purest
motives and had no desire except to protect
the interests of thecity. It isa well-known
fact that the city is responsible for any
damages which may be incurred by the work
that the Burlington company is doing. It is
also well known that the Burlington prom-
ised to indemnify the city against damages,
but failed to keep its promise. The work
was going ahead vigorously, and still the
company refused to come to taw and enter
into a written agreement. Under the cir-
cumstances it was absolutely essential that
the municipal government should adopt
prompt measures to bring the Burlington
company up to a fulfillment of its agree-
ment. Whether or not they pursued the
best course to etfect this is a question open
to discussion. At the same time there is
no reason to impugn their motives in the
matter. So far as the GLoBE is concerned
it prefers to attribute honorable intentions
to the conduct of all men unless it has
positive proof to the contrary. Nor does it
feel justified, in the absence of proof, to rely
on its *“moral beliefs” to assail the charac-
ter of any individual. If our evening con-
temporary wants to adopt that kind of a
policy, then, so far as the GLOBE is con-
cerned, our neighbor shall have the field to
itself.

GREECE’S GRIT.

The sun has not yet set on the Isles of
Greece. There must be a good deal of vi-
tality in a little kingdom which can bristle
up its back in the spunky way that Greece
treats England’s proposed interference.
There is some of the spirit of Marathon
and Thermopyala still left. There isa Mi1r.-
TIADES sort of a ring in the reply of the
Greek government to the note of the Mar-
quis of SALISBURY, in which it is declared
that Greece reserves perfect freedom of ac-
tion. Itis very evident to the English
mind that it is not King THEEBAW the
British government is now fooling with.
Greece may be little, but she is aw-

fully spunky. Still it looks like
reckless courage for a little Kingdom
like Greece to set itself up in

opposition to the continental powers. Ap-
parently it will be an easy matter to crush
the puny kingdom and destroy its armies
and fleets. But it may not be so in reality.
In the first place, the spunk that Greece is
displaying will excite the admiration of the
world and to a certain extent enlist its sym-
pathy. And then, too, there will be a sen-
timental reviving of memories of the heroic
age, when the human race put forth a
strength and glory until then unknown,
which will be an aid to Greece in its present
struggle. And then, too, the fact that
Greece is arrayed against Turkey will be
strength to the Greek cause. "There is no
room for the Turk and his Mohammedan
faith in modern civilization. It is of the
highest importance to the world at large
that the sick man should die, and if Greece
is to be the instrument of destruetion then
she cannot let slip the dogs of war a minute
too soon.

A NEWSPAPER DISPPUTE.

A BIG DEAL IN DIRT.

The Northern Pacific Executive Committee
Bells $750,000 Worth of St. Paul

Property.

Proceeds to be Used in Lessening the Out-
standing Obligations of the

i

Rates on Lumber From Chicago to
Missouri River Points 1o be
Rearranged.

Chileago to Have Her Lake Commerce
Transferred--Localand Gen~
eral Matters.

Large Land Sale.

The executive committee of the Northern
Pacitic Railroad company has sold the com-
pany’s real estate in St. Paul for $750,000.
1t may not be generally known that the
company acquired large holdings of real
property in St. Paul many years since, ata
cowparatively low figure, for terminal pur-
poses. Afterwards St. Paul assigned
ground to the several roads terminating
here for the union depot. The Northern
Pacific having no further need for the real
estate alluded to offered the same for sale,
and at the meeting on Jan. 13 last uccepted
a bid of $750,000. The executive commit-
tee has recommended that the proceeds of
the sale be devoted to the cancellation of a
corresponding amount of the first mortgag
bonds of the company. 1t has been sug-
gested that this $750,000 might be used for
the construction of the tunnel on the Cas-
cade division, as the sum will about cover
the cost of that work. but as funds have
already been provided for that purpose it
was deemed most advantageous to use the
money for the lessening of the outstanding
obligations of the company. P

The report of the sale comes from New
York, and the most careful inquiry of local
officials fails to secure any further informa-
tion of the deal. The opinion, however,
prevails that the sale was made to the Chi-
cago. Burlington & Northern company,
which was trying some time ago to secure
ground for yard room. When President
Touzalin of the Burlington & Northern was
in St. Paul about three months since he
stated to a GLosr representative that he
was arranging for tre purchase of some
property for yard room at a point between
the two cities. He refused to state where

| the land was located or who the property

belonged to. His reticence was no doubt
because of a ire on the part of the
Northern Pacific to have the pending deal
kept quiet. It is known that the Northern
Pacific possessed property near the shops of
the St. Paul & Northern Pacific road, and

| this must be the land that was sold. An-
| other supposition is that the St. Paul &

Northern Pacific might be the purchaser.
With its line between the two ei ies it will
require more terminal room, and might have
secured this from the Northern Pactiic.

Lumber Differentials.

At the meeting of the Southwestern Rail-
way association at Chicago this week a
question will be brought up which is of
great interest to Northwestern lumber ship-
pers. The question is regarding the differ-
ential on lumber rates from Mississippi to
Missouri river points. The present differ-
entials are not satistactory to the Burling-
ton and some other lines, and Viee Presi-
dent T. J. Potter of the Hamilton & St
Joe has demanded a rearbitration. It is
contended that the committee, consisting ot
Vice President Potter of the Burlington and
President Cable of the Rock Island, to
whom the question of rearranging rates and
differentials on lomber business between
Chicago, Mississippi and Missouri river
points had been referred. had no right to
refer the matter to Mr. Bogue for arbitra-
tion. Mr. Bogue, as will be remembered,
decided that the rate from Chicago to Mis-
souri river points be reduced from 18 cents
per 100 pounds to 16 cents,and that the dif-
ferentials from Missouri river points remain
the same as before. This is the point on
which the principal misunderstanding ex-
ists, and it will be no easy job, to get the
consent of all the roads to another arvitra-
tion. The Alton is particalarly opposed
to rearbitration and takes the ground that
the rates from Mississippi river points are
now too high as compared with the rates
from Chicago, and the Mississippi river
points now enjoy a great advantage over
Chicago.

Northwestern’s Extension.

The correet plat of the route of the
Wyoming Central railway, an extension of
the Fremont, Elkhorn & Missouri Valley
railway, otherwise the Chicago & North-
western, through the northern and central
portion of Wyoming Territory, has been
filed at the land office in Cheyenne. The
road follows the course of the Running
Water to a point near the head waters of
Shawnee creek. Thence it will runina
southerly direction along the west side of
the Shawnee, striking the Platte about a
mile anda half from the mouth of the
creek. 1t then follows the Platte to the
Fort Fetterman military reservation. The
plat thus definitely locates the line, showing
only a few changes from the course origin-
ally decided upon. The right of way is se-
cured by eongress, and it is evident that all
preparations are being made to push the
road during the coming summer,

Southern Pacific Land Case.

WAaAsHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The house
committee on publie lands to-day heard a
long argument by ex-Senator McDonald of
Indiana against the pending proposition
to declare forfeited the land grant of the
Southern Pacific Railroad company. At
the conclusion of the argument the commit-
tee went into secret session, and the matter
was debated at length. Mr. McRea of
Arkansas moved that the entire land grant
be declared forfeited, an@ Mr. Strait of
Minnesota pro to amend that motion
so as to include within the forfeiture only
such lands as are opposite unconstructed
portions of the road. Pending debate the
committee rose and the matter was made a
special order for Thursday next, after the
arguments on the proposition to forfeit the
Atiantic & Pacific land grants shall have
been heard.

Will Transfer Her Lake Commerce.

CHICAGO, Jan. 26.—Mayor Harrison in a
letter to-day requested Gov. Oglesby to
designate a comp:ittee of citizens to confer
with the Illinois Central Railroad company
for the purpose of arranging a compromise
of the company’s claim to the mile width
of submerged lands fronting Chicago. The
purpose is to arrive at asettlement whereby
the lake commerce of the city may be trans-
ferred from the Chicagzo river to a great
system of docks projected from the lake
front. The river is now spanned by so
many bridges as to seriously impede naviga-
tion. but the number is still insufficient to
provide for the city’s street travel.

No Agreement Reached Yert.

Louis and Missouri River Passenger associa-
tion held two sessions to-day. but made no
