War Near at Hand.

Washington, Jan. 27.—The Globe
representative talked with several Republi-
can senators this afternoon since learning

of the action of the nuance committee, aud
while none of them were willing to be
quoted in advance of the future debate, it
Is evident they have started out for a light.
They are not exactly clear yet as to what
they will do to carry their point, but they
hold very extreme views as to what it is
possible for them to do in asserting the
power and prerogatives of the senate. One
ofthe most conservative of the Republican
senators, a gentlemun who has refused U»
believe there would be any tight between
the president and senate, said with un-
usual emphasis:

The attorney general is to be the first tar-

The
introduction of the resolution will lead to
partisan debate. The Republican majority
has undoubtedly the power to pass it and
willpass it. The attorney general, when
the resolution comes to him, will have to
ask his chief, the president, to tell him
what to do. The president will undoubt-
edly take time before he has his attorney
general make answer. The subject will be
considered at one or two cabinet meetings
before an answer can be made. It is not
possible to foreshadow what this answer
certainly will be. One of the closest ad-
visers of the president said this afternoon:

EXTREKK PARTISANSHIP.
The senator then wont on to say that the

Democrats had foreseen to a certain extent
what the Republicans intended to do, but
none of them had calculated upon the ex-
treme partisan lengths to which they were
evidently prepared to go.

"The position assumed by them," said he,
"means a bitter partisan fight and no con-
firmation In a single case of suspension."

The Indiana senator said further that the
Democrats were prepared for the debate.
They would concede that the senate had
the right to call for the papers relating
to appointments. Beyond this they
could not go. Several of the Demo-
cratic senators said they had feared the
approaching struggle, because the Republi-
cans had apparently made out such a good
position for themselves to present to the
public. They could represent that they
were merely seeking for information, and
that they refused to give it to them would
justify their refusal to confirm. After
thinking it all over, however, they were
fully peis laded that the public would not
support the demands of the Republicans,
and they therefore proposed to light them
on their own ground and make a strong ap-
peal to the public in the open session of the
senate, where this most interesting struggle
with the president is now fairly begun.

riie Honte Committee Will Favoß
a New Department.

Washington, Jan. 27.— The committee
on agriculture of the house to-day agreed to
accept the amendment proposed by the la-
bor committee to Mr. Hatch's bill to enlarge
the powers and duties of the department of
agriculture, and ordered the bill to be fav-
orably reported to the house. As agreed
upon in committee, the law provides for
the establishment of a department of agri-
culture and labor, under the supervision of
a secretary of agriculture and labor, who
shall be appointed by the president and con-
firmed by the senate. The bill also pro-
vides for the appointment of an assistant
secretary. The new section presented for
incorporation in the .bill by the labor
committee creates in the department ofag-
riculture and labor a division which shall be
under the charge of a commissioner of la-
bor, who snail be appointed by the presi-
dent with the advice and consent ofthe
senate. He is to hold office for four years
unless sooner removed, and

RECEIVE A SALARY
of 54,000 per annum. The commissioner
shall collect information upon the subject
of labor, its relation to capital, the hours
of labor, the earnings of laboring men and
women, the means of promoting their
material. Intellectual and moral prosperity,
and the best means to protect life and pre-
vent accidents in mines, workshops, factor-
ies and other places of industry. The sec-
retary of agriculture and labor is empow-
ered to inquire into the causes of discon-
tent which may exist between employers
and employes within the United States,
and he may invite and hear sworn state-
ments from both parties concerning the
matter* in controversy. The secretary
shall make a report to congress annually
upon the condition of labor in the United
States, accompanied by such recommenda-
tions as he may deem important. The
bills to establish a department of indus-
tries willbe reported back to the house by
the committee on labor, with the announce

meut that their main features have been
incorporated in the bill to be reported by
the committee on agriculture.

Washington', Jan. 27. —The house com-
mittee on Military affairs to-day instructed
Mr. Viele to MfOTt favorably to the house
the bili introduced by Mr. Dowdney tor the
erection of a monument iv New York city
to the memory of lien. Grant. The bill
appropriate! HN.9M for the purpose of
erecting the monument on ground to be do-
nated by the city. The president is author-
ized to appoint an officerof engineers of
the army and two commissioners to serve
without pay, who. with the executive com-
mittee of the Grant monument association
of New Fork, shall expend the money un-
der the direction of the secretary of war.
Itis proposed, however, that no part of the
money so appropriated shall be expended or
drawn from the treasury of the United
Mates until the sum of S 250, 000 shall have
been subscribed and paid into the hands of
said Giant monument association, and is
available for the purpose of erecting the
monument.

THE MILITARTCOMMITTEE SAY-:
The remains of this illustrious citizen and

soldier are entombed in a locality wslected
in accordance with his dying request. Tbe
immediate spot is one hallowed by the foot-
steps of Washington and on a battle grouud
of the Revolution, occupying a OOBMsaadlag
position of some 125 feet above the waters

Of tIMHudson river. The iniinicipiilauthori-
ties of the city of New York, on learning of
the expressed wish of Gen. Grant, promptly
offered to his family the choice of any spot
they might select in auy of their gTeat public
parks. In accordance witu this jronerous
offer the place was selected which now con-
tains his remains. A nation mourned at his
grave, the highest representatives ot the na-
tion participated in the obsequies, millions of
Americans have visited the tomb and an al-
most endless procession are still visiting it.
For years to come it will be a Mecca for all
wbo love their country and all who venerate
the greatness and Christian magnanimity of
tbis distinguished soldier and statesman.
Regarding the erection of a memorial on this
hallowed spot as a truly national project, in
which all Americans should be allowed to
unite, worecommend the passage of the bill.

A CAUTIOIS COMMITTEE.

Silver Diseased Informally, but do

Action Taken.
Washington; Jan. 27, —Thehousecom-

mittee on coinage, weights and measures to-
day begau the consideration of the silver
question. The whole subject was discussed
in an informal way, and while members
spoke more freely than heretofore they did
not state theii views specifically, but in
very general terms. The discussion took a
very wide range, reference beiug made to
the French monetary system and our own '

paper money. The following resolution
was introduced by Mr. Landam during the
session of the committee:

Resolved, That it is the duty of the com-
mittee on coinage, weights and measures at
as early a day as practicable to report to the
house a bill looking to the free coinage of
standard dollars.

Mr. Scott of Pennsylvania thereupon in-
troduced as a substitute for this resolution
the following:

Resolved, As the sense of this committee
that the best interests of the country cannot
be promoted by any bill now before the com-
mittee looking to the free coinage of silver.

Mr. Holniau also introduced a resolution
on the subject, which reads as follows:

Resolved, That it is the sense of this com-
mittee that the laws regulating and providing
for the issue of gold and silver coinage
should be so amended as to provide for the
retirement of the same and for the issue of
coin certificates in their stead.

No action was taken by the committee
upon any of these resolutions, nor did they
elicit a distinct expression of views from
any of the members. It was resolved that
the question should be further discussed
and opinions sought from different persons
interested in the question until Feb. 10.
when the committee will proceed t<» con-
sider the distinct propositions nowbefore it.

London, Jan. 27.— 1t Is stated this
morning that emissaries of Mr. Gladstone
are at work among the Irish members
endeavoring to convince them that the
home-rule demand has had a fair trial and
proved itself to be impossible of realiza-
tion at this time, and that by supporting
Mr. Gladstone in a policy of Irish
concession «'ii the general prin-
ciples indicated by the rollings

amendment they will be acting justly
towards their constituents, and will enable
the Liberals to form a strong government,
supported by English sentiment, and from, which Ireland may obtain valuable legisla-

jtion. Mr. Chamberlain, who was visibly
delighted with Mr. Gladstone's remarks on
the Collings amendment, was seen to
engage Mr. Parnell in an earnest
conversation soon afterward, and it is said
his devotion to Liberalism has been sud-
denly ripened to enthusiasm by the pros-
poet of his favorite land theories being al-
lowed a chance of incorporation in the
Gladstone platform, and that he is doing his
utmost to bring Paniell into the attitude re-
ferred to.

I'ainell will let the home-rule question take
a secondary place for the time at
least and support Gladstone in a general
policy of reform by which he will command
the support of all his former Whig and
Radical allies and gain a sufficient number
of moderate Tory converts to give him a
majority of the present house, without re-
course to another popular vote.

Lord Randolph Churchill was made
a steady and sober politician by the ie«ponsi-
bilityof holding office. The Karl of Carnar-
von, lord lieutenant of Irelaud. under difficult
conditions, did better than any other viceroy
of Ireland. It is evident the Liberals do not
monopolize the requirements for statesman-
ship.

THE HI MINISTRY.
Speculating on the probabilities of a new

ministry, the Gazette says that a strong
one could be formed by Mr. Gladstone*if
he would take into it such men as James
Chamberlain. John Motley, William
Sprostan (.Vine, Reginald R. Bret. Sir
Geonre Russell, Lord Roseberry. Lord
Martinet* n and Mr. Parnell. Roseberry,
the Gazette thinks, should be made colonial
secretary, ami Uartington foreign secre-
tary in place of Lord Derby and Lord
Granville, who filled these offices respect-
ively in the iast Gladstone cabinet, and
who, together with Karl Kimberly, formerly
Liberal secretary for India, should, the
Gazette maintains, be excludtxl from any
future government the Liberals may be
called upon to form. Mr. Parnell, the
paper continues, will, in any event, be
virtually the chief secretary for Ireland,
and he might as well be taken into the
cabinet first as last. In conclusion the

Londox, Jan. 27. —The Globe (Conserv-
ative) says it is rumored that Mr. Paruell
has resolved to use the home-rule vote to
overthrow Mr. Gladstone at the first oppor-
tunity that presents itself, should the Lib-
erals assume power. Mr. Parnell will do
this for the purpose of exhibiting to the
Irish abroad his power, in order to stimu-
late donations to the Parnell ite treasury-,
which was nearly drained by the recent elec-
tions. The Globe is also authority for the
statement that Mr. Gladstone's new cabinet
willbe mainly Radical, and that it will in-
troduce a measure of English and Irish land
policy designed to settle the Irish question
without conceding home rule in any form.
In this way Mr. Gladstone hopes to retain
the support of both the Radicals and Par-
nellites. Lord Salisbury is anxious to ac-
quaint the country with the nature of the
Irish policy he intended to pursue if he had
remained in power, and wi'l probably take
occasion to make some statement in the
bouse of lords to-morrow which will give
him an opportunity to unfold his intended
treatment of the Irish question.

Cold French Mapathy.

Pakis, Jan. —If. De Freyclnet to-day
Informed M. Criesis the Greek charge
d'affairs that France, although she sympa-
thized with Greece, was unable to separate
herself from the powers toward that
country.

Excitement In Crete.
Constantinople, Jan. 27.—The Inhab-

itants of the Island of Crete, three-fourths
of whom are Greeks, are excited over the
prospect of the arrival of a Greek squadron-
There are only two Turkish iroii-clads in ,
Crete waters, and they are stationed at
Suda bay. They would be unable to resist
the progress ofa Greek fleet. Tlw Turkish
garrison on the island numbers 1,000 men.

London, Jan. 27.— British Med-
iterranean fleet has been ordered to rendez-
vous at Souda Bay. Crete,

London, Jan. 28.— Greece has informed
Turkey that the Greek squadron has gone
on a cruise and will not visit Crete.

TTnion to be Consummated.
Constantinople, Jan. 27. —M. Tsan-

ona. the Bulgarian foreign minister, is
negotiating with the portc*for a complete
union of Bulgaria and Eastern Roumelia
with one legislature and administration for
both. The porte seems [ friendly to the
scheme and an early settlement ofthe ques-
tion is expected. The Turkish and Bul-
garian troops on the frontier are on the
beat ofterms and fraternize.

Sen-la's Warlike At itude.

Sofia. Jan. 27.—The Ottoman and Bul-
garian delegates have started for Bucharest
to attend the peace negotiation--. Bulgaria
insists upon a war indemnity. The Servi-
ans are vigorously fortifying between Him
and Pierot The inhabitants living on the
frontier have been ordered to withdraw into
the interior, as it is expected war will be
renewed in spite of the armistice. Servian
troops are massing on the frontier and
erecting earth works.

The Southern Pacific Open.

Sax Francisco, Jan. 27.—The breaks
on the Southern Pacific railroad between
here and Los Aneeles have been repaired
and the road is now open its entire length
from here to New Orleans. All trains are
running on regular schedule time to-day.

Fierce Flumes in .\e\v Orleans.

New Orleans, Jan. 27. —A fire which
broke out at the corner of Josephine and
Liberty streets this evening is now burning
fiercely and will probably sweep the entire
square.

leaves. Our host takes an ivory scoop,
carved in the shape of a large tea leaf,

filled the little teapot fullof loosely-heaped
leaves, and then, having poured the hot
water into the pitcher that it might cool a
little, poured it into the teapot leaves.

The hot water had barely touched the
leaves in the little teapot that we were
watching so closely when the host began
pouring off a stream of pale straw-colored
tea into the little cup* that were then
passed, each only half full of the infusion.
This tea was as delicate and fragrant as if
made of rose leaves, and the three sii»s in
each cup slipped so smoothly down one's
throat that no one dreamed of its being
strong enough io keep one awake fortwelve
hours afterwards.

Valuable Exchanges of Opinion on
Cheese and Uuttermaklug.

Kiculaxd Cam, Wis., Jan. 27.—

The second session ofthe Wisconsin Dairy-
men's association opened with a large num-
ber of new arri\als from the Eastern por-
tion of the >tate. l'rof. Annsu>y ot the
Wisconsin university discussed the value of
rich food for producing milk. He
Stated the richer the food the less
water in the milk. He found corn meal,
oil meal, bran, fodder, corn and hay were
thel>e>t feed tor the cow. as these articles
pwsmtei butter fat and casein. May Al-
vord of New York gave his reasons why we
churn and how. He asserts that uiilk is an
emulsion, and that the butter fats are not
held in sacks, hence there is
no necessity for rupturing or
breaking them. This statement
did not meet with approval by the dairy-
men, who long have held to the views that
the butter fats were held in little sacs or
cells. Quality was the leading idea in but-
ter making, and this should be gained by
gentle agitation. If cream is churned at
M degrees or less, but little butter can be
had. If above 00 degrees, the same difti-
culty will De experienced. He concluded

A few
days after he disappeared Ben Brown went
to Arnold's farm and claimed it. Baying
Arnold had made a mortgage to him on the
farm in consideration Of $100. He carried
his point, and carried things with a high
hand. The suspicions of the neighborhood
