BhO is possessed
of remarkable tact aud much natural clev-
erness, but she is entirelj too frivolous to
devote more than a passing thouc.it to the
condition of the people who surround her.
The emperor and his wife are quite exetu
plary in their family Ufa. and are really
fond of their numerous children and
attached to the old servants oftheir house-
hold. Were the czar simply a country
gentleman of Russia he would be happ>
and contented, respected by all and blessed
by many. As it is. however, his slumbers
must often be troubled by the nightmare of
a possible revolution. His attention is al-
ways called back to the late -of fonnei
monarchs. aud this is not unreasonable
either. It istirmly believed by many that
were Russia —at the present time of general
discontent prevailing in the country —en-
gaged in a great European war. and wen-
she to be found on tlie losing side, the
house of Romauotr would be shaken to its
foundation.

Murray to-day returned to the territorial
legislature with his veto the bill which that
body had passed, giving absolute right ot
bail pending appeals to all convicts, except-
ing in cases of murder of the lirst deuev.
The governor says lUe present bail law sea
bi-on adjusted in the United Stales supreme
court and been sustained. It lias been
wisely applied in the discretion of the
courts, winch discretion the proposed meas-
ure would take away altogether. Since
the beginning of the enforcement of the
Edmunds law. Judge Zaue has generally re-
lu>ed bail to all persons convicted of unlaw-
ful cohabitation aud polygamy landing ap
peal. In that he has been sustained bj
the supreme court. The object of the
vetoed bill was to break up this way ol
dealing with Mormon convicts, who always
appeal and would thereby often escape
punishment or postpone the evil day to an
intlehnite future.

Senator Harrison Calls Up the Bill and
Makes an Able Flea for tbe

South Sute.

The Senate to be Enlightened on the Other

The Admission Bill.
IfAStmfGTON, Jan. 27. —Mr. Harrison

called uu the bill for the admission of Da-
kota and addrtsoed the senate upon it. lie
said:

No man could suppose that the descendants
ofthe men. who in IT'.flcomplained of the ap-
pointment of their official* by other than
themselves, would Ion? be content with the \u25a0

treatment of their affairs as territorial and
colonlaL We should remember who those :
people are who inhabit this territory of Da-
kota. They have been until lately citizens of
the several states and have exercised all the
privileges of citizenship. They, therefore, j
know how valuable is the privilege of citi-
zenship. [Mr. Harrison spoke of the im- -
meuso Droaucts of tbe territory last year, and
of the general thrift of its people.l How .
can we Justify ourselves in denyinir to a peo- !
pie capable of such rapid and prosperous de-
velopment the right to admission as a state?
They are people largely made up of the
brave men who have fought In the Union
armies, bavin? by their service In those
armies given pstpafMl ty to the institutions
of the government. That fact may account
for their discontent with thoir present politi-
cal condition. Cut I have heard the objec-
tion, however. In the senate, that tbere are
not Democrats enough In tlie territory, and
that Dakota should wait until another terri-
tory

was ready for admission. Can we get rid of
tin'" old pairing system? It ifre out of sla-
very, an 1 ought to have died with slavery.
Every territory should be admitted on tho
basis of its own conditions. Dakota has by

Its proposed constitution made ample provis-
ion lor the perpetual maintenance of public
school* and has made a compact with the
Unitod States forever, securing religious
liberty to all residents of tho pro(K>sed state.
South Dakota has made herself fully and law-
fullyready, and now stands at tbe door of
congress, asking for admission to the Union.

As to the method by which tho new state
shOJld be admitted, Mr. Harrison reviewed
the arrangements for admission In the cases
ofother stales, and Insisted that the method
pursued in ttii-> instance was in harmony with
precedents and law. On the question of a
division of the prfsent territory on the forty-
sixth parallel, Mr. Harrison recited tacts
showing repeated efforts of both North and
South Dakota to secure such division, the
territorial legislature having unanimously
urged it. and resolutions nf cor.vontionft of
both political parties having urged It. Itwas
not a party question. As to whether a pre-
liminary"enabling" act of emigres* was nec-
essary before a state could be admitted to tbe
Union. Mr. Harrison contended that no such
act was necessary. He reviewed the cases of

without such act. In the cats or Tennessee,

Arkansas and Oregon, and. In turn, asked in
what respect the senator from South Caro-
lina disputed that Dakota had not come
within the precedents.

Mr. Butler said he would satisfy the sena-
tor from Indiana before the debate was
tbroufrh.

Mr. Harrison was not euro of that.
Mr. Butter saM it he did not satisfy him.

Itwas because the senator could not bo satis-
fied.

Mr. Harrison concluded with th»» remark^
Hint the people of Dakota, not crioginfrly,
but respectfully, requested to be admitted to
participate with the other states of the Union
in all the privileges of American citizenship.

Mr. Butler then took the Moor to reply to
Mr. Harrison, but yielded for an executive
session, after which the senate adjourned.

VOICE OF THE PEOPLE.
A Defense off Our Diplomatic Corp*.

To t!>» 8 IItor of the Glrne:
An editorial In the Globs of this morning

under the bead A Diplomatic Reform, has
the following: "There is a growing feeling
among Americans that our policy Of keeping ,
up a diplomatic corps is a humbug. The av-
erage American citizen fails to see any wis-
dom in keeping a corps of high-salaried offi-
cial* banging around the courts of the vari-
ous monarchies of earth with ostensibly no
higher mission than to ape foreign manners
for three or four years and then to come back i
borne to breed discontent among the people i

b cause ofour plain democratic customs. So '
strong is thin feeling growing that unless
there is a change in the methods ofit. the
whole diplomatic system will be wiped out
within a few years, and what duties now at-
tach to that almost sinecure feature of our
govern mer.t will be devolved exclusively on
the state department at Washington." Ithas
been so common (or a jrocd part of the I

AMERICANPRESS
to treat our diplomatic service in a disparajr- i
Ing manner, that I am not very much sur-
prised thut a journal as intelligenta*the
Globe should express similar views. I think,
however, that tie Globe's estimate of our !
diplomatic service is erroneous.

One of the earliest of American diplomatic
representatives was Dr. Fran who secured
toe alliance and aid of France in the struggle '

for lnoej»endenc»-. Who can estimate tnc [
value of the service of Dr. Husb. who as the .
diplomatic representative of the Patted States
at London, secured, in 1817, ie permanent !
disarmament of the Northern lakes. I«m
sure the American people hare only a very
slight conception of the value of the serv-
ices of Charles Francis Adams as the diplo-
matic representative ofthe United States at
London in the early part of our civil war.
But for iii« Influence it is not no improbable
that the Confederates would have received
very much more aid than they did from En-
gland. During the siege of Paris the only
diplomatic representative who remained
there was the one from the United States,

MR. WA^HBCRN,

who. as is well known, by bis many good act*
for the Germans won the admiration of tin?
German nation, even without eitiug tho
respect of Frenchmen.

William L.Marcy.tho able secretary of state
under President Pierce, defined the work of
our diplomatic rcDresentatircs .is follows:
'•The object of diplomatic missions is to ad-
just differences and conduct affaire between
government* la regard to their politi-
cal and commercial relations, and to
furnish the iroveriinteut at home with
information touching tut- country to which
the mission i- accredited more full and iic-
cut ate than might be obta nod through the
ordinary channels, or more promptly than
the tame information might otherwise be re-
oelved."

Tbe greater part of the work done by our
diplomatic reprc~»-i!tativ«-s is known inlylo
tbe dt-pai tun lit of >tate. Th«-rt Hre various
matters wtilch in almost every couutrv n-
quire investigation and work by our dtpto-
malk? agunts and of which the public ln-.tr>
but little. Of course there may bo »<>:iio who
are Indolent, but the majority have as a rule
tx-en usefully employed and they have as-
sisted In maintaining the peaceful relations
which for a loug time have subsisted between
: he United States and all foreign countries.
When our

CENTENNIALEXHIBITION

was to take place our diplomatic representa-
tives were very efficient in getting the gov-
ernmeuts to which they were accredited to
take part In the same: and tbero were some
instances where, through such efforts, foreign
.-outlines had appropriated money for the ex-
hibition and had their agents en the ground
while yet somo leading Journals in New York
were ridiculing tbe idea ofhaving an exhibi-
tion. Onlr a few years ago single letter post-
ago was as high us 20 cents to some of thi-
countries whence we have received many
thousands of our most valuable Immigrants.
lhe reduction of postage and the adoption of
a uniform rate of 5 cents to every foreign
country were owing not a little to the labor*
of some ofour diplomatic officers. Treaties
for the protection of naturalized citizens, for
the protection of trade marks and the im-
provement of commerce are among the sub-
jects which In late years bare occupied con-
siderable of the time of our missions abroad.
One object In keeping a diplomatic represent-
ative in a foreign country H to bare an agent
there in a position to be of service to bis
government in case, of an oruergcucv. An
emergency may not arise, but all govern
ments deem it best to be prepared for one.

While Gideon Wells was secretary or tin-
nary our government had to send an expedi-
tion to Paraguay which, as Mr. Weils said,
cost

several MILLION- DOLLARS.
But Iventure to sar that ifwe bad sus-

tained a diplomatic representative In that
country, In a way such as a diplo-
matic representative of a country like ours
should be sustained. sucb an expedi-
tion and such an enormous expenditure never
would hare been required. Our American
shipping is not what it once was nor what it
should be; and yet there are several foreign
countries whose ports are now annually vis
ited by thousands of American teamen. I
tally believe that these aeamon and that
American travelers abroad are surer of hav-
ingtheir rights respected from tbe fact that
an American diplomatic representative is in
the country able to protect them.

There Is a tendency to abolish national dis-
tinction*. For many purposes the world i>
becoming one country. Hence there is mop
md more rcusou for the United State-, to con-
tinue rather thau to cease sending diplomatic
igeots abroad. A few now missions have la
ate years been established. Idoubt If an;
will very soon be abolished.

The pay of our diplomatic officers is the
same as fixed during the administration of
President Pierce In 1858. It is smaller than
what other leading countries pay: is out Ol
proportion to the dignity, expense and Im
uortAnce of the offices filled and ought to Im
increased.
