It
provides that all plans and specifications
for bridges over navigable streams must first
he, approved by the legislature: in Other
word*, before Siat en Island sound can \>e
bridged the legislature must approve of the
plans. Should tliis bill pass it would be
m reral yean before the bridge eoaU be
built, utlte next legislature would have to
approve the specifications. The bill was
referred to a committee that is packed in
Pennsylvania's interest Later on in the
•lay, however, the Baltomore A- Ohio was as

cheerful as ever. It said the Chase measure
was too absurd to pass. Then the news
that the boose committee on riparian rights
bad accepted on behalf of the legislature an
invitation to go on a junketing down Sutcii
Island Bound, <>n Tbar*day, Feb. 4. pleased
the Baltimore ft Ohio people. The trip
willbe conducted by the Baltimore & Ohio,
and will be made as elaborate and enjoja-
ble as possible.

Chicago, Jan. 27—There is good author-
ity for statins: that the rumors relative to
negotiations between the Chicago & Atlan-
tic and the Baltimore & Ohio, looking to

closer tcafie arrangements, have a founda-
tion in fact, and if an agreement
is arrived at, will result in some
very important changes. The projH>sition
as between Mr. Jewetl and Mr. (larrctt,
contemplates the building of a lino from
Marion, 0., toe present eastern terminus
ol the Chicago & Atlantic, to Zauesville,
()., where connections will be made with
the Baltimore &Ohio. It is expected that
by the time this new road is built the Balti-
more & Ohiowill have secured its {few York
entrance, thus giving the Chicago &Atlantic
equal facilities to what it has enjoyed with
the Erin. The dicker also contemplates the
use of the Chicago Atlantic's Chicago
terminal and 1he* Baltimore it Ohio for its
passenger and possibly a portion of its
freight business. This would solve a prob-
lem that is panting Baltimore & Ohio
people, and they could view with in-
difference the result of Hie legal contest as
to terminals now pending between them
and the Illinois < ential railroad. The rela-
tions now existing between the. Chicago &
Atlantic and the Erie are anything but har-
monious and are growing worse daily.
The Erie throws all of its west-bound
freight to the Pennsylvania roads, refuses
to furnish Chicago & Atlantic with cars lor
east-bound business or return cars beyond
or hired by the Chicago & Atlantic to load
its freight our ofChicago, and it ischarued,
appeals to western connections to divert
their traflk; from the Chicago & Atlantic.
This state of things is anything but pleas-
ant, and there is nothing strange in the fact
that President Jewell is casting around in
other directions for a friendly outlet.

TOWARDS THE PACIFIC.
Contemplated Extension* to tbe

cifie Coast.
Itappears that the Chicago & Northwest-

ern is making a more determined effort to
extend its linn to this coast than local rail-
road authorities have tints far credited it
with, and il the company does not have an
Independent route to this coast within the
Tiext live years it willbe owing to its fail-
me to outstrip tr»e Burlington. The state-
ment was made recently that the North-
western would soon connect with the Cen-
tral Pacific at Ugden and Com a traffic ar-
rangemetri with the latter road similar to
that ol the Atchlaon and Southern Pacilic,
but this report, would now appear to be in-
exact, as the Northwestern announces
its Intention of crosshig the Central Pacific
at Corrine, Utah, withina year. A route
is said to have been surveyed from Corrine
to Eureka, New, and Austin, the. southern
terminal of branch lines, which form feeders

t<» the Central Pacilic. The proposed route
then proceeds to the Sierra, crossing the
ranee at a point not far from the Vosemite.
Itis believed that the Northwestern has,
through agents here, made a careful esti-
mate of the cost of terminal facilities at
different points on the bay. and has secured
statements as to their feasibility. One re-
port is to the effect that it will not seek to
secure terminals through any route now
open, but will proceed to construct its own
line from an advantageous site not far
from tbe Southern Pacilic company's mole.
What gives force to the reports* that the
Burlington is about to extend its line to this
coast is the fact that it now has on hand
more steel rails than it has owned for years,
and is adding to its large stock every month
through purchases by agents in England.
Then there is the direct statement of gen-
eral Manager Potter, made while in tin"9
city recently; and since confirmed in several
interviews, that his road was seeking au in-
dependent outlet to this coast. There is
the further statement that a party of sur-
veyors are now making out a railroad route
across the state toward the Sierra rauge,
but whether the line is for the Burlington
or the Northwestern does not transpire. —
San Francisco Chronicle.

Ilt'nSOX BAY KOI TE.

A Very Important fleeting' Held at
Winnipeg £.a%t Week.

Assistant General Passenger Agent Dixon
and Traveling Passenger Agent Ross of the
Milwaukee & St. Paul road returned yester-
day from an extended trip over the North-
west. They went first to Winnipeg, then
to Fargo, Jamestown, Miles City and
Helena. They did not do much business
on the way, running out of material before
the trip was ended. At Winnipeg they I
transacted some very important business,
though to such giant railroad schemers it is
looked upon as a mere bagatelle. The

business consisted in arranging all prelimi-
naries for the building of the famous Hud-
son's Hay route from Winnipeg north to
some point on Hudson's Bay, to be deter-
mined when the line reaches there. Mr.
Dixon in an interview made the following
statement, in his clear and comprehensive
way, the truth of which Mr. Ross endorsed*

When Ileft St. Paul it was with the inten-tion of hurrying oil the work of constructionof the Hudson's Bay road as quickly as possi-
ble. On arriving at Winnipeg:, 1 was received
in a quiet way by others interested in the

.scheme. We talked over what had best be
done, and the meeting broke up after a few
hours' hot discussion without any other actionbeing: taken than my election as president, and
the . appointment of a general manager,
•whose name 1 do not wish at present to make
known. I proposed that the company be
made both a railway and navigation one, and
that the line commenced at Big Stone Lake,
Minn., so that Minnesota and Dakota .would
both have a show at the benefits to be de-
rived from such a line. That the Bed river
be made navijmble from Lake Traverse, when
an outlet will be had to Lake Winnipeg, from
v here the railroad could be built.

The Northern Pacific Land Deal.

The real estate transfer by the Northern
Pacific road, mentioned in yesterday morn-
ing's G1.03E, was the transferring of prop-
erty to the St. Paul & Northern Pacific.
The Northern Pacific company, under the
Villard regime, purchased a large amount
of property between the two cities. It then
organized the St. Paul & Northern Pacific
company as a terminal for the Northern
Pacihc at St. Paul, the former contracting
to build a line from Brainerd to St Paul.
One of the stimulations of the contract m
that when the line was completed to St.
Paul a certain amount of terminal property
should be transferred to it, and thi*- was
done to the extent of $75,000 wortli, as
stated in the Globi:.

SIGNAL. SERVICE IIt IIIts.

Second Comptroller .flajnard l>is-
rovrm IHany Irrrifuluritip*.

Washixgtox, Jan. 27. —Mr. Maynard,
second comptroller of the treasury, has made
a report ujwii the adjustment and settle-
ment of the accounts of disbursing officers
of the signal service, which, as he asserts,
shows that many apparently irregular and
unauthorized disbursements have been
made. The report says that from Sept. 21,
1880, to March 19. I!SS4, Itwould appear
that the expenditures fur telegraphic serv-
ices aggregated upwards of half a million
of dollars. No sufficient vouchers are pre-
sented for this expenditure. Vouchers are
presented lor the alleged rent of wire from
the Western Union Telegraph company be-
tween Washington and Cape May. Norfolk,
Lewes and Philadelphia tor several years
at ?ir>.ooo per annum. No allowance can
be made for the rent of leased lines, and no
authority is shown to exist conferring power
upon the chief signal officer to rent private
lines. Since 1873 over $750,000 have been
appropriated for the construction, main-
taeance, etc., of military telegraph lines.
What lines have been constructed or

WHAT HAS BKCOMK OF HBM
does not appear. Bills for representation
and exhibition at the Paris electrical con-
gress of 1881 to the amount of about 5:>.500
are shown. Many of these were unauthor-
ized. From September, 1880, to August,
1882, bills to the amount of over SCO, OOO
for services of civilian employes, experts,
etc., in the Washington office only ap]»ear,
and were mainly paid out of the appro-
priation for the observation and report of
storms. Such exj>enditure was unauthor-
ized. Between July, 1882, and Jan. 1,1^4.
there was expended over 810,000 in the
erection of permanent buildings and struc-
tures. This expenditure was in violation oi
section 112G of the Kevised Statutes, which
prohibits the erection of permanent build-
ings unless detailed estimates have pre-
viously been approved by congress. Many
items appear which were paid out of ap-
propriations which were not applicable to
their payment if authorized. The comp-
troller says that all of the accounts which
have been tiled with the accounting officers
relating to this service since September,
1880, require an examination and adjust-
ment, and such of them as have been ex-
amined and settled ou a different basis
should be re-examined.

Yesterday in tbe Menate.
Washixgtox, Jan. 2".—In the senate

the committee ou library was directed to
consider the subject of placing in the vacant
niches of the senate chamber and its cor-
ridors busts of the vice-presidents of the
United States. Mr. Ingalls' national uni-
versity bill was referred to the committee
on education and labor. The .Sioux reserva-
tion bill, after some debate, went over. The
electoral count bill was postponed until
Monday next. The Dakota bill was taken
up and debated at some length. [The dis-
cussion of thN bill willbe found with other
Dakota matters on the tilth pace.] After
an executive session the senate adjourned.

THE KA.PEKS WASTED.
Wasitixotox, Jan. 27.—1n the senate

executive session Senator ilorrill offered
two resolutions, which went over for a day
under objection from the Democratic side.
One of them is similar to that offered by
Senator Edmunds from the judiciary com-
mittee on Monday. It directs the secretary
of the treasury to send to the finance com-
mittee papers on file in his office relating to
the administration of the office of collector
of internal revenue for the district of West
Virginia by Samuel P. McCormick. Mc-
Cormick was suspended last spring and
John T. McGraw was nominated in his
place. McCiraw's nomination was not
acted upon by the senate during the called
session, and he was renominated last De-
cember. The other resolution directs the
secretary of the treasury to send to the
committee the papers on file in the depart-
ment relating to the appointment and record
of D. Frank Bradley to be collector of in-
ternal revenue for the district of South
Carolina, vice Ellery W. Brayton, sus-
penden. The nomination was made on the
loth of last December.
