The Judges Decide the Famous

Street Hallway Case.

The long-looked-for decision in the Pleas-
ant avenue street railway case was yester-

day filed in the clerk's oflice by the judges
of the district court the three judges join-

ing in the decision. The history ofthe case
in brief is as follows: The city, at consid-
erable expense to the property owners ad-
jacent to Pleasant avenue, had made that
aveuue one of the best macadamized streets
of the city. The railway company, soon
after this work was done, claiming the
right so to do under its charter as a copora-

tion and under the ordinances passed In its
favor by the city of St. Paul, one quiet
summer Sunday night in 1884. entered on
this avenue and commenced to tear up the
macadam and put down its tracks. The
property owners the next morning com-
menced a suit in court to test the right of
the company In the matter. Yesterday

The decision was filed and it reads as fol-
lows:

George A. Nash et al. against The St. Paul
City Hallway company. Afterhearing coun-
sel, ordered tbut defendant's motion for judg-

ment on the pleadings Is granted. W. Wilkln,
Horace K. Brill, Orlando Simons, judges.

Memorandum— lf the City Hallway com-
pany is a corporation it is conceded it has a
right to lay its track as claimed in its answer.
Without entering Into a discussion of the
questions involved, we are of the opinion that
if it is not a corporation the City Hallway
oompuuy is an association or a partnership,
with capacity to acquire the franchise and
rights which it claims to possess, and that the
city, whether wiselyor not, has, with the ex-
press sanction of the legislature, granted to
the company the right to lay its tracks and
operate its cars upon tho streets of the city,
as itis attempting here to do, and that this
grant is a contract.

AN OPINION OX TIIKMATTER.
" A St. Paul attorney after reading the de-

cision yesterday said: "Ihave seldom seen
a decision so short as this which contained
so much meat. Hero is a partnership in
fact, which, while pretending to be a cor-
poration, has for years been engaged in the
organized business of operating a street
railroad. It has issued a large amount of
bonds, which are held by many small hold-
ers through the East, ami now this decision
says it is only un ordinary partnership,
which in effect makes each stockholder
liable as an individual for every dollar of
the obligations of the compauv. If
I " held any of these bonds I
should refuse to sell. Their • value
as an investment is greatly increased by
this decision. There are divers and sundry

holders in that company whose names
alone on a bond for almost any amount
would make the bond merchantable paper
in any Western financial market. The bond
holders will of course think they are hurt
by this decision when in fact the^y are
greatly benefited. The court also says the
partnership is invested with all the powers
and privileges of the pretended corporation
and in effect that it now operates and has
the right to operate its line of roads in the
future upon the streets of the city under
the ordinances of the city, which ordinances-
hare been ratified and sanctioned by the
legislature, and in the last line of the de-

BIDS FOII BOKDS.

Plenty off Capitalists Offer to Take
(he 4 1-2 Per Cents.

The bids for the new issue of city and
L-ounty bonds bearing interest at 4}-{ per
cenL per annum, were opened by the comp-
troller and treasurer yesterday at the comp-
troller's office, and considered by a com-
mittee consisting of his honor the mayor,
Aid. Cullen and Van Slyke, City Treasurer
Keis and Comptroller lioche. The office
was crowded with interested parties who
had either bid for the bonds or represented
Eastern capitalists who were anxious to
get the bonds. There were twelve bids, all
close to each other and exceedingly liberal
in their terms, showing that the credit of
the city and Ihe county has a high standing
among financiers and that the bonds of
either are recognized as a desirable invest-
ment. The smallest premium offered for
the entire issue of§'275,000 was from Minne-
apolis and the highest was from Chicago,
as willbe seen by a comparison of the dif-
ferent bids. There was one bid from a
New York inau who proposed to take two
of the bonds at par if delivered to him at
St. Paul's financial agency in that city.
His liberal otter was read, but was
not placed on lile. Every bid included the
payment of accrued interest at the date of
delivery. The interest accrued up to yes-
terday on the entire issue was ¥962.50. The
highest premium that was offered by any
bidder was by S. A. Keene & Co. of Chi-
cago, who offered at the rate of 5104.31 for
the whole issue, coupled with the proviso
•'if regularly advertised and legally issued. "'The next highest premium was flropi Mc-
Ooreack, Kennett & Co., at 5104.'25, and
the next Newport & Peet of St. Paul,
whose premium was a fraction amounting
to the thousandth part of a cent over $104.
This last bid was straight and uncondi-
tional. After opening the proposals the
commission adjourned until 10 o'clock this
morning, when the award will be made to
the highest bidder. The bonds will be
ready for delivery to the successful parties
at 10:30 this morning.

THE IKISH <>1 KVTIO*.

View* oi a Prominent Irisli-Amer-
irun Kecniitly Abroad.

The address of Queen Victoria to parlia-
ment upon Hie recent assemblage of that
body ha« excited considerable comment
uiiong the Irish-Americans who tire inter-

ested in the cause of the Emerald isle, and
the recent overthrow of the Conservative
party has only complicated the matter. Last
evening a reporter of the Globe met a gen-
tleman in the rotunda of the Hotel
liyan who is recognized as a prominent
figure in the land league, both at home and
abroad, and wh<> has recently landed in
America after nn extended sojourn in the
old country, where he was in consultation
with the leader* of the cause. After his
opinion of the ice palace and coming car-
nival had been giveu, he talked at consider-
able length upon the shape of things as-
sumed by the recent

KVKNTs IXENGLAND.
He wasparticnla: that his name should

not be iw-d. as he did not desire to be
drawn into any discussion. Home rule, he
argued, was bound to be conceded, but be
did not think that any definite conclusions
would be reached for a year at least,
and possibly two years. Events
were drifting towards a solu-
tion of the problem and England
was now discussing the project. Formerly
it was almost a prison offense for au
Englishman to advocate any liberal
measures towards Ireland, but now the sub-
ject was receiving universal attention, and
even in England there were two sides to
the question. There is no doubt that
English sentiment is dividing, and that
slowly but surely the tendency Is for giving
home" nil* to Ireland. The recent defeat
of the Conservatives in parliament was be-
cause Parnell and the Irish members joined
forces with the liberals to defeat the coer-
cion methods that were about to be thrust
upon Ireland again.

I'AKXELI/S BVPPOP.T
of the liberal party was obligatory as the
Irish members, of course, could not sud-

port a party that was trying to force a par-
ticularly obnoxious nieaniireiipon their coun-
try. The suggestion that I'amell would be
a member of (Jladstone's cabinet was ridi-
iculed by the gentleman, as the acceptance
of such a position would compel his acqui-
eoSMsM in any measure adopted aud pre-
vent his criticizing the actions of the gov-
ernment even ifhis vote opposed the rest
ofthe cabinet. The only way that Mr.
Parnell could be considered in the
formation of the cabinet was to
be given the power of naming a
member to represent the Irish interest*.
The ireutleman said that Ireland did not
consider the jire-ent situation a victory, as
Gladstone would hardly dare propose at this
time home rule for Ireland. The sentiment
against it was strotiir. but in this respect
English people were changing, aud he ven-
tured to predict that inside of two years the
Irish people would have their own parlia-
ment and government, the same as Aus-
tralia or Canada. That was ail that was
wanted, he said. Fie also prophesied that
the present parliament would be dissolved,
aud the country asked to select another,
as it would be unable to come to any con-
clusions or determination over the Irish
question.

Prof. Folwell Before Hie Social Scl-

ence Club Last I \ eiutig.

Prof. Folwell of the State university
lectured last evening before the St Paul
Social Science club, in the lecture room of
the Unity church, upon the subject of Con-
stitutional Power. The room was com-
fortably filled with ladies and gentlemen,
who listened intently to the interesting re-
marks of the lecturer. He referred to the
issuance of jkiiktmoney, and the political
and constitutional questions it involved.
He stated that the constitution of ITS' had
been outgrown by the country, and that it
was too small for the present generation,
aud quoted from Woodlaw Wilson and
other authors to show the usurpation of ex-
cessive power by the legislative bodies of
the government, predicted by Jeffer-
son. He quoted frum the constitution
as adopted by the convention of 1787, and
the proceedings of that body. One clause
of the constitution proposed at that con-
vention ]>ennitted the government "to bor-
row money and emit bills,'" the latter part
meaning to issue ]>n\n-r money. The clause
was amended by wiping out the words
"emit bills," thus wiping out that portion
permitting congress to issue jwper money.
Congress had since, with the aid of lawyers,
discovered that while the constitution pro-
vided lor the coinage of money it did not
absolutely forbid the issuance of pape.r
\u25a0money, although the speaker contended
thai the intent of the constitution was for
Rpecitic money, gold or silver. Prof. Folwell
djt^nbpd. Y the colonial days of paper
ttimie'.J-. He referred to the iirst bank
authorized by the government, which met
with great opposition in congress, but was
finally carried, aud the bill approved by
President Washington. There was no«
douut that the urgent need of such a bank,
at that time, was the consideration which
led to its establishment. It waa very use-
ful to the government and loaned it large
.sums of money aud proved itself of great
beneht. However there was no question
that had the matter been brought before
the supreme court, the legislation ou the
subject would have been decided unconsti-
tutional.

stamping of all butterine and oleomargarine
products and its success is among the ardent
hopes of the state dairy commissioners.
They propose to give the bill a boost in the
shape of an expression thereon by the farm
and dairy interests of this state. To this
end the following circular and petition has
been scut to all parts of the .slate.

Bm dairy interests of the country are
imperilled by fraud, as detrimental to the
public as It is inimical to the farmer's and
dairyman's pocket. It Is now quite clearly
Ucti-rtnined mat the only way by which this
Kitrautie swindle can be exposed and over-
thrown it> through national legislation. This
will come only ut the demand of the people.
Measures have been introduced into the
hous<> of representatives looking toward the
taxation of imitation dairy products as the
only means by which their pales for what
they are can be enforced. Minnesota
congressmen are not only friendly but in-
terested in the bill, yet they need the support
of their constituents. Will you, into whose
hands this may fall, either copy the petition
or send to the dairy commissioner's office in
St. Paul for a printed copy and circulate it inyour neighborhood ': When your canvass fornames is nnished send it to the representa-

tive or to me. and 1 will see that it in properly
torwarded.

Senator Sherman'* Bill lortbePnr*
chase off silver Bullion.

WAsmxoTOX, Jan. 23.—Senator Sher-
man's bill to amend the coinage act of Feb.
28, 1878. provides .

That tho coinage of the silver dollar be dis-
continued from and after the passage of this
act: that the secretary of the treasury is
authorized and directed to purchase from
time to time silver bullion Is bars not less
than nine-tenths fine at the market price
thereof, not less than 2.000.000 ounces Troy
per month, nor more than 4,000,000 ounces
Troy per month, and shall issue in payment
therefor coin certificates of the United States
in denominations of not less than $10 each,
corresponding with the denominations of the
United States notes, and the bullion pur-
chased shall be retained in treasury for the
security and for the payment of the same,
and the amount of such certificates at any
time outstanding

the eon of the bullion purchased by such cer-
tificates, and the certificates thus Issued shall
be receivable forcustoms, taxes and all pub-
lic dues, and when so received may be reis-
sued; and the secretary of the treasury shall
redeem in coin the same certificates on their
presentation for redemption at the office of
the assistant treasurer of the United States

I in the city of New York, in sums of not less
than 50: that any bolder of standard silver
dollars or gold coin of the United States, or
gold bullion at the mint value, may deposit
the same with the treasurer or any assistant
treasurer of the United States In sums not
less than $10, and receive coin certificates
therefor similar in denomination and legal
effect to tb*» certificate provided for in the
preceding section. The coin deposited for,

Any broker would under-
stand my meaning, but the press and general
public are apt to put a wrong construction
on an innocent remark. The people through-
out the district traversed by the St. Paul are
more prosperous than those In any other sec-
tion of the county, and our road, of course,
will share their prosperity. That Is all I in-
tended to say, and Iregret that my mean in*
was misconstrued."

After Scalp Aloner.
Sax Francisco, Jan. 28.—Maj. Gen.

Pope stated to-day he felt certain the Mex-
icans who attacked CapL Crawford were
not regular troops, but renegades who took
the Americans for hostiles and attacked

The Courier's figures
show 2.952,761,159 feet of lumber cut dur-
ing the year, and there was on band at the
close of the year 1.097.526.397. During the
same time the cut of stringers was 2,390,-
--100.500. For the coming season prospects
are bright and operators hopeful.
