Duluth. Jan. 31.—The flour business
liere is rapidjy assuming great importance
and the prospect that Duluth will become a
great flour-distributing center is growiug

brighter every day, and the day is not far
distant, apparently, when the Hour business
will be of as much importance to Duluth as
the wheat business is now. There is at
present In the hands of local dealers h<'re
about 10,000 barrels of flour, besides about
«0,000 barrels in the St. i'aul
& Duluth warehouses awaiting ship-
ment in the spring. The banks
here have promised to advance all the
money they want on flour the same as they
do on wheat paper, and now, providing the
grade! are well established here. Mr. T.
W. Gilbert, owner of a flour mill at War-
ren, Minn., is in town to-day and will prob-
ably remain here tor some time to try and
perfect arrangements to organize

A BARRET, COMPANY
to be run in connection with the flour stor-
age company that has already been started
here. The purpose is to enable country
millers to send all their flour direct to Du-
luth as soon as it is manufactured, to be
stored here, and the flour repacked from
sacks into barrels, and to have ail orders
lor flour sent to Duluth and filled here. It
having at least ten days in time, which in
itself is a great item. Several of the most
prominent members ofthe produce exchange
here are actively co-operating with Mr. Gil-
bert, and it is probable that the barrel com-
pany will soon be organized. It is claimed

Confinement of an Old Soldier With-
out Auiliority. it Is Believed.

To Officers and Soldiers of the Old Sec-
ond Minnesota Volunteer Infantry—Com-
rude*: CapL Daniel Heauay. the first
adjutant of the Second Minnesota Volun-
teer Infantry (Gen. Van Cleve command-
ing), was Kent from Dimmed county, Minn.,

on the 22d day of June, 1888. to the
inebriate department of the Second hos-
pital for the insane. located at Rochester,
rlinu. His commitment was irregular,
unlawful and an outrage upon the right* of
a citizen. lie has been kept, from the
time of his spurious commitment to the
present time, confined in the same ward
with the insane (which numbered, during
the autumn past, between twenty-five and
thirty persons), lie has been compelled to
wash in the same vessel, wipe himself on
the same towel, bathe himself in the same
bathtub, eat at the same table and the
same kind of food, lie was confined dur-
ing the daytime in the same hall, and at
night was locked in the same room

WITH THE INSANE
to sleep. In fact, has received no other or
different treatment than the insane except
as to the medicine administered. (I under-
stand he has taken no medicine since the
first week of his confinement except laxa-
tives.) Itis unnecessary to say anything
in relation to the cruel suffering, both of
mind and body, that Capt. Ileanay has
endured. Since his outrageous confine-
ment he has been living in the midst of
danger from the attacks of the madmen
with whom he is confined, and he has been
attacked and bruised by them at different
times. lie has witnessed the cruel and
inhuman treatment of the insane confined
in the same ward with himself. ! lie was
not allowed to write or receive letters with-
out their bein^ examined by

HOSPITAL AUTHORITIES
has had no guardian appointed to look
after him or his interests. This brave old
veteran (who was twice major of Kocne*-
ter, Minn., and who was a companion of
the officers and men of the old Second
Minnesota, and of the grand old soldiers.
Gen. Van Cleve and Gen. Thomas, has. for
over two years and seven month*, been the i
victim of unlawful violence. This brave
old man. who perilled his life in defense of
law and order, lias for years been the vic-
tim of the eruelest tyranny, in direct viola-
tion of the written law of his country.

In the AdmUiion ml Dakota for
Their Own Advancement.

Special to tbe Globo.
Chicago. Jan. 81.—The Times will to-

morrow publish the following from Its
Washington correspondent: The proposi-
tion to divide Dakota on a north and south
line is pressed on Democratic senators and
representatives as a political measure. As
there is hardly any population In West Da-
kota, this plan would postpone for fifteen
or twenty years the creation of the second

publican state in the limits of the present
territory, which, It is believed, will be the
result sooner or Utter of any division of
the territory. Senator Vest has already
announced that if tbe proposition to admit
Dakota as a whole was offered he would
offer a bill for division on a north and south
line. Such a bill has already been intro-
duced in the house by Delegate Joseph.
But the political question is far from being
the only one involved. The Joseph bill
designates Aberdeen as the capital of the
nropoMil atate of Dakota, and there is a
delegation of Aberdeen men here earvrly
watching both bouse; of congress. Their
interest Is not at all political. What they

want is to get Aberdeen made a state capi-
tal and give the town

THE BOOM
that wonld result from the erection of pub-
lic building* and the advent from time to
time of a state legislature. Several lines nt
railroad are in progress or projected, con-
necting with North and South Dakota, and
more particularly connecting Aberdeen with
different parts of Eastern Dakota.. It would
increase the number of passengers on these
roach were Aberdeen a state capital. As
Democrats these gentlemen want Dakota
admitted as a whole. but as enterprising citi-
zens ofAberdeen they want the Joseph bill
to become a law. At the same time
there are interests in Bismarck and Huron
that are inimical to Aberdeen. Bismarck
would be the capital of the territory
of Lincoln, according to the Joseph
bill, and it would expect to be the capital
of North Dakota if the division oo the
forty->ixth parallel should be made, so that
Bismarck has not a great deal at stake, but
Huron would be the capital of South Da-
kota if the Harrison bill became a law. and
it would probably not become the capital
of Eastern Dakota if the division were
made on a north and south line, so that all
the real estate and railroad interests of
Huron are very much opposed to the north
and south division. While the people in
congress are speculating simply as to the
effect of dividing Dakota on the electoral
college, the thrifty citizens of Dakota are
themselves more interested in more mer-
cenary considerations.
