CH10A GO, Jan. 30.—The markets of the
last week have for the most part been in an
unsettled condition. This state of things
has been especially true of wheat. A week
ago May wheat closed at 85¢, which was a
cent lower than the close to-day. It isto |

be remarked that in spite of the wide flue- | 1

tuations which have been prevalent in that |
cereal during the week, prices have not
been since as low as they were a week ago.
The prediction voiced at that time has

been fultilled to a nicety. The pre-
diction was that prices would show
a  healthy but , mnot a large or

rapid advance. Local manipulations have
been a disturbing element - and caused an
unnatural appreciation at times, but the
close to-day is somewhat nearer actual
value. An impartial observer of the market
eannot help but notice the change of posi-
tion of some of the heaviest dealers and in
fact a general change of opinion all arout}d.
A great deal more reluctance abou. putting
ont large short lines has been evidenced,
while the market has responded very read-
ily to every rumor tending toward the bull
side. Several large shorts have attempted
to cover their lines during the week and
until yesterday none of them had extended
his short sales to any extent. Besides
LOCAL MANIPULATION
and a large decrease in the visible supply,
rumors of European wars have cut quite a
figure in the iutiation of values, which have
shown a range of 3¢ during the week. The
Jargest advance of any oneday wason Wed-
nesday, when prices fluctuated 13ec, but
nearly every day of the week has seen a
wild market, with the movement quite
rapid and radical. The probabilities are
that values will steadily advance from this
out, subject, of course, to the ups and
downs of manipulation. In oats there has
been so little excitement for such a long
time that the crowd on ’change was
treated to a surprise yesterday, when the
January option jumped from 30¢ up to 33c.
The light receipts during the menth have
caused a scgrecity of the article for which
the regular operators seemed to have made
no allowance, and when the shorts came to
fill their contracts yesterday the supply was
so apparently deficient that an advance was
the immediate result. Corn has been
traded in to a very small extent and values
show anextreme fluctuation of a scant 2gc.
Lack of support and a
TENDENCY TO SYMPATHIZE

with the wheat market have at times been
the factor in its movement, but beyond
these the market has been bare of features.
In Provisions there is little chauge of note
since a week ago, the May option in pork
closing but little higher than it closed a
week ago. In the intervening time there
has been both an advance and a decline of
from 15¢ to 25¢ in pork, while lad and ribs
have scarcely fluctuated. The two latter

are, however, firm at the present
writing. There has n a
very quiet trade in provisions

thronghout the entire week, but the indiea-
tions point to a heavier demand from con-
sumers and a higher scale of prices. Wheat
was dull and firm to-day. 1t opened at
vesterday’s closing prices, fellaway 4 @ 3¢
and advanced %@?%{¢c, May being traded in
at 86% @8Gi¢e.  That option then dropped
back to-the neighborhood of 86e, where it
closed at 1 o'clock. Business was light and
chiefly of a local scalping nature. The
great speculators and the country were
“‘out of the market” apparently.

The Lamsons have picked up the
cash stuff quietly for the past thirty days
and shipped out actively. The principal
short house is said to be Orr, Crittenden &
Comes. The squeeze is a sharp one, the
January option having advanced 7¢ a
bushel in two days. The shortage is of
course an unknown quantity. Nobody ever
admits being *‘short” whenstuff is advane-
ing as rapidly as oats have, but the
shortagze must be several hundred thousand
bushels. George Ellison says it is only
150,000 bushels. 1t is more apt to be 250,-
