Twenty Wounded In a mutiny*

Livekpool, Jan. I.—A mutiny occurred
to-day among the lads on the reformatory;
ship Clarence, which is lying In the Mersey.
At a preconcerted signal the lads in a body
attacked oflicers with belaying pins, tire-
arms and other weapons. The officers
drew their revolvers and tired Into the mu-
tinous crowd and tried in vain to force
them to lay down their weapons and return
to their places. The boys continued their
assault, and at last compelled the officers to
seek the shelter of their cabin*. The lads
then lowered boats, into which they
crowded and the boats drifted down the
stream with the tide. The Clarence's offi-
cers, .iitej the departure of the boys, made
signals to the authorises ashore, and soon
several boats filled with police put out
from the shore and called upon the boys to
surrender. The youngsters, deeming that
resistance would be useless, gave up and
were taken back to the whip. Tho ring-
leader* were put in irons. Eighteen lads
and three officers received wounds in the
tight oil board. Two years ago the lads
confined on the Clarence set fire to the ship.
The mutiny arose out of a religious mm
pule over certain rulers of the ship, as all
the mutineers were Catholic*. The out-
break had been planned for several days.
The wounded have all had to be removed to
a hospital. • *

FELL. FIFTY-TWO FEET.

Miraculous Escape of .Hen Falling

on an Ire-Bound Hirer.

KeoKCK.' la., Feb. I.—The county
bridge across the Dcs Moines river at Pitts-
burgh, in Van Buren county, was carried
away by high water last spring. For some
time past workmen have beeu engaged in
raising the spans that were swept away,
and the King Bridge company of Cleveland
has been putting in new spans. This
morning a derrick rope. letting the derrick
fail against a span in course of erection, and
two-thirds of this gave way, falling fifty-
two feet upon the ice-bound stream below.
Five men were working upon the span at
the time of the accident, and were carried
away with the wreck. First reports re-
ceived here stated that three men were
killed outright and the other two severely
injured, but late reports state that John
Jamison of Pittsburgh is cut about the head
and injured beyond recovery. Ed Booth of
Kessaqua was injured in the hack and cut
on the head and severely hurt. 11. B. Oilman,
foreman for the bridge company, and said to
reside at Kansas City, had bis shoulder
dislocated and was badly cut about the head
and face. Both these men are seriously
injured, and their recovery is considered
doubtful. The fall was a frightful one,
and it was a miracle that any of tin-:..
escaped with their lives. Itwas impossible
to obtain the extent of the loss to the
bridge company, as no one was at the work
who could correctly estimate the amount of
