A Protest From I lie Chamber Against

t any « liangr.

At the meeting of th« board of di-
rectors of the chamber of commerce yes-
terday morning the secretary was di-
rected to send a notice to each of the di-
rectors to obtaiu their opinions as to change
of the day and hour of meeting. A com-
munication from K. W. Shipman of the
corn exchange of Minneapolis about a free
fish treaty with the Dominion of Canada.
The transportation committee reported that
in its opinion the resolution adopted by
the farmers' meeting held at Mooreiiead M
Friday, the 15th of January, and forwarded
to the chamber, had no further purpose or
object than to inform the chamber for its
information, and so nothing need be done
about them. The report was adopted. 1 lie

committee on tranapprtftion reported vi

favor of the purchase by the United States
and the opening to public use of the prop-
erty Improvements and franchise of the
Portage Lake Ship Canal Railway and Iron
company, and of the Portage Lake and
River Improvement company, for the sum
of8350.000. as recommended in the report

of Col. Poe, dated December. 1884, and
that an Investigation by the proper oftk-ers
ofthe United Suites be made as to the value
and price of and the propriety of purchas-
ing for like public UHe the property aud
franchise of tiie Torch Lake Canal
company, and the report was adopted.
A communication was read from
tlif national board of trade
announcing the election of Mr. P. 11. Kelly
as one of the vice presidents and member
of the executive council. Air. Cochrau
gave notice of a motion to change the by-
laws by increasing the committee on manu-
factures from live to fifteen. IJ. 11. Kelly
from the special committee appointed to
(•(inter with the, city authorities and the
Chicago, Bnlington <fc Northern Kailroad
company regarding the injunction proceed-
ings, all of which had been settled, and the
report was adopted.

TUE STKAMUOAT INSPECTION.
It was resolved to protest agaiut any al-

teration or change of the Fifth steamboat
inspection district, and that our senators
and representatives in congress be requested
to do everything in their power to prevent
Mich division or chaniro. and that the secre-
tary be directed to telegraph the substance
of this protest to Inspector Haves, and that
a copy of the foregoing resolution be for-
warded to our representatives.

MINNESOTA & NoKTHWESTERN KOAD.
The Mississippi rivercommittee, to whom

\u25a0was referred the resolution of Mr. McClung
recommending the repeal by the city coun-
cilof the ordiuanceof Jan. 8, 1884.granting
the right of way under certain conditions U>
the Minnesota & Northwestern road on the
levee In the sixth ward, report the same
back without recommendation. Accom-
panying the report was a letter from Mr.
Stickney, the president of the road, in which
he says the road has complied with Ihecon-
ditions of the ordinance: that the ordinance
was passed as an inducement to the build-
ing of the road, in the nature of local aid.
and that the rights granted by this ordi-
nance were used by the proprietors of the
enterprise as a basis of credit In procuring
capital to build the road. "The question,''
Air. Stickney says, "whether or not the city
of St. Paul would, after the road was built,
attempt to repudiate its contract with the
company, was raised by investors at that
time," and he denied it. He says, further,

that it is not to be expected that a railroad
can bo built without giving personal (itVense

to some persons, and that on more than one
occasion efforts have been made to have the
ordinance repealed and in this way have re-
tarded contemplated Improvements iv the
Sixth ward. Mr. Stickney expivsKcs the
hope that the chamber will make a lull in-
vestigation of the whole matter. At the
conclusion of the reading of the latter, the
ordinance was read at Mr. McClung's re-
quest, after which the subject was post-
poned to the next meeting.

ARRESTS I OH THE MONTH.

Report of Hie Police Department

Showing the Record lor Jim tut rj.
The report of Chief of Police Chirk for

the month of January is ready for the coun-
cil. The total number of arrests was 257
and the amount of fines collected was
S 1,899. There were 73 arrest 9for offenses
against the state laws and 164 for violation
of city ordinances. The offenses and charges
under which the arrests were made are
as follows: Assault and battery, 19; bas-
tardy, 1; burglary. 1: carrying concealed
•weapons. 1; embezzlement. 1; forgery, 1;
grand larceny, 8; horse stealing. 1; incor-
rigible conduct, 1; keeping house of ill-
fame, 8; petit larceny, '-V.i\ seduction, 2;
selling mortgaged property. 1; drunk and
disorderly, 58; drank, 47; fast driving, tf;
obstructing streets, 8; selling liquor with-
out license, 1: street walking, 1; vagrancy.
35; violation of building ordinances, :',:

violation of railroad ordinances, 14; violat-
ing liquor ordinance, C; visiting house of
ill-fame, 1; violation of junk-shop ordi-
nance, 1; keeping vicious dogs, 3.

DISPOSITION OF THE OFFENDERS.
There were 8 prisoners bound over to

te grand jury, and 2 bound over to keep the
peace; 1 was committed to county jail, 9
cases continued and 77 were discharged. In
the municipal court 49 were fined, and 2
turned overto the authorities ofother places;
5 sent to the house ol Good Shepherd, 18
oent out ofcity, 11 had their sen tenet's sus-
pended and 74 went to the workhouse.

The patrol wagon, on its trips during the
mouth, traveled 34(5% miles, and brought
in US prisoners.

Contract for sewer on
lglehart street was awarded to Dwyer & Cant-
well for $49+ . Sewer ou University avenue
awarded to J. W. Doherty for $ 1,128. Contract
tor grading Thomas street to M. O'Toole,
$4,485. Contract for sewer on Aurora ave-
nue toDwyer & Cautwell. $398.

The Fifth street sewerage system, the esti-
mated cost of which will be $46,826, was re-
ported ou favorably and referred to the city

' council with the recommendation that the
contract be awarded.

the agent acted under a true or'false assump-
tion of authority. To such a case the law of
precision has no application, the defense
being that tbo instrument Is not tae maker's
Instrument, but void.
