The Congregational dismissing council

met at the Plymouth church leetun room

yesterda; afternoon to Investigate Into the

l which led I • the resignation of Dr.
R. G. HnUJrins, pastor of the Plymouth
church, the facts ol whleb have been hith-
erto recorded In these columa.

Dr. Dana of St. Paul, who was chosen
moderator, stated that he would much pre-
fer to install pastors than to sit in a council
ol disiiiis-al, and during oil remarks he re-
gretted that th.s was the second time he
had been called to this church for the pur-
pose of dismissing a pastor. Dr. Dana
offered prayer, winch was followed by a
a season of silent prayer, at the suggestion

oi Bey. E. S. Williams.
11. J. Fletcher, clerk of Plymouth church,

read the records of the meeting of the pru-
dential committee which had been appointed
to consider Dr. liutchins' letter of resigna-
tion, and he also read the letter itself, to-
gether with the resolutions drafted by A.
B. Nettleton, refusing to accept the resigna-
tion and earnestly requesting the pastor to
reconsider the step.

Dr. Hutchius stated that for eight months
Sjc had kept the secrets of the dissension in-
violate, lie had not even imparted them
to his own relatives, lie referred to the
church as a mighty tree, rooted deep into
ground, which is now being wrenched by
powerful winds, and said that parties who
had turned loose tin; winds should be made
known, lie averred that, despite the trav-
ail incident to the dissensions which had in-
duced his resignation, in his heart no
rancor could be brand. He had sturdily
maintained an attitude of dignity, lie had
passed beyond that position where he should
exert every energy in guarding against a
damaged name, and he invited the most
searching investigation, and declared that
he had absolutely nothing to conceal.

D. C. Bell, in answer to a call by Dr.
Dana for a presentation of the church's
case, said that the prudential committee
had nothing more than the records contained
Jo say.

A. I*. Nettleton then addressed the coun-
cil at considerable length from memoranda
data, but his remarks were so guarded that
Dr. Krum was induced to remark that with-
out a more explicit explanation of the dis-
sensions, the council could have no infor-
mal ion upon which to base an opinion.

Even Dr. liutchins was surprised that
6uoh steadfast reserve had been maintained.
He feared no publicity, and stated that he
should have some statements to make and
ifa secret session were held he should pro-
sent his side of the unpleasantness without
the slightest reserve. A motion being made
that the council go into executive session,
Mr. 13oreg staled that he represented the
minority who aimed to accept the resigna-
tion, His faction had held no secret
meetings, were opposed to secret meetings.
and not having held any conferences, bad
nothing whatever to present. They had
taken it for granted that if Dr. liutchins
meant anything he meant what he said in
his letter of resignation, and he had there-
fore supposed that nothing more was to be
done. However, the motion prevailed and
the council withdrew to the private com-
mittee rooms.
The executive session continued for some
time, and in the evening another protracted
meeting was held, but no conclusion was ar-
rived id. It was understood that a decision
•would be arrived at this morning, however.

' CUILCOTT'K PECULATIONS.

Another Detective <••»••<• Wroiic—WholKMtiic Forgery Ull»iu<«».
The integrity ofprivate detective agencies

has received a severe blow lately by the
arrests of two of the principal private
detectives for blackmailing, and owe
for forgery. The latter arrest occurred
yesterday. The prisoner is one Charles C.
Chilcott, who has rejoiced in the titlo of
'•Chief of the National Secret Detective
Service."

It transpires that four forged cnecks. ag-
gregating the rang sum of *;;-.;•). have been
cashed at the Commercial bank on the East
Side, the respective checks having been
drawn on that institution, and they all bore
the name of Priscilla Libby, who lives near
Ham line university. They were dated the
7th, 9th. 2">th and 28th of January respect-
ively. The crookedness was discovered by
Mrs. Libby on Monday night, when her
b ink book at the Commercial was shown
her and the circumstances explained by the
cashier. Early yesterday morning steps
were taken to catch the crook. All the
banks were notified of the circumstances
and soon after Chilean presented a check
for 81 00, which he left on de»osit. The
teller requested him to call in later, as the
cashier desired an interview. He called
and was arrested by OfficerAllen. At the
lirst precinct station he confessed his guilt.
He said he had begun by inducing Mrs.
Libby, with whom he had once lived, to give
him a note for $40. This he raised to Sl4O.
By depositing the sum he obtained a bank
credit and had no difficulty in getting the
forged checks cashed. The prisoner's Wife,
to whom he has only been married a few
weeks, called soon after the arrest. She
was emphatic in protesting her belief in her
husband innocence, and claims that it is a
job put up by Mrs. Libby's daughter to get
Chilcutt into trouble on account of jealousy.
Mrs. C. claims that Miss Libby is enamored
of Mr. C, etc.

It has been estimated that the
supply on hand to-daj, both by operator
and consumer, willnot last at the most tec
days, and at the expiration of that time,
unless the strike is broken and the men re-
sume work, furnaces willhave to be banked,
rolling mills stopped, and thousands of men
all over the country be thrown out of em-
ployment. The magnitude of the strike, of
the number of men whom it affects, and of
the hundreds of thousands of dollars that
willbe lost to workingmen, cannot be esti-
mated. In the region here are between
live ami siv thousand of the class of people
who are termed slaves by 11. C. Frick.
