THE KHG HAS COME.

Carnival VWativftsea Will Begin—

Eatii amtaaan Growing.

Borealis has arrived. The . train on
which his majesty had seen lit to make his
let 0

pilgrimage from his fields of never-
ending snow, pulled into the city yesterday
afternoon. Never was a monarch given a
more royal welcome. The enthusiasm
which had been growing during the past
three or four days reached its height as the

monarch touched his fur-clad feet to the
shining St. Paul snow, and in one big

burst of applause, while the heralds sent
the wild notes of their bugles far abroad,

the multitude tossed its toques in the air
and bent low before the long-looked-for
sovereign. The city was decidedly more
gay in its appearance yesterday than on
any previous occasion, and the enthusiasm
was manifested earlier in the morning.
Uniforms were out in larger numbers, and
the streets and business houses were decor-
ated somewhat beyond the display of the
previous days. The event ot the day was
the arrival of the Ice King and the parade
in honor of his coming. In all the winter
there has not been a day more appropriate
for the reception of a king whose home
is in the suowlields of the frozen north. It
was still, clear and stinging cold. During
the night previous the mercury had regis-
tered in some localities twenty odd below
zero. And it was one of those cold nights
when a fog comes up. so that when the sun
arose yesterday morning the air was tilled
with bits of frost that sparkled with that
particularly cold-looKing sparkle that Is
often noticed in this part of the northwest.
The trees were

COATED WITH FROST,
and the streets and walks creaked and
chirped as the cutters and pedestrians hur-
ried over them. There was no wind, but
it was stinging cold. The streets were all
activity, and more rigs were out in the
forenoon than at any day yet. It was evi- 1
dent that a good many strangers were in
the city. They could be detected easily.
They seemed to pay more attention to the
dec "rations than the citizens who have
seen them so constantly, and their remarks,

as one or more uniforms came within sight,
at once indicated that the sight was a novel
one for them. Many of the visitors were
ladies, and they were on the streets in good
numbers. At the palace grounds the fore-
noon was about devoid of interest. The
finishing touches were being put on
by the workmen upon the top, and the
evergreens were being distributed about the
park. The palace was practically com-
pleted on the arrival of the king, and by
noon to-day the derricks will have been
taken down and the debris all cleared away
for the storming. Few were at the slides,
and on the curling and ice rinks. Work on
tho main entrance was prosecuted vigor-
ously. The afternoon was the most
thoroughly a carnival one of the week.
Sights never before seen in this or any
other city in the United States were wit-
nessed. Prominent citizens paraded the
streets in white bearskins with masks of
bear's faces, and other prominent citizens
in fancy toques shouted themselves hoarse,
when the Ice King but nodded as he was

driven past The procession of the after-
noon surpassed in its general appearance
the one of Monday night, though it was
less lurid and more quiet But it was in
daylight and the sunshine, and a more com-
prehensive idea of itcould be gotten by the
spectators. Instead of a glimpse of a sec-
tion marching under torches and red tire,
the procession could ix- seen for blocks, and
the varieties of the uniforms and the many
colors of each made a picture of the bright-
est hue. The turn-out in the parade was a
good index of the degree to which the car-
nival spirit has caught the populace.
All classes were there. Business
was at a stand-still. About all
the bouses in the city were
closed, and the city, county and state
oflices were doing very litttlebusiness.

in due form, and the keys of the city
formally given into __\u25a0 hands by Mayor
Bice. In the evening the royal court was
held in the carnival hail, and his majesty
and his royal spouse admitted to their court
all subjects. This was on a scale of mag-
nificence that rivals the taies of the Orient
or the wonder* of the fairy books. It was
as if the state and pomp of the French
monarch had been suddenly transplanted to
the Northwest with all its dignity and
regal display. The scene was most brilliant
Within the rainbow-decorated hall were
thousands of uniformed ladies and gentle-
men scattered m groups of a half a dozen
or more of a color in the gallery,
while on the floor they were ranged
in companies. High on a throne and at-
tended by lords and ladies in costumes that

shone and glittered beneath the electric
lights, with golden crowns upon their heads,
iv all the dignity of a real monarch, sat
King Borealis and his Queen. it was
as when an emperor, ruling
many provinces, receives the embassies
loin several states. Shrill notes of the

bugle sounded througn the hall. Tiie separ-
ate Clubs marched in stately order past the
throne, and as he passed each loyal subject
bent his head ami made salute ofobeisance.
Guards with shining bayonets stood
round about. The monarch bowed
his pleasure to the several visitors.
Never d.d subjects more gladly welcome a
king. It was the kdig of the carnival,
and the carnival was on from the moment
when lirst its royal center seated himself
upon the throne. To-night wilt occur the
brilliant siege of the

Bonn OP THE FIRE kino.
It willbe ready for his occupancy and his

garrison will lie posted at earl] nightfall.
The storming troops have been well drilled;
their number is legion and their ammunition
is inexhaustible. Their commander in
chief, the Ice King, is the idol of every
man in line and each would die
sooner than see a hair of their
monarch's head harmed by a mi -.-de bom
the castle. There cm be but one result of
the encounter. The siege will not be raised
until the Fire King shall hoist the white
Hag and, in an armistice, terms ofcapitula-
tion agreed upon. Not only will St. Paul
en masse witness the showing, but thou-
sands from .Minneapolis, will throng
about the battle ground to witness
the grand encounter. Itwill hi* Minneap-
olis day. The skies will be ablaze with the
flashings bombs and the red sparks bom
leu thousand death-dealing implements of
war will streak the azure dome. When it is
over the carnival will have been fully began,
and during the succeeding days the sports
of ttic carnival will go merrily on.

Some
time before the train arrived Mr. C. B.
Bronson, superintendent of tbe depot, who
was in full toboggan costume out of re-
spect to his majestey, announced to th.-
crowd that the king would not come through
the depot, but would ascend bis chariot at
the foot of Sibley street. lint the crowd

as incredulous and thought this was only 4
a ruse to get them out of the j
depot , Barely had the hand of
time touched 3 when a weather- i

beaten train thai must have encountered
arctic storms moved into the depot It was
coated with ice mid from every projection
Ute pendant icicle glittered in the sun's
rays. The frosted smoking engine resem-
bled a miniature snow capped volcano on

beets. As it reached the tool of Sibley
street where tbe king's chariot was in wait-
ing, huzzas and cheers swelled from thous-
ands of loyal throats. The few among the
large concourse in the depot who were for-
tunate enough to secure seats near the win-
dows remained, but When the large crowd
heard the salutations to Ins majesty they
rushed out pell met! in order to basic in the
the benign lightof Ins countenance. The
king ascended his chariot and with a state-
ly condecension affably waved his hanu in
recognition of the continued plaudits. The
sleigh "Nightingale," which served as a
chariot was completely enveloped in white
robes, among which His Royal
Highness majestically reposed. A
platoon of twenty-four foot and j
mounted police cleared the way. and, suc-
ceeding these, were four trumpeters from
Fort finolllnf in black bearskin coats and
mounted on four jet black horses. The
reception committee, after paying their
respects to the king, mounted carriages
and fell into line. Among the twenty-four
appointed for this duty, who were all
enveloped in buffalo coats and wore red
toques, were Mr. Daniel Moon, chairman;
D. B. Foote, George L. Harwell, W. B.
Dean, C. "W. Hackett, W. B. Morton.
Thomas Cochran, D. B. Finch, F. F.
Stevens, Col. Granger, Milton Griggs.

Sahlgaard and Conrad Got-
zlan. After the carriages of the commit-
tee were the Esquimaux dog teams driven
by Indians. Each of the four teams had
six dogs harnessed to it, and bringing up
the rear was the baggage van of his
majesty, consisting of a number of trunks,
on the top of which was a large toboggan.
The royal cortege was soon formed. Un
the signal being veil the chariot,
drawn by twelve white horses, took up the
line of march and hardly had it commenced
to move when six white bears composing
the king's body guard suddenly sprang
from out the crowd, and walking on their I
hind legs kept watch and ward over his j
royal person. The Artie monarch iwas in I
his coronation robes, which consisted of a |
voluminous garment made of the skins of
silver foxes. This robe he gracefully
wrapped around his Imperial form and
shrouded his kingly head, only leaving his
royal nose and a portion of his face visible.
His face wore the calm, tranquil, dignified
look common to royal personages accus-
tomed to receive homage. This accounts
for the absence ofthat play of features and
genial affability that the American public
sees so much of when candidates ride
around in carriages before election. In
fact Ids majesty's remarkable command
over his features caused most favorable
comment. This was particularly the
case when a barrel ot fire-
crackers exploded and a commotion
was created among the body guard, who
were apprehensive that the minions of the
Fire King had made a dastardly attempt on
their royal master's life. The courageous
monarch never moved a muscle nor did the
explosion quicken the circulation in the
royal nose, which remained as cold and
classically \u25a0 white as those of the snow
images in front of the several restaurants.
The royal progress up Third street to the
city hall was a continued ovation. Free-
dom's soil was beneath his feet and free-
dom's banner waved over him in endless
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j profusion, reminding him of a particularly j

: brilliant aurora borealis in the frigid zone, : [
over which lie rules. It made him ft so , ;
much at home that he called tor a royal
bumper of train oil and drank it oft at a ;
single draught, while the bears gleefully ,
stood on their heads and danced the Bed j
River jig. and were only restrained from j

'.'ing tin- fair spectators by the august J
presence of their sovereign. Bringing up
the rear of the procession were tin close
carriages of the maids of honor, the nazes
and th.' courtiers, who maintained a frigid

reserve and wrap themselves in as much
mystery as the North pole.

At C ty Hall.
The decrepit old city hall put on an ap-

pearance of gaiety yesterday and like an
: old maid at Ifair put on its best bib and

tucker. The front was decorated with
I banners of red, white and blue draped

gracefully over doorways and windows,
I while long streamers of different colors

fluttered from the cornices, and at the top
of the towering flag staff hung a heavy

I banucr. whose rich folds waved proudly
over the heads of the crowd below.

Itwas 2 o'clock before the city hall forces
I began to bestir themselves to prepare for
the reception of King Burnetts. Outside,
in front of the door of the city treasurer's
office, a platform was hastily erected and
covered with strips of red. white and blue
bunting. Stops covered with the same- ma-
terial leading up to the rostrum were built
ami the sidewalk between the \u25a0•;•» and the
royal chariot were covered. In less than a
half-hour after the work begun itwas fin-
.-bed and everythinsr prepared for the re-
ception of his majesty.

The crowd was a jam. Everybody was
' struggling for a vantage point, from which
, a good view of the royal cortege could be

gained. On the roof of the buildings sal
and stood men

WHO BADE DEFIANCE
to the sharp wind that swept down from the
Northwest, and looked down on the crowd
that surged below them with commendable
patience. The windows were monopolized
by ladies, many of them in uniform. A
irrouu of ladies from the Owl Toboggan

club tilled a window in the main building
looking down Filth street. Their uniforms
of dark blue trimmed with bright yellow,
on tiie k;ft breast of which wan embroidered
in owl in gold thread, attracted a great dee
of attention ami favorable comment. It
was cold even in the lee of the buildings,
md where the sunshine made some im-

pression on the Ice, and the delayed arrival
of the Ice King was anything but satis-
factory.

About 3:30 the platoon of police, head-
ing the royal procession, came into view
down the street and a moment later the two
white horses drawing the sleigh that held
his majesty and the members of his court
hove in sight. A lew minutes later the
sleigh drew up in front of tne platform on

which stood Mayor Itico aud Chief of
Police Clark. The police were formed in
line each side of the walk extending from

They were of Immense size, were gilded

and were suspended from a large key ring
of silver. There were twoof the keys, and
on one ofthem was written, "Key to the
rear entrance; on the other. "Key to the
front entrance." When the crowd bad
ceased its boisterous cheering. King Bore-
alis arose in his sleigh and said:

Honorable Mayor of the City of St. Paul:
In tbe mono of the great Ice Kid.-, whose do-
main lies forty-six days' travel from here, 1
demand ofyou the keys of tills city.

As Chief Clark advanced to the sleigh
and banded the king the keys, Mayor Kice
spoke as follows:

Your Majesty King Borealis: Knowing- full
well your majesty's intense power in this lati-
tude at this season of the year, I am unable
and unwillingto resist your majesty's de-
mand for the possession of the city and I
therefore deliver to you the key to its outer
gates; and I band you also a scroll containing
a list of the names of our city officers. Un-
less you turn them out in the cold for of-
fensive partisanship or something worse,
please compel them to perform their duty.
The condition of the affairs of the city gener-
ally is very good and its sanitary condition
and high moral tone superb. We are very
proud of our police force; but your majesty
will greatly please the chief, John Clark, if
you will aid him in enforcing rigiddiscipline.

The blind pig has made a disgraceful effort
to gal a footing in our city. Please freeze
bim out. Also, please make all citizens and
non-resident lot owners remove the snow from
the sidewalks fronting their property. And
ifyour majesty will kindly compel the Hon.
John Roche, city comptroller, to print bis de-
linquent financial reports you will make the
Hon. Peter Derkey, the happiest citizen of St.
Paul. Please do not Interfere with the fire
department at present; it is a dangerous
subject to handle, and you might get your
fingers burned; and please come again next
winter we will .be happy to fete you then.
In the meantime we shall have to attend to
the pressing affairs of business and routine
duties. .We feel honored by your presence

i and pray for your majesty's health and hap-
piness, and a long continuance of the dynasty,
you have founded.

TIIEKING REPLIES.
In reply the king promised that the blind

pig should be rooted out and that John Roche
should be compelled to make his report

within sixty days. Continuing he said:
Having beard ofyour beautiful city, situ-

ated on the banks of the Mississippi, whose
generous flow Is augmented by the tributa-
ries having their origin near tbo confines of
my own domain, thus forming a link to bind
us together, in one common brotherhood, I
have long desired to visit you with a view to
forming a closer union.

I am surprised beyond expression at the
progress 'you have made in tbe arts and
sciences; at tbe growth of your beautiful
city in population and wealth; at the mental
and physical development of your men, the
transcendent

I the magnificent grandeur of your castles,

public buildings, monuments, etc; bat above
all at the unanimity of your people laShow-
lawsuch marked attention and kindness to
my royal party.

When we return to our Icy borne we shall
bear with u 3 the best wishes foryour con-
tinue 1 prosperity, aud in succeeding years
remember that tbe aurora which springs
from my home and shoots its soft and gentio
rays to tho zenith, tbe home of the Great
Father, will carry to that throne my prayers
and those of my royal household for the rich-
est blcsslmrs to rest upon you and your peo-
ple forever.

I thank you for your kind reception, and
for your SOU generous hospitality. Ishall
hold a public reception to-night mi carnival
hall, where Ishall be pleased* to present you
and your people to tho queen' and the ladies
of the court, and now Ifhis honor, ihe mayor
will take a t>eat in my *leijrb. we will ride
through mo city ami to the ice palace. It la
rather warm an 1 as 1 am suffering somewhat
with tike boat, 1 hope there winbo no greater
delay than is necessary.

Mayor Bice, accepting the invitation. took
a seat beside the King and they were driven
to Seven corners, where the grand proces-
sion was fot amd and started for the palace
grounds. The line of march was down
Third street to Market, up Market to Fifth,
down Fifth to St. Peter, down St. Peter to
Third, down Third to Sibley, up Sibley to
Sixth, up Sixth to Minnesota and out Min-
nesota to tiie grounds. The procession eras
in order and make-up the same as that of
Monday night, but a greater number of
uniformed men and women participated.
It was viewed the entire length of march
by thousands ofpeople who lined the streets
and tilled housetops, windows and balco-
les. There were nearly tour thousand peo-
ple in line.

AT THE PALACE GBOCXD3.
The platoon of police in the lead entered

the gateway of the palace grounds at 4:1.">.
and it was 5 o'clock when the last company
in the procession, marching in twos, passed
into the grounds and the gates were closed.

, The procession tiled right and marched
around the palace, coming to a halt to the
left of the southern entrance. The King,
accompanied by the mayor and an escort
from the St. George's and Wakouta clubs,
passed through the palace, and returning
re-entered the sleigh. The St. George's
club formed a St George cross in front of

the royal equipage, and cheer after cheer
went up for his majesty. The exercises
at the palace were brief, not occupying
over a halt hour. • The -king announced
hlmselt as perfectly tati^Scd ivith the pal-
aco and invited the clubs to-atteud his re-
ception at Carnival ball in the evening,
when he would, he said, have a different
head on him. The sleigh was then driven
down the driveway and through the gate
followed by the clubs to carnival head-
quarters, where they disbanded. It was a
grand sight.

THE PROCESSION.

'. Magnificent Parade of WisierCir*
nival Clubs.

Soon after Io'clock the streets in that
section of the city near Bice park, includ-
ing halfa dozen blocks to the west, began
to present a lively and picturesque appear-
ance. The various clubs had determined
to be ready to start the procession on time,
aud were on the ground early. And, as it
was tho first opportunity which has been
offered to witness the different organiza-
tions by daylight, spectators thronged the
sidewalks, aud. in some places, even the
streets were blocked by the crowd. Not
only the clubs, but even the spectators,
were fullypossessed of the marvelous en-
thusiasm which tiie carnival has engen-
dered, and as the different clubs passed each
other in getting into position, cheers were
freely given. These loud huzzas, mingled
with the peculiar shouts of many of the
clubs indicative of their organization, rend-
ered the scene highly inspiriting. The
handsome uniforms, the effects of sunlight
on the silk and satin banners and varl-col-
ored decorations ofthe sleighs, thered cheeks
of the ladies and the zest of every one
made the event one long to be remembered.
The clubs came on and took the places as-
signed them, the mounted officers galloped
here and there to see that all were ready,
and ten minutes after the announced time
the procession was moving.

One of the pleasantest features of the
whole carnival arrangement^is that the
ladies can participate In all the festivities
on equal terms with their brothers, sweet-
hearts or husbands. The fact that all
ladies look well in blanket suites is now
become generally known, and they entered
into the spirit of the occasion with a com-
mendable zest. Add to the handsome
suits, trimmed with a delicate taste that
only ladies can display, the ruddy cheeks
.wrong at by the winter air, the sparkling
veracity ofeyes and manner that is conta-
gious on such occasions, and no wonder
that it is a common expressions, "How
well the ladies look!" This was heard on
every hand yesterday afternoon, after a
good look at the many occupants of the
handsome sleighs prepared for their lady
members by the gallant club boys. This
loyalty to the ladles was well illustrated ny
one of the young men belonging to the
Mohican —which turned out one of
the handsomest sleighs that organiza-
tion was taking its place in line. He re-
marked that another organization might
have the best sleigh, but loyally added:
"We have got the prettiest girls in ours."
The carnival has certainly brought the j
ladies a costume that does not require gas
light to make it becoming. When the time
approacned for the procession to move tho j
mounted officers soon wrought system out
of a seeming chaos, and at 8:40 o'clock the
Dm formed without any delays often in-
cident to such arrangements.

TOBOGGANS AND SNOWSHOES.

The Owl Toboggan club—blue and bright
yellow—attract a good deal of attention.
This club is composed of just nineteen gen-
tlemen and nineteen .ladies, all married.
At 1 o'clock yesterday afternoon the club j

i assembled at the residence of Mr. James
Reals on Portland avenue and were armed
with lunch. Tbe ladies of the house also
presented the club with a very handsome
banner. It is of blue satin, on which Is em-
broidered a large owl, in yellow, standing
on a brown perch, the whole being elegantly
mounted. The ladies of the club rode in
the procession yesterday in a large sleigh
drawn by four of the largest horses in the
city, belonging to Mr. Gribben. The sleigh
was trimmed with blue, orange, red and
white, with an awning. In front were two
toboggans arranged on either side -and be- j
tween them, mounted on a perch, was an .
enormous stuffed owl.

The ladies of the Dayton Bluff Toboggan

club have a field organization of their own, j
Mrs. D. G. Smith being captain. Twenty
of her company rode In the procession yes-
terday in a sleigh tastily trimmed with red
and bine and drawn by lour horses.

A Bewildering scene of Beauty at
Exposition Hall.

The grand official reception of their royalThe grand official reception of their royal

I majesties, the king and queen, at carnival

hall last evening was a grand affair and
surpasses in magnificence everything which
has preceded it It was arranged on a i
royal scale, carried out with royal elegance
and display, and was royally attended by ;

the public. The hall was beautifully dec-
orated for the occasion, and from the en-
trance presented a very elaborate display of |
bunting. From the curved rafters of the
building red. white and blue drapery
was hung in alternating colors, pre-
senting the appearance of flies over
a stage. These extended down the sides, ;
and at the galleries were festooned with
other drapery. From either end of the hall
teey concealed the roof. At the base of the
curved roof and along both sides of the hall
was hung white bunting.and back of these.
over the galleries, yellow. The material
for these hangings was several feet inwidth,
givingan appearance of richness not other- '
wise obtained. Blue was used along the
front of the galleries and underneath pink.
These side draperies were looped and fes-
tooned at the different columns and had the
effect ofnearly covering the woodwork of !
the building. The walls ofthe stage were
entirely covered with yellow with a wains-
coating of red. This extended beyond
the stage arch to the galleries and then
yellow some distance further. Around the
walls of the stage large white panels were
placed and then each was drawn together
at the center, remaining in the shape of an
hour glass and surrounding diamond-shaped
panels of yellow. Over the stage arch was
a wide red draping and in the semi-circular
gab.c was a beautiful arrangement of red.
white, blue and green stripes radiating
from tho center to the roof. The throne
was placed in the rear center of the stage
with side, back and canopy of dark mater-
ial. From the top ofthis to the top of

were stretched strips of yellow,
green and white in " rays
This large canopy covered a large part of
the audience chamber with very showy ef-
fect At the side of the stage arch black
curtains were looped back. Over the gal-
lery, in the rear of the hall, was a canopy

', similar to the one over the audience cham-
ber. The stage and steps approaching it
were richly carpeted, and on the center of
the steps were arranged a number ofcallas,
roses and geraniums, with smilax and other
plants. The combination of colors pre-
sented in the decorations was excellent and
the ensemble very pleasing.

Early in the evening the people began
to arrive at the hall, and the galleries were
gradually filled with people in citizen's
dress, while the three military organiza-
tions. Companies C, D and K. and the mul-
titude of carnival clubs in their varicolored
uniforms, presented a beautiful sight At
a low estimate there were fully8,000 people
in the ball at the time of the entrance of
their, royal majesties and their court
During the whole evening the street was
thronged with carriages, and a constant
stream of people poured into the hall, and
glanced at the elegant historical costumes
of the royal personages and court and then
at the uniforming costuming of those
in attendance, easily suggested some land
and age far removed from our place and
time. But few appeared in full dress,
but the club uniforms, the fur overcoats,
and the plain every day dress of those
present made a picture of in Unite variety
not possessed by the conventional swallow-
tail.

HIS MAJESTY APPEARS.
At thirteen minutes before 10 o'clock, the

King came from the right wingof the stage,
accompanied by the. queen, and ascended
the throne with the queen at his left Im-
mediately following them came the court-
iers, elaborately dressed in the . court cos-
tumes of Louis XIV. The gentlemen stood
at the right of the king, and opposite near
the queen stood the ladies, while on the I
steps of the throne reclined the twopages.

it has been known for several days who
would impersonate King Borealis, and
when Gen. J. W. Johnson took bis seat on
the throne last night and faced the people
they were not greatlv surprised, but they
had had no Intimation that Mrs. L. L. C.
Brooks was to be the queen, as was the case.
The ladies of the court were: Miss
Finch, Miss Forepaugh, Miss Flandreau,
Miss Bigelow, Miss McLaren, Miss Av-
rile. Miss Smith, Miss Bunker, Miss Gif-
ford and Miss Koontz. The gentlemen
were D. it Monfort, L. L. C. Brooks, 11.

The coming in of the king and queen was
the signal for music, and the clash of the
band stationed at the opposite end of the
vast hall and the swaying of the multitude
of varicolored uniforms, overtopped by
richly-embroidered banners, presented a
scene at once grand and pleasing to the eye
of the beholder. Company I). M. N. *>\u0084
under command of Capt Ed Bean, marched
upon the stage, and saluting the royal
party, returned and were formed in
lines each side of the steps with their arms
at rest. Company K. Capt Dawson com-
manding, next greeted the king and queen,
and returning were formed in the rear of
the guard lines to the right Company C, j
Cant, Blakely commanding, next paid their '
respects to the majesties and were formed
in the rear of the guards on the left. The
march of tne carnival clubs then began,
and the Windsors were

to the stage from the left and as they
marched across to the right passing the
king and queen, returning to the hall at the
right of the stage, every member of the
club saluted the royal party by touching
tiieir toque with the ri-ht hand, which
salute was returned by the king who stood j
M the throne, while tne queen, sitting at

lis side, sralliugiy bowed her acknowledge-
ments. Tne example of the Windsor club
was followed by the Wakoutas aud other
dubs, who marched upon the stage by twos,
md a continual line of uniformed
men and women were passing across the
stage fornearly an hour. From the stage
the scene that the hall presented was one j
of beauty, and recalled vividly to the mind |
of the historical reader the* scenes of the 'French court during the seventeenth cen-
tury, when the ambitious Louis XIV.
strove so eagerly for the aggrandizement of
France through the power of arms. On
the right a line of men and women, richly
uniformed, were marching to the time of
the martial strains of the band, and to the
right, in a contra direction, lines of con-
trasting colors were passing, while the
center was filled with companies awaiting
their turn to fall into the marching ranks.
The combination of rich colors in the uni-
forms formed a picture that would have
set an artist crazy with delight Flanking

the hall on either side, the galleries were
filled with visiting

CLUBS IN UNIFORMS
and admiring spectators, while
in the background the seats reach-
ing from the floor almost to the
roof, filled with prominent citizens, gave
one the idea of the arenic pastimes in the
vast amphitheaters of Rome, when that
empire was enjoying the height of her
glory.

When the last club had passed the throne.
the spectators came down from their seats
and filing across the hall ascended the stage

and paid their compliments in a formal
manner. Upwards of 1.000 citizens were
received, and it was a half hour past 10
o'clock when the reception was concluded;
the hall was then given over to the people
and was soon filled with 500 waltzers, who
reveled in terpslchorean pleasures nntil after
11 o'clock.

THE COSTUMES
worn by the royal party were the acme of
elegance. The queen was dressed in royal
robes of white satin en train. Corsage cut
high and a high collar of white lace sur-
rounding her throat ' Her hair was dressed
high and richly pawered.

The king wore a, coat .of wine-colored
velvet elaborately ornate with Rococo
work; knee breeches .of: the same color,
stockings to match, and low slippers with a
silver buckle. Acollarof white lace sur-
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reunited his throat and extended half way
down the front of ins coat, and his cuffawere of lace. On his snowy locks rested agolden crown.

The Duchess ofKipon wore a skirt of sea-
green silk en train, with heavy plaits, V-
shaped corsage, short sleeves, white lace
collar, powdered hair.

Duchess of Hennepin, white satin dress
en train, front breadth richly garnitured
with Itococo work, corsage cut high, white
lace collar, natural flowers at throat pow-
dered hair.
