YESTERDAY'S TRIUMPH.
Yesterday was a proud day for St. Paul.

No citizen of the city could have witnessed
the imposing ceremonies without experi-
encing a sensation of pride, lt was some-
thing to be proud of. No more magnifi-
cent street parade was ever witnessed.
The gorgeousness of it was astonishing,
Even those who had iv charge the prepara-
tion of it were not prepared to witness
such a turnout. It was not only great in
respect to numbers, but there was
a grandeur in the displays and
special features which lias never
been surpassed in this country. New
York, New Orleans.or any other city.never
exceeded it. The Mardi Grasof the South-
ern metropolis and the Veiled Prophet
processions of St. Louis were discounted.
Nor was the splendor of the evening cere-
monies less brilliant than those of the day.
People who witnessed the spectacle felt
that they were carried back, not in imagin-

ation, but in reality, to 200 years ago

when the splendors of the court of
Louis' XIV.dazzled the world, It was a
realistic mimicry of the glories of a past
age, and was a scene which will long be
impressed upon the memories of those who
witnessed it.

THE KING'S RECEPTION.
As a general thing St. Paulites. in com-

mon with other democratic Americans, don't
go much on royalty, but when so majestic
a king as Borealis and so charming a
queen as his fair consort command the at-
tendance of ail loyal subjects at the first
regal reception held in their newly-adopted
winter capital, there is no one so slack in
his allegiance as to hesitate to obey the
mandate. Itmay well be doubted whether
a more attractive scene was ever
presented to the discriminating gaze
of a Northern public than that which,
brilliant with the kaleidoscopic colors of
hundreds of varied carnival uniforms, at-
tracted last evening toExposition hall thou-
sands of patriotic citizens and every stranger
within our gates. Montreal, despite the
wide-spread notoriety which its winter car-
nivals have attained, never attempted any-
thing which approached last night's display,
and New Orleans, with its famous Mardi
Gras festivities, lias seldom surpassed

-
It. As an earnest of the still
greater and more splendid triumphs
which the future holds iv store,
nothing could have been more auspicious.
No court ever possessed fairerladles or more,

gallant knights, or more appreciative sub-
jects, and certainly never before lias there
existed one which had so many novel feat-
ures to render itattractive. St. Paul has
reason to be well satisfied with her first
experience of monarchical institutions,
and proud indeed . of the way In
which she evidenced her satisfaction.
Admirable though the details of the recep-
tion were, there was still one point to which
exception should be taken. Itis unreason-
able to expect 6.000 people with comfort, or
even safety, to enter and leave carnival
hall through a single doorway not three feet
wide. In the event of an emergency such
an oversight might result in the most de-
plorable consequences. It is to be hoped
that at future entertainments this defect
may be remedied, and the only point ad-
missible of criticism thus removed.

WHAT MARVELOUS DISCIPLINE.
One of the phenomenal features of the

carnival i* the proficiency in drilldisplayed
by the various clubs. A little more than a
month ago there was not an organized club
in the city. « Mr people knew nothing of
snowshoeimr or tobogganing. When it was
lirst promised to organize clubs to partici-
pate in the carnival exercises the idea
was hoofed as au utter impossibility,
or if they were organized they would
present such an awkward appearance
on parade that it would bring the
whole enterprise into ridicule. And yet
to-day there are thousands of uniformed
\u25a0MM and women parading the streets in
procession with all the military precision of
au army oilthe inarch, executing the most
difficultmovements and evolutions. lathe
palmiest days of its military glory Franco
could not have produced an army to pass in
royal review more creditably, and with more

perfect order and system than was observed
{ in carnival hall last evening when the vari-
ous clubs of this city attended the royal re-
ception of their majesties, the Ice King and
Queen. The wonderful discipline under

i which the clubs have been brought in so
short a time is simply wonderful.

, AN EVIDENCE OP PROSPERITY.
That so many of our people have been

able to enter completely into the carnival
; spirit bes*>eaks not only the liberality of St
jPaul business men in allowing employes the
time necessary for frequent appearance with
the difierent clubs, but also is an indication

' of the prosperity which our city has been
enjoying at a time when other portions of
the country have been complaining of the
stringency of the times and the necessity lor

: the most rigid economy. Probably not
j ess than 560.000 have been expended in
various ways by the carnival clubs alone
and when the expenditures of the associa-
tion and of individuals are taken into con-
sideration the sum will probably not fall
short of 8100,000. In the distribution, too,
of this sum all of the benefits accruing have
been kept at home. Hundreds ofworkmen
have been employed who might otherwise
have found the problem of existence during
the severest part of our Northwestern win-
ter a serious matter. In countless ways has
the cityat large derived advantage from the
affair and will acquire still greater advan-
tages before its conclusion. It has been
shown to the outside world that St. Paul is
not a place where the inhabitants wrap
themselves up in their furs at the beginning
ofcold weather and simply endure lifeuntil
the blooming of the springtime -flowers, but
a city in which the people have the ability
as well as the inclination to transform the
very severity of their much-maglined cli-
mate Into a meaus of enjoyment, if not of
profit in a pleasing sense. Ifas a whole SL
Paul had not been enjoying marked pros-
perity, the carnival could not have ap-
proached the successful proportions which
it has already assumed; that it has done so
is a sufficient telling of the whole story.

ROYAL SNOBBERY.
The latest exhibition of royal snobbery

is to be found in the recent action of a gen-
tleman who by the accident of birth and
the decree of an inscrutable providence has
been placed in the comfortable position of
a heavy pensioner upon the over-burdened
English people because he happens to be
the eldest son of England's nominal
ruler. The Prince of Wales has
not been accused of possessing more
than an average amount of brains
and the London fire department never con-
templated the possibility of its services
being required through the probability of
his setting the Thames on fire, but it bad
hitherto been presumed that Albert Edward
possessed, at least sufficient aiscretlon to
disguise his natural deficiencies by keeping
his mouth shut. Like many other men,
however, who have mistaken loquacity
for brilliancy, lie has recently been
talking, too much x for his own good.
A London publisher scut letters to
a number of prominent men, among others
to this scion of tottering royalty, asking
them to make a list of 100 people who, in

i their opinion, comprised the moss noted and
; meritorious of the world's authors. The

son of his royal mother responded at once
to the effect that he didn't care who were
on the list, but that by all means Thack-
kkv should be excluded from a place
among the elect. This from a man
whose name will be forgotten long years
before the world will begin to tire
of England's great satirical writer, would be
ridiculous were it not unutterably stupid. It
may be granted that in the matter of pretty-
actresses or ' the character of the current
number of Bell's Life, London's chief
sporting paper, the judgment of the prince
is beyond question, but when he undertakes
to establish himself as a literary censor,
he becomes very amusing. But then
Thackekv had a way of telling the truth

j about certain royal personages in England,
which Wales probably recognizes as ap-
plicable to the present day. Viewed in
that light, his exclusion of the famous
author may be regarded as a measure of
self protection.

GOV. PIERCE ON ADMISSION.

He Thinks Dakota's Prospects Before
Congress Good, 7.

The Proposition to Divide on the Mis
souri Unwise.

Special to the Globe.
Chicago. Feb. 3.—Gov. Pierce of Da-

kota was in the city to-day on his return
from Washington, where he has been for
several days on official business. The
governor says that the prospects
for the admission of Dakota are
far more promising than he had any
reason to believe before he reached Wash-
ington. Senators Moody and Edgerton had '
made a very favorable impression both on ,
Democrats and Republicans, and their •
speeches before the committee were well
received. The proposition to divide the terri-
tory on the Missouri river found a number of j
advocates, but this division, the governor
thought, would be a very unwise one. li
the proposition was made to admit the ter-
ritory as a whole, he thought there would
be no difficulty in having it passed,
but the representatives of the southern
section of the territory would not
accept this. They would, he thought, pre-
fer to remain M a territory rather than
come in as one state. The division on the
forty-sixth parallel was by tar the best
move that could be made, and would prob- 1

arrived at. Montana was quietly asking
foradmission, and he thought if the two
territories could be admitted at the same
time a great deal of the objections !

at present urged would cease as
far as the president himself was concerned.
Gov. Pierce said there would be no opposi-
tion to any plan that looked to Admission
according to the wishes of the people.
Washington territory might develop into a
state before congress adjourned, as he
understood that a bill for its admission had
already been presented. As far as his of-
fice was concerned his term would depend
very much on the nature of the
bill admitting the territory. Con-
gsess might admit the southern
portion and leave the northern
part precisely as it was now, in which case
he would continue to be governor of that
territory. Or the lower part might be
admitted and a new territorial government
provided for the northern section, in which
case he would of necessity be

LEGISLATED OUT OP OFFICE.
There might be none of it admitted, and in
that case he had two years and a halfyet to
serve. In case it was not admitted, how-
ever, the governor thought some relief ought
to he afforded the citizens of the territory.
More judges were needed and greater legal
facilities were an absolute necessity. Many
other tilings require consideration and
suould receive the careful »mi intelligent
attention of congress. In regard to
the breaking up of the Sir-ux
reservation, the movement, he thought,
an: excellent one. There were 80.000
square miles in this reservation without a
responsible or absolute owner, and cattle
owners were In constant trouble with the
Indians. Cattle would stray on the reserva- ,
tion and would be killed. No one would \
be held responsible, and a good many other
vexatious grievances were constantly aris-

BLOOD WILLFLOW.
No attempts have been made to evict any

families at the larger works, where the
greatest reslstedce and most violence have j
been enacted. At such works as the ;
Standard and Moorwood, at Mount Pleas-
ant, where several thousand men,
mostly Hungarians, are employed, the
houses are castles, containing men well
armed. After evicting the families in this j
region to-day Sheriff Sterling and his i
deputies proceeded to the Valley works
near Scottsdale to-night, where they will
commence the work of eviction again

in the morning if the men in these works
do not resume, lt is not thought probable
that they will, and that the trouble will
commence. The strikers are now cen-
tering their whole tight on the works
operated by the syndicate, which con-
trols over half of the coke ovens
in the region. Afew individual operators

and all the furnace operators have granted
the advance. The syndicate has not
one hundred men at the works. There is ,
considerable destitution among the strikers. ,
mostly on account of fuel, as the operators !
willnot allow them to mine coal enough I
to keep them from freezing, thinking j
by this means to force the men to work. \
In some cases where the men have
torn down hog pens And coal houses for
fuel, suits were to be instituted against
them for damaging property. The de-
mand for coke is now great, and furnaces
and mills are shutting down all over the
country for want of it.

Even
elephant milk is said to bo superior in this
respect. Theso qualities -1111 be practically
ascertained only by the test of the churn.
Great care must bo excercised in the feed.
Even tho breathing of air passing over car-
rion or an onion field has been known to taint
the milk of the cows inhaling it. Salt
should bo placed where the cows can go and
lick it at any time. Tney will not take 100
much when it is always present. Bait DOt
only aids tbo digestion of tho cow, but affects

CHURNING Or THE CREAM
In winter, early-cut hay —timothy or orchard
grass— with a mixture of clover or other
sweet grasses, If supplemented with corn-
meal and oatmeal, or wheat bran mixed in
equal proportions by weight, will make a
good feed for butter. it is well also to have
a little sweet ensilage or beets once
a day. Givo tbS COW plenty of clear,
pure water to drink, and let her not
bo put to too much trouble to get
it. linkingthe cow by too cold water 111
winter shrinks the flow of milk and reduces
its quality. All the surroundings must bo
pure and sweet, and the cows must be con-
stantly supplied with pure, sweet air. Tbo
air supply should come In at the cows' heads.
Fifteen minutes of bad ventilation—or ven-
tilation from the rear— will give the
milk a "taste of the barnyard." Absolute
cleanliness is the next essential. While all
persons havo some idea of cleuulines', I have
noticed that some have no idea of Hastiness.
