Upon this one of our party said to our
guide: "Eagle Eye, were you ever afraid?*'

The old Indian raised himself from the
ground, and, looking quickly behind and
on either side of him, replied: "Yes, I
have been once very much afraid."

"Tell us about It," said one of the party.
After much urging be told, the following
story in his own way, but which I have
taken the liberty .of putting In somewhat
different language:

"wneu i was a young man mere was an

old chief In. our tribe whose name was Bear
Mouth. lie wait quite old and cross. He
was very cruel and would punish an enemy
in most fiendish manner possible. He
cared for no . one Iexcept his daughter, a
young girl of . 17 or 18 years. No Indian
maiden < of the tribe could boast of such
beauty as this young girl. Her long black
hair was allowed to fall to her waist, only a
band around it to keen it out of her face. A.
loose sacque of beautifully tanned buckskin,
worked witb beads and fringed on the lower
edge, reached to the' knees. Her leggins
were also ofbuckskin, tight-fitting, and her
neat little feet wen. incased in bead-worked
moccasins. --' Around -• her neck was a neck-
lace of bear*, teeth. ... On each naked arm,
just below (he shoulder, was clasped a bead
bracelet. ' She was as beautiful a creature
as the*Great Spirit ever . made. .

. '•Her name was Meda. "
;

Bear Mouth
worshiped his child and would - allow none
of the young braves to marry her or pay
her any attention. Among the young
chiefs' was Kama, who was noted for his
manly bearing and great achievements in
war aud the chase. . He was beloved by all
bis people. He was very desirous of mak-
ing Meda bis wife. There was also in the
tribe a tierce, vindictive, ugly young Indian
named by us young men Coyote, because of
his sneaking disposition :and ways. He
also was in love with Meda. and made up
his mind to have her. even if he bad to
carry her off.by force. But the girl had
given her heart to Kama. *

"One, warm summer day we were lying
about the Indian village, lazy on account of
the heat— Meda was standing in front of
her father's, wigwam—Kama was- sitting
upon the ground a short distance from her—
Coyote, who had been riding his large black
horse and had not yet dismounted, was a
few yards away, apparently taking no no-
tice *ot anything or anybody. " All -at one*
he urged his annual forward .witha bound.
