Cuicaco, Feb. 4.—Pillsbury. the mill-
ionaire miller, was on the floor to-day.
The market was very weak at the opening,
and the May option sold down to 835c.
It was the gossip that Pillsbury took hold
and bought at this igure. While the gos-
sip was going around the wmarket firmed up
nearly a ceat a bushel in very short order,
and gave color to the talk. Pillsbury was
the leader of the Minneapolis crowd on the
short side of wheat a month ago, and
which is supposed to be losing not a little
money on the long side just now. Itis
said by some that the holdings of cash
wheat reach into the millions of bush-
els, and some put them as high
as 8,000,000 bushels, At anv rate he was
the eynosure to-day and got the credit for
the day’s advance. Wheat closed yesterday
and opened to-day at very nearly the same
point. The market displayed a firmness
quite unexpeeted to a wmajority of the
traders and advanced 4@ %e, May eclimb-
ing to 84%e. The Leavy-weights made
their appearance at this juncture and of-
fered property on a seale of great liberal-
ity. pushing the market down %{e, May
striking 83%¢c and showing great weak-
ness.  One or two large scalpers, who had
