THE PROPOSED TOURNAMENT.
H. M. Duofur. who was defeated by Me-
Laughlin on Friday night, proposes a three-

corpered wrestling tournament between

Charles Moth, Col. McLaughlin and him-

self. Following Is his card:

] hereby chailenge Col. J. H. MeLaughlin
and Charles Moth to wrestle me a mixed
match, to congist of five falls, coliar and ei-
bow. side and back hold, Greco-Romau and
catch-as-catch-can, in juckets, one fall cach,
or the beet three in five, for a sweepsiake
purse of $200 each. The contest to be wrestied
strictly iu accordance with Ed James' rules.
1n the side bold each man shall stand up, side
by side, with limos and arms, and show fair
and equal play. The names of the three con-
testants to be put in a bhat, and the first two
drawn to toss for choice of first hold (each
bout to be limited to ten minutes’ duration),
and atthe conclusion of that time the names
of these two contestants shal! again be drawn

from a hat and the first pame drawn shall |

meet the third man, aod tbis arrangement
shall be continued alternately until the cone
clusion of the contest. The winoer of the
greatest number of falls shall take the entire
receipts with the sweepstakes of $800,less the
expenses. The challenge to remain opea until
Monday and the maich tooccur within a week
in thiscity, provided a suitable place can be
obtained.”’

Col. MeLaunghlin expresses his willing-
ness to enter into a contest as above indi-
cated, provided Moth will go in. But Moth
dissents. He is of the opinion that the
conditions are not fair. Touse his words
in substance MeclLaughlin and Dufur are
friends, and McLaughlin entertains a bitter
feeling towards Moth. Upon this Moth
bases the opinion that the two are anxious
to enter into a combination against him.
He says he is ready to make a fair match
with either and in response to Dufur's chal-
lenge says he will deposit with the GLoBE
from $100 to $150 for a two style wmateh,
nawely: Two falls Greco-Roman style and
three falls catch-as-catch-can, the match to
be to a finish. Dufur having specified that
jackets shall be worn in the catch-as-catch-
can styles, Moth reluctantly accepts the
condittons. He says he does not consider
it regular, but will waive the point in the
hope of getting a match. The jacket makes
it a quasi collar and elbow. Moth is purely
a Greco-Roman wrestler, but is ready to
give three styles to Dufur as against two
styles for himself, the styvles being indi-
cated above. Surely if Dufur is anxious to
get a weeting with Moth, he will accept
the conditions proposed.

CHEAP MINING STOCK.

A demurrer in the action ot Thomas
Ross against the Silver and Copper Island
Mining company and R. F. Kelly, C. A.
Heffelfinger and C. D. Kimball was argued
before Judge Koon. The action is brought
to secure the payment of a judgment of
over $2,000 standing against the cowmpany
for services rendered in working the mine.
The stock was divided into 1,000,000 shares,
divided among the stockholders, with the
exception of $150,000, which was set aside
as a reserve fund with which to pay ex-
penses, and such reserve was incorpo-
rated in the company’sarticles. The plain-
tiff alleges that some of the stock-
holders met after a time and passed
a resolution to sell some of the reserve fund
at auction. and at the sale R. F. Kelly bid
in 5,000 shares at 4 cents a share, C. A.
Heffelfinger 5.000 shares at the same and C.
D. Kimball 10,000 shares at the same. The
value of a share had been fixed at $2, and
the plaintiff holds that the defendants
named are holding because of a violation of
the articles, and that they after the sale as-
signed the stock at an advance. He asks
that they be ordered to pay to the company
the amount of theshares, or at least a suf-
ficient amount to cover his judgment, or
that they be ordered to pay the same di-
rectly to him.

A THANGE OF VENUE GRANTED.

Judge Lochren granted a motion for a
change of venue from Wright county to
Hennepin county in the case of Granville
S, Spauiding, charged with the murder of
Charles A. Washburn, a Wright county
constable. Spaulding was found guilty and
sentenced to be hanged, but the supreme
court granted & new trial. Judge Lochren,
in grauting a change of venue, said that as
the case had been tried once in Weight
county that there might be difficulty in se-
curing an unprejudiced jury, and that Hen-
nepin county will be equally convenient to
the majority of witnesses.

THE CASE OF SHADRICK.

Correspondence Shewing the Sus-
pension to Be Temporary.

An article appeared in the last Minneap-
olis Evening Journal as follows: **The un-
certainty of things political is prominently
brought to notice by the startliug rumor
that Hon. P. H. Kelly, distributor of pluns
to the Minnesota Democracy, has brought
about the decapitation of R. H. Shadrick,
assistant superintendent of the new gov-
ernment building and postoffice at Minne-
apolis, who was appointed to this posi-
tion through  Mr. Kelly himself.
Mr. Shadrick has been requested to prepare

his resignation at an early date and step !

dewn and out of the office. The orders
came from Washington by Mr. Kelly, and
thence through Supt. Bassford of St. Paul.
No reason seems to have been assigaed by
the moguls themselves for the official be-
heading but enough has developed to show
that it is simply because of Mr. Shadriek’s
stand in opposing the competition
of convict labor wupon the building
of which he is superintendent. Dur-
ing the past six moanths Mr. Shadrick
has openly uttered protests, all of which,
it is said, were so distasteful to the Demo-
cratic sachem at St. Paul that he last fall
proceeded to petition at Washington for
Shadrick’s removal. Now it has come to
make way for a man less obnoxious to the
mighty chieftain. The ounly man
known to be mentioned thus far as
Shadrick’s successor is Conway, formerly
a well-known stone builder of this city.
A little insight into this affair shows why
Kelly has turned upon his friends. He has
older and dearer friends, it is said, in Hen-
nessy and Cox, the contractors of St. Paul.
Their friendship must be kept warm, and
as Shaddock’s policy in opposing convict
labor was displeasing, to say the least, to
them, the boss had to do something. The
only way of getting even was to *‘fire”
Shadrick.” -
Mr. Shadrick beinginterviewed in referen
to the matter states that he knows nothihg
of the article, and is In no way connected
with its publication. It probably arose
from a rumor that he was marked for po-
litical decapitation, which cawme to his ears
and induced him to write the following
letter to P. H. Kelly.

Fourteen South Eleventh Street, Minneap-
olis. Minn., Feb. 4, 1887.—Hon. P. H. Kelly,
St. Paul, Minn.—Dear Sir: 1 have been in-
formed that my removal from my position on
the United States postoffice and custown house
now in course of erection at Minneapolis has
been determined upon. I wish to be apprised
of the reasons. If I am to blame it is ounly
justice I should be informed of the
cause or causes of the removal 1 can-
not understaad what change has occurred
in me in #oshort atime as to disqualify
me for such & humble position. 1 ask that
you accord me the consideration of informing
me by mail “why I am to be rewoved.”
Charges against e must receive tue light of
investigation and public serutiny; or if there
be none I still hope to be enlightened. Reo-
specttully, R. H. SEADRICK.

To which he received the following re-
ply:

8t. Paul, Minn,, Feb. 5, 1888.—R. H. Shad-
rick, Beq., Minnoapolis—Dear sir: In reply to
yours of the 4th, would say that I know noth-
tng about your discharge, uor any reasons
for it. 1 simply supposed that the work was
discontinued, and that Mr. Bassford was laid
off as well as yourself.

I know nothing about Mr. Bassford’s plans
for the future. I have seen him but once
since the first of January. I would suggest
that you confer with him in regard to any-
thing to be done in the future. Of course
the superintendent must be satisfactory to
him, as be is the party held responsible and
not me. Yours truly, P. H. KeLLy.

Mr. Shadrick emphatically denies that he
influenced 3,000 men in favor of Edmund
Rice of St. Paul, or one man, for that
matter, and states that the Journal article
in reference to that matter is not a reflection
of any views he may have. It isnot within
the power of any man to lead organized
labor by the nose to that extent, and should
it be attempted by older men than he, they
;vitl)uld soon find out that it is nota possi-

ity.

Mr. Shadrick also states that at the proper
time the whole matter will receive his per-
sonal attention over his own signature, for
which he will be responsible and for no
other statements or comwunications.

Mr. Kelly was last night interviewed at
his St. Paul residence and confirmed, in
substance, the letter given above. Itap-
peats, therefore, that a temporary suspen-
sion of all employes has been ordered dur-
ng the interval of no work.

““The fact of the matter is,” said Mr.
Kelly, “that Mr. Bassford himself re-
quested that the whole force, including
bimself, be laid off because there was no
work belng done, and he did not waut the
government’s money without giving quid
pro quo. Few peovle have such conscien-
cious scruples as Mr. Bassford. but as the
whole force was laid off Mr. Shadrick had
to go with the rest. I was requested to
write a letter explaining the case, which I
did, and am perfectly willing to give youa
copy of it for publication, but have not got
it here. Will be glad to giveit to you Mon-
day or any time.”

Some of the Evil Tendencies of
Extravaganoe.
I —_—
Some Anecdotes Taken From Life About

People Who Starve to Keep Up
Appearances.

An Illustration of How People Can
Live Within Thelir Means and
Command Hespect.

The Contrast Between Fashionable
Soclety and That of Cultare and
Common Sense Living.

| Humor is tgo seldom allowed to ereep
| into the sermons that on Sabbath evenings
,are supposed to entertain as well as en-
| lighten the church-going people. Perhaps
| if these sermons should take on more of the
| form of an interesting lecture of a practical
| sort instead of cousisting, in the great ma-
| jority, of instances of vapid platitudes about
| spiritual life, the attendauce at the churches
| would be larger snd the benefit to be de-
rived would be more obyious. There is one
Mioueapolis preacher, if not more, who
permits his dense of the ludicrous to assert
itself, and sometimes chooses to illustrate
his poiuts by relating anecdotes that bring
into a strong light the senseless foily of
people who permit themselves to be fascin-
ated by the pomp and glitter of Vanity Fair.
This winister is Rev. John L. Scudder of
the First Congregational church, whose
evident ambition to do good. coupled with
his ability and personal qualities, seems to
act as a magoet in drawing about
him crowds of eager listeners. In
his lecture of a recest Sunday
evening upon Living for Show. eor the
Follies of Extravagauce, Mr. Secudder,
after citing instaoces of vulzar waste of the
guod things of life by the wealthy, took oc-
casion to remark that qulte as deplorable is
the folly of those who are so enamered of a
life of display that they are elther forced to
live beyoud their income or to keep up the
appearance of living ou a grander scale than
their means will warrant. Either of their
modes of life, that of extravagance, which
I detine as living beyond one’s means. or
that of pretention, which Is nothiog less
than financial hypoerisy, is coutewptable in
itself and meost destructive of character.
You can find endless illustrations of this
from the top of society to the very bottom.
Let me give you an example from a distance,
for upon this topic distance certaiuly lends
euchantment to the view. One of eur
American families was spending a few
months ln the city of Lisbon, and in the
course of their sojourn became acquainted
with a Portuguese official whose pay was
small and who livea with his family in a
flat. This man had a wife, a sister and

several children to support, but
was proud and pretentious, and
s0 was his wife, who usually

went about her house In old. slovealy
clothes; but when she went out for a prom-
enade she had a cunning way of throwing
an elegant blue satin cloak trimmed with
ermine over bher dirty calico dress, and after
putting on a showy bounet to match, weuld
walk forth, followed by several malds, who
were hired fer the occasion at se much an
hour. Every day about dinner time the
table would be set in the parler with clean
damask cloth and napkins, sliver forks and
spouns, handsome wiue glasses and goblets.
This stood for an heur or more, so that the
visiters might suppose that the family was
in the Rabit of dining in elegaut siyle. As
a matter of fact they never sat down te this
table. When the hour for visitatien had
passed all these fine things were imme-
diately removed to the closet, where they
remained until brought out again for the
next day's exhibition. The family, mark
you, always ate iu the kitchen, where they
were very uncerimoniously squatted on the
floor around a huge earthen pam containing
a stew, from which each helped themselves
without even the turm:my of dishes.

This is doubtless an extravagaut case,
but 1 can give {ou instances uearer howe.
I know a family in New York state who
belong, according to the phraseology of the

word, to the ‘‘upper erust,” and
move among the best. They live in
a maguificent house, but it is

heavily mortgaged, and it is all they can do
to pay the interest. Every now and then,
beholding the deplorable state of their
finances, they have a spell of weeping and
wailing for fear they are going to the poor-
house. YetI notice they dress luxuriously
and occasionally give fancy dinners, of
which even Delmonico might be proud. It
has become quite the fashion in New York
city for high-toned families to hire expen-
sive wedding presents only for the evening
of the marriage. When the ceremonies are
over and the guests are gone these elaborate
presents are returned to the store, where
they are ready to go to another wedding or
to be disposed of in bema ftide sale, as the
case niay be. Frequently a stylish lady
will call at a jeweler's and order several
costly sets of diamouds to be sent to her
mansion that she wmay look them over at
ber leisure with her Lusbaud, as she says,
with a view to purchase, but in reality that
she may wear the choicest amoung the lot to
some grand party and make all her lady
friends believe that this is only one set out
of a number in her possession. Ah, there
is a deal of hollowness in what is known as
high life. Much of it s mere masquerading,
and extends to even the poorest classes in
society. 1 know of a woman whose children
were starving, and when a benev-
olent lady gave her $2 she spent $1
for food but invested the other in a silver-
spangled belt. I knew another who was
frequentinin want and received repeated
assistagce from the church but could not
refrain from the pleasure of walking down
the street in a dress, the go us train
swept the sidewalk fy.tqu half a yard.

GARFIELD'S REMAINS.

The Body of the Late Prosident
Placed in a Sarcophagus.
CLEVELAND, Feb. 6.—Lake cemetery
presented a beautiful and picturesque view
this worning. The silent sentry paced back
and forth in front of the Garfield vault.
Suddenly three conveyances appeared on
the scene, which brought a handsome
bronze sarcophagus, the undertaker and
four representatives of the press. No one
else was present but James R. Garfield,
Lieut. Edwards and the soldiers stationed
at Gartield post. The trauster of the re-
malns of the late president, James A. Gar-
field, had been under econsideration for
some time, aud the little gathering was for
this purpese. The casket which contained
all that is wortal of the martyred president
rested In the usnal pesition in the vauit.
Withered flowers were there, and evidences
on every hand showed that the illustrions
dead was remembered by living friends. The
casket was not opened, but was quietly
placed in the sarcophagus uunder the direc-
tion of the undertaker. The outer cover-
iug was thea hermetically sealed and the re-
wains were lost to mortal view. The sarco-
phagus was then
RETURNED TO THE VAULT
where it will remain until the handsome
wenuwment, which is to be erected to the
wemory of the henored dead, is completed.
[he sarcopbagus is a work of art and is the
anest article of the kiud ever manutactured
4 this country. It is of solid brouze metal,
Randsowely ernamented, and weighs 459
pounds. The top is partially oval and
wassive handles rum along the sides and
ends. The entire sarcophagus rests on four
llow’s feet, eneat each coruer, indicating
strength. A hamdsowe tablet of superior
workmanship was placed on the top of the
sarcophagus. 1t s six by fitteen inches,
was designed by Tiffany and canuot be du-
plicated for $400. One man was constantly
employed for forty-tive days in domg the
chasing werk. On each end are lilies, oak
leaves and ucorns ernament the projections
in the cemter. White licken aud callas are
then iuterwoven, giving a beautiful effect.
The tablet Is symbolical of the dead presi-
deat, telling as it does his leve of home by
the lichens, his leve of mankind by the
calla canthus, his purity by the lily and his
courage by the eak. The cost of the sar-
cophagus was $2,000. The military guard
about the vault will be continued until the
latter part of next June,
