It is something one never grows tired of,
but with each succeeding glance new
beauty unfolds itself until the speetator
finds himself lost in a spell of enchantment,
When the thaw came and robbed the castle
of its transparent purity we almost imag-
ined that its beauty was to be destroyed.

The illusion was dispelled and
the castle grew young again, and smiled
with a beanty which eclipsed all its

THE GREELY RELICS.

An important event of the carnival sea-
son is the arrival of the GREELY relies,
which were deposited in the palace grounds
yesterday, and a full deseription of which
appears in this morning’s Grose. It is
gratifying to observe in this connection that
the usual amount of red tape business was
dispensed with by the government and
when the requ¢ ¢ was made that these relics
be loaned to the ice carnival assoeciation it
was promptly granted and the various arti-
cles forwarded without a moment’s delay.
There is a singular appropriateness that
these relics should be placed on exhibition
in the first ice palace that was ever erectea
in the United States, and it must so
have oceurred to the war department at
Washington, hence the promptness with
which they were forwarded. They are
special objects of interest to all visitors to
the palace grounds. They tell a story of
the rigors of an Arctic climate of which we
have no conception. They are the mute
but touching records of heroism and suffer-
ing unsurpassed in the world’s history.
Each article is a medest-looking thing to
look at, and yet it was the witness of
horrors of which our ears could not bear to
hear the telling.

THE HANCOCK FUND.

Like so many other noble patriots whose
lives were given to their country’s service,
Gen. Haxcock died poor. A movement
has already been inaugurated to create a
fund for the benefit of his widow. A no
utore deserving movement was ever set on
foot, Gen. HANcock's fame is his coun-
try’s treasure, and it is proper that his coun-
trymen should provide for his widow. If
it had mnot been for Haxcock
Gettysburg would not have been won by
ihe Union armies. And if Gettysburg had
been lost the consequences would have been
disastrous to the Union cause beyond con-
jecture. Therefore it is eminently proper
that his grateful countrymen should at least
pay sufficient tribute to his memory to make
provision for the one whose sole dependence
he was. Congress should allow Mrs. HAN-
cock a liberal pension, and the admiring
friends of her distinguished husband will
doubtless add enough to it by voluntary
contribution to assure her of a comfortable
living.

SPARKS VINDICATED,

In the midst of the heavy fire of bitter
eriticism which is being fired upon Land
Commissioner SPARKS it must be a source
of great gratification to that much-abused
official to receive such a glowing testimonial
of indorsement from a distinguished polit-
ical opponent as that which the Hon. E. B.
Washburn of 1llinois recently gave Gen.
SPARKS. Mr. WASHBURN was for many
years a leader of the Republican party in
congress and was also the American min-
ister to France. Mr. WAsHBURY says that
he is not even personally acquainted
with Gen. SraArgs and that they
are as far apart politically as it

are just and in accordance with law. In-
stead of being the subject of newspaper
assaults Mr. WasaBURN is of the opinion
that the land commissioner deserves the
commendation of the country for his ae-
tions. Mr. Wasasury farthermore

recover for the benefit of the people at large
some portions of the public domain which
had been obtained from the government by
railroad companies.

A recent Washington letter gave an inter-
esting account of how land was taken up
and settled in Colorado under the late ad-
ministration of the land office. The works
of the company which supplies the eity of
Denver with water are situated upon land
obtained through titles issued upon frando-
lent homestead entries, It is stated that the
company ecould not afford to buy serip,
which is necessary to locate any large blocks
of public land, so they employed a number
of the agents of the company to make
fraudulent homestead entries. The way it
was done was this: A toy house, two
stories high, neatly painted, 16 inches by 24
and 30 inches in height, was made. 1t bhad
a handle upon the ridge-pole of its roof.
The wonld-be homesteader would take this
house in one hand and a blanket over his

arm. He would then proceed to a quarter l:u'

section, set up his house and lie down by
the side of it in his blanket anda spend the
night there. The next morning he would
dig up the land for a few feet with a spade,
After that he would go directly to the reg-
ister's office and make oath that he had
taken up a certain quarter section of land,
had erected a house two stories, 16x24,
leaving it to be inferred thit he meant feet
instead of inches, that he had slept there
and that he had made improvements upon
the land. When the title was issued to him
the house would be handed over to another
homesteader to repeat this process on
other quarter sections. In this way the
company acquired a large bloek of land.
The only justification of the register's wink-
ing at this fraud was the fact that the land
was desert land and would never have been
taken up by a regular homesteader, and
that while it was valuable for the water
works company it would not have been to
any one else. The entire community under-
stood the performance and seemed to regard
it as a huge joke.

OUR VETERANS.

As we look upon the war veterans who
will march through our streets to-day we
will perhaps realize how far we have drifted
away from the war days.- The men who
went out into the war were the young men
of the country—they were the flower of the
land. But there will be no young men in
the Grand Army procession to-day, It will
be composed of men who are past middle
age, most of them well advanced on the
sunset side of life, They are the few sur-
vivors of the thousands and hundreds of
thousands who went out to battle for their
country. More than twenty years have
elapsed since the war closed and these
Grapd Army men were mustered out of
service. Those that were in the prime of
lite then are now old men with grey locks
and tottering steps. Those who were young
men when they received their discharge
from service are now middle-aged—the
heads of families and well settled in life.
Twenty years hence how few of those who
parade our streets to-day will be left. Thus
itis we are made to realize the flight of
time and how it is that our life is buta
vapor,

He sald Mr. Parnell was
ready to help the Welch farmers against
the landlords, and unless the government
granted home rule to Ireland, Mr. Parnell
would retaliate by presenting in parliament
thirty bills dealing solely with England,
Wales and Scotland.

FORTUNATE RESCUE.

A Ship’'s Crew Escape from Their
Burning Vessel,
Special to the Globe.

NEw YOk, Feb. 11.—The four-hundred-
ton schooner C. M. Newins, bound from Wil-
mington to New York with rosin, tar and
turpentine, had been plowing through a fog
all day Wednesday, and was twenty
miles east-southeast from Barnegal at 8 p. m.
The fog that hung over the cabin forepeak
seemed to be getting unnaturally thick and
black and in & moment it was discovered that
the ship was afire. The men made a rush
to get down and save theirclothes and money
but the smoke poured up blacker and uglier
than before and they were glad to retreat.
In au hour the flames had burst
through the deck. A light gale was
just beginning to blow, and through the
fog, which grew thinner, the twisting tlames
were seen by the crew of the pilot boat Ed-
ward Cooper. The crew of the Newins mean-
while, reckoning that it was about tline for
the fire to reach the barrels of turpentine,
abandoned the schooner for their smwall boat,

saving only what they  had on,
and had paddled off into the
fog. Their idea was not to save

their lives, because, as the captain said to-
day, there was precious little hope of that
with & heavy sea and rising gale, but because
they chose to drown rather than be blown
up. Lueckily in making off through the fog
they struck out i the right direction
and almost ran into the pilot boat,
which was coming to their rescue.
As the pilot boat made for New York
the turpentine barrels began to explode
aboard the schooner, and she went to Davy
Jones’ er.

For some time past
Mrs. Hogan has been in a delicate condition,
She was attended by Dr. Holeomb, her
husband’s family physician. On last Friday
morning, while Mr. Hogan was absent
and she was alone at home, she was siezed
with violent pains. She threw vp a
window and called to a boy who was pass-
ing. She begged him to run to Dr. Hol-
comb’s office and ask him to come
to her. The boy ran on the errand
and she went to A few
minutes later the boy returned, accompanied
by a strange man whom she did not recog-
nize. The man said he was a doetor. thag
his name was Sayres and that he would at
tend her. He adwinistered ether to her,
and wkile under its influence she gave birth
to a child. When she had partly recovered
consciousness the man asked her where her
mother and husband were. She told him
and he wrote a telegram to each of them.
When he was ready to leave he
picked up the ehild from the foot
of the bed on which it was lying, wrapped
It in a shawl, darted out of the room with
itand ran down stairs. Mrs. Hogan was
too weak and too stupified to wsaise an
alar_m. She remembered nothing more
nntil an hour later, when her mother and
husband arrived. To them she related
what had happened and they nontied the
police. Since then the detectives have
been trying without suecess to find the
strange doctor or the boy.

A Lad’s Drowning Incites a Riot.

Dayroxw, O., Feb. 11.—There was a big
excitement in the eastern portion of the
city this afternoon caused by a mob threat-
ening to cut through the bapks of the
hydraulie eanal to let the water out of it.
Last night a small boy named John France,
while venturing out on the ice, accidentally
broke through and drowned. Since then
gangs of men have been dredging the eanal
in search of the

body- but with-
out success. This afternoon a re-
quest was made to the directors of
the Hydraulic company asking them

to release the water from the hydraulies so
that the remains might be recovered. The
request was peremptorily refused, and
when this became known to the large
crowd which lived on the canal, there was
a great excitement and mnch bitterness was
manifested. Men were incited to riot and
A mob about one hundred strong was or-
ganized with pick and shovel and it was
proposed to cut through the hydraulie bank
to let out the water. Col. John G. Lowe,
superintendent, at once called upon Chief
Patton for protection, and a posse of
men immediately repaired to the scene, who,
after some difticulty, sueceeded in quieting
the disturbance. Col. Lowe said he had
seen Mrs. France and given her money to
relieve her necessity, and had explained to
her that her son's body was in no danger of
decomposition while in the water. To drain
off the water now would result in financial
loss to the company and would do no good,
as the masses of ice would sink to the bot-
tom and hide the remains of the drowned
boy.
Coke Region Still Unsettied.

PrrrsBuRrG, Feb. 11.—Several meetings
were held in the coke regions to-day, two
of which were secret. Nearly 1,000 strikers
assembled this afternoon to determine on a
course to effect release of the men arrested
yasterday for participating in the Brad-
ford riot. The strikers say noune of the
parties arrested were there and they protest
against the men being committed to jail
without a hearing. A large meeting was
held at Mt. Pleasant this morning, composed
mostly of Hungarians from Morewood.
They have been unable to obtain their share
of donations and therefore appointed a
soliclting committee of their own and estab-
lished a commissary. The presiding officer
made an incendiary speech in the Hungarian
language which was loudly cheered.
Superintendent Vandusen of the Bee-
son works, an independent company,
offered his miners the advance of
10 per eent., and it is expected that the men
will return to work Monday. An evening
paper publishes a sensational story from
Mt. Pleasant, to the effect that the So-
cialistic agitators from Chieago and New
York “ave been successfnl in inducing
nearly all of the Slavonians in the region to
joim a secret organization similar to the
Molly Maguires, and that recently, es-
pecially during the past week, large quan-
tities of fire-arms and amunition had been
shipped into the coke regions.

The Books Had Disappeared.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 11.—The case of
this eity against Thomas K. Brown to re-
cover $40,000, which it is alleged he de-
frauded the city out of while superintendent
of the gas works, is on trial here. The
fraudulent transactions are alleged to have
been chiefly with Brown & Owen and R.
Pitt. Owen, the junior member of the
firm, was ordered to produce the books of
the concern. When ealled on for them he
asserted that they had disappeared and
could not be found. The judge read him a
severe lecture and ordered him under arrest
for contempt of court until he should pro-
duce the books.

Anti=Chinese Agitation in Portland.

PoTLAND, Or., Feb. 11.—There are fears of
trouble here next Saturday or Sunday similar
to that which occurred at Seattle this week.
A large convention of anti-Chinese organiz-
atiouns, trades unions, etc., have been called
for Saturday, and Burnett G. Haskell, who
styles himself »Organizer of the
International Workmens association, and
delegate from the Confederated Trades and
Labor organization of California, Arigoua and
Nevada'’ has arrived here. and by common
consent has been placed at the head of the
movement to expel the Chinese by force. It
is thought an effort will be made to ship
them to San Francisco by steamer,
There are 3,000 Cbinese in Portland.
The trouble, if inaugurated, it is feared will
be on & much larger scale than the Seattle
riot. Fifty-four Chinamen &t work in the
mines at Carbonade on the Ruyallup branch
of the Northern Pacific rallway were driven
out to-day and are now at the station await-
ing transportation to Tacoma and thence to
San Francisco.
