OUR PROGRESSION,

It seems but a little while ago that the
names of HENDRICKS and McCLELLAN,
of SEYMoUR and HANCOCK and GREELEY
and BLAIR were the rallying cries of the
national Demoeracy, and yet they are all
gone. And that other grand old Demo-
cratic leader—SAMUEL J. TILDEN—whose
name has been a Democratic talisman for
more than a quarter of acentury and whose
sagacious statesmanship has more clearly
than any other power carved out a career
of success for the party whose leader he
was, has passed beyond the three score and
ten years allotted to huwnan life and now
stands on the brink of the grave which
must receive him into final rest before many
more months have gone by, Thus itis
we are brought to face the realiz-
ation of the fact that the natlonal Demo-
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cratic party has passed entirely into the
hands of a new leadership, The men whom
it knew as leaders but a decade or two ago
are now known no more forever. While it
seems as but yesterday that the names of
Seymour and McCLELLAN and Haxcock
were household words in a million of Dem-
ocratic homes in America, itis a singular
fact that the names of those who are now in
the lead of a successful Democracy were
totally unknown to fame.

These facts are not only evidences of the
general progressive spirit of American
thought and action, but also of the progres-
siveness of the Democratic party. So forei-
bly is this fact impressing itself upon the
minds of the whole Awerican people that
even in the Republican party strong effort
is being made to cut loose from the leader-
ship of the men who have controlied the or-
ganization for the last twenty-five years.
The BLAINES and the SHERMANS and the
LooGAXNS are not regarded as proper men to
mold the policy of a political organization
which is to leave the past behind it and is
to keep its face to the future. We are a
progressive people; the nation 1s forging to
the frout, not sliding backward. And so
impressively is this fact stamped upon every
movement of national import that the po-
litical party which ties itself to
a leadership a quarter of a century old is
left behind and lost in the progress of our
national events. In therapidity and multi-
formity of changes which occur in our na-
tional existence, no school of political
thought can exist over twenty years. The
issues that were prominent twenty years
ago are now dead. The men who were
most prominently identified with those
issues have dropped out of sight with them.
Tne issues and the men now most promi-
nent twenty yvears hence will have passed
out of public sight, and new men and new
issues will occupy their place. Thus it is
that our progression moves with a rapidity
that dazzles and bewilders the fossil gov-
ernments of Europe.

LAID TO REST.

America’s model soldier is at rest. Yes-
terday the grave closed over the most mag-
niticent soldier and citizen of this genera-
tion. In all that goes to make up the
accomplished soldler and patriotic citizen
Gen. Haxcock was faultless. He was
just as superb In character as he was in ap-
pearance. In all the disgraceful jealousies
and rivalries which existed between the
prominent generals of the war Gen. HAN-
cock was never known to play a part.
He was conspicuonsly free from all
attempts of winning his military reputation
through the newspapers as s0 many
other prominent officers won theirs. His
modesty was only egualied by his merit.
With the quality of a true soldier he invar-
iably took the post assigned him without
questioning the propriety of the assign-
ment. All the distinction he gained was
honestly and honorably won. His services
were entitled to more recognition by the
government and the people than they ever
received. But he never complained of any
lack of appreciation of what he had. The
consciousness of duty performed was the
only compensation that a man of HAN-
cock’s character and disposition wanted.
Station and authority were not the objects
of his ambition. His patriotism was
of the Lreoxmas and WASHING-
ToN type—he would rather save a
nation than to destroy a world. His
ambition was that whatever he did to do well.
And so strong was this characteristic that
his position as commander of the Grant ob-
sequies was probably the immediate cause
of his death. He insisted on giving per-
sonal supervision to everything that was
done, and while he wasa man of great
physical endurance, the task was too much
for him. It is stated that during the trip to
Mt. MecGregor he signed nearly 3,000
telegraphie dispatches, insisting on signing
every one of them, and for several days
afterwards his right hand was rendered use-
less. This instance illustrates the conscien-
tious disposition of the man to perform his
duty to the very letter and to the minutest
detail.

But with all the glory of his military
career the brightest spot in his publie record
was the lesson he taught and enforced
while in‘command of the department of
Louisiana and Texas, of subordinating the
military to the civil power. It wasan act
of more substantial benefit to the character
and perpetuity of American institutions
than all the distinctions ever won on a
battlefield.

Sounds less harmonious to the grateful mind

Than his, who fashions and improves man-

kind.

A JEALOUS RIVAL.

The St. Paul winter carnival is the source
of infinite worriment to the Chicago news-
papers. They are continually biting and
snapping and sparling at it just as if the
whole ambition of Chicago life and enter-
prise was to get a lick at St. Paul. Aside
from the petty malice and spite displayed
in these fruitless attempts to detract from
the magnificent success of our carnival, we
see in it an evidence of the fact that Chi-
cago has at last baen forced to make public
recognition of St. Paul as a formidable
com rival. The highest tribute
that can be paid to St Paul's
prominence as the metropolis and great
commercial and railway center of the North-
west is implied in the ill-tempered efforts
of the Chieago press to belittle our carnival.
The animus of these newspaper assaulis is
80 apparent to the public eye that Chicago's
wrath is being converted into the best ad-
vertising agency that St. Paul could possi-
bly have. As long as our Chicago contem-
poraries keep up this kind of a racket they
wiil receive the gratitude of our people for
the inestimable good they are doing for St.
Paul in the way of advertising it as the sue-
cessful competitor of Chicago in the race for
commercial supremacy.

CHICAGO’S ENTERPRISE,

If a man’s genius is not his own prop-
erty and he is not entitled to reap the ben-
efit of it, then what in the world is he en-
titled to? This question is suggested by
the publication of a card from the Rev.
Sanm Joxges, asking the public not to buy a
published volume of his sermons which has
been issued by a Chicago publishing firm
with a copyright mark on it. The unique-
ness of Chicago enterprise had never oc-
curred to Evangelist JONES until he went
to that city to inavgurate a religious re-
vival. For several months Mr. Joxes

The only surprise is
that these enterprising book dealers didn’t
get a copyright on the Sermon on the Mount
and the Lord’s prayer.

TWO WEEKS CONCLUDED.

The second week of the carnival has been
completed and a measure of success achieved
which exceeds the most sanguine expecta-
tions held at the beginning of the enter-
prise. The association is to be congratu-
lated on the energy which has made peossi-
ble such a vresult, and the people
of St. Paul upon the unflagging in-
terest and enthusiasm which contrib-
uted so materially to the satisfactory
outcome, It is only another indication of
the fact that St. Paul business men never
go into anything in a half-hearted way, but
having decided upon an undertaking of
whatever character, are not satisfied with
anything less than the fullest measure of
success. Notonly is it a matter of con-
gratulation that the promoters of the enter-
prise should receive a comfortable pe-
cuniary return, but it is also highly
satisfactory to  have demonstrated
the possibility of jmaking the festival a per-
manent feature of winter life in St. Paul.
Had the ecarnival been only partially suc-
cessful. it would have been decided in all
probability not to make another attempt.
As it is, however, the prospects for similar
entertainments in future years of even a
more extensive character are excellent.
The present carnival has done much to
afford the people of the Northwest genuine
and healthful enjoyment, it has done still
more to spread St. Paul’s fair fame through-
out the land. Let us not be content with
crying “*well done,” but prepare for greater
things in the time to come.

A Remarkable Case of Suspended
Animation.

WELLESVILLE, Feb. 13.—A remarkable
instance of suspended animation, with a
nairow escape from a horrible death, occur-
red a few days ago at Jethro, a hawmlet on
the eastern outskirts of this place, the
particulars of which were dissolved to-day.

It Affects 5,000,000 Acres.

WasaINaToN, Feb. 13.—Land Commis-
sioner Sparks, in a decision in the case of
James Vaughan, a settler on the line of the
Northern Pacific railroad in Montane. holds
that the lands were not reserved by law for
the railroad grant upon the filing by the
company of maps of the general route, but
only after the definite location of the actual
line of the road. It has been a former rul-
ing of the interior department that a statu-
tory reservation was created when a map
of general route was filed, although actual
location of the road might afterwards be
made on quite a different line. Commis-
sioner Sparks says he finds no authority of
law for such econstruetions and holds it con-
trary to the provisious of the granting act
and to the uniforma construction of the rail-
road land grant by the supreme court. The
effect of the commissioner's decision, if
sustaived, will be to protect the settlers
along the whole line of the road who set-
tled atter the maps of the general route
were filed and before definite location of
the road, being periods ranging from three
to ten years, and also open to entry all
lands on the live between Wallula, W. T..
and Portland, Or., a distance of soine 200
miles and amounting to more than 5,000,000
acres. These lands are in the valley of the
Columbia river and have been kept in !
reservation since 1872,

PATENT OFFICE REPORT.

Great increase in the Numberof Ap~
plications Made.

WaAsHINGTON, Feb. 13.—Commissioner
of Patents Montgomery has forwarded to
congress his annual report for the calendar
year ended Dec. 31, 1885. It is recom-
mended that some provision be made by
which the office should be furnished with
complete records of patent cases decided in
federal courts for publication in the Ga-
zette. The commissioner says the examin-
ing corps is wholly insufficient to perform
its important duties, and an increase of the
number of employes is recommended, as
well as a general increase in other divisions.
The allowances for salaries of assistant ex-
aminers are said to be inadequate, and the
practical result of the small salaries is that
many of the most valuable examiners desert
their employment every year to enter
a more luerative field. It is also
recommended that the salary of
the assistant commissioner be increased
from $3,000 to $8,500 per annum. Atten-
tion of congress is directed to the fact that
there is at present no statute empowering
or directing the attorney general to insti-
tute proceedings in the name of the United
States, or otherwise to cancel or annul a
patent which wmay have been fraudulently
obtained or unwisely or inadvertently
granted and which may work great injury
to the public. In conclusion the cominis-
sioner says: .

Thirty years ago there were but thirteen
classes of invention. To-day there are in
the office 177 distinet classes. In the year
1855 4,435 applications for patents were re-
ceived, while during the last calendar year
the office received 35,717 applications. The
total receipts of the patent office during the
year were £1,188,059. and the expenditures
were $1,024,379, leaving & balance of $183,-
710. The number of caveats filed was 2,552,
and the number of issues was 25,891,

A SABLE BUCKEYE BRUTE.

Jensiek's Victims ina Critical Con-
dition.
Epecial to the Globe.
CLEVELAND, O., Feb. 13.—A man who

| has just returned from Northfield, O.,

where Charles Jensiek’s vietims, Maria and
Mary Hoar, aged 33 and 24, respectively,
lie prostrated from their wounds, says
that in neither case has the crisis yet been
passed. Tne detailed description of the
wounds only adds to the horror of the first
story. Maria has ten distinet wounds about
her head. All her front teeth were knocked
out, her nose was crushed and her
upper lip cut in two. Her left ear hangs
by a bit of skin and cartilage, and it is
thought that there is a fracture of one of
the parietal bones of the skull. Mary,
thongh struck but six times with the mur-
derous bludgeon, has two fractures of
the skull, a jaw bone fractured, and all the
molar teath on one side knocked out. Her
condition remains eritical. Within ten
days when fever setsin itis thought her
wounds must terminate fatally. The doc-
tors say that the worst has not yet come and
the girls both tell of a terrible struggle
with Jensick, and once they succeeded in
putting him out of the house, but he re-
turned and resumed his hellish work to the
bloody end. The clothing of both the young
women was completely soaked with blood,
and the kitchen was fairly spattered with
it. The present outlook is that Jensick
will be tried on a ecapital charge and there
is no question about the verdiet. 'The
prisoner is a poor brute de-
void of intelleet. He says that
if a mob comes he hopes will
be shot neatly and quickly. If he has to
hang he will be contented, provided he is
given a gallon of beer, a beef steak, a dozen
potatoes and a half peck of apples to feast
on before he hangs.

A MONGOLIAN MENACE,

The Anti-Chinese Congress at Portland
Pagses Pointed Resolutivns.

A Polite Request to John to Leave Oregon
and Washington.

Articles of Impeachment to be Pre-
ferred Against Gov. Squire,

And Ben Butler Called on to Conduct
the Proceedings.

PorRTLAND. Or., Feb. 13.—The anti-
Chinese congress assembled here this after-
noon. About 150 delegates were present.
The usual committees on credentials, per-
manent organization, ete., were appointed.
Burnett G. Haskell was made chairman of
the resolution committee. The principal
resolutions were as follows:

Whereas, It is a portion of the common law
in this land. solidified into universal and im-
memorial custom and usage, that the inhab-
itaots of any locality, which i3 infested with
any immoral or undesirable class of people,
have the right, peaceably, to assemble and
request the obnoxious elements to remove to
{ other localities; and,
| Whereas, The Mongolian race in the state
| of Oregon and the territory of Washingtom
| are a class of people who are constant viola-
| tors of health and public laws, immoral and
| degraded in every sense of the word, a3 well

85 constant menace to free institutious, to
home and family, therefore be it

Resolved, That this convention call npon
the citizeus ot every locality to peaceably
assemble and politely request said Mongolian
l race to remove {rom this state and the terri-

tory of Washington to the city of San Fran-
cisco, or any other place where they are
desired by the people, and this within thirty
dars from the date of said meeting.

Resolved, That an executive committee be
appointed in every community to carry out
the spirit and intent of these resolutions.

Resolved, further, That dejegates to this
convention upon returning to the r homes
proceed to call mass meetings of the citizens
of their locality to ratify the action of this
convention and appoint the executive com-
m’ttee herein provided for, and the date for
such meetings to be Feb. 22,

’l_‘he above resolutions were the only ones
which the committee on resolutions had
prepared, but they recommended that three
of a large number of resolutions which had
been handed to the committee by various
delegates, should be adopted. The first was
a resolution calling on congress to abrogate
all existing treaties whereby immigration
from China to this country may be stopped,
except as regards diplowatic relations. The
second resolution commended certain news-
papers which indorsed the action of the
rioters at Seattle and Tacoma. The third
resolution placed a permanent boyecott on the
Oregonian and Evening Telegram. The Ore-
gonian has made a staud for order, humanity
and law. There was a long debate over the
resolutions, and about fifteen speakers par-
ticipated, each lunited to five minutes.
The general sentiment of the speakers
was in favor of the peaceful re-
moval of the Chinese, which delegates
from Tacomo explained meant marching
them out of town, as was done at Lacerna.
The speakers were greeted with great ap-
plause. One delegate stated that he was

prepared to lead in the movement,
that he had been in jail five days for
having done so before, and was

willing to be incarcerated for a year to do
so again. Speakers who attempted to de-
bate against the resolutions, and tried to
say the Chinese were here under authority
of law, were hooted down by the noisy
lobby. The following resolutions were
passed without debate:

Whereas, In deflance of article 1, section 9,
and amendments 5 and 8 of the constitution
of the United States, and in utter violation of
law, Gov. Squires of Washington Territory
has with all the insolence of fmperfalism de-
nied the writ of habeas corpus, tree speech
and hiberty of assemblage and declared mar-
tial law in deflance of the law of the land as
declared by the Unitea States supreme court,
in 4 Wall., in the case of Wellington, and

Whereas, In addition to the said illegul act,
a mob of hissupporters wantonly fired upon
an assemblage of the people, killing one and
wounding three others, in the city of Seattle,
Feb. 10, 1556; and.

Whereas, The szid Samries has illegally im-
prisoned and deprived of liberty various eitl-
zens of the United States without process of
law.

Resolved, That our representatives in con-
gress be instructed to prefer articles of im-
peachment azainst the said governor and pre-
sent the same for the acuon of the house of
representatives at once,

Resolved, That 50.000 copies of these reso-
lutions be printed and forwarded to every
laborer, crganization, anti-Chinese league
and every Granger association in the United
States, with a request timt each such organ-
ization ratify and adopt and approve these
resolutions and order them sent to their rep-
resentatives in congress, indorsed with their
urgent demand for proper action thereou

Resolved, That a telegram be gent to Benja-
min F. Butler, requesting him to conduct the
said impeachment proceedings on behalf of
all lovers of American liberty.

The Broadway Surface Franchise,

NEw Yorg, Feb. 13.—The Broadway
railroad franchise investigation was con-
tinued to-day. James W. Lyddy, a law-
ver testified as to a suit which he brought
on behalf of his-brother, John, against the

board of alderman to prevent
the granting of the franehise,
but that he compromised the

suit for $12.500. Lawson W. Fuller, who
was interested in the cable company, which
offered $1,000.000 for the franchise, sald
his company was beaten by the Broadway
company, which offered no bonus. James
W. Foshay, president of the Broadway and
Seventh Avenue railroad, testified that his
road he guaranteed the bonds of the Broad-
way road because he thought it to the inter-
est of this company to form an alliance with
the new road, whose competition was
feared. The result was that his road was
eatning $60,000 a month more than it did
b:fore. Ex-Mayor Edson testified he voted
the ordinance granting the franchise to the
Broadway surface road, subseqaently
passed over his veto, because such a road
would not meet the requirements of travel
on Broadway and because he believed the
franchise should have been sold, not given
away.
