HOW TO FABJI.

Some Pretty Sound Advice from the
State ofKentucky.

The Live Stock Record, published at
Lexington. Ky., has a very sensible article
upon how to make farming successful. Of
course, the writer speaks from the Ken-
tucky standpoint, which differs in several
respects from the conditions that exist here
in .Minnesota, What this Southern writer
suggests really amounts to what has been
advised in Minnesota for several years, viz:
Mixed fanning. Ho advises stock raising,
and says:

The better class of grass lands In those
states is Just suited for the purpose of graz-
ing and breeding fine stock, and those who
failin the business do so from a want of
knowledge, neglect, over-stocking or want of
capital. Horses brought better prices the
past year than any other class of stock raised
in Kentucky or Tennessee. They sold higher

than any previous year, especially thorough-
breds, and for the last five years breeding
thoroughbreds has paid better than any kind
of stock or farming in these depressing times
foragriculturalists. At present ruling prices
borso breeding, either thoroughbred, trotter,
harness or coach horse, or shorthorns ofgood
quality to top a herd, pays better than "'l-
Ingcattle orordinary farming. A fat bullock,
3 years old, at present prices, consumes as
much food every day as a good horse and will
not bring one-third the price of a thorough-
bred yearling. There is a3 much risk in rais-
ing one class of animals as the other, and j
cattle are subject to as many diseases and
accidents as horses.

HOW TO DO IT.
The writer then expresses the opinion

that farmers in Kentucky and Tennessee
should make a change and banish to a
great extent the feeding of bullocks, sheep
and hogs from lands that are so well adapted
for breeding a higher and more remunera-
tive class of stock. Itis, he asserts, a bet-
tor business to raise high-class stock than
to teed cattle, sheep and hogs or tillingthe
ground to grow corn and grain. The reason
why this writer speaks against raising cat-
tle, sheep and bogs is that the lands in
Kentucky are too high priced to enable the
farmer to make money off them. This
reason does not exist hero in Minnesota or
the Northwest. Lands here are cheap and
therefore there is money In raising cattle,
sheep and hogs. He thinks that the farm-
ers in Kentucky would do best by devot-
ing a part of their attention and time to the
raising -of thoroughbreds, and says there
are few fanners that cannot keep a half-
dozen thoroughbred mares along with their
other stock, and there is nothing incom-
patible with the proper management of a
farm why an intelligent farmer should not
be able to raise from four to six thorough-
breds each year and sell them as yearlings.
The writer concluded as follows:

THE PROFITS THAT ARK IX IT.
The farmer can raise sufficient other

' stock for home consumption and have a
little for sale, and at the same time raise
from four to a half dozen thoroughbred
yearlings, that will, if the mares are prop-
erly selected and mated, pay the entire ex-
pense of the farm each year. Racing has
increased beyond the most sanguine expec-
tation, and the demand for thoroughbreds
is farbeyond the present supply. What i.->
wanted is plenty of grass in the spring and
summer, good oats and hay in the winter,
with good roomy pastures for the young-
sters to exercise and expand their limbs
and muscles. In severe winter weather
yearlings should have shelter. This can
be done by a cheap building protecting
them from the north, west and east winds,
and in the winter they should bo fed morn-
ing, noon and evening, with shelled oats
and hay, and when brought into the sale
ring as yearlings, if sound and in Rood
health and condition, will nay the
farmer a larger percentage upon the in-
vestment than anything else he can raise or
produce on the farm. To give an idea of
the profits, a party bought a thoroughbred
mare for §400, sold her first yearling at
$800 and the second at §3,200, the only two
colts she had up to the sales made. We
might give other examples, but this is suf-
ficient to show the prices they command
and the profits derived from breeding
thoroughbred yearlings. •

This, of course, is the extreme Kentucky
race-horse view of the case. Here in Min-
nesota the conditions are different Here
ii will pay to keep cattle and hogs. It will
also ay any farmer to keep two or three
broodmares of the best trotting strains. As
this writer in the Becord says, the farmer
can raise three or four colts and not feel
at all the expense and they will bring him
in a good profit These hints from the
Record arc worthy consideration on the
part of the farmers of Minnesota.

The Boston
party bid $2,900. and I asked the Dutchess
county man why he did not go on. He re-
plied he could not well afford to pay more.
Itold him to bid 53, 000, and if he secured
the horse at that figure Iwould pay him
8100 for the name. He consented and got
the horse, and thus the name of Dictator
was fastened

ON THE BROTHER OF DEXTER.
I always had great faith in the speed-

transmitting power of the brown stallion,
but I was so absorbed in business that 1
could not give the proper attention to my
breeding farm in Flushing. I sent thehorse to Kentucky, because Iwanted* him

West ho rapidly acquired a reputation.
Where can yon find three better ones by
one stallion than Jay Eye See, Phallas and '
Dictator? 1 have a young stallion for
which Iwish to claim the name of Ken-
tucky Dictator. * In conformation, color
and marks he is the counterpart of hissire. He is a brown, was foaled in lbs*'
and got by Dictator, dam by Mar-
Time; second dam by Ward's Flying Cloud,
and third dam Eliza, the dam of Motile
Long. I allowed him to go to a few of my
best mares last spring, and I am anxiously
waiting for the result Ido not see how he
can fail to make his mark in the stud. lie
is higher bred than Dictator, because Mark
Time, who sired Puss Prail. dam of Lady
Stout, was a son of thoroughbred Berthune,
and I think that he will get colts of the
finest quality." After dinner Mr. Durkee
ordered . the sleigh, end muffled in furs, he- keenly enjoyed the ride. He was quick to
notice the thousands of people who stood
by the roadside studying the forms of the
trotters as the gay procession swept by,

and ho remarked that a roadway for fast
driving in Central park would prove one of
the brightest features of the pleasure do-
main.
