forces of the state is recognized by the stat-
ute providing for the organization of the

National Guard; (Chapter 14, General Laws
1884) While we do not doubt that the juris-

diction and power of tbe civil courts may ex-
tend to nets which the commandoMn-chief
may assume to do by virtue of bis office, but
which may be found to have been beyond the

scope of his authority, (Corn vs. Bewail,
26 Pa. St. 81) yet we do not recognize our
right to interfere with and overrule his
action In the ordinary conduct of merely mil-
itary affairs. Under what circumstances and

In respect to what acts of that officer, the
civil tribunals will exercise their functions,

we do not now consider. The fact

before us is that the commander-in-chlof
ordered the lieutenant colonel to take

command of the regiment. The respondent

obeyed the command as bis duty required
him to do. The propriety of the order, or
tbe reasons which led to the issuing of it, ho

could neither overrule norquestlou. So far

as his conduct in the matter alleged against

him is concerned, it appears to havo been in

accordance with his duty, whether consid-
ered from a militaryor from a legal Btaud-
point.
. The orders referred to, so far as they af-

fect the right and duty of the respondent—
and that is really the only question in this
proceeding— relate to purely militaryoper-
ations, with which it is not the province of

the court to interfere. We may not Inquire
us to the reasons which Induced the comraan-
der-ln-chlef to diroct the lieutenant colonel
to take command of this regiment, and, be-
cause such reasons shall be found insufficient,
to annul such orders. That would be for this
court to not only exercise the authority "> a
military commander, but it would make sub-
ordinate tbe military authority ofthatomcor.
which the constitution evidently intended
should be supreme.

Synop*i» of an i:io.| tutu Lecture br
Judge Flnndrcau.

Last evening Judge Flandreau delivered
a lecturo on Republican Governments be-
foro the young MBof the Unity club, at
the club room in Unity church. In open-
tag hi-, remarks he cave a description of
government, and especially of republican
government, and painted out how naturally
superstition and religious ideas worked
their way into almost all forms of govern-
ment, and how natural it was for crowned
heads to claim their authority as of divine
origin.

He then traced out the source of the rlfrht
to govern, and found, that if depended only
upon the consent of tho vwith>d. and in this
connection referred to the Kansas-Nebraska
troubles. Hi- said tho most potential clement
hi the policies ofall nations was force, and
then turneJ his attention to what Is called a
republican form ofgovorntnent,and declared
that tho fundamental groundwork of such a
irovcrumout was based on tho will and con-
sont of the people. It is framed by the people
to regulate and restricts their powers. The
judge followed this with many other elements
and conditions that entered into a republi-
can government, and declare! that the recog-
nized cLuractcristics of a republican gov-
ernment It its division into throe distinct and
Independent departments, the executive, leg-
islative and judicial. Ho regarded tho suff-
rage qualification M the most difficult
and delicate question in a republic and
maintained that republics must necessarily
bo lice and liberal governments, and conse-
quently are asylums for political adventurers

; mill cranks. He doubted the wisdom of ai-
i I<wii'ir such to come in on 'xjual terms, hut
; doubted ifit were possible to keep them out.
While we prohibit the Orientals wo allow Eu-
rope to Hood our shoves with paupers, crim-
inals and political crooks, who hardly arrive
tore before they begin attack on our in-
stitutions. There seems to be do remedy
principally in consequence of the cowardice
of our American statesmen. He thought
that when this vicious germ begins toblossom
la this land there will be sufficient patriotism
to suppress it with the only argument ap-

—nape and canister. He thought
that as a republic must be governed by its
people, the fundamental effort should be
made to teach them how to do itwell, and

j of hiving toe whole country divided up intoI districts. Then come the ooaaveeeleaelead
judicialdistricts, the state and toe United
States. This division and distribution rend-
ers itinorc. difficultto centralize the power of
the eminent, He favored a separation
and independence of each Jurisdiction, and
was opposed to any outside interference in
tbo state. He thought the iiaiijrer that men-
aced our government is the usurpation of
power by that branch of the government
la which resides trie physical force. Tho
Mutes have surrendered the right to main-
tain standing armies, and placed tbo sword in
the hands of the gcnerul government. The
welfare of the nation <i. pen. is on ism ju6t ad-
ministration of the general government and
its not meddling with matters tbut have not
been entrusted to it. He pointed out how
pome statesmen bad arguod in favor of the
general government taking charge of the
teiejrraph service of tho country and the pub-
lic schools. nil ofwhich was wrong and tended
to iicentralization of power. The speaker
glanced at the lirst men of the nation and the
time in which they lived and then English
ancestry, and said that he did not wish to bo
understood as saying that republican institu-
tions cannot produce great and good men,
but he did say that to bo intimately asso-
ciated with the politics of a republic is not
elevating in its tendencies and that it is every
year becoming more and more demoralizing.
He rejoiced that ws had no legalized aris-
toetaejrill this country, and expressed the
opinion that a republic bused on universal
suffrage and which opens its gates Indiscrim-
inately to all comers from all countries must
degenerate in its govcrnin? elements: pal
ho saw some redeeming features in thisrough-and-tumble democracy, among which
was the tendency to engender a spirit of pa- '
triotism in its people. He then spoke of the !
wisdom of separating church and state. He
thought tin- mountains and woods and vast
plains expanded men's views and enlarged i
their ideas. No man can be great unless he
Is free, and no man ever enjoyed the superla-
tive degree of freedom until he has com-
muned with nature in the grandeur of her

Mr. Paul Martin, who is somewhat inter*
ested in the organization of a club, stated
yesterday that the ground mentioned on
the West side was the must desirable and
available location in the city, but there was
no surety that this ground could be secured.
Mr. Martin owns part of the grounds se- |
lected by Mr. Sullivan. The owner of the
balance is a non-resident and has not signi-
tied his intention of leasing his West side
lots for batting purposes. The location is
certainly a desirable one. being across the
street from the State street depot of
the Minnesota & Northwestern railroad.
Passenger Agent Llttell of this road was
seen and says the company will provide a
rate of 10 cents for the round trip, the train
leaving the union depot and reaching the
grounds in five minutes. The main objec-
tion to the formation of a base ball nine as
expressed by Judire Cory and Clerk Ahem
of the municipal court is the lack of inter-
est evinced by the people of the city to take
hold of the matter and aid the organizers in
a financial manner. Other reasons are that
some of the cities proposed la the league
are not large enough to make the gate re-
ceipts sufficient to pay even ordinary ex-
pease*, and that It is now too late In the
season to organize a league and secure the
men for playing next summer.

The impression current among base ball
enthusiasts is that there are a number of
citizens anxious for a first-class- ball nine,
but they are somewhat taciturn when the
subject of funds for the club Li mentinued
to them.
