Built by Minneapolis Oapi-
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ANEW HAILROAD.

Minneapolis Capitalists 1o Baild a
Broad Guage YMotor to Ancka.

A railroad article, under the caption
“IJeaded for Duluth,” appearing in yester-
day’s GLoRE, attracted a deal of attention
in both railroad and business centers. Re-
garding the railway companies which have
undertaker. the scheme, the article was in
error. 1t is not the Minneapolis & St.
Louis and the Northern Pacific railway

sgompanies, but an entirely new organiza-
/i tion composed of the leading capitalist of
W Minneapolis.

A Chawmplin correspondent of the Anoka
Union came near guessing the true status
of the affair in the following:

There will be built all along the line pal-
atial residences or summer resorts, where
people in the city can, with little trouble,
take their families out of town for pure air
and water. They have already secured three-
fourths of the right of way pupghase and
donrtion, and if there is any d
its being a motor line, 1 will say that the con-
tracts they take from the farmers whose land
the road crossges specify that the corporatiod
when tormed shall run a motor line of cars
between the two points, stopping to take on
passengers the same as other motors or the
contract is null and void.

The projectiors are Messrs. Charles M.
Loring, Kugene M. Wilson, James W.
Lawrence, W. S. King, John Osborne,
George A. Brackett. George Morchant, H.
¥. Brown and R. W. Jordan. Owing to
the absence of several of the farm owners,
some of the lands which are to be acquired
have not yet been transferred, and the gen-
tlemen named are now only awaiting the
return of those farmers to perfect a title,
not only to a right of way. but to a vast
tract of territory which will at once be
platted and laid out in a series of suburban

villages. For the present the northern ter-
minus of the new road will be at Cham-
plin, which is separated from the city of

Anoka by a bridged river, and which is con-
nected by a street car line. Probably Anoka
and Miuneapolis will be the terminal points
then. The scheme contemplates a broad
guage motor line, low trausportation rates,
and a series of pretty manufacturing villages
at convenient distances all along the line.
However, not all will be manufacturing
villages. for it is proposed to select a num-
ber of the most desirable and most pietur-
esque points as suburban residence villages.
Others will be built up expressly for labor-
ing men and mechanics, who can find em-
ployment in the manufactories along the
road, and also in the mills of Minneapolis.
The transportation rates will be wmade as
low as possible to make that end practica-
ble. The road will be broad guage in order
to accommodate freight cars from all the
various roads leading into Minneapolis, so
that the wares and products of the manu-
factories to be erected may be shipped with
10 inconvenience.

All in all it is a colossal project, and has

so far advanced that there can now be no
doubt as to its ultimate consum-
mation. It must prove a blessing

to laboring men and mechanics, because
it will afford cheap rent and comfortable
homes where their families will be re-
moved from the unhealthy conditions which
are invariably thrown around the classes
whose limited means will not admit of the
more choice residence portions of the city.
The road will be built, without doubt, the
coming sumier.

EAST SIDERS AWAKE.

A Second Improvement Association
Set in Operation.

One great and desirable result accom-
plished by the selection of the East side
site for the exposition was the thorough
shaking up that section has received.

An attempt to introduce poli-
tics was quickly suppressed, and it was de-
eided that beyond advocating no change in
either license or patrol limits, polities was
to be strictly abjured. The suggestion that
the organization co-operate with the East
side association was approved, and the two
organizations will meet atthe First Congre-
gational church next Wednesday evening.

A committee, consisting of J. W. George,
C. W. Morey and E. L. Bingman, was ap-
pointed to draw up a set of by-laws and
resolutions expressive of the objects of the
association.

THE WORBKINGMEN.

A Meeting in the Seventh Ward to
Consider the Peolitical Situation.
The workingmen’s meeting, held last

evening at Libby’s hall, corner of Lake

street and Minnehaha avenue, was attended
by about  fifty persons. A. B. Cosner pre-
sided and C. L. Batchelder officiated as
secretary. It was understood that no per-
sonalities were to be induiged, so the meet-
ing, by reason of the absence of this enliv-
ening element, was an unusually undemon-
strative one for the Seventh ward. Capt.

Johm Wright, president of the Bricklayer's

union, who, by the way, is mentioned as a

probable candidate if an independent candi-

date is put in the field, was the principal
speaker of the evening and addressed the
meeting for about three-quarters of an

hour. The tenor of his remarks was to the
effect that the working men have
very litlle to expect from either
of the old political parties.

In England only thirty workingmen have
ever held seats in parliament. In the east-
ern portion of the United States the labor-
ing men are simply tenants with no power
to become anything but mere drudges.
Here in the new Northwest the working
man has an opportunity of obtaining a home
and a position in society. Let them take
time by the forelock and make sowme effort
to obtain their rights. As long as a work-
ingman has sufficient intellect and a good
character should he be excluded from the
municipal, state or national councils of the
government.

Dr. E. T. Gibson also spoke briefly. He
said that although he is a professional man
that his sympathies are in entire harmony
with efforts made te improve the condition
of the workingmen; when they are pros-
perous he prospered accordingly, and so
with the entire community. He knew that
too little attention had been paid to the
needs of the workingmen, but was person-

‘ally doing what he could asa member of
the city council to aid them, and felt that
othiers were similarly disposed.

Ald. Phelps, Republican, also spoke to
about the same effect. A few brief re-
marks from several others closed the meet-
inz which cannot be said to have been very
enthusiastic, but was entirely ous.
