The Prize in the Drillof tlio Tobojr-

fan Clubs.

The competitive prize drill for toboggan
Blobe took place last evening in carnival
hall in the presence of a tern assemblage

of spectators. Shortly after 8 o'clock the
spectators began to enter the hall, many

appearing in uniform. Clubs which came
In a body were admitted without charge.
The Brut to enter tlu hall was the North
Light Toboggan club, which was followed
by the Railroad; Little Crow, Windsor. St.
George's, Shinah-to, North Star and other
clubs, who took their places in the galleries
while a band stationed on the si.il- \u25a0 dis-
coursed untie. Only three clubs had en-
tered ai competitors for the silver cup.
which was the prize offered for the winner
of the contest. The judges were R. C.
Monger and .1. J. Durage. Then gentle-

men called the commanding oilicers of com-
peting companies forward and announced
that the order in which they would drill
-would be decided by lot and that each would
be allowed twenty minutes.

The first club to enter the arena was the
Shinah-to, thirty-two men, drilled by
Lieut. Neldbemer, who fell in at the bugle
call of the club bugler. The men were put
through a number of the simpler military
movements, marching in fours and eights,

wneeling, etc., also countermarching in"
open order with good effect, the pecularity
of the movement, thai men are marching
In opposite directions at the same time,
pleasing the spectators. The dob also exe-
cuted a number of showy and tancv move-
ments not strictly military but increasing
the beauty of the exhibition. Dividing
into platoons each platoon (four fours)
formed a star revolving about a pivotal
center. Each platoon also formed the
cross, marching forward, right and left in
that formation. • All of these movements
were remarkably well done and elicited
frequent applause trom the audience.
When the twenty minutes had nearly ex-
pired the company was marched across the
ball and formed fours right into line. The
men then saluted the fudges, were faced
about and given the order

The men
in the <Ibib wen; very carefully sized, al-
though all were nearly of the same height,
so thai all their heads would have touched
a taut line drawn over them, while in the
Shinah-to club the tall men were, distrib-
uted aa No. i in each four. Every move-
ment of the club was enthusiastically ap-
plauded.

At the conclusion of the North Star
club's drill the judges announced that the
.North lii^ht dub desired to be excused
from <iiillin^..is many of their best-drilled
men were absent and they had only a small
number.

Tbeofßoersefthe two eompetinsr com-
panies were then called forward and Mr.
Manger announced that the lodges had been
much pleased with the exhibition of both
companies; that the drilling was much bet-
ter than had been expected, snowing thai a
great deal of time had been devoted to it;
that it would do credit to any military or-
ganization. The judges had formed their
opinion upon the basis ol 100 points as per-
fection, and Mr. Munejer stated
thai the North Mar club ob-
tained X points and the Bhinait-to club
b:i, the latter receiving the prise. This an-
nouncement was greeted with applause and
the Shlnata-tos gave three cheers for the
North Stars and vice versa.

an im'Tjian Prelate.

The conferring for the second time of the
DODor of the cardiualate ujxm an American
preiale in the person of Archbishop Gib-
bons of Baltimore naturally attracts public
attention to the ]>erogatives and privileges
which are attached to that office. In speak-
i:it,' of this Batter to a GtVOM reporter yes-
terday, RfjenttHMM who is well informed
on church matters said: '"The name car-
dinal has ben changed from its earliest use
and Inkcome to imply the advisors of the
pope exclusively, and Pius V. in 1507 de-
creed that the name should be given only
to the senators of the Unman church as is
now the case. The cardinals have, how-
ever, retained the ancient custom of taking
the name of a church in Home if they are
known as cardinal priests, or of certain
chapels connected with charitable Institu-
tions if they are known as cardinal deacons.
The title of cardinal bishop remains as
anciently confined to the six sees near
Rome. It will be seen from this that the
dignity of the cardinalate has nothing to do
with any other ecclesiastical oflice that a
person may hold; thus, on one hand though
only a deacon, ho may be a cardinal, as
Waft the late Cardinal Autobelli. and on the
other hand he may bo known as a cardinal
priest or deacon, though he is also a bishop
or archbishop, the two titles and offices be-
inir entirely independent Cardinal Mc-
Closkey, thouirh archbishop of New York
was a cardinal priest. The cardinals aie
seventy in number, six cardinal bishops,
fiftycardinal priests and fourteen cardinal
deacons. The Pope is always elected from
their ranks and by their vote, and their ap-
I'ointint'iit is purely a personal favor of the
Pope. The sacred conjugations or com-
mittees which regulate all the affairs of the
church at Home are compost of or pre-
sided over by cardinals. Their dress is of
scarlet, and their title in addressing them,
your eminences.

AIICHBISIIOPJAMES GIBHOXS
ofBaltimore, the second American cardi-
nal, was born in L6SC, in Baltimore, and re-
ceived his ecclesiastical education at St.
Charles' seminary near that city. He was
secretary of the late Archbishop Spalding
of Baltimore, and was the first vicar apos-
tolic of North Carolina. Ho was afterward*
bishop of Richmond and coadjutor
to Archbishop Bonley, whom ho succeeded
in 1677. JI« was lately honored by the
I'opp, who appointed him nt his legate to
preside at the third plenary council at Bal-
timore, and there can be no doubt that the
ability displayed by him on that occasion
had much to do with securing him his pres-
ent high honors. The bijlietto or oflicial
letter announcing his appointment left
Home on Feb. 8. In a short time the Pope
will undoubtedly send a delegation consist-
ing of distinguished ecclesiastics and a
member of his noble guard, to carry the rod
benetu and zacchlo or red skull caps to the
new cardinal. This last insignia is always
brought to the new cardinal by a member
of the Pope's noble guard. Th« public in-
vesture with the benetta in the cathedral at
Baltimore will undoubtedly be an occasion
of great splendor, participated in by as
many archbishops and bishops as can find
it convenient to be present. \u25a0 Later the new
cardinal will go to Koine to receive the red
hat from the Pope and to thank him for the
honor conferred."
