Eler Niajesty’s Company Presents
“Faust® 10 a Splendid House.

Her Majesty’s talian Opera company, as
directed by Col. Mapleson, is admitted to
have presented ““Faust” last night in better
siyle and by a finer company than Minne-
apolis was ever beforedelighted by. It was
naturally expected that something unusu-
slly fine would be given, and it was evi-
dent that as the fine audience filed out it
ananimously declared the expectation real-
ized. “‘Faust” is an opera caleulated to
send an appreciative and musicallv-educated
rudience home, after a perfect presentation,
ina rather subdued, though triumphant,
mood, but it was impossible 1or last night's
auditors to have repressed the delighted

satisfaction they felt. Furthermore, there
are more vleasing operas than *‘Fausi”
whiech zalies largely for =quecess upon its re-
markuasle score and which appeals more di-
rectly to the highest form of musical educa-
tion.

very largest the Grand ever contained, but
was a remarkaoly fair one. A few vacant
seats in the upper tiers might have been
diseovered, but the parquet and baleony
were crowded and a fair-sized aundience
occupied the foyer.

THE STABBING AFFRAY.
PDevine, the Assailant, in Custedy
=-The Wounded Man Easier.

No partienlarly new developiments were
arrived at in the Kennedy-Devine-Bloom-
field stabbing affray of Sunday evening.
The police found Joseph Devine in a Hen-
nepin avenue lodging house during the fore-
noon, and he was at once taken in custody.
To one of the ofticers he freely adinitted
that he ddid the cutting, but afterwards
made a flat denial, claiming that he was not
at the saloon, 119 Washingion avenue,
where the fight ocenrred, at all. He was
taken before Kennedy, the wounded maun,
however, and positively identified. Owing
to the fact that the court heid only a short
session to dispose of a few lmportant cases,
he was not arraigned.

Bloomtield emphatically diselaims even a
nominal connection with the afiair. He
says that Devine and Kennedy had some
words, and that soon after Devine stabbed
Kennedy.

Thowmas Kennedy, who is at St. Barna-
bas hospital, was reported out of danger
last night, althoungh suffering consideiably
from the wounds.

WHAT IS CONSCLENCE?

The City Pastors Discuss the Ques~
tion==The Sunday Papers.

The pastors’ meeting yesterday was less
interesting than usual. Rev. il. C. Hovey,
pastor of the Second Congregational chureh,
read a paper upon Methods of Cultivating
Consecience which should have been entitled
What is Conscience? for the reverend gen-
tleman devoted the prineipal part of his
time to the answer of this conundrom.  ile
did not agree with Theodore PParker's
mother that consecience “the voice of
God in the soul of man.™ and did not think
that conscience is even the eye of God in a
moral sense.  What eruel  deeds have been
commiltted in the name of econscience?
Abraham, when he was about to slay Isaac,
was acting in aceordance with the dietation
of his conscience. So was the mother when
she threw lier bave into the river Ganges.
Conscience is not a distinet but a ecmplex
sense, involving the operation of the whole
soul, and embracing perception, discrimina-
tion and decision. Al its fields can be in-
cluded in the power of love, and it can be
cultivated through the suscentibilities.

The brief discussion which followed did
not bring out anything of interest. Rev.
W. K. Marshall said that conscience acted
m accordance with the dietation of intei-
lect. Rev. E. S. Williams suggested that
conscience might be what the bus-driver
would call *‘an inward check on the outer
man.” Another gentleman called it *“‘the
mysterious what-is-it.” Finally one speaker
closed the debate by dryly remarking **1
guess it’s something we don’t know any-
thing about.™

Some of the pastors seem to be seriously
disturbed over what they ecall the influence
of the Sunday press, does it have a good or
evil tendency? Rev. Marshall referred to
