by J. J. AlcCaiferty, who paid j
a most eloquent tribute to the
character and deeds of the hero, reviewing
his history and commenting at length on
his famous speech in the dock. A song by
M. A. Conroy, and a recitation, *'Fon-
tenoy," by Lieut T. F. Kelt iher. followed.
T. 13. Martin read in a masterly manner
Emmet's speech in the dock when he re-
ceived the sentence of death. The affair
closed with singing "God Save Ireland,"
led by Lieut. Kellluer.

Eastern corporations and individuals and

Individuals throughout the state are making
acres of money buying up tax titles through-
out the West.

They select only
good property and seldom pay more than
one years taxes. Veryoften they get bold
of some property belonging to the parties
living here or elsewhere and don't know the
taxes are due, or a house and lot belonging
to a poor widow with a large family who is
unable to pay the taxes for the year when
due and charge the owner exorbitant rates
or keep possession. Several cases aro re
ported where owners of property did not
know their taxes were due and had been
advertised as delinquent until a day or two
after the salt, when they wanted to pa\
them and learned they hud been sold. The\
then ascertained the name or names of loir
buyers and called on them or wrote asking
what their charges were. If the taxe>
were SO or S3 they would say
575, $100 or 8150, the amount depending
on the gall the buyer possessed. This the
owner is always required topay or lose hi»
or her property. Some time ago a Minne-
apolis man bought a title on a piece ot
property here, paying $50 for it. He asked
2300 two months afterwards and got it
Yesterday at the court house the write!
saw a Shell Lake lady who owns a lot here.

The Illinois Central's Loan.
The report that the Illinois Central Is

negotiating for the purchase of tbe Minne-
sota A Northwestern was the subject of dis-
cussion In railroad circles yesterday. The
(\u25a0Mil belief is that the Illinois Central Is
desirous of securing the Stickuey outlit for
it-elf. not only the line already built, but
the Hue being built from Dubuque to a con-
nection with the Minnesota <fc Northwest-
ern, which is known as the Dubuque A
Northwestern. The Central is intending togive up the lowa lines It has been hurihf.and wants the Minnesota & Northwestern
and Dubuque & Northwestern instead. It
has secured a loan of several millions in
New York, and inquiries are being made In
financial circles regarding the use that will
be made of the money. The Central com-
pany does not want it for Itself. It has
plenty to keep Its own system running or its
stork would not be quoted at 142. The net
protit of the company for last year was
3-2.014,190. and the line is io thorough re-
pair. Therefore it Is quite natural that the
tinanclers in New York are curious to know
what the Illinois Central intends doing
with its loan. The Financial Chronicle of
New York speaks of the loan and believes
it was secured foi the purchase of the Min-
nesota & Northwestern, but no matter for
what purpose a subject for speculation Is
presented. It Is President Stlckney's pres-
ent intention to build to Chicago from Du-
buque, making the Minnesota & North-
western

A ST. PAUL AND CHICAGO I,nCE.
Should the Illinois Central purchase the

Minnesota A Northwestern, the line from
Dubuque to Lyle would only be completed,
and the Illinois Central would have its own
through line via Dubuque. This line
would affect the Chicago lines very much,
and local officials were very much worried
on receiving the news yesterday of the
loan the Illinois Central had negotiated,
md the use it would be put to. Nearly all
New Orleans and other Southern business
now goes via Chicago, and the Illinois
Central from there; but, if the Central
intends doing what is tho-ight it will,
business for New Orleans, and points on
and reached by the Central, will go direct
from St. Paul.

Negotiations are. if they
have begun, only in an incipient state yet,
and time will develop what form they are
in. The Minnesota & Northwestern is a
valuable piece of property, and the Illinois
Central will have to pay high for it

Central Into
Milwaukee special: Three weeks ago

General Manager Miller of the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul addressed a letter to
General Manager Finney of the Wisconsin
Central in regard to the trouble that broke
out upon the completion of the Central's
through line to St. Paul, in the course of
which the St. Paul refused to allow the
Central local terminal facilities for its St.
Paul and Minneapolis passengei and freight
husines. The communication stated that
the St. Paul directors had considered the
matter and would permit the Central the
use of its tracks for terminal facilities, aud
that an arrangement could be entered upon
whereby the Wisconsin Central could have
the right of way over the St. Paul tracks
from Schleisingervilleto Milwaukee and the
use of the new depot. It is not so certain
that an amicable agreement can be had.
The matter has been placed in the hands of
Assistant General Manager Tucker by Gen-
eral Manager Miller, and Mr. Tucker and
General Manager Finney of the Central
have had two or three consultations con-
cerning the matter. They have, however,
decided upon no terms of settlement. That
an arrangement of thiskind should be had
is of great importance to the ' Wisconsin
Central company, as without it no through'
business from Milwaukee to St. Paul and
Minneapolis or from Minneapolis to Mil-
waukee can be done. Any attempt to do
through business between the points named
will be met by the same opposition that
characterized the first attempt. Another
conference between Mr. Finney and Mr.

A RIDICI I.OIN DISPATCH.

An Interview Secured From IIu;h
Sutherland.

Special to the Globe.
Winnipeg, Man., March 4. — Hugh

Sutherland, member of the house of com-
mons, and president of the Winnipeg &
Hudson's Bay Railway company, was in St.
Paul Wednesday, and from that point
managed to send out to the press in Canada
and the United States another "boom"
telegram" for his proposed road. The
present dispatch is so ridiculous that one is
puzzled to know how news agents of re-
puted reliability can be so easily imposed
upon. It states that:

Mr. Sutherland Is on his way toEngland to
complete- the details of a contract already let
for the buildingof the Hudson's Hay rail-
road. The line to be built Is 210 miles in
length, and connects the waters of Lake
Winnipeg and Hudson's bay. The woik will
be commenced at once.

This Is the height of misrepresentation.
The distance from the most northerly ex-
tremity of Lake Winnipeg to the nearest
part of Hudson's bay is 433 miles, while
that from the city of Winnipeg to the same
point is 650 or 700 miles. 'In
the first place. Lake Winnipeg Is
not navigable, except for a snort . season
during the spring freshets. During the
summer It is a series of shoals and would

i not lioat a vessel of respectable dimensions

except In uncertain places here and there.
From the north end of the lake to Hudson
bay, 4S V 2 miles, there are ten miles of avail-
able navigable water. In the face of these
facts the press of the whole continent is
made to say that 340 miles of railway are
sufficient to open the Hudson bay route. It
will require at least 700 miles "of road to
connect the navigable waters of Hudson
bay with Winnipeg, or with the Canadian
Pacific at nny point, and of that not one
foot In yet constructed or placed under con-
tract, except Unit Mr. Sutherland's com-
pany—a straw concern, without capital as
yet— has eutered Into

A CONTRACT WITH ROBS A m'LEXNAN
for the construction of a portion of the pro-
posed road, covering less than half the dis-
tance, the contract to be operative if En-
glish capital can be secured to build it, and
non-operative if the company fails to secure
the required amount Mr. Sutherland also
makes the Dispatch state the uew route
will be a shorter route to Europe
by some 3,000 miles than any now
used. This is a downright falsification.
The distance from St Paul to Hudson's
bay over the proposed road will be 1,200
miles, so that your readers can figure it for
themselves. The statement in the dispatch
that the water portion of the Hudson bay
route is 1.000 miles shorter than from New
York or Montreal is also an error. The
distance from the three points in question to
Liverpool is as follows:

From the west shore of Hudson's bay,
2.960 miles; from Montreal, 3,000 miles; from
New York. 8.040 miles.

.Mr. Sutherland's company has a charter
and the promise cf a land grant, but it will
probably never build the Hudson's Bay rail-
road, nor even any portion of It. The pres-
ent movement is only to show cause why
parliament should extend its franchise,
which will expire next spring. The pro-
posed undertaking is a gigantic one. and
cannot be carried out short of $20,000,000,
without taking into consideration the
necessity of constructing wooden vessels
for those northern waters. This sum will
probably not be raised in England or any-
where else on the strength of the land
grant, which, together with the prospects
of the line as a money-making route, is all
the company have to offer in return for so
large an investment Especially is
this so when it is known that
the Canadian Pacific Railway com-
any will oppose the project bitterly
whenever there is the slightest prospect of
its being carried out The route pcopowd
is a good one for the Canadian Northwest,
indeed it is practicable for five or six
mouths in the year, but it will require the
full strength of the government co-oper-
ating with a company as has been done
with the Central Pacific railroad to build
the line or open the route.

Willmar &Sioux Falls Railway.

The headquarters of the
road are at this place. The president is
instructed to make a preliminary survey
of the proposed line to run from Willmar,
via Marshall and Pipestone, to Sioux Falls.
The company wants 630,000 bonds from
this county.

Feeder fforthe Northern Pacific.
Early In the spring work will be com-

menced on a line, forty-six miles in length,
from Marshall, on the Northern Pacific
road, nine miles from Spokane Falls. The
road will be known as the Spokane Falls &
Palouse railroad, and it willbe completed
in time for the fall crop. This company
will use the Northern Pacific track from
Spokane Falls to Marshall, making the
total operating distance fifty-five miles. It
is the ultimate intention of the company to
complete the road south to Snake river, and
possibly unite Spokane Falls with Lewis-
ton.
