Important developments came to light
last night on the Republican side of the
fence and the Globe: is able to announce
this morning on the most undoubted au-
thority that George A. Pillsbnrj has re-
considered and will accept the nomination
for mayor if tendered unanimously.
This conclusion, reached last night,
places certain Republicans in a peculiar
position. Tor two days past the "'back
office" caucus lias been laboring with Capt
Snider to Induce him to allow the use ofhis
name, but to no effect He pleaded other
business and firmly declined to be a candi-
date. The caucus then decided upon Maj.
C. H. Ueffelnogec and obtained his con-
sent to run. Just as this was
happily arranged. Mayor l'illsbury's
change of heart is announced, and the re-
sult is greatly to the chagrin of the "back
ortice*' men. The ulan had all along been
to elect unpledged delegates, and in the
convention the proper name would bo
sprung by the "back oftlce" and rushed
through the convention. Maj. lleffeltinger
was the man selected, but now Mayor
l'illsbury knocks that out of the possibili-
ties. *

A considerable portion of the
committee advocated a convention preceding
the Republican convention, on the ground
of taking a bold stand, while as man] more
favored wait one or two days to await
Republican action. In the midst of the
discussion the happy suggestion was made
that the caucuses and conventions be held
the same day and hour as the Republicans,
and after a little conversation and explana-
tion, it was unanimously agreed to. it is a
well-known fact that in several wards
there have been organized attempts at Re-
publican manipulation of Democratic cau-
cuses (-'and vice versa," smiled a member)
and this arrangement will render it impos-
sible. Each party will be engaged in its
own work and all caucusses will be the
purer thereby. So it was unanimously
agreed that the caucuses shall bo held on
Saturday, March 20, at 7:30 p. m., and
the convention on the evening of Tuesday.
March 23. The Republican convention will
be held in the morning and the Democratic
in the evening, so the latter will still have
the advantage of any blunders of the for-
mer and still leave its candidate the same
time for work. This having been happily
agreed to, several enthusiastic speeches
were made. The call was ordered printed
in the Daily Globe and the several Dem-
ocratic weekly papers published in Minne-
apolis, It was decided to establish a gen-
eral headquarters for use in the campaign,
aud to this, when secured, the committee
adjourned to meet in one week.

SLAVES OF THE RAIL.

The Hard Lot of Pullman's Poorly Paid
Employes.

Reducing Mcoscr Salaries by a Cruel
System of Fine*.

The Public expected to Support the
Porter.

It Is the general impression that Pullman |
car men are well paid by their employers,
and that whatever extortion passengers feel
obliged to submit to is additional remunera-
tion of which the company chooses to re- ,
main igunruut. Hu\ according to the con-
ditions of the service, as related to a
reporter by a man who has been in it for
years, this is very far from the actual state
of the case. The Pullman company allows
Its porters wages scarcely sufficient to pay
lor the clothes and food necessary to make
their "run*."' and expects passengers who
have paid for their tickets to look after the
support at the porter and his family, if ho
lias one. On the trunk lines running out
of this city the pay of a Pullman car porter
is >10 a mouth. Out of tills he is expected
topay for the clothes ami cap required by
the regulations of the company, ami for his
meals while he is on duty. The usual run
is from New York to Chicago
and return. Not allowing for delays
he * is on the road about thirty-
even hours each way. Mm who reach
Chicago in the morning start on their re-
turn trip the savin nkiit. or if they arrive
there at night they must be ready toreturn
the next morning. While on the road they
net their meals at reduced rates from lunch
counters In eating stations, or from a dining
car, if there happen* to bo one on the train.
The employe who gave the information for
tliß article kept track of his expenses for a
year, and struck an average of 25 cents a
meal, 75 cents a day, or at least $2.25 for
the round trip. This he considers an un-
derestimate of each mail's expenses for food
la four trips out of live. A porter usually
has to buy two uniforms a year at a cost of
SIS each. The conductors have to get
winter and summer uniforms at a cost of
about 522 each. Shabby dr* >>< or negli-
BBMO of personal appearance is considered
a misdemeanor.

The Pullman car conductors get a salary
of870 a month, which is supposed tobe
sufficient forall his personal needs and bis
expenses in the service of the company.
AllowiugS2O a month for meals bought on
the road, and $4 a mouth for his uniform,
a conductor does well if ho can get SSO a
month for his family out of his salary.

But owin:;to the system ofinspection and
tint— to which the Pullman men must sub-
mit, the chances are that the conductor will
not jot anything like that sum. The con-
ductors and porters are under the constant
surveillance of "spotters," as the train
hands call them, or "special agents," as
they call themselves and are called on the
company's pay-roll, who report the slight-
est infringement of the rules of the com-
pany. If tiie . spotter sees any indications
of untidiness about the Pullman cars —
on the window sills, scraps of paper on the
floor thrown there by some heedless passen-
ger, untidy looking berths or seats, soiled
washbowls or towels —he reports to the
division superintendent and the conductor
lias to pay lor it It makes no difference
that the fault may have been a porter's or
a passenger's, the conductor is held respon-
sible.

The usual fine for misdemeanors of all
classes is Si. A conductor considers him-
self lucky ifhe gets off with SO in lines each
month. This makes a big hole in his salary.
He has no chance to explain or contradict
the charges. The spotter is believed, and
the conductor must submit or leave the
service. Ifthe porters are not promptly on
the platforms with stools to assist passen-
gers on and off the cars when the train
stops, ten chances to one the conductor
gets fined for not looking after them. But
the greatest bone of contention and the
most frequent source ofcomplaint is with
the magazines and newspapers. If a spot-
ter finds a pile of reading matter tumbled
loosely on an unoccupied seat he reports it
ifthe passenger happen* to be temporarily
chatting with some ouo In another seat, or
smoking a cigar, and sees tbe conductor
order the porter to straighten out or remove
the newspapers, he is likely to make a row
about it Ignorant of the rules, he looks
upon •it as a piece of unwarrantable ofti-
ciousness. Then the spotter reports the
conductor for incivility to passengers.

It is not at all uncommon for a passenger
to walk off with the company comb or
brush, or to carelessly smash a tumbler, and
for this tbe porter has to pay fullprice. If
he loses a berth check it costs him 50 cents. If
he happens to have a keen appetite and an
unfortunate month in losses the porter fre-
quently nndsthat aside from his "tips." he
is actually paying the company for the priv-
ilege of working.

On nearly every full train with • three or
more Pullman cars that runs over the trunk
lines between New York and Chicago a
special detective is employed to watch for
graver misdemeanors on the part of con-
ductors which may be considered outside
the bailiwick of spotters. Necessarily, a
Pullman car conductor must handle moreor
less money for berths not purchased in the
ticket offices. Usually a check is kept on
this by a diagram, which must correspond
with reports of tickets collected and re-
ceived from the regular conductors on the
railroad. If a conductor makes an error in
his diagram, a thing likely to occur at any
time when passengers are dissatisfied with
berths selected and desire transfers, he is
fined for it and if the offense becomes too
frequent he is liable to suspension.

After careful consideration a conductor
said that the Pullman company paid three
times as much money every year to spotters
and detectives as their conductors' aud
porters' salaries amounted to. The detec-
tives are usually employed from private
agencies. To avoid possibility of their own
detection they pay fortheir accommodation
and incidental expenses of the trip the same
as other passengers do. It is their business
toreport something and they report any-
thing. The company's rules forbid a con-
ductor or porter to smoke or drink liquor
while on duty, lt was a common thing,
the Informant said, fora detective to proffer
a conductor a cigar or a drink and then re-
port him for accepting it He related an
incident illustrating this despicable method
ofentrapping the unwary. Afew weeks
ago a train was snow-bound for several
hours, and as the conductor had to be out
in the cold a good deal a passenger invited
him to take a drink out of what seemed
to be his sample case. Aftersome hesitation
the conductor accepted. Hours later his
train reached its destination and he retired
for rest but had been in bed only two
hours when he was summoned to the office
and suspended for two weeks without pre-
vious payment of the salary then due him.
The conductor afterward ascertained that
the seeming drummer who had tempted
him to drink was one of the company's de-
tectives.

Usually. in cases of accident where no
blame could be attached to the employes
the Pullman men have been subject to sub-
stantially the same remuneration for time
lost while injured as other railroad em-
ployes. Recently, however, an iron-clad
contract was issued from the general office
of the company in Chicago, and sent to the
division superintendents, with instructions

I th obtain the signatures ofemployes and re-
! turn to the secretary of the company. This
contract provides the unusual stipulation
that an employe may be dismissed "with
or without pay;" the employe releases the
company from all liability for injury which
he may receive while in discharge of his
duties: releases the railway company over
which the Pullman cars run for liability
for injuries, and then agrees to obey
all the rules of* the tailway companies
as if he were an employe of such com-
panies. The men were shown this contract
and requested to sign it Some of them
did so without even taking the trouble to

i read it Others who asked questions and
'. were Inclined to protest were told that all
new men taken into the company's employ
would have to sign it, and that old hands

! would be expected to sign also If they re-
I mained in the service. The compulsory
contract has created a good deal of dissatis-

-1 faction amone employes.
In making" application for a position in

the employ of the Pullman company, a
man must face a formidable written exam-
ination Involving a great deal of personal
history. Among other things be must tell

whether or not he has ever been married or
divorced; whether he is in debt, and if so,
to whom, and how much; how long he
went to school, whether he has any physi-
cal deformities, why lie. was discharged
from or voluntarily left his last position
whatever that position may have been,
whether ho uses intoxicating liquors, plays
game* of chance or gambles In any way
whatever, and whether ho is willingto go
wherever the company may see tit to send
him, either in this world or the next—Now
YorkTimes.
