Rev. Sam Jones and Mr. Sam Small, did

not hold any meetings to-day, but spent toe
day resting in their hotel, and in preparing
for the work of the morrow. They have
found it necessary to make it a rule not to
receive callers on Saturday, else they would
not have a moment's time to themselves,
but when out of the pulpit would be com-
pelled to hold one continuous reception, so
great is the rush of people to Bee them, and
the desire to shake hands with them. This
rule Key. Sam Jones relaxed a little this
morning, however, in favor of a represent-
ative of the Glore, who called to obtain
an expression of his views of his work thus
far in Chicago. In reply to an inquiry on
the subject, he said:

Rev. Charles K. Cheney. rector of the
Reformed Episcopal Church of Christ and
bishop of the synod of Chicago, was very
outspoken In opposition to the evangelists.
Be makes the following objections to their
work:

First, the exceeding coarseness and vul-
garity of their language, ii degrades the
Gospel and the ministry ofChrist; second, if
correctly represented they strike a blow at
the very heart of the Gospel of Christ In mak-
ing human salvation depend not on the works
of Jesus Christ, but on defective human
righteousness; third, Iobject to these men be-
cause they exaggerate in an uncalled-for way
the inconsistencies of church members before
large and miscellaneous audiences. I speak
with reluctance because I am not opposed to
proper revival methods. But in my judgment
this attempt to put the pulpiton a level with
mountebank shows can result in no good to
the church of Chicago.

Peace Restored Among the New York
Street Railways.

Chaos Reigns on the Could South-
western System.

Peace Patched Up.
New York. March 6.—-The crowds

about the stables in Twenty-third street in-
creased until at noon to-day. The situa-
tion looked threatening. Early in the alt- j
ernoon a conference took place between the ;
officers of the road and a committee of the i
strikers. So settlement was reached. Soon
after 11 was determined by the officials to
run a car over the Twenty-third street line.
The inspectors, Steers and Byrnes, cause to
tbe scene, and the reserves, 750 its number,
a/ere stationed along Twenty-third street,
from river to river, with a captain com-
manding at the crossing of cadi avenue.
Mounted police patrolled the center of the \
street, and at _p. m. Supt. Murray and •
Police Commissioner French drove to the i
stable. At 2:80 a car started on its trip
amid hisses and yell- and jeers by the strik-
er- and their friends on the sidewalks.
Chief of Police Murray and Inspector
Steers marched in front of the car,
which had as passengers the report- '\u25a0

ers and representatives of the road. '•Following the car tramped 100 policemen
and after them in carriages came Jacob !
Sharp, Supt McLane and other directors
of the road. At each avenue wagons and
trucks were held in check until the "pro-
cession had passed. -'QThe police rushed at a
throng at Tenth avenue for riotous demon-
strations. The mob resisted and the
mounted police ran down the crowd until
it fled. AtFourth avenue a

COMMITTEEMAN OF THE STRIKERS
tried to induce the driver Of a Fourth ave-
nue car to stop on the Twenty-third street
tracks and block the guarded car, but the
committeeman was arrested. The drivers
on the Third avenue line tried to push
through and block the passage, but they
were held back and the guarded car passed.
The crowd thickened as the East-side tene-
ment district was Beared. At second ave-
nue yells and hisses and groans drowned
every other sound. A car on the Second
avenue line was deserted on the track by
driver and passengers, but a policeman got
aboard and drove it away.At Avenue C the
crowd made a fruitless rush Cor the
car. The East river terminus was reached
at 3:10 p.m. and the car was at once
started back. The crowd seemed more
threatening than before. In every window
of the tenements on either side women
shrieked at drivers and police with curses
and imprecations shrill. A police was
struck by a stone hurled from the crowd.
The police thereupon broke ranks and
clubbed the crowd until it Bed down avenue
A. At length the tenement district was
passed and without further event of mo-
ment the oar reached the stables at 4 p. m.
Then both sides again went into confer-
ence. At last an agreement was reached.
The men willreceive S3 per da.) for twelve
hours' work, with forty minutes for dinner.
Other differences are referred to arbitration
and the running of cars was resumed to-
night.

STRIKERS WELL ORGANIZED

And Business Almost at a Stand-Still
in Missouri.

Si:i>ai.ia. Mo., March G. —Of the men
who struck, 250 were from the Missouri
Pacific branch and 150 from the shops of
the Missouri, Kansas ft Texas. No freight
trains have left since 11 o'clock this morn-
ing. At a meeting of Knights held this
noon committees were appointed to look
after the property of the company and to
see that all passenger engines are ready for
work, but on the arrival of freight
trains the cars are side-tracked and
the locomotives taken to the round-
house and "killed." Fred Page, a promi-
nent member of District Assembly No. 101
and chairman of the meeting held to-day,
said to-night that all train and bridgeme'n
will co-operate with the strikers, but i* is
not known what track and sectionmen will
do. Engineers and firemen held a special
meeting this afternoon, but nothing is
known of the proceedings. Conductor Kerg
passed through here this afternoon in charge
of the Missouri Pacific west-bound pas-
senger train, and said that Gov. Marmaduke
came from St. Louis to Jefferson City with
him and was emphatic in his declaration
that he would stand by the Missouri of-
ficials in their present troubles. Be claims
that Vice President Hoxie has lived up to the
contract entered into a year ago with the
Knights of Labor and says the latter had
no cause for striking. The governor was
anxious that this information should be
conveyed to the strikers, and said that
should the trouble continue he would prob-
bl> visit Sedalia. At the freight depot
nothing whatever is doing, and from the
fact that General Superintendent Sibley is
making no attempt to send out freight
trains it is thought that the company will
pursue the policy of abandoning all trains
and suspend business in every department
except passenger traffic.

The St. ike General.
Fop.t Worth, Tex., March G.—-The

situation in connection with the strike is
worse here. The executive board of Dis-
trict No. 78 was in session from 2 o'clock
to-night. Among the first things done was
ordering a strike of all Knights of Labor
on the Missouri Pacitic to-day, and Inter-
national & Great Northern roads. At 4
o'clock the strike was to go into effect,
and the executive committee, in meeting
with COO enthusiastic Knights, began to
receive telegrams at G o'clock as to how it
was going. Place after place was heard
from, and allot the same tenor, "We are
out." Twenty-one locomotives and over 400
cars of freight are side-tracked.

Starvation Wares.
Sou-m Bend, Ind., March o.— The

reason for the wholesale withdrawal of tho
workmen from Studebaker's shops was
given by one ofthe men as follow-:

There are in n/ of us who are working for
wages that we earn live on, no matter how
close our wives economize. We have been
cut time and again and we think it no more

are getting less than $1.15 a day and God I
knows you cannot liveon that. 1 want to see •wages equalized and have gone out with the
rest in the hope that matter will be righted.

There are a
few other cases of this kind, but they are
extremely few. As a rule the close rela-
tions to politics which even the wives of
statesmen occupy does not interest them in
the subject.

London, March 6.—Tho movement of
the Moderate Liberals towards a coali-
tion with the Conservatives, which has
menaced Mr. Gladstone ever since his dec-
laration of home-rule intentions, has been
checked if not altogether stopped by the
occurrences of the past few days. There
now appears to be a well-defined tendency
in the opposite direction, indicating an ac-
ceptance by the Liberal party as a body of
part of Mr. Gladstone's proposals, and a
truce for the present in regard to the rest
of them. The differences of opinions
that have hitherto existed within the
ministerial circle upon the Irish
land question are also vanishing.
Mr. Treveiyu, secretary for Ireland; Mr.
Chamberlain, president of the local gov-
ernment board, and Earl Kimberly, secre-
tary for India, are now isolated in their
opposition to the scheme to buy out too
landlords, and even Mr. Chamberlain is in
favor of the general principle involved, and
differs from Mr. Gladstone only as to the
details of the application. On the question
of establishing a

SEPARATE PARLIAMENT
at Dublin, however. Mr. Gladstone still
finds some of his colleagues differing widely
from him. From the best information ob-
tainable, and which is undoubtedly correct
in the main, Mr. Gladstone has deter-
mined upon the following program, by
which he hopes to solve the difficul-
ties of his task. He had abandoned
the idea of bringing in a definite measure
for home-rule during the present session.
He will, instead, introduce a resolution
solemnly pledging the government to
present a bill at the next session providing
for an Irish parliament. Meanwhile the
land-purchase bill,which the premier is now
engaged in drafting, will be submitted to
the house of commons as soon as it can be
completed and will be the first of a series ;
