THE CHURCH PROBLEM AGAIN.

There is one clergyman in St. Paul who
doesn’t believe that it is the duty of preach-
ers to quit their pulpits and invade all sorts

«of places in quest of the lost sheep of Israel.

He believes that the church is the sheepfold
and if the flock stray off it is their place to
come back to shelter, or to suffer the con-
sequences of the storm in case their obsti-
pacy impels them to stray out. Looking at
it in one light this seems to be a reasonable
view. The churches are built for
public worship and the pastors are
employed to supply spiritual food. The
argument is that the house is provided and
open to all, and if anybody stays out in the
cold it is theirown fault. But when looked
at in another light, this view of the rela-
tions of church and people is fallacious.
If Crrist had pursued such a policy the
world would never have been redeemed.
According to the Christian theory it is be-
cause He left the courts of glory to take up
His abode in a sinful world and among sinful
men that salvation was made possible. The
main difticulty in the solution of
the problem of bringing the church
and the masses together is that the church
has lost sight of the simple and practical
methods of primitive times, and Is attempt-
ing to establish a standard of moral dignity
and ecclesiastical purity of its own creation.
The gospel can not be soiled by being
preached in a theater or a skating rink.
Neither can a minister be detiled by pro-
claiming its truths to sinful souls, even
though it be in a saloon or a gambling den.
Earnestness is of more avail in church
work than fastidiousness. If there were
two congregations awaiting the services of
a minister at the same hour—one composed
of well-dressed church members seated in
comfortable pews in the church building,
and the other an audience of cosmopolites
gathered together in a rink or a theater,and
the pastor, doubtful which he should serve
first, would refer the matter to the great
Head of the Church, the answer would un-
questionably come back as it rang out upon
the plains of Judea over 1,800 years ago—
call the sinners, not the righteous, to re-
pentance.

RIGHTS OF THEATER-GOERS.

A case which may be of interestto the
patrons of American theaters has just been
decided in England. A man who had pur-
chased a ticket was refused admittance to
the theater. e brought suit for damages
and recovered simply the price of the ticket.
The defense was that the purchaser made
himself obnoxious to others in the audience
by loud and incessant talking during the
performance, and was therefore not a de-
sirable customer. The evil thus indicated
prevails very largely also in the theaters of
this country. In fact it must necessarily
be found wherever exist seltish people re-
gardless of the rights and enjoyment of
others. In every audience are to be found
those who for some reason prefer to enter-
tain each other and annoy every
one within  hearing distance with
ceaseless chatter to attending strictly to the
purpose for which they supposedly came to
the theater, The same sluggishness which
prevents them from caring whether or not
they are interfering with the pleasure of
others renders them impervious to polite
hints and disregardful of the most porten-
tous frowns. Nothing short of positive
ejectment is likely to stamp out the pest,
and it is to be feared that the manager who
will have the courage to proceed to that ex-
tremity has hardly appeared upon the scene
in this country. Should he do so, however,
not only would he be supported in law by the
recent English decision, but he would also
receive the approval of all who attend the
theater for legitimate pleasure, which should
not be spoiled by the babble of idle and
selfish onlookers,

MR, WHITNEY’S REFORM.
Washington society may not be getting
standard of
simplicity under the reform regime, as has
been hoped for, yet it is undeniable that it
is making some progress in that direction,
for all of which we are devoutly thankful.
Secretary WHITNEY is entitled to credit for
making the most progress as a Jeffersonian
reformer. And it is a little singular that
it should be so, too. Those who have been
in the habitof attending Democratic conven-
tions for the past ten or twelve years will
rémember that Mr. WHITNEY always turned
up in a claw-hammer coat and white shirt
bosom. His swell style of dressing left the
impression on the pubiic mind that the sec-
retary of the navy would be the last indi-
vidual in official life at Washington to tum-
ble to the popular demand for more sim-
plicity in the social customs of the national
capital. But, strange to relate, he is the
first. He gave a state dinner the other
day from which ladies were excluded. It
was indicated on the invitation cards that
the oceasion was to be no dress show,
where silks, satins and fine jewels were
to be put on exhibition, as is wusual
at these swell receptions given by high
government officials at the national capital.
Card were sent to all the jolliest members
of congress and official dignataries, and the
boys were notified to come prepared to
havea good time. And they did. The
event is described as closely resembling an
old fashioned stag party on the frontier in
the days when there were no women to
grace the festal board. This was a pretty
big jump fora way-up society man like
Mr. WHIiTNEY to make, but he made it,
and it was successful. It is time
now for the president and the other
members of the cabinet to follow
Mr. WaITNEY’S example and get the social
status of Washington down to a simpler
basis. Mr. CLEVELAND could start joff
witha “sugar biling” this spring. A
MaNNING could have a house-raising and
invite the neighbors in for a day’s work, to
be followed by a night’s dance and frolic.
Next fall Mr. BAYArRD could give an ap-
ple-paring on his Delaware farm, while
Mr. GARLAND could have an old-time corn-
husking down on his Arkansas plantation.
The reform wave is sweeping the country
back to the customs of the primitive days,
and if the other members of the adminis-
tration don’t do something to show that
they are in sympathy with it Mr. WairNxey
will capture the next presidential nomina-
tion, as sure as fate.

A LACK OF PURPOSE.

A recent writer in an English journal, de-
parting from the precedent established by
certain of her countrymen, has given the
results of a fair analysis of American life,
character and social econditions in a spirit
of justice and generosity, which is as re-
freshing as it is unusual. Her observa-
tions, while extending to both North
were confined  partic-
ularly to Virginia. While admitting
and highly praising the warm-heartedness
and bospitality which characterizes the
people of that region. the substance of her
conelusions is that the young people of both
sexes lack a directness of purpose and con-
centration which will, until the influence of
old traditions completely dies out, be an
effectual barrier to progress in the South
and asseen in a more modified form in
other portions of the country, will retard
the development of that grand destiny
which  undoubtedly awaits America.
In some respects® the criticism is a
just one, less in regard to the
West perhaps, but fitting in a greater
orless degree all strata of American life.
In the Virginian girl, a8 observed by the
English writer, there was all the sw eetness
and retinement heart could desire, but she

lacked a definite aim in life. Ter mental
horizon was bounded by the desire to ‘*have
a good time” and she generally contrived to
have it with the ever-ready assistance of
young men to whom, if labor was a neces-
sity at all, it was only as a means towards
acquiring that *‘good time.” There was no
concentration upon a fixed object, no
endeavor to give a worthy and lasting eolor
to life, nothing but the ephemeral pleasure
of the passing moment. The result was a
shallowness which did not betoken the lack
of brains, but a disinclination to put them
into active operation. That the same con-
dition of things appears largely elsewhere,
of course with the usual exeeptions, the
close observer can testify. The American
girl with a great deal of leisure ‘ritters
her time and opportunities away upon
superficially acquiring a half dozen so-called
accomplishments without really becoming
thoroughly acquainted with any one. As
far as devoting herself to any especial pur-
pose is concerned, she expects her brother
to attend to all that, which he too frequently
does not. He doesn’t know exactly what he
wants to do, or what he is fitted for, and in
consequence spends the best part of his
earlier life in vaciliating from one thing to
another before he really settles down for

good to any one occupation. It
may be the fault of a false
idea of social conditions or the

lack of the right sort of home training,
but be that as it may the evil certainly ex-
ists. Without a fixed point towards which
to steer, the voyage of the vessel is apt to
be purposeless. There is no question as to
the ability of American youth to accom-
plish, within reasonable limitations, what-
ever they may determinedly fix upon, the
only doubt is regarding their inclination to
s0 concentrate and exert themselves.

BEN BUTLER’'S PIETY.

The newspapers are doing a good deal of
unkind and unnecessary sneering at BeEx
BUTLER because he was recently discovered
reading the Bible in his room in a New
York hotel. If the devil can quote Serip-
ture there is no reason why BEN BUTLER
should not enjoy the same privilege. Be-
sides, BuTLER is getting along toward the
sunset of life, the time when men usually
recall their thoughts from secular things
and commence to lay up their treasure in a
world where there is more security than in
this. The government is making a vig-
orous effort just at this time to
extract from Gen. BuUTLER'S pock-
ets a large sum of money which is
supposed to belong to the Soldiers’ Home.
BUTLER isnot a man to relax his grip on
anything that has a value attached to it,
and from the present aspect of affairs it
looks as if Gen. BUTLER'S only chance to
evade payment of the claim that the gov-
ermment makes upon him is to transfer his
bank account to another world. BUTLER
isalso a very cautious man and it was
probably with a view of ascertaining some-
thing about the security of the celestial
bank before making a transfer that he was
looking over the Scriptural records. What-
ever BEN BuTLER does he has a deep hid-
den motive for doing.

MYSTERIOUSLY MURDERED.

A Man’s Head Split Open With a
Cleaver,
Special to the Globe.

Quixcy, lil., March 7.—About 7 o'clock
this moming two bhunters discovered the
body of a man lying in shallow water atthe
edge of a slough, about two miles south of
the city limitss. The men cawme
to the city and notified the cor-
oner. Investigation developed the fact that
the man had been murdered and his body
cast over a steep bank into the slough. The
murdered man was a stranger in this eity,
but numerous papers and letters found on
his person indicated that his name
was Ed Hogau, and that he had recently
been in the employ of the Hannibal
& St. Joe Railroad company in the capacity
of section foreman. His head was split
open with a cleaver or broadaxe. His
throat was cut, and he was stabbed in the
right side. When his body was thrown
over the bank his entire brain fell out. It
seems certain that the murder was commit-
ted no later than Friday night and possibly
last night. No one in this city

KNEW THE DEAD MAN,

but Detective Purcell says he saw him at
the Park theater last Wednesday night.
A program of the Park theater for that
night was found on his person. No money
or valuables of any kind were found on
his person. The murder is one of the most
mysterious ever committed in this city.
This evening a man living near where the
body was found informed the detectives
that about 8 o’clock last night he heard
frantic ¢ ies for help coming from the
direction where the body was found.
The lonely and unfrequented locality
leads to the belief that the man, being a
stranger, never went there alive, but was
murdered and his body carried there.
Numerous cuts and bruises on his hands
show that he made a desperate fight tor
his life. Ile appears to have been about
30 years old, and was a powerful wman.
Telegrams received this evening from Supt.
Crance of the Hannibal & St. Joe road,
and also A. R. Hogan, the father of the
murdered man, leave no doubt asto his
identity. He left the service of the com-
pany Feb. 16, His father. who is road-
master of the Hannibal & St.  Joe, will ar-
rive here to-morrow,

Frost-Bitten, Disfigured and Dead.

PorrsmouTn, N. H., March 7.—John
Rene, John Herbert, Edwin Roundy, and
his brother George, all farm hands, spent
an hour last night drinking at Pickwick’s
hotel, three miles from this city, and then
Rene and Herbert went home. Nothing is
known of the whereabouts of the Roundy
brothers from that time until 4 a. m.,
when Mrs. Ann S. Gray, who owns
the hotel, was aroused by a man shouting,
**My brother is dead; awake!” She aroused
her clerk, Henry C. Littlefield. who found
George Roundy in the doorway. The latter
led the way to the road, where lay the body
of Edwin, still warm, with his face covered
with blood. and the extremities frost bitten.
There were seven bruises over his eyes, and
his nose and face were badly disfigured.
The body was taken into the hotel. George
was cowmpletely overcome with grief and
horror. He could give no information as
to how his brother met death, saying he
could remember nothing after leaving the
bar-room. He was taken into custody and
arrangements for an autopsy and inquest
were made.

Loaded With Dynamite.

New Yorg, March 7.—On Saturday
night last Chief of Police Murray learned
that car 2545 of the Merchants Dispatch
line was standing on a side track of the
New York Central railroad in the suburbs
of the city. In the unsettled condition of
the labor field, the police were made anx-
fous by the information that the car was
loaded with dynamite. The' fire de-
partment and bureau of cembustibles were
notitied and the facts developed. The car
had been sealed in Missouri. whence it had
been shipped to a powder manufacturing
firm in New Jersey. Beside the shipping
ticket there was a card on the car with the
warning **Combustibles: handle with care.”
The car is being watched, but anxiety is
allayed, the authorities believing the car
has merely gone astray by error and landed
in New York instead of being switched
into Jersey.

WasuixeTox, March 7.—The first comp-
troller of the treasury refused yesterday to
pay the salaries due the members of the'
legislative assembly of Utah which is about
to adjourn. The cause of this action is the
refusal or neglect of the legisiature to ap-
propriate $260,000 due the United States
for expenses incurred in prosecutions under
the act of June 23, 1874, which that act re-
quired to be paid to the United States out
of the territorial treasury.

The Able and Interesting Sermon
Delivered by Dr. Dunn,

Misclclaneous Plety and General
Social Gossip.

The few people who stayed away from the
Methodist church last evening missed a rare
treat. Tue efficient and popular rector
preached a most excellent sermon. It occu-~
pied about thirty minutes and was listened to
with interest by the large crowd present. The
subject was the Skepticism of Thomas, the
Skepticism of to-day. All who beard the
sermon left bighly pleased with it and regrets
ting that 1t was not longer, Dr. Dunn took
for his text Jobn 20, 25 “Except I shall see in
his bands the prints of the nails and put my
fingers into the print of the nails and thrust
my band into his side, I will not believe,”
The following is an outline of the sermon:

Thomas believed in tbe mere temporal
reign of Christ, and when Christ was cruci-
fled Thomas concluded he had been mistaken
in the mission of the Nazareue. He therefore
bad returned from following Christ to his
former toil! And when the disciples, after
the resurrection met him with the statement
that they had seen the Lord, Thomas gave
utterance to the text, This was most natural,
and knowing the characrer of Thomas' wind,
our Lord gave him even this proof of the
senses. ] want to say there is such a thing
as an honest doubter, as this case shows.
And because Thomas was

HONEST IN HIS UNBELIEF
it was only temporary. The speaker here
dweit on the subject of creeds, showing how
foolish it is for men to call creeds bigoted
affuirs, since no man can believe anything
without having a creed, the word meaning
‘‘belief.” There are men, however,who from
birth bave been taught skepticism. They
spring from the loins of unbelieving ances-
tors. The result is their reasons are preju-
diced and defective. They truly seek light.
What 1 blame such persons for is not for their
skepticism, but for their refusal of proper
methods of proof, for their assumptions that
the church is talse. But more, 1 am con-
vinced that not only are there honest skep-
tics, but that & man ought to be skeptical. If
a man’s eternal weal or woe depends on his
decision upon certain facts and proper dis-
criminations, he owes it to himself and these
facts to avoid burried conclusions. Each
man should, like Thomas, be 50 much a skep-
tic that he will be in a position to receive
the truth as it comes, to inquire and accept.
But this spirit of honest inquiry is widely dif-
ferent from that species of unbelief which
exists in some quarters to-day—among those
who delight in attacking the beliefs of the
masses for the sake of appearing advanced
in thought aod knowledge. This class—
should the mass of the church to-day turn
8 ieptical—would turn out firm adherents of
dogmatic Christian belief. This class repre-
seuts those who determine in a systematio
way to be skepucal any way, The great
source of this unbelief is the natural

to that which is beyond the run of his daily
thought and experience. The plan of Chris-
tianity 1s uot to force you to believe things
which your reason opposes, but those things
which your reason cannot fathom fully com-
prehend and prove, It asks vou to believe in
the print of the nails you cannot see, and the
wounded side into which you cunnot now,
like Thomas, thrust your band; and yet
which are as real, as they would be, could
you see and touch them.

Christianity offers you something which
defies the shock of worlds and builds up in-
stead of destroying man’s physical and moral
life. Unbelicf tears down and never up-
builds. Carlyle once said of Voltaire, he has
*'a torch for burning, but no hammer for
building.” Though I cannot know ull, 1 ask
to enjoy what I can and do know. Though I
can’t see ail of God's beauties, I do ask to be
permitted to enjoy my sight. Though my
belief be foolish and delusive, let me bave it
until you can cheer and comfort me with at
least as good & one. Give me the sweet de-
lusion of those whom I have seen fall asleep
in the wmajesty of a triumphant faith in
Christ. *Let me die the death of the right-
eous, and let my last end be like unto his.”
