UNION LEAGUE DOWNED.

The Republican County Committee
Refuses to Call a Convention.

If ex-Gov. Pillsbury, who presided over
the destimes of the recent Windem hall
Republican conference, favored the plnu of
organization there proposed, he did not
take advantage of the opportunities his po-
sition gave him. In appointing the com-
mittee to confer with the county committee
relative to a convention, he gave the minor-
ity a big representation in the person of
Col. H. L. Gordon, who opposed the plan
and opposed the econvention, while the
other members favored the latter, though
several objected to the details of the plan.
The contference took place at the Nicollet
house yesterday, those present being as fol-
lows:

County Committee—A. F. Scott, A. C. Aus-
tin, George Morchant and Thomas Hillier.

Windom Hall Committee—Col. H. G. Hicks,
‘ol. H. L. Gordon, Judge J. P, Rea, J.T.
Wyman, C. P, Preston and E. M. Johnson.

Col. Hicks was made chairman and at once
aslked for business or expressions of opinion

Mr. Scott said that whatever his views
night be on the plan itself, he was clearly
of the opinion the eounty committee was
without authority to call a eonvention. The
ast city convention had adopted rules for
the future guidanee and government of city
onventions, and he did not see his way
slear to ealling a county convention.

Judge Rea said no eity convention could
eontrol a county convention, or vice versa,
which was evident. Col. Gordon at once
introduced the objections to the registration
plan, which he had fought and on which
he was defeated at the Windom hall con-
ference. Not liking the plan, he did not
favor the idea of submitting it to a county
convention,; and did not believe the com-
mittee had authority to call a convention

for such purpose. In reply to a question
by Mr. Wyman, Mr. Seott said it was bis
individual opinion, not the decision of the
county committee, that it had no authority

to call a convention. Judge Rea said there
was not a shadow of doubt as to the au-
thority of the committee. It had the power,
and the only thing to be considered was
whether the exigencies of the occasion de-
manded such a convention.

Col. Hicks made an elaborate argument
to show that not only had the committee
the authority, but it was eminently expedi-
ent to call the convention. In the course
of his remarks, he went deep into Republi-
can prineiples and verged upon an old time
stump speech, but which failed to convinece
either Hillier or Marchant, who stoutly op-
posed calling a convention. Mr. Wyman
then exerted his eloquence and then Col.
Hicks again. The county committee ab-
sorbed everything it heard and retired for

consultation. In a few moments it returned
and Mr. Scott announced the unanimous
decision of the committee that it would be
inexpedient to call the convention as re-
quested. The Windom hall committee sat
in blank surprise for a moment, then

solemuly adjourned.

IN THE ASCENDENCY.

That is the Condition of the Schock
Stock In the Race.

The positions in the great match race
were materially changed yesterday. Sehock
came on the track as **fresh as a daisy,” as
he expressed it. He ran into the rink and
danced a lively hornpipe before starting.
Woodside also appeared in fine condition
and declared that he felt better than when
he went to work Tuesday morning. Schock
took the lead, Woodside trailing for a few
laps, and then falling back a haif lap. The
tirst hour was devoid of any interest further
than the pluckiness of Schock, and the per-
sistency of **Woody.” They went flying
around and around at a sixteen-mile gait,
to the surprise of the audience. At noon
Schock began to spurt and gained a lap.
This was the first time he had passed the
other in the race. During the next hour he

spurted again and again a little,
and sO on, lmtil' in the evening
he passed “Woody” about at will

Indeed, at 9 o’clock Schock had made a
gain of eight miles, or about the same
gained by Woodside on the first day.
Schock did not leave the track all day, only
to change wheels, It was when ““Woody™
went to his rooms and was off the track
eight minutes that the faces of his backers
looked long. This was particularly the
case with Mr. Smith, the Englishman. At
the same time, Schock’s backers bore a
confident smile. It was reported that
Woodside had given up on account of lame-
ness. Wallace, the ticket broker, rushed
into the room, and by dint of hard urging
got him on the wheel again.

During the evening the report became
prevalent that Savage, who was training
Woodside, was relieved. and that Wallace
is to take his place. There was a deal of
talk against Savage, but he claims that he
has done his best and that Smith has taken
Woodside from his care to the West hotel.
Savage protested most vigorously against
such a procedure,

The race trom 9 o'clock to the eluse was
uneventful. Woodside trailed Schock the
entire time until the last lap, when Woody
made a brilliant burst of speed and passed
to the front. **Woody is not dead yet,”
velled an excited enthusiast. **I'll bet you
8100 to $50 that he is, or that he does not
win the race,”  came from a
prominent sport, but the first speaker
would not place his money. Inthisrespect
it may be interesting to state that betting
from 3 o’clock to the end of the day was in
favor of Schock, and the only bets of the
evening were made on the basis of 2 to 1
in favor of Schock. Schock reeled off the
same number of miles as yesterday. The
drum corps of the L. P. Plummer post G.
A. R. responded to Woody’s invitation and
was present last mght and played through-
out the evening. When the music struck
up the i@ys spurted. The last nalf hour
was extremely exciting, and the cheering
for Schock was vociferous. Schock
took things cool and easy and laid a deal of
the time on the handle of his machine and
rested, To-day will be an important day
in the race. There is now no doubt that
the world’s record will be broken—that is
1,007 miles.

Paul. Eight years ago when Ed Johnson,
a man who is now working at the cooper |
trade, ran a variety show at what is now |
the Theatre Comique. Daisy made her first
bow and kicked up her heels before a Min-
neapolis audiance. She was then young,
pretty and vivacious, and of course had
many admireis, After that she appeared
at the Standard theater, then run by Capt.
Brown at 124 Washington avenue north,
and has since played off and on at the The-
atre Comigue and other variety houses
throughout the Ngrthwest. The fast
life she lived @gradually effaced
her beauty, and it was over a year ago
when, a wreck of her former self, she did
her last *“*turn” in a voice that indicated
an advanced stage of tonsillitis, and shuf-
fled through the few steps of a dance. She
was the heroine of a number of escapades
which made her notorious. Once she
smashed a bottle of beer over the head of a
newspaper reporter at Duluth, and in re-
venge the scribe wrote her up as the vietim
of a bratal outrage committed by a number
of lumbermen in the woods of Northern
Minnesota. Later on in Minneapolis she
one night donned a suit of masculine gar-
ments and went through the streets en-
deavoringj to recover a boy whom she
claimed had been stolen from her by John
Donaldson, a song and dance man, to whom
it is believed she was married. This boy
was not her son, as she claimed, but the
son of her brother who lives in New York.
She was a victim of the morphine habit
and would often abuse the boy fearfully, |
so that Donaldson, as an act of mercy, took |
him away from her.

STILL THEY COME.

Two More Libel Suits Against the
Pioneer Press=-350,000 Asked.

Last fall the Pioneer Press denounced
two Iowa men, who were engaged in selling
territory throughout Minnesota for a patent
right, as swindlers and forgers. Asa re-
sult of this pleasantry, Labourn & Rand, a
well-known legal firm, yesterday served
upon the proprietors of the paper complaints
in two suits for malicious libel, which have
been instituted in the distriet court, in
which John Lee demands £20,000 damages,
and J. L. Lee $20.000 actual and $10.000
exemplary damages. The particular article
complained of is in the form of a special
telegram from Mason City. Ia., dated Oct.
20, which is headed The Promissory Note
Swindlers, and reads as follows:

The promissory note swindlers, J. L. Lee
and John Scott, under bonds now at Owa-
tonna, Minn., are well known in this section,
but owing to the high social position of the
former, our local press of this county has
been silent, and it was only after an arduous
search that the Pioneer Press correspondent
succeeded in locating and fully identifying
the parties. Lee is a regularly admitted
member of the bar of Cerro Gordo county,
a4 young man of good presence and fine
address, and until about a year ago had a
fine practice at Clear Lake. He is married,
and has a wife and three children, the
youngest an infant of less than a year, living
there. Since his arrest and incarceration his
wife has been prostrated, but he left herin
by no means needy circumstances, Lee mar-
ried the daughter of a clergy man known as
Elder Neil, and who now resides at Moulton,
Ia. The elder had an eye to mechanical con-
trivances, and invented a washing machine.
He came here about a year ago and inter-
ested his son-in-law in his invention, and
since then, Lee has been more anxious to
sell territory rights to the invention than
1o practice law. Scott s the son
of a Clear Lake farmer of some means. The
modus operandi of the gang, as related by
your correspondent’s authority, the deputy
sheriff, was as follows: They dealt with farm-
ers mainly, and with farmers’ youthful sons,
ostensibly selling them territory for the intro-
duction of the novel washer. The purchaser
signed a license for the territory assigned
him. a paper he was told he must preserve,
and then signed what he considered a dupli-
cate for the seller to preserve, and which was
in fact a promissory note of short time, with
the blank for dollars unwritten upon. This
discrepancy the cheats filled in at their
leisure. Their capture is a deed that merits
the gratitude of farmers -and others in this
section, and it is thought here that some of
the horse-thievery in this section may be
traced to the unsavory gang, especially that
at Keeney's stable on Thursday.

This item the cowmplaint denounces as
maliciously false, and as having destroyed
the business of the plaintiffs and injured
their reputations in Cerro Gordo county,
where they live, in the amounts named.

The City Council te Imspect the
Little Motor Soon.

Yesterday the city council voted wunani-
mously to accept the following invitation:

1 desire to give notice to your honorable
body that the Minneapolis, Lyndale & Minne-
tonka Railway company have procured at
great expense an engine known as Hannig-
man’s Soda Locomotive and caused the same
to be brought to this city for the purpose of
testing its practicability in drawing cars of
said railway company over its route through
the streets of this city. The locomotive to be
tested is the first used in the United States,

and has been breught from Germany
by the inventor for the pur-
pose of testing its practicability

as amotive power for use on street railways.
The writer hereof has been present and rode
upon the motor through the busiest streets
of the city of Chicago, where it apparently
worked perfectly, and our company has
taken the first opportunity to test practically
its merits as a motive power for street rail-
ways. The exact date of the test cannot now
be named, but at least tweuty-four-hours'
notice will be given to each member of the
council, and also public notice through the
papers. A train will be provided for mem-
bers of the council and those whom they de-
sire to be present to witness the test, and the

WAITING FOR WATER.

The Flour Mills Grinding Slowly
and the Output Light.

The Northwestern Miller, in its review
of the flour situation, will say to-morrow:

Our tiour output continues light, but this
is solely due to a lack of water power. The
water all last week was poor. and few of the
mills made a satisfactory run. There were
fifteen mills which recorded an output, and
the production was 76,650 barrels, averaging
12,750 barrels daily, against 76,020 barrels for
the preceding week, and 74,000 barrels tor the
corresponding time in 1835. Up to this noon
there was a repetition of last week's situa-
tion, most of the mills desiring to run, but
the water being low and holding the produc-
tion in check. At the above hour there were
thirteen mil's in operation, but unly a small
proportion of them were able to do more
thun one-half to two-thirds their usual
amount of work. One smail mill was forced
to close down entirely. The capacity of the
wmills in operation was about 15,000 barrels,
and 12,000 barrels were probably being man-
ufactured. The weatber is mild during the
day, but rather cold at night, and is not es-
pecially conducive to a better power. Nota
very long time can yet remain, however, be-
fore there is enough water to run the mills

with. Last year the water came up between |

the dates of April 3 and 5. and in 1584 on
March 23. Several mills now idle are awaiting
an improvement in the water power, and will
be started up for strong work as soon as thatoc-
curs. Ove mill 1s running with steam and water
combined, and another one wouid be had it
not broken down. The flour market is fuirly
steady. There is u good export demand for
bakers’ and low-grade flour, but not quite as
high prices are being ollered as a week ago.
Domestice trade is less active,
