THE PRICES.

The stock market is still in a rut, with no
present prospects of getting out, The strike
on the Southwestern system of railroads, the
transcontinental fight and other disturbing
causes have put Wall street in a bad condi-
tion. First prices were generally 4 to 2§
lower, and there was a drooping tendency till
1o'clock, with only slight reactions. All
through the day the fluctuations were limited
to 1 per cent., and finally the market closed
about steady. The reportof St. Paul earn-
ings for the first week of March showed an
increase over the same week last year of §14.-
093, and the stock at night was unchanged,
while Northwestern was down 84, Western
Union closed with a net advance of 4.
Wheat was weaker and closed at Chicago 2{c
lower than the previous day. Mess pork was
active and weak. Lard was quiet and
lower.

UNITING THE DEMOCRACY.

Senator EDMUNDS is doing one good job
by his attack on the president. He is
uniting the Democratic party and thus help-
ing to put it in good trim for the next
national contest. It has been an open
secret in Washington circles for some time
that the best of feeling did not exist
between the president and a number of the
Democratic congressmen., It was well
understood that these estranged relations
grew out of the president's dispo-
sition of the patronage at his com-
mand. There were Democrats, and a

good many of them, who believed
that Mr. CLEVELAND was elected
as a Democrat and not as a

Mugwump, and when he undertook to dis-
pose of the federal patronage according to
the Mugwumpian principle the old ironside
Democratic leaders felt that they were ab-
solved from everything like party allegiance
in rendering support to the president. The
argument was, if he is going to drill with
the Mugwumps then let him rely on the
Mugwumps for his support. And so far
had this feeling gained ascendency that
there were many Democratic senators posi-
tively anxious to see the president get a
right down good snubbinge Their pur-
pose was to stand aloof and let
the Republicans “give Mr. CLEVELAND
a clever drubbing, with the hope that it
would bring him to a sense of his obliga-
tions to the party which had eleeted him.
When it went out that the Republican ma-
jority in the senate wonld reject the pesi-
dent’s appointments there were Democratic
senators who actnally laughed in their
sleeves at the prospect of what they re-
garded retributive justice to the erring ex-
ecutive. But when Mr. EpMUNDs waltzed
into the fight, assailing a principle that is
deeply imbedded in the constitution, the
whole aspect of the case was changed. As
soon as the president was exalted to the
position of a defender of a grave constitu-
tional principle personal grievances were
lost sight of and factional bickerings were
hushed. And to-day the president finds
himself surrounded by as resolute a band of
partisans as ever united in defense of a
great principle. And it all comes of Mr.
EpmunDs’ silly attempt to make a bid for
the presidential nomination.

MR. PUGH’S SPEECH.

Mr. EpMuNDS must have felt a little sore
yesterday by the time Mr. Pucu had fin-
ished mopping the senate floor with him.
The mutinous senator from Vermont prob-
ably begins to realize by this time how
ridiculous he has made himself in the eyes
of the nation. As Mr. PucH says, the
president has mno fear of an appeal to the
people. The arrogance of the senate has
long been an offense to the country, and the

body which asserts for itself more power
than is claimed by the English house of
lords. Mr. CLEVELAND could not have
made the issne with the senate at a more
propitious time. The people are anxious
to give expression to their opinions on the
subject,and the tight that Mr. EpMUNDS has
precipitated will giye them the opportunity.
When they have spoken it will be in tones
that aristocratic senators of the EDMUNDS
type will not want to hear.

CHINESE LABOR.

The Portland Oreggnian becomes the
champion of the Chinese against the labor
agitators on the Pacific coast. This is
about the first time that John Chinaman has
found a public advocate in this country, and
it isall the more surprising that his defense
should come from an influential newspaper
on the Pacific coast, where everybody is
supposed to be an enemy to the almond-
eyed heathen. The Oregonian asserts that
but for Chinese labor the lands of Oregon
could not be cleared. Clearing land isa
kind of work that white laborers do not
care to perform. 1t is laborlous: grubbing
makes the back ache. The white laborer
likes a softer job than land clearing. He
will not work at it for less than $2 a day,
if he works at all, and it does not pay the
owner of the land to clear it when such ex-
pensive wages are paid for the work. Con-
sequently the Chinese laborer fills a place
in the Oregon labor system which cannot
be filled by any other ciass of laborers. So
far so good. But it is somewhat singular to
hear the Oregonian urging a prefer-
ence for Chinese labor on the ground
that it is more reliable than white
labor. The general impression respect-
ing the Chinaman is that he possesses

all the characteristics attributed to
the famous Al SiNx. For tricks
that are dark and ways that are

vain, he has always been supposed to be
peculiar. The Oregonian asserts, how-
ever, as a fact which cannot be challenged,
that in Oregon the Chinaman is the only
farm laborer who respects the obligation of
a contract, and that it is because of this
quality of fidelity the Chinaman is so hated
by the irresponsible white men who will

not work themselves, nor are they willing
that anybody else shall work. It this be
a true statement of the condition

of labor affairs in Oregon it does not argue
anything in favor of Chinese labor, but
does show that Oregon is afflicted with a
miserably poor labor system. If the Chi-
nese constitute the best class of labor on the
Pacific coast then heaven help the lowest.

From the statements made by the Ore-
gonian we get an insight to the causes
which brought about the shameful riots at
Rock Springs. 1t is apparent that the men
who were engaged iu those disgraceful pro-
ceedings were a lazy set of fellows who

were not inspired in their antipathy
to Chinese labor so much on ac-
count of its competition as they

were enraged that anybody in the commu-
nity should show a disposition to work.
The diplomatic correspondence between the
Chinese minister at Washington and the
state department shows that twenty-eight
Chinamen were killed in the Rock Springs
riot and that the damage to Chinese prop-
erty amounted to $147,748. In a letter to
Secretary BAYARD, notable for the cour-
tesy of its style and firmness of substance,
the Chinese minister, Cuexc Tsao Ju,
calls the attention of the state depart-
ment to these lawless proceedings of
the labor agitators on the Pacific
coast, which he describes in detail,
aud appeals to the United States to rise
to the high plane of international justice
and fair dealing for which it has always
been noted, and, rising above the narrow
limits of statutory law, adjust this
matter with the Chinese government upon
the principles of equity and national comity
which prevail among all civilized people.
This respectful appeal must touch a sensi-
tive spot in our national pride, and it would
be a very shameful thing on the part of our
government if it was not responded to in
the same spirit in which it is paid. The
government should see to it that the
Chinese are reimbursed for every dollar’s
loss by reason of these riots, and that every
individual who participated in the outrages
should receive speedy punishment.

DEPARTMENT CLERKSHIPS.

The eager struggle which hundreds of
bright young men have been and are still
making to secure positions in the depart-
ments at Washington is not without its sad
and almost pathetic side. Departmental
service is virtually a graveyard for the
hopes and ambitions of youthful manhood.
The life in its freedom from hard work and
the surety of a fixed income has an allure-
ment which once within the baleful influ-
ence few are able to resist. To those
content to remain all their lives in subordi-
nate positions the departments offer per-
haps as good an asylum as can be found.
But by any young man ambitious to build
up for himself a name, fortune and career
they should be shunned as the plague. Of
course promotion comes to some, but in
comparison with the entire number they
are so few as hardly to affect the proposi-
tion that the acceptance of a government
clerkship 1s equivalent to self-burial. Young
men with energy and brains enough to win
a place elsewhere have no business in the
departments. Especially is this true of the
young men of the West. To them are open
opportunities which are denied the young
men of the East, hampered by false social
conditions, excessive competition and the
harmful effects of the ultra conservatism.
The youngz man of the West, when pos-
sessed of the brightness and readi-
ness which usually characterizes him, has
before him the almost absolute certainty of
success in whatever direction his ambition
may lie. For acquiring wealth, political
prominence or commercial eminence, the
way lies open in many directions. Steadi-
ness of purpose and hard work are alone
necessary to insure success. Such being the
case, the numerous applications being
made from the West for positions in the
departments can not be viewed otherwise
than with regret. The West cannot spare
any of her bright young men.

WOMEN’'S RIGHTS LOOKING UP.

The champions of women in their claim
to the right of suffrage have gained a point
in Massachusetts, and before the week is
out hope to be far along on the high road of
success with their cherished scheme. They
have succeeded in persuading a committee
of the Bay State’s legislature to report
favorably upon a bill allowing women to
vote in all town and municipal elections
and also upon the granting of
liquor licenses. The matter is expected to
come to a vote during the coming week.
In the meanwhile in the canvassing for
votes by interested women. the lives of the
Yaukee legislators are being made delight-
ful or miserable, according as a pretty,
soft-voiced and blue-eyed maiden pleads in
irresistible accents for the vote which will
aid in making her the equal of her big
brother, or someone’s else big brother, or
according as the statesman is approached
with determination by an ancient agita-
tress of very uncertain age, whose cork-
screw curls, as she fixes her vietim with
her glittering eye, tremble with the earnest-
pess with which she demands to be ac-
corded her rights. The legislator must
take the bitter with the sweet, but whether
or not the bitter largely predominates they
can best tell who are acquainted with the
average New England women's rights
representatives. That the Dbill will
pass is a matter of considerable
doubt. The legislators have proba-
bly in their minds the extraordinary
curtailment of masculin2 liberty and the
intolerable oppression by petticoat govain-

ment which would undoubtedly ensue, if
the women of Massachussetts, including
the 70,000 surplus, should be given the
upper hand by means of the ballot. Doubt-
less the women have many wrongs to re-
dress and they would avenge them as only
a woman can. The experiment would be
dangerous. It would better remain untried.

VIOLENCE EXPECTED

When the Missouri Pacific Attempis
to Run Freighits,

Str. Louis, March 10.—The departure of
the passenger trains on the Missouri Pacific
to-night was delayed about two hours in con-
sequence of somebody having withdrawn the
fire in the locomotives.g It is expected that
an effort will be made to start freight trains
to-night, but up to a late hour no attempt
was made. A force of some forty men bhas
been employed by the company to
operate their yards, and more will be
engaged as rapidly as the proper men can be
obtained. The opinion is that if the railroad
company attempts to run freight trains to-
morrow the effort will be resisted even to the
point of violence. There is a feeling of great
uncertainty as to what either side will do,
and much apprehension is felt regardiog the
result. A report gained circulation in Kan-
sas City to-night that the railroad company
hal applied or would apply to the
United States wcourt here for the
appointment of a receiver, so that the road
may be pluced in charge of a court and be
under the protection of the government.
The report is officially denied here. and the
statement s made that no such action has
even been thought of. Reports of a strike
on the Wabash are officially denied. None of
the roads centering here have been at all in-
terfered with, pt the Mi ri Pacific.
There are no indications of trouble on any
other road.

The Marshal in Possession.

Key West, Fla., March 10.—The United
States marshal has taken possession of the
steamer City of Mexico, but the prize crew
still remains on board. The marshal reports
to the attorney general that he found sixty
people, passengers and crew on board, with-
out provisions, and that he is without
authority to hold them, and asks instructions.
The probabilities are that all will be free to-
morrow except such as are held as witnesscs
against the ship.

Freight Engines Disabled.

BArp, Tex., March 10.—About 4 o'clock
this morning a party of masked men, armed
with pistols, -entered the round-house here
and after placing 1the men in the buillding
under guard disab'ed all the freight eugines
in the house, A caboose with a number of
men asleep on board was turned loose on a
four-mile grade and a calamity was narrowly
averted by one of the men awakening and ap-
plying the bLrakes.

Between the Anoient and the
Modern Oity.

Both Located on a Lake, the Uenter o
Qommerce and Famous for Bac-
chahalian Practices.

Chicago’s Resemblance to Ephesus.
Special to the Globe.

CHiCAGO, March 10.—Whether it is be-
cause of the central location of Farwell
hall or genuine interest or curiosity, Sam
Small is met every day at the noon hour
with an audience which, for number and
intelligence, would be a compliment toa
man of much greater reputation and pre-
tensions. To-day was no exception. After
fifteen minutes spent in prayer and song
service, Mr. Small announced his discourse

from Acts xix., 18: “And many
that believed came, and con-
fessed and showed their deeds.”

This occurred at Ephesus while Paul was
preaching there. He began in the syna-
gogue. They didn't like what he preached
and they ran him out. Then he went and
preached in a school house. It was many
months before any results came from his
labors. Ephesus was something like Chi-
cago, located at the bottom of a lake. 1t
was a center of commerce. It was famous
for its bacchanalian practices. It was sit-
uated on a large plain, and was called one
of the eyes of Asia. Smyrna was the
other. In this she was unlike Chicago.
Chicago would not

ACKNOWLEDGE A RIVAL
in anything. The people of Ephesus had
heard of Christ before Saint Paul went
among them to awaken them to the gospel
and to get them to conform their lives to its
teachings. There was abundant evidence
that Paul was divinely endowed. But men
sought to do in ribaldry what Paul had
done by divine help. They repeated in-
cantations over men possessed of evil
spirits. ‘The devils within said, **We know
you not.” Then those possessed of the
devils jumped on the profaners and killed
them.Just so there are men now, who when
you appeal to them in Christ's name, they
turn and give bad counsel. And just as
surely will the evil character turn on them
and that to destroy by fire or by fury. Peo-
ple talk slightingly of cards. The spirit of
speculation foretold by them wrecks banks
and ruins fortunes and lives. 1 tell you
before God you cannot tamper with these
things. Retribution will surely follow.
When Christ's work was being done in
Ephesus there were those who scoffed.
There were more who

WITNESSED THE SPIRIT
as it affects the lives of those who
professed Christ. Men are startled when
you present to them the ultimate end of
the course they are pursuing. The man
who rents his building to the traffic will
certainly reach the same hell that the
dealer in liquor does. This startles them.
The innocent card player is sartled
when he is associated with the man
who handles the same cards and
plays for stakes and reaps ruin. Bewara
of what company you are found in.
Why, even the saloon men understand this.
The majority of them who were inter-
viewed in Chicago recently began by saying
they believed in temperance. Some really
good people are spiritually blind. They
have argued themselves into it like the
people of Ephesus, who professed Chris-
tianity vet practicea sorcery. They did
not see that Christ’s teaching forbade those
ungodly practices. What did these Ephes-
iaus do when they found their practices
were evil and contrary to Christ. Their
consciences were awakened and they said,
we must put away these things. They who
desire

came and confessed. When a man is fully
aroused it is natural to confess guilt. Con-
fess it by leaving the wrong. People will
know you have confessed by your life. *'I
am a sinner,” will be their confession to
God. 1 bring my books and my evil things,
and burn them before men. Several arose
last night at Mr. Jones’' meeting and said
they had burned their cards. If we will
take the gospel of Christ regardless of those
who preach it, if we will take it
and apply it to our lives, confess our
wrongs by forsaking them, then we will
bein a way to receive the promises of
God. I appeal to you to awake on these
things. Rise up and bring your cards, your
dance programs. your progressive euchre
cards, your demijohns, your bottles, and
everything which is an evil in vour path of
life and burn and break them before men,
and turn to God in confession, and you will
then be in the way of eternal life. God
help you to see and do the right.

DISCUSSING REDSKINS,

Acrimonions Debate in the House
Over Indian Appropriations.
Special to the Globe.

WAsSmINGTON, March 10.—The Indian ap-
propriatiot bill bas opened up a discussion in
the house of the whole guestion of the policy
to be pursued in the future in regard to the
Indians, and has developed the fact that
some of the leading wen on both
sides of the chamber are in favor
of abandoning the reservation system
gradually, and as soon as practicable, and
educating the Indian children, and parceling
the lands in small tracts among the Indians
as Individuais. Messrs. Holman of Indians
and Cannon of lilinois, who were members
of the congressional commission which made
a tour of inspection of the Indian reserva-
tions last year. delivered speeches to-day
that attracted a great deal of atteution,
because they were full of information derived

observation and contained

any subject. To-day he sharply criticised
the administration for driving squaatters out
of the Indian Territory, yet allowing the cat-
tlemen to remain. In reply to this Mr. Hol-
man remarked that the administration had
thus far interfered at the request of the In-

and so far only as seemed to be neces-
sary to preserve the peace. The discus-
sion of the Indian question while the
appropriation bill is pendiug is somewhat
premature, as no legisiation is incorporated
in the appropriation bill. Still it has adirect
bearing upon the appropriation for the
Indian schools and u the ysual appropria-
tion of millions of for maintaining the
Indians in idleness.

A DETFREMINED STAND.

The Board of Public Works Em=
vhaticaily Declare Themselves.

At a meeting of the board of public
works last night, the following resolution
was adopted:

Resolved, That the president of the board
be instructed not to execute the contract
for grading Ducas street until releases are
obtained from all property owners on the
line of said street,

The following reasons were given in
writing for the adoption of the resolution:

The above resolution was passed by the
unanimous vote of the full board, and the
action of the board received the hearty ap-
proval of the corporation attorney, Mr. Mur-
ray, who was present. The reason of this
action by the board is that the property-
owners refused to give any releases to the
city, to make the necessary slopes for the
proper construction of the street. The
property-owners, with one or two notable
exgeptions, on Ducas street refuse to permit
any esxrth or other material to be placed
upon their lots. This action on their part
will prevent the grading of the street to its
proper width. The board believe that every
lot would be larzely benefited by the grading
of the street to its full width and making the
necessary slopes for fills on the lots abutting
upon the street, Every cubic yard of material
put into the slopes is an actual benefit
to the property. None of these lots can be
improved without first filling them. All of
the material placed on the property to make
the slopes is a clear gain to the property-
owners., They will get this material, which
is absolutely necessary to be put upon their
lots before the property-owners can properly
improve their property, for nothing. If they
were obliged to buy this material and have it
hauled to their property it would cost them
from 80 to 40 cents per cubic yard. The
toard do not propose to put the city ina false
position aund feel inclined either to leave the
street in its present condition until the
property-owners cowe to their senses and ex-
ecute releases or to ask the council
to reconsider its action In confirming
the award of the contract for grading
and then reject all bics, which
will probably be followed by a request from
the board to the couucil for a new order for
the grading and walling of Ducas street.
This may involve a very large expense, but
it may be the only thing that the board can
do under the circumstances, o long as the
property owners insist upon their present
openly avowed course. The board have in-
structed the clerk to give notice to all the
property owners of a meeting of the board
on Saturday evening of this week at 7 o’clock,
at which time they are requested to be pres-
ent, to conter with the board and to deter-
mine which ot the above courses shall be
adopted.

The engineer was directed to give the
board an estimate of the cost of a retaining
wall on both sides of Ducas street to sup-
port said street.

AN OHI10 CENTENNIAL

To Demonstrate the Growth of the
State Proposed for 1888,
Special to the Globe.

CoLuMBUs, O., March 10.—The legislature
adopted a joint resolution to-day providing
for the holding at Columbus in September,
1888, of a centennial exposition demonstrat-
ing the material and educational progress,
and growth of the state during the first cen-
tury. That year marks the end of a century
since the first permanent settlement
was made in the state of Oho.

Northern, Minnesota & Northwestern and
the Central Iowa.
