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Canoeing., which received a considerable
impetus last year, will be more popular
than ever this season. There are already a
number of fine canves owned in St. Paul
and others are ordered. A canoe trip is full
of pleasures aud is a health-giving recrea-
tion. With the light, easily managed craft,
the boatman can take himself to the most
charming and picturesque spots, exploring
delightful wilds, as even the tiniest stream
will afford access to his dainty vessel. The
exercise of paddling is just enough to be of
service without tiring the voyager, and the
delicionus motion of the boat, the fresh,
pure atmosphere: an ocecasional diversion
with gun and rod; the charms of camping;
the frequent adventures at farm houses or
in country villages, and the splendid appe-
tite whieh is the result of the free open-air
life, all combine to make a canoe voyage
one of the most attractive and beneficial
amusements of *‘the sweet summer time.”
A feature mmtroduced last year by some of
our young married folks was to take their
wives with them on these aquatic trips, and
the ladies proved to be not only jolly com-
panions, but excellent sailors and valued
wssistants. What could be jollier and nicer
than a voyage made by a party of ladies
and gentlemen, with a fleet of comfortable
canoes and row boats, living out of doors
“for a week or two and roaming at their own
sweet will and learning the delights of a pure
Arcadian existence?

Rules, not too rigid, are enforced among
these artist clubs, and work must be done.
The work of a member is invisible to the
others except he or she desires to exhibit it,
and if one selects a subject it is his or hers
alone unless a colleague is allowed to use
it. The lunch is the event of the day. It
is not hurried, and the conversation runs on
art matters. A good time closes the day,
and all return refreshed and bhappy.
